The receipts for taxes at the City 
now foot np about ten thousand dollars a 
day, for those of 1874, and are coming in 
more slowly for 1873, and other back 
years. In the meantime, the eighteenth 
of June has been named as the latest 
day when payment ean be made
penalty. A t  t h a t  time, the rolls will be 
handed over to the City Attorney, for 
legal proceedings.

It may not be generally known that 
not more than about one hundred thou 
sand dollars have been received, so far, 
for the taxes of 1874 Hence, the city 
credit is very low. Employes of all kinds 
are unpaid, and, as a consequence, forced 
to sell their “time” to the brokers, who 
have managed, under one pretence 
another, to “bear” the market down to 
but little over half the face value. Thus, 
the honor of New Orleans is rated on the 
streets at a fraction more than fifty per 
cent. Doubtless, there is a good deal of 
money locked up in time certificates, but 
the per centage of discount is out of all 
proportion lor the worth of the money 
advanced on them. Forty per cent 
off a bill, that will probably be paid 
within six months, may be regarded 
a very steep figure. And yet, city em 
ployes and creditors of all kinds, have 
to stand it, as their creditors are 
themselves too weak to allow more than 
two months’ time on their current ac: 
counts. It may be the fault of bad legis­
lation, but it looks to us something like 
a combination of shiftlessness and relaxa­
tion of morals, producing what Micaw- 
ber would say, in short—impeenniosity, 
all round. There are some receipts in 
from the civil sheriff, for taxes of 1873, 
bnt a stopper has been put upon him, by 
injunction, and he has ceased to show his 
welcome face at the office of the Adminis­
trator of Finance. The balances on hand, 
to the credit of the school fund are, for 
1873, about $11,000, and for 1874 about 
$12,000. When either of these sums is 
increased to $30,000, there will be a pay­
ment of the teachers ordered, for either 
November or January. There is a pros- 
peet for one payment, at least, by the 
fifteenth of June.

STATE BONDS.

There was a lively demand for State 
bonds yesterdaÿ at advanced rates. This 
was occasioned by orders from New York 
to brokers in this city. One firm re­
ceived an order for the purchase of one 
hundred thousand dollars" worth of these 
bonds.

It is very probable that the parties pur­
chasing State bonds at this time are doing 
so for the purpose of having them ex­
changed for new bonds authorized to be 
issued under the funding bill passed by 
the last Legislature, and in which provis 
ion is made for the payment of interest 
on the State debt thus funded.

The board of liquidation created by this 
bill, composed of the Governor, Lieuten­
ant Governor, Auditor, Treasurer, Secrê  
tary of State and Speaker of the House, 
has already met and elected A. Baldwin, 
Esq., president of the New Orleans Na­
tional Bank, fiscal agent This position 
makes him a member of the board, but, 
we are informed, does not give him the 
safe-keeping of the State funds. They 
are to be kept in the Louisiana National 
Bank, unless removed by order of the 
Governor and State Treasurer, whom the 
law clothes with authority to say where 
the public funds shall be deposited.

Governor Kellogg has notified Louis­
iana bondholders that the board of 
liquidation has been duly organized and 
has caused to be prepared consolidated 
bonds of a uniform series, equal in amount 
to sixty per cent ot all outstanding bonds 
of the State, having forty years to run 
and bearing interest at the rate of 
seven per cent per annum, and will 
be prepared on and after the first 
day of July, 1874, to exchange 
them for all valid outstanding bonds 
and warrants in the manner and 
form provided in the act known as the 
funding bill, approved January 24, 1874.

It is therefore reasonable to conclude 
that the demand for State bonds has been 
created by the inducements offered under 
the new funding law. This process of ex­
change will place the new bonds cn a 
valid footing and give them a standing 
with capitalists the old bonds have never 
had.

VERY A SSURING.

It is comfortable to be assured by the 
Picayune that there is no possible founda­
tion for the rumors noticed a few days 
ago of probable failures on the fourth of 
June. But it would add immensely to 
the pleasure of the occasion if we could 
find some lady who could assure us that 
the Pic knows anything about it. We 
certainly hope our respected neighbor is 
right for once. And since we come to con­
sider the matter carefully, we think it 
must be. It has guessed wrong so oft of 
late that it must, in the very nature of 
things, be right this time. The worst 
luck will change at last. So, let us all 
dismiss our fears, and address ourselves 
again to sleep.
