FEM ALE SUFFRAG E AS A FED ERA L QUES­
TION.

The Territory of Pembina is bounded 
by the Mississippi and Missouri rivers on 
the east &Dd west, and by the Canada line 
and Iowa, respectively, on the north and 
south. Upon the consideration of a bill 
to organize the government of this Terri­
tory, Mr. Sargent, Senator from that land 
of advanced ideas—California—moved 
amend the bill by extending to women the 
right to vote and hold office in the Terri­
tory. This brought up expressions of 
opinion from prominent Senators, some of 
whom avowed faith in the moral useful 
ness of female suffrage, and pledged them 
selves to aid in giving it experimental 
effect.

The vote upon the merits of this new 
institution was startling; there were nine­
teen votes for the amendment and twenty- 
nine against it. But of these nineteen, 
there were many representative and pow­
erful men, such as Carpenter, CLgcdler, 
Flanagan, Morton and Windom.

The consideration of female rights in 
this connection brings up again the pro 
position discussed with the Picayune. We 
do not agree with Senator Stewart that 
the right of suffrage is a natural right, 
because if it were it would be no more 
limited than any other such natural right, 
such as the rights of life and freedom, 
We have assumed the right of a majority 
of the adult human beings to form an as­
sociation and to prescribe the rules them­
selves under which they shall be gov 
emed. We have used the term “adults’ 
because it may be assumed that minors 
within an agreed age shall not be ac­
counted equal in political capacity, since 
they are under the direction of their 
parents and protectors. Women, children 
and adults are all, however, represented 
as political equals. The majority of adults, 
whether by acquiescence of the female por­
tion of its numbers or by an informal 
exclusion of that portion, assumes 
the control of the government. In doing 
so it may im pose any conditions upon its 
own exercise of the power of self-govern­
ment that it may deem proper. This 
majority, by its fundamental compact or 
constitution, prescribes the limits within 
which those delegated to enact laws in 
the name of the majority may exercise 
the powers of the majority. The major­
ity in each State or the majority of the 
whole people of all the States first made 
a compact under which the rights of the 
majority are submitted in certain agreed 
relations to the common or federal gov­
ernment. This is, of course, a paramount 
obligation, and any exercise of power by 
a local majority within a State must be 
made in view of such concession of para­
mount authority to the federal govern­
ment. The general conviction seems to 
concede that the right to regulate and 
prescribe rules of equal suffrage belongs 
to the federal government under the cov­
enant or compact stated. But whether the 
majority in a State or in the Union shall 
choose to exercise its power of defining and 
restricting the exercise of power it may 
undoubtedly do so without protest by the 
citizens. It will follow from this reason 
ing that the minority in a republic can 
exercise no rights except what may have 
been conferred upon it by the majority.
The minority in a republic has no inher­
ent right except as defined by the consti­
tution of the majority. It has no rights 
simply because it is a minority.

The majority assigns certain rights to the 
whole people without regard to age, sex, 
color, or condition. The personal rights 
are of equal protection under the law. The 
political right assigned them is to be 
represented as equals. But the majority 
has chosen to impose upon its minority 
some restrictions both legal and political.
The obligations of woman in her conjugal 
relations, so far as marriage may be con­
sidered as a civil or legal contract, is a 
specimen of the legal restriction. The 
exclusion of women and minors from the 
right to choose, or be chosen, for politi­
cal office, is a limitation of political right 
It is a very peculiar limitation of that 
right, since if all human beings are 
political equals, then as women 
according to the statistical tables 
are more numerous than men, 
ttlû anomaly is presented of a minority— 
the men—imposing exclusive restrictions 
upon the numerical majority—the women.
This is one of the incongruities insepera. 
ble, perhaps, from the infirmity of all 
human systems, yet it is certain that the 
male majority, thus assumed, has limited 
the right of women to participate in the 
common government Nor can any one 
doubt the right of the majority to impose 
such limits upon such participation. The 
majority may inhibit all its members 
from exercising the right of suffrage, or 
of office, for any causes the majority may 
choose to allege. It may exclude all 
felons, as unworthy; it may deny all 
illiterate persons, as incompetent. It 
may even require the exhibition, by aU 
voters, of some evidence of intention to 
become permanent citizens, or of partici­
pation in the burdens of government. 
American majorities have pronounced 
against imposing any qualification of 
property as a condition of suffrage. If a 
man is fit for a soldier or a fireman, he is 
fit for a voter, and he who defends 
country in which he perhaps has no prop­
erty. is probably a more meritorious 
member of society than one who has 
property.

So the majority has the same right to 
exclude all women from the right of suf­
frage and office, that it has to exempt 
them from military or jury service, as it 
has to exclude all men who may be non 
oomiws or felons—we by no means assimi­
late these conditions of exclusion—or it 
may impose conditions of educational 
qualifications for suffrage upon all men 
and women.

We have thus explained and applied 
the principle upon which the majority 
governs itself and the minority. Bat take to 
off this apparent oppression upon the mi­
nority, it mast be remembered that he 
who is in the minority to-day npon one 
question or npon one disqualification, 
may be in the majority to-morrow npon 
some other question or upon the removal 
of the disqualification. The majority is

then the most equitable and impartial of 
all governments, since its conditions are 
applicable to all, and one member may 
be as liable to these conditions as an­
other.

We return, then, to the propriety of 
female suffrage. The R e publican  has ex­
pressed the opinion that female suffrage 
is a political disinfectant. That to diffuse 
this pungent moral agent throughout the 
electoral purlieus would neutralize and 
annihilate the germs of political corrup­
tion which are but dominant until the 
impure and heated atmosphere of a politi­
cal election shall give them a virus more 
destructive to the life of the nation than 
a hundred wars.

We conclude this notice with the 
weighty opinions of some leading Sena­
tors who voted for the experiment of fe­
male suffrage in Pembina Territory. On 
the principle of equal suffrage—

Mr. Morton said fie was in favor of the 
amendment upon what fie urged as the 
fundamental principles of onr government. 
The declaration of independence said all 
men are created free and equal. The word 
men did not mean males; it meant the 
whole human family.

On the political purification of female 
suffrage Mr. Sargent said :

Give them an opportunity through the 
ballot-box and they will break up nefarious 
practices now existing and purity society. 

Mr. Flanagan said:
He was a new convert to the cause of 

woman suffrage, and was made a convert 
by the glorious étions of the women's cru­
sade against intemperance. Women and 
women only, through Almighty God, could 
save this country horn the worst of all 
evils, intemperance.

Mr. Stewart, ot Nevada, said the question 
of female suffrage was being considered

refer to the fact that they are tillers of the 
soil; men who strive to prodace cotton, 
sugar, rice, etc., and thns add to the 
wealth of the State and nation. It is 
not their fault that they are now in the 
con dition to demand the benevolent con­
sideration of those who have not been 
overtaken by misfortune, and are permit­
ted to have the means to assist those who 
have. Therefore, it is mean to say they 
are paupers, and slanderous in the ex­
treme to say the whole State is beggared, 
and attribute that beggary, if it really 
exists, to others than its real authors— 
the secessionists and Copperheads. It is 
a palpable falsehoed to say that taxation 
has been increased under Governor Kel­
logg’s administration. On the contrary, 
taxation has been materially reduced, and 
a system of reform inaugurated, since he 
came into power, that will be productive 
of much good, if he is permitted to carry 
out his policy, which is that of reform 
among the people, as well as in the ad- 
administration of the government.
