Democracy, as a party, never advocated
popular education. They never founded
a public school system, as a measure of
party action. There were reasons, per-
haps, against educating the poor whites,

or colored people either. Any way, South-
ern Democracy took no public measures
to educate the white masses, since there
was no material relative diminution of il-
literate white numbers between 1550 and
1860.

The right of suffrags was avowedly
given the colored people by Congress as
the only defensive weapon which could
be placed in their bands. That this
weapon has occasionally been used for
harm as well as good was inevitable. We
have seen instances of people drowned by
an unskillful use of a life preserver, but
an invention so useful is not to be dis-
carded on that exceptiona! account. The
spirit of the Republican regime is, how-
ever, to educate the illiterate voter up to his
greal mission. While, therefore, the voter
may defend his liberties with this weapon,
he will be rapidly qualified to use it for
that exclusive purpose. Bul he can not
lay it down.

Eduecation itself is a weapon precisely
like the ballot. If directed by an honest
purpose it is invaluable.. If perverted to
fraud no one can compute its evil. We
will cite one example. Our Democratic
friends, suffering the pangs of the politi-
cally damned, under the salary famine
which has for some years past stricken
them, slipped their attenuated forms into
the domino and mask of Fusion. They
then employed professional experts at the
manipulation of the ballot-box and poll
books. They allege that they encoun-
tered opponents to whom this astute game
was not absolutely unknown, and like
Trythfal James, they professed to be as-
tonished at the appearance in one hand of
the identical bower actually and inten-
tionally dealt to another. Upon this com-
petitive skill of these educated graduates
both parties argued their question before
Congress. This body, in its bewilderment
at the perfection to which the art of politi-
cal attack ##d defense may be elevated by
devices of highly educated individuals, de-
clined to undertake a decision. Fearing,
perhaps, a further couflict of wits between
these champions, Congress refused to
allow them further opportunity to test
their rival skill. This is an example of
what people who can read and write not
only their own names, but unhappily the
of other people, can achieve.

When this school of malcontents was in
power throughout the Southern States,
why was not this protection to peace aud
property adopted?

As for the abstract questions whether
if a suffrage be “‘enjoyed by a people or a
class, a large majority of which can not
read or write"—‘a republic can be
maintained on such a basis”—we must
be specific: A republic might well exist
where a large majority of a classcan not
read or write because the ‘‘class” might
be insignificant in gts relative numbers.
On that principle we might suppose a
“class” of naturalized aliens in a State
would not affect its capacity as a republic,
though a large majority of them might
not read or write. As for the capacity of
apeople to sustain a republic, alarge
majority of whom can neither read or
write, we may reply technically that
both the Roman and Grecian republics
subsisted six or seven centuries with-
out the test of the sfylus and with
alarge majority of people who cculd
neither read nor write. We know at pres-
ent of no State in the Union which under
the census of 1870 has such a majority,
unless, perhaps, South Carolina, to which
we can not at the moment look. Adding
the 330,000 whites of Louisiana to the
number of colored people who can read
and write, there is no illiterate majority
here.

Let us, however, furnish the Picayumne
with a memorandum on this subject, with
some not inappropriate comments for its
edification.

The following shows the number of
white persons above the age of ten years
who could neither read nor write in the
following named States, according to the
census of 1860:

There were 50,749 illiterate whites re-
ported in Louisiana in 1870. Here is
a small array of ignorance which marched
under the command of the then dominant
Democracy. In which of these States
named did the statesmen of that school
propose to remedy the evil or reduce the
force? They held State constitutional
conventions. In which of them was
there a proposition for spelling book
suffrage? On the opposite. The De-
mocracy of the South abolished partial
property qualification, and extended the
right of suffrage to all white males who
had attained twenty-one years without
conviction of crime. The Democrats of
the South were the radicals of their day.
They extended the right of suffrage in
the States. They opposed property lim-
itations on the right of suffrage. They
gave the right of suffrage to all white
men above twenty-one without qualifica-
tion of property or intelligence, and
they gloried in it. For this are
they called—Democrats. Now, when
the governing party in the Soutn
had organized the army of ignorance and
equipped its male adults with the ballot,
where these soldiers served Democracy
until they were veterans gray in ignor-

Foiled and enraged, the Fusionists came
home, and of all the remedies in the
world they propose—what? Not further
restrictions upon registers, clerks or com-
missioners, but to disfranchise the only
constituency who can not possibly forge
anybody's name. We have Leard of a
loafer who came home and beat his wife
because he had been denied credit at the
doggery, but in no other case have we
known the impudence and ‘‘inconse-
quence” of Fusion equaled. There may
be something to a generous or grateful
mind in our consideration, but we do not
address it to party politicians.

These poor, illiterate blacks have just
done their part to authorize a general
amnesty of property and rights to many
of their fellow-cititens. The right of
suffrage has been, since the war, restored
to thousands. The disqualification of
having borne arms against the mnational
government has been abolished. Did
this act prove these illiterate voters un-
worthy of suffrage? None of those whites
emancipated by their act and aid will
say so. Is it, then, exuc!fy just in edu-
cated intelligence to practice such an
astute trick upon illiterate integrity? Can
the power given by aid of the iliiterate
colored people be honorably employed to
deprive them of the very right they have
bestowed upon those who would now use
this very power to disfrauchise their bene-
factors?

Any way, the Picayumne and its com-
peers seemy impressed with the impor-
tance of moral and intelligent suffrage,
and we hope their co-operation in all
which may best promote it. Chief among
these issues will be found the universal
education of the people. Will the new
converts help us?

There -is no party question involved in it,
nor any difference of opinion among our
citizens, Perhaps even our owu Senator,
General West, could be influenced to lend
his support to a measure in which Louisi-
ana is so deeply interested, if strong per-
sonal influences were brought to bear
upon him.
