We have now said enough to establish
the proposition enounced in these arti-
cles. We have done so at some length,
and with some labor, and yet it is only
to remind the various interests addressed,
that they should investigate the sulject
in its relation to their own interests.

One thing we would say to the Eastern
interests. You aspire to equal England
in her credit, in her manufactures and her
shipping. Imitate her in this great policy
of making & home markret, To build ap
a cotton crop she has developed the East
Indies with her capital and skill. She
bas incidentally furnished a market for
much of her industrial products. Now,
if England can do this with a region thir-
teen thousand miles away by water, and
in which her supremacy is by £o means
assured beyond peradventure, why should
the great and kindred interests of the
American States hesitate to build upa
home market within the jurisdiction of
the nation, and one in which production
and consumption can never be separated ?

It is not right that society should lose the
force of all its intellect for the want of
education. Universal suffrage and uni-
~versal education go hand in_ hand, and,
ultimately they will be urited. But to
make the exercise of a right, sacred and
indispensable, to depend upon a personal
qualification which is far from being in
itself protective of popular rights is a de-
parture from every principle of freedom
and equality. We have in mind one sig-
nal iestance in which the ability to
make a signature was by no means a safe-
guard of the public interest. It was
when the signature of the State was af-
fixed to certain bonds,, since designated
as ‘tainted and fraudulent.” The skill
of this chirography was such that the feat
was performed while the cars were moving
at the rate of eighteen or twenty miles an
bour. Now, upon the Picayune testthe
honest brakesman upon that car earning,
at the risk of his limbs, £fty or sixty
eents a day, might have been turned from
the polls becanse he could not write his
own name, while the passenger who had
been busy writing the name of the State
upon unfounded obligations would have
passed the commissioners in friumph.
The day has gone by for class legislation
in America. There will be no patricians
of the pen 2nd ink.

Never will the admiration of the world
for that most ordinary evidence of scholar-
ship—writing one’s own reme—be accept-
ed from one offender as a valid plea on an
indictment, while his eccomplice gaily
subscribes his name and so in considera-
of his learning, escapes.

COMPARATIVE RECUPERATIVE POWERS,

“To remind one of a favor voluntarily
conferred, is to cancel the obligation.”
This old saying must have been absent
from Mr. Marks’ mind when he penned
that note to Mayor Wiltz to inquire how
much money Chicago had contributed to
support the great charity of this State,
We regret that such an inquiry should
bave been made by any citizen of New
Orleans; but the principal error, in our
judgment, consisted in making tke cor-
respondence public.

Less than three years ago Chicago was
devastated Ly a great fire, just as the cold
season was coming on. The losses were
estimated high up in the millions. When
the news of the calamity was spread
abroad, generous contributions were raised
in various parts of the country and the
money sent to the mayor. Among others,
New Orleansso far forgot her own troubles
as to send thirty thousand deollars. This
was not a large sum, but it was, we be-
lieve, freely given, not placed as a loan,
to be withdrawn whenever the donors de-
sired to aid other unfortmnaté localities.
Chicago can not be said to be indebted to
New Orleans to the amount named in Mr.
Marks' letter. Certainly it is not becom-
ing in us to allege such a claim, or to scan
the liberality of a city which so recently
was destroyed. Chicago suffered a heavier
loss during that dreadful season of fire than
this entire State did during the four years
of war. We Lave had ten years of propi-
tions seasons in which to recuperate.
Chicago has kad but little more than two.
And yet she is expected to stand ready,
not only to reimburse New Orleans its
thirty thousand dollars on sight, but to
be on the look out for distress generally,
and pay the money over to our credit.
Our own poverty is marshaled in the fore-
ground of this picture, not reprovingly
for having let so much time elapse with so
little improvement, but te magnify the
importance of a smail contribution sent
to another afilicted city two years ago.
Doubtless Chicego has added more to her
wealth in the two years that have elapsed
since the fire than New Orleans kas to
bers in the ten since the war; but it is not
a matter to be introduced as a reason for
or agnin.s.‘,the esercise of charity or the
voluntary exchange of good offices. This
may be taken by persons whodo not fully
understand our people for ostentation in-
stead of charity.

