A n o t h e r  E s c a p e d  C o n v ic t  C a p t u r e d .—

Delisle was sentenced to the 
Penitentiary in 1869 for horse stealing and 
escaped shortly aftervftird, since which 
time he has, it is believed, led a life of 
active crime. He is a powerfully built man, 
about thirty-five years old, and’ a keen vil­
lain.
