Had they been exposed to 
public sale, they would bave brought large 
sums, as quite a number of friends of the 
Senator w‘cnt to the sale for the special pur­
pose of buving them. The parlor reception 
chair, beautifully upholstered, was bought 
bv a iady from Boston for $37. A carved 
wainut card-table commanded as high a 
price as $'■). In this connection, it may be 
stated that a Boston lady, who made a num­
ber of purchases, gave no other name in 
buving except “Boston."

Mauv persons came expecting to buy or­
dinary fashionable household furniture at a 
moderate price. On observing the figures 
at which everything went, they left in de­
spair. A great majority of the bidders 
seemed to be either irlends or admirers of 
the late Senator, who desired some me­
mento, no matter at what price. The bid- 
din* was spirited at a.l times, but there 
wa°no complaint of unfairness in Cisposin 
of the goods. The wine aud liquor 01 tt 
Senator will nor be sold until to-morrow 
morning at eleven o'clock, it bein* found 
impossible to reach them to-day. The sale 
to-dav was uuusuailv siow, from tue fac. 
that scarcely anything was sold in a lump, 
it being deemed desirable for the accommo­
dation of Mr. Sumner's friends to sell arti­
cles separately, in order that everybody 
might secure a souvenir. Among those who 
were present at the sale were Senator Lout- 
well aud Representative Pierce, of Massa­
chusetts. and Mr. Harriss. of Mississippi, 
besides a number of Senators and Repre­
sentatives from other States.
