Topographical Map of Louisiana.

We have received from W. E. Seebold,
agent of G. W. & C. B. Colton, of New
York, the publishers, a copy of Colonel S.
H. Lockett’s topographical map ot the State
of Louisiana., This map was prepared by
Colonel Lockett, with the assistance of D.
M. Bronson, of the class of 1872, of the
Louisiana State University, from actual
surveys made by him. In the prosecution
of these surveys he visited and examined
every portion of the Stute, and traveled
over 6000 miles on horseback. In a very
interesting lecture delivered to a very small
audience last year in Lyceum Hall, he
thoroughly explained the map then on ex-
hibition. It was the generally expressed
opinion at that time that it was the most
complete and carefully executed map of
any State in the Union, and should be pab-
lished. It was Colonel Lockett’s desire that
the State should undertake its publication,
but that was never gratified. Messrs. Col-
ton, of New York, have, however, presented
the public with a complete fac simile on a
smaller scale, engraved in the superb style
that all maps published by that house pos-
sess,

The geological formations, divided into
hilly and level, are indicated by eight
colors, and explained by sufiicient though
concise notes. In Colonel Lockett's lecture,
which should be printed, that it may be
etudied in connection with the map, all
these subdivisions are deseribed with great
minuteness, and there is a vast amount of
information of great value to all students
of Louisiana.

Mr. Seebold has the map bandsomely
mounted on rollers, and also in pocket form,
at his bookstore, No. 166 Canal street.

idents are almost impossible, andsbut
little known.

The legend tells us that Berlin first was
but a little fisher-village on the Elbe. This
was about 1300, when little was really
known of it. Ilistory dates with its real
importance which commenced with the
reign of Friedrich Wilbhelm, the great Kur-
furst, 1640, at which time commerce and
luxury began to flourish, and art and
science grew up as beautiful flowers under
their shade and protection. And to-day?
It seems hardly possible to give the reader
a perfect idea of the beauty and immense
treasures of Berlin. Having read numer-
ous letters of English, French and Ameri-
can tourists in Berlin, I was quite unde-
cided in my impressions of it, although his-
tory alone had given me sufficient desire to
sce the capital of the German empire, and to
walk over ground once familiarly trodden
by Frederick the Gredt, and afteward by
Napolecn L in his early triumphs.

Who has not from early school days
learmed to respect and admire the letters
of Lady Montagu, Murray, De Stael and
Guion? For precision, truth and grace
of style Lydy Montagu is hardly sur
pasged by more modern writers of travel.
But why was Berlin so distasteful to her?
She writes to a friend that ‘“‘there is little
in Berlin to interest a stranger for any
length of time. The people are stupid and
arrogant, and their manners and language
homely.” I wonder if Lady Montagu knew
the German language! Even Frederick the
Great, who had reason enough to dislike it
trom the severe early training he received
in that language, and who spent half his
days and fortune for his sworn allegiance
to the French tongue, declaring his own
only fit for barbarians, and refusing to
speak it except upon military duty—even
he was forced to change his opinion after
listening to therich poetry of his Gleim, and
the soul-stirring drama of his Gellert, and
he exclaimed “Can the German lauguage
be used to express such thought, such emo-
tion!” Ie afterward ordered books for the
deep study of the language, which he mas-
tered, and it seems had no cause to regret
it, for he became a considerable poet, and
dispensed with the gociety of Voltaire,
which made him a better man. I have ob-
served something akin to ths distaste ex-
pressed by Lady Montagu and De Stael in
Germany among modern tourists, both
of England and America. Murray, called
“the humorous,” seems to have taken a fit of
‘the “blues” while here, for he found Berlin
dull and upattractive. One may more
easily account for the antipathies of Mme.
De Stael, but when it comes to a modern
graduate of the sound school of Oxford, as
George Augustus Sala, writing us in 1866
that the sight-seeing of Berlin is soon ex-
hausted, some questions naturally repeat
themselves to my mind: Is he alover of
history? of music? Does he know the Ger-
man authors? Does he know the language?
How different are the reports of the nu-
mortal Irving, and the finely polished
scholar, Bayard Taylor, who have given
masterly literary proofs of *“the pleasufes
never ending” to the traveler in Germany,
Berlin especially, the seat of gloryin art
and trinmphal in war. Bayard Taylor has
furnished us much useful and entertaining
information in his tour through Germany.
He must have found some charm, too, in
the langupge, for he takes great pleasure in
translating the great German authors, and
has given to Americans an English “Faust”
which they may weil value, for the German
school of “Enghsh eriticism” has given it
a bigh acceptance in saying that their dear
old Goethe has lost nothing of his beauty
and imagery of thought in the hands of
this able translator. I can understand the
possibility of a chance traveler not liking
Berlin—or one like “Doesticks” at Nia.
gara, who happens to find in his first ram-
bles over Berlin its splendid “bier-kellers,”
when he has examined these after the
fashion of ‘Doesticks” at Niagara, it may
well be imagined that he has exhausted the
sight-seeing at Berlin. But to the traveler
who has time, health, money and a good
conscience, there is certainly no reason
why he should not admire it. There seems
to be but little argument, however, for the
difference in impression, for I have spent a
winter in Washington, District of Colum-
bia, and found it delightfal, while my Eng-
lish friend “George Augustus Sala,” thinks
such a vigit only te be endured after a re-
turn from the horror of horrors in company
with Messrs. Dante and Virgil. No matter
what may be the causzes of disfavor with
which many persons regard this stately
city, itis the seat of the most powerful
monarchy existing, and holds a population
of nearly a million, besides a garrison of
32,000 soldiers; its schools of art and learn-
ing can not be equaled by any other
European city. Iere in the old palace may
the lover of Listory find enjoyment; the
facts of what he has read of the old heroes
are more familiarly associated with his
mind.