SLATE PENCIL SUFFRAGE.

The Picayure thus challenges the Re-
PUBLICAN: “Does it hold that a suffrage
epjoyed by a people or a class, a large ma-
jority of which can not read or write, is a
safe or proper cne—that a republic can
be maintained on such a basis?” .

This rather broken-kneed sentence
seemed to stursble into an inquiry whether
a republic eould be maintained in which
a majority of “‘a class of citizens could
not read or write?” To this we replied
that if the “class” was small it undoubt-
edly might. To the inguiry whether 2
republic could be maintained in which a
msjority of the people could neither read
nor write, we replied that Rome and
Greece were republics and maintained
this form of government for four or five
centuries. Of the *‘fierce democracies that
fulmined over Greece” the Ficis silent,
but enlightens us as to Rome, thus:

The Republie ¢f Rome, as it is styled,
Wwas an aristocracy governed by chiets.

Seeing that the practice and term of
sufirage prevailed in both those republics,
the idea of “an aristocracy governed by
chiefs,” instead of those grand old repub-
lics with their public assemblies, shows
that the writer kad never read Plutarch,
Livy or Tacitus, or supposed kLis readers
never had. If, however, the language of
these authors is inaceessible, Shakespeare
has told in our mother tongue how
Coriolanus stood to ask the Roman people
to “give their suffrage” for the consulate.
Where they were not “to stay all together,
but to come to him where he stands by
ottes, by twos and ‘threes.” Every one of
us has a single “honor in giving him ‘onr
own voices with our own tongues.” We
were defied to show a republic which had

been ev i

-ﬂhknﬁeegeo) e. t was the question.
We named two republics. Itis notim-
probable we might have added those of
Switzerland and Holland. Not impossibly
cur, own republic was fought for and
founded by a majority of white people
who could neither read nor write.

The rejoinder of the Pic admits our
answer to be correct, but accounts for the
maintenance of the Roman republic by
the alleged fact that the masses did not
know how to read or write at that day,
and that ‘‘the printing press was not then
in existence.” Then a republic did exist
with a majority of illiterate *‘people.”
Consequently it is not indispensable to
the maintenance of a repyblic that a ma-
jority of the peopie should be able toread
and write, which is the proposition
maintained by us.

situation was discussed at length. The
President, during the conversation, laid be-
fore the Senator a remarkable paper, in
which, in memorandum form, he had de-
fined the methods by which he deemed
specie payments may be reached within the
remaining years of his present term. Mr.
Jones was 8o struck with the originel char-
acter of the propositions embodied by the
President that after his return home Le
wrote the President a letter asking for a
copy of the mwemorandum and permiesion
to publisi the same. The President ac-
ceded, and Mr. Jones gave the document to
the Aszsociated Press.

The following i3 the memorandum re-
ferred to:

I believe ita high and plain duty to re-
torn to a specie basis at the earliest practi-
cable day, not only in compliance with leg-
islative aud party pledges, but as a step in-
diepeneable to a lust:ng national prosperity.
1 believe, further, that the tine has come
when this can be done, or at least begun,
with less embatrassment to every branch
of industry than at any future time.