For the connoissenr in art there mnst be
a world of pastime and profit. The the-
atres are of a high order of dramatic talent,
and numerous. I believe there are 125,
twenty-five of which are first class, where
the dramas of Goethe, Schiller, Lessing
and Shakespeare are represented. This,
combined with a society u}' people superior
in intellect and rick by Industry, decides
me in saying that the place is full of enjoy-
ment. By epecial permission I visit the
royal palace daily, rain or shine, and my
interest is increased by each additional
visit. The building is in the form of a
right angle, 158 yards in length and 94
yards in width. It comprises two exten-
give courts, and is entered by five gates,
two toward the “Lustgarten,” two toward
the “Schloss Platz,” and the principal gate
on the west side toward the Schlossfreibeit.
This last gate is said to be in imitation of
the triumphal arch of Septimius Severus.
The gate from the “Lustgarten,” by which

visitors are admitted to the palace, is
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adorned by the “Horse Tamers,” two large
groups in bronze, erected by Baron Clodt,
of St. P burg, and p ted by the
Emperor Nicholas in 1842. The first court
is adorned with 9% George and the
dragon, a colossal group in bronze by Kiss,
erected in 1865. Visiters are conducted
into the palace by the long gate erected by
Schluter on the east side of the quadrangle.
The building contains 600 apartments,
The Schweizer Saal, the Konig’s Saal,
with full-length portraits of the kings of
Prussia, and the Rothe Adler Saal, are first
entered. The last mentioned room con-

the order. The Ritter Saal, or Thron Saal
contains the royal throne, entirely wrought
in silver, eight feet in height, presented to
the Emperor by the officers of the army and
navy in 1867, on the sixtieth anniversary of
his admission to the military service. Here
are also to be seen beautiful vases and
tankards in gold and silver. The Schwarze
Adler Saal is the room where the meetings
of the order of the Black Eagle are held.
It contains a large picture by Camphausen,
representing Frederick the Great sur-
rounded by his g Is. Tha picture gal-
lery.a lall seventy yards long, which is
used as a reception room on festive oc-
casions, contains some fine modern pie-
tures—“King William at the Battle of
Sadowa,” by Steffeck; “Coronation of the
King at Konigsberg in 1861,” and numer-
ous portraits by Menzel; “King William
pregenting the Crown Prince with the Or-
der ‘Pourle Merite,’” after the battle of
Sadowa, by Camphausen; “The Great
Elector at the Battle of Fehrbellin, in
1675,” by Eybel; “Bonaparte Crossing the
St. Bernard,” by David, and numerous
others. At the entrance is a portrait of
Sultan Soliman IL, by Lievens. At the
egress is the finely executed portraits by
Van Dysck of the handsome Charles 1. of
England and his Queen.