After resort has been had to unstable
and temporary expedients to stimulate un-
real prosperity and epeculation on any
basis other tban coin a8 the recognized
medium of exchange throughout the com-
mercial world, the particular mode selected
to bring about restoration of epecie stand-
ard is not of s0 much consequence as that
some adequate plan be devised, time fixed
when currency ehball be exchangeable for
coin at par, acd the plan n.dogted rigidly
adLered to. It i3 not probable that any
legislation suggested by me would prove
acceptable to both branches of Congress,
and, indeed, a full discuseion migat shake
my own faith in the details of any planl
wight propese. 1 will, bowever, venture
to state the geueral features of action which
seem to e advisable. The financial plat-
form on which I would stand, and any
departure frow which would be in a spirit
of ‘concession and harmony in reference to
contiicting opinivns:

J. I would bike to see the legal-tender
clause, so-called, repealed The reveal to
take effect at a future time, gay July 1,
1875, This would «anse all contracts made
after thav date 1or wages, sales, ete., to be
estimated in coin. It would correct our
notions ot values. The specie doliar would
be the only dollar known as a measure of
equivalente. When debts, afterward con-
tracted, were pald in currency instead of
calling paper dollar and dollar, and quot-
ing goid at so much premium, we should
think and speak of paper at &0 much dis-
count. Tlis alone would aid greatly in
bringing the currencies nearer together
at par. 2. I would like to see a provision
that at 2 fized day, say July 1, 1876, the
currency issued by the United Stat#should
be redecmed in coin on presenfation to
any assistant trewsurer, and that all cur-
rency &0 redeemed shonld be canceled and
never re-isgned. To effect this iz would be
necesgary to authorize the issue of bonds
payable in gold, bearing interest as wounld
cominand par in gold, to be put out by the
treasury only in such sums as should irom
time to time be needed for the purpose of
redempticn. Such legislation would insure
a return to sound tinancial principles in two
years, and wonld, in my judgment, work less
bardship to the debtor interest than is likely
to come from putting cff the day of final
reckoning. It must be borne in mind,
too, that the creditor’s interest had its day
of disad vantage also, when our present finan-
cial system was broughtin by the supreme
peeds of the nation at the time. I wonld
further provide that from and after the
date tixed for redemption. no bills, whether
of national banks or of the United States,
returned to the treasury to be exchanged
for new bills, should be replaced by bills
of less denomination than ten dollars,
and thatin one year after resumption, all
of less than five dollars shall be withdrawn
from circulation, and in two years all bills
of less than ten dollars should be with-
drawn. The advantage of this would be
strength given to the country against times
of depression resulting from war, failure of
crops, or any other canse, by keeping al-
ways in the bands of the people a large
supply of precious metals. With all smaller
transactions conducted in coin, many mil-
lions of it would be kept in constant use,
and, of conree, prevented from leaving the
country. Undoubtedly, a poorer currency
will always drive the better out of cireula-
tion. With paper a legal tender, and at a
discount, gold aud silver became articles
of merchandize as much as wheat or cotton.
The surpius will find it the best market it
can. With small bills in circulation, there
is no use tor coin, except to keep itin the
vaults of banks to redeem -circulation.
During periods of great epeculation and
apparent progperity there is little demand
for coin, and then it will flow out to & mar-
ket where it can be made to earn some-
thing, which it can't do while lying idle.
Gold, like anything else when not needed,
becomes a surplus, and, like every other
surplus, it seeks a market where it can find
one. By giving active employment to coin,
however, its presence, it seewms to me, will
be eecured, and panies and depressions,
which have occurred periodically in times
of nominal specie payments, if they can not
be wholly prevented, can, at least, be
greatly mitigated. Indeed, I question
whether it wonld have been found
necessary to depart from the standard
of specie in the trying days which gave
birth to the first legal tender act, had the
country taken the ground of no smail bills
as early as 1850, Again, I would provide
an excess of revenue over current expendi-
tures. I would dothis by rigid economy
and by taxation where taxation can best be
borne. Increased revenue would make a
constant reduction of debt and interest and
would provide coin to meet the demand on
the treasury, thereby diminishing the
amount of bonds needed for that purpose.
All taxes, after redem{mion begins, should
be paid in coin or United States notes.
This wounld force redemption on the na-
tional bauks. With measures like these. or
measures which would work out sach re-
sults. 1 see no danger of, authorizing free
banking without limit.