The white saloon, which has been much
altered, is thirty-six yards long, seventeen
yards wide, and forty-two feet high. This
contains many marble statues, among those
especially noticeable are the twelve electors
of Brandenburg, and an admirable statue
of “Victory,” in a sitting posture, by Rouch.
In niches above are eight statues, emblem-
atical of the eight provinces of the Prussian
State; beneath are Caryatides with armorial
bearings, above them eight different paint.
ings. The adjoining staircase is ermbellished
with marble statues of the I'mperors Jus-

tinian, Constaatine, Charlemagne, and
Radolph II. by Eggers, and relicfs by
Schluter.

The palace chapel is full of interest, and
sumptuously fitted up. Itis 126 feet high and
eighty-eight feet in diameter. Itislived and
paved with marble, and adorned with fres-
coes by distinguished modern masters, rep.
resenting Scriptural subjects, members of
the royal family, reformers, etc. The altar
is of Oriental alabaster, with a lefty crucifix
gilded and set with precious stones. On the
right and left are ambos, or reading desks,
in Carrara marble. Ten columus in marble
serve as candelabras. The chapel is eaid to
hold 1500 perzong, and is used oy tue royal
family on the occasion of Church festivals.
There is a tradition here, much believed
in, that the ghost of the Countess Agnes of
Orlamunde periodically haunts tie palaces
of Baireuth and Berlin to give warnicg of
the death of a member of the royal family
of Brandenburg. The apparition is called
the “White Lady,” and is said to have ap-
peared last in February, 1840 in this palace
chapel, and Frederick Willizin 111. died in
the summer of the same year. The story
of the Countess of Orlamunde tells us that
she murdered Ler two children in order
that she might marry the DBurgrave Albert
of Nuaremberg, ancestor of the clectors of
Brandenburg.

On the east side of the Lustgarten, he-
tween the Palace and the Royal Maseum,
the cathedral erected under Frederick is
situated. It is said to have been much im-
proved sine:, with a large and two small
towers, covered by splendid domes. It
contains a monument to the electors, John
Cicero (1499) and Joachim I (1533), cast by
Vischer, of Nuremberg in 1510, and the
handsome sarcophagi of the great elector
and King Frederick I. These are highly
interesting. Beneath the cathedral are the
burial vaults of the Prussian royal family-
Adjoining is a burial hall in imitation of
the Campo Santo at Pisa, for which the
distinguished painter, Cornelius, designed
his compositions descriptive of the subjects
sin, death and the redemption. The latter
is uncompleted. The Royal Museum is
worthy of numerous visits, to be able to
discuss properly all subjects of interest and
beaunty. It isan admirable building, in the
Greck style, the finest in Berlin, with an
Ionic portico of eighteen columns, and as-
cended by a broad flight of steps. The
musenm was erected by Schinkel, and is
ninety-four yards long, twenty-eight deep
and sixty-two feet high. [be central part
of the structure, rising above the rest of
the building, and corresponding with the
rotunda in the interior, is adorned at the
corners with four colossal groups in bronze,

in front, the “Horse Tamers of the
Monte Cavallo at Rowme,” by Tieck;
at the back, Pegasus refreshed and

caressed by the Horae, by Schirvelbein
and Hagen. The steps are adorned with
two large groups in bronze. On the right
18 an Amazon on horseback defending her-
self against a tiger, executed by Kiss, and
on the left i3 a lion combat, by A. Wolfl.
The vestibule contans marble statues of
Schinckel, by Tieck; Wichmann, Schadow
and Hagen. The frescoes were designed by
Schinckel and executed under the direction
of Cornelius. On the left is represented
the development of the world from claos,
and on the right the progress of human cul-
ture portrayed in theancient style. On the
left Uranus and the dance of the coustella-
tions; Saturn and the Titans retire to the
ohscurity of the primitive age; the tlock of
the moonlit clonds eross the sky, recalling
the reign of Saturn; Japiter organizes the
new course of the world, diffusing the life-
giving fire; the Dioscuri, the first distribu-
tors of light, precede Lim; Prowetheus
steals the fire for the inhabitants of earth
Selene (Luna) drives her chariot to illu
wine the night; heavenly figures are Lere
repressnted to spread forth the bread cur
tains of night. Night unfolds her mantle,
from which tha figures crowd forth; her
children repese around ler. Elements of
varieties ot life are developed—“ma-
ternal love;” “war still slumbers:™ “joy-
ful peace,” with muse; a beantiful chiid
watering the earth with rain; elements of
soience impeded by the forces of nature;
fructification; a cock proclaiming the dawn
with which care begins; rise of the sun;
Venus and Capid; the Graces. These, be-
sides interesting the lover of astronmomy,
afford a rare echool in the comprehension
of sculpture and painting. The frescoes
on the right describe (first group) morning

beings hover in the element of the beautiful.
Fourth group—Lawgivers. Fifth group—
Evening and autumn; this is very especially
beautiful, representing vintage, the art of
sculpture and architecture—in the subject
of sculpture, Schinkel, the artist, is repre-
sented, and other great sculptors. In
the subject of ‘architecture .are small
mural pamtings of a high order. Under
these are, on the left, the myth of Hercules,
on the right that of Thesus. A double
staircase leads from the vestibule I have
attempted to describe, direct to the second
floor of the museum—the staircase is orca-
mented with a copy of the celebrated an-
cient Warwick vase in England, and busts
of the Ministers von Allenstein and W. von
Humboldt. Inthe upper passage, at the en-
trance to the rotunda, are frescoes by
Schinkel representing every lyric and poetic
subjeet possible to be named. This museum
contains also the antiquarium, which is
deeply interesting and instructive, but
would require many days of inspection and
thorough knowledge of the history of anti-
quities, to be satisfactory. Itis located on
the ground floor; at the bottom of the stair-
case, under glass, is the instructive model of
an ancient “quinquereme.” Onthe leftisa
suit of rooms containing antique vases, ter-
racot ice and b There are
from 1600 to 2000 of these vases, many of
which are valuable and important in the
study of Greek printing and mythology. The
small bronzes, isting of idols, P

d ils, ete., afford an
insight into the public and domestic life of
the Greeks and Romans. On the right are
the cabinet of coins and collection of gems
comprising works oi the highest artistic
value. Especially remarkable are the re-
ceding “intaglios” and raised ‘*‘cameoe.”
Casts of the chief treasures of other collec-
tions and mural paintings from Pompeii
are hung upon the walls. Here, too, is
preserved the ‘“silver treasure” found at
Hildesheim, coneisting of Roman plate,
probably of the time of Augustus. Some of
the articles possess great merit, especially
four round flat dishes with reliefs at the
bottom, representing Minerva, Young
Hercules, Deus Lununs and Cybele, and
rich wide goblets with feet. The cabinet
of coins is chronologically arranged. The
medizval and modern coins which are
stated 40,000 :n number, are in a separate
apartment to which access may be cbtained
by epecial permission.

The gallery of paintings i3 adwmirably
arranged and adapted for the study of the
history of the art. It is divided into thirty-
seven apartments, each having a number.

To the right of the entrance from the
connecting passage and to the left of the
approach from the rotunda, the Italian
school begins in the fourth and the Dutch
school in the fifth apartment, either of
which may ve taken asa starting point.
It would tire the reader wera I to attempt
a full description of these schools of art,
but I can not forbear naming a few subjects
by the great immortal masters. Among
this collection are works from the year
1420—The “ Venetians,” by Courgliano;
**Adoration of the Magii,” by Murano; later
“Venetiaus,” by Giorgione; “The Chess
Players,” by Titian; “Lavinia,” Titian's
daughter, and a portrait of himself; also,
Titian's “Venus,” Francia's ‘‘Pista,” Fran-
cia’s “Madonna,” and many other sacred
pictures. A room is specially devoted to
the works of Raphael, Corregio, Romano
and Murillo. Sowe of thesz are executed
upon a gold greund, and as & style of paint-
ing peculiar to thatschool are worth a deep
study. There are alio a few valuable
works of the Umbriaa school, 1160—*Ma-
dorna,” by Raphael's father; “Ckrist at
the Sepulchre,” by Bouitazio. The Floren-
tine and Roman ecbocls are replete with
interest. In these rooms may be seen the
legends of St. Antony of Padua, in the
rich and artistically blended colors of those
schools. “Madonna coi Bambini,” by
Raphael, was purchased ut Naples for G750
livres; “Diana and Calisto,” *Venus Kissing
Cupid,” “Madonna di Casa Colonna,” all
by Raphael and purchased at fabulous
prices for this gallery. The last mentioned
picture is 8o called from the palace at
Rome in which it was formerly preserved.
Its purchase cost 3000 livres.
