MONDAY, JUNE 22, 1874,

United States Circuit Court.

James M. Barclay ve. Levee Commission-
ers.—Mandamus refused.

superior Criminal Court.

Judge Atocha issued the following order:

Under and by virtue of the authority
vested in the Superior Criminal Court, itis
ordered thut the police magistrates and
justices of the peace having criminal juris-
diction within the parish ot Orleans, be and
they are hereby required to strictly adhere
o the provisions of the Revised Statutes in
all cases where parties are charged with
offenses wituin tbe jurisdiction of this court,
by causing to be taken down in writing the
testimony of witnesses for the prosecution as
it is spoken by suid witnesses while under
examivation on the witness stand, and also
on the cross-examination of said witnesses,
stating whether the parties under examina-
tion are represented by counsel and giving
the name of said counsel. When the wit-
ness has testified, his testimony must be
read by him, if he can read, and if he can
not, it must be to b by either the
magistrate or one of his clerks. If the
testumnony a8 taken down is found to be cor-
rect, or it any vorrections are to be made,
then after they are made, the witness shall
sign bis name in presence of the magistrate,
who ehall certify over his signature that
the tesumony was taken down as delivered
by the witness, and was a‘terward read by,
or to, the witness and by him declared cor-
rect.

The practice that prevails of first letting
the witness testify and then taking him to
one side and having some incompetent-elerk
take down a new statement made by the
witness out of the hearing of either the
magistrute, the accused or his couneel, ip
exceedingly reprehensible and causes great
jnjustire in many cases to both the State
and the defencant, for it not unfreguently
bappens that a witness is absent when the
case comes up for trial before a jury
and the State or defemse are deprived
of his testimony bLecause i has not
been properly taken down, or the State or
defense way deeire to show a difference of
statements by the witnees before the exam-
ining court and before the jury, and for
other inportant reasons. The provision of
the etatute is peremptory, and can not be
disregarded. The wmagistrate is not even
permitted by the Iaw, in capital cases, to
ask the witnesses called who testified be-
fore the coroner whether the testimony re-
turned by the coroper is the testimony
given by them before the coroner, and not,
re-examine them.

When a party accused makes a volun-
tary statement, the magistrate should
carefully adhere to the requirements of the
statute, and warn the accused that auy
statement he mukes can be used agaiust
bim.

The attention of the magistrates having
jurisdiction of examinations in criminal
cases, is called to the carelessness with
which éases within the jurisdiction of this
court are sent to the First District Court,
thereby causing delay and additional ex-
pense to the city.

M. Benner vs. W. Van Norden—Actions
on promissory notes, Defense, the want of
consideration, and that the contracts were
contra bonos mores. The defense also allege
that there was a sytematic attempt and
conspiracy to extort money from the Mexi-
can Gulf and Ship Caval Cowpany, both
betore and since the institution of the suits,
and further, that there were‘froceedinga ot
a like character in the United States court,
to compel involuntary bankruptcy for a
debt of $416 66, when $15,000 was demand-
ed at the same time. Oan trial.

Judge Cullom rendered the following
decision:

George F.Booth ve. John Clarke.—~The
plaintiff entered into a contract of lease of
a tract of land on the west side of the Bayou
St. Jobn, known ae the Allard plantation.
The agreement is dated on or about the first
day of December, 1871. The purpose of
this lease is alleged to have been the pas-
turage of cattle, horses, etc.. from which
source he avers he realized $60 per month.
These premises were inclosed by a fence
running down to the water's edge on the
bayou.

Clarke, it appears, had a vessel in a sink-
ing condition in the bayou, which he caused
10 be Lauled out on the west bank, and
within the inciosed premises of plaintis.
Plaintiff complains that in tearing the boat
to pieces, scattering the debris, and while
hauling the machinery and other parts of it
away, Clarke destroyed his fence repeat-

1ly, 80 as to defeat the practical possi-
nhty of keeping the animals taken on pas-
turage in the pasture; that the insecurity
of them and bis responsibility for them ren-
dered it necessary for him to abandon his
predetermined purpose altogether: that this
is a source of damage to him for which Le
demands $£1000 as such, and $60 per month
as long as he continues to deprive him of
the use and benefit of his property.

On the first trial of this cause, the de-
fendant failing to enter an appearance, the
court gave judgment in favor of plaintid,
ordering the defendant to remove the
wrecked vessel, and decreeing the defend-
ant to pay him $650 as damages, and the
further sum of 60 per month 50 long as the
defendant continued to deprive plaintiff of
the unse of his batture. On showing being
made, that judgment was set aside and a
new trial granted.

The evidence adduced on the new trial
was contradictory, as is usual in such cases,
but it showed that down to the time the
fence was torn down the plaintiff realized,
in gross amount, about per mouth from
pncnnﬁ during a period ot four or five
months in the year. The defense set up is
shat the Bayou St. John is a mavigable
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stream, 8o declared by treaty and by act of
Congress, and that the plaintiff had no
right to run his fence 8o ae to prevent Or ob-
struct the navigation of. the bayou and the
public use of its banks for all purposes of
commerce, ete. There ia no doubt of the
fact that the bayou has been dedicated to
the purposes of commerce, and its banks
are free to all persons. C. 455, 453.

It follows that the proprietor of the land
had no right to obstruct the publie use of
its banks 8o a8 to prevep! any person from
using them within the limits fixed by law.
The evidence in this case ehows that the
vessel occugies but forty-nine feet of the
bank of the bayou, measured from the
water, and that the injary done to the
plaintif’s fence was within forty-eight to
sixty-six feet of the water, leaving s space
of eleven feet to his fence. Whether the
road on the weet side of the bayou was &

ublic road by usage or not, is net material.

iad it beem a wilderness any one bad &
right to the use of the banke, If the plaint-
ift had a right to pat a picket fence there
he had the eame right to build a brick wall.
This is inconsistent with the purpose of
Congress declaring the bayou to be 8 navi-
gable stream, and with the letter and spirit
of the vrovisions of our code in declsring
the banks of all navigable streams free for
the use of the public. I do not deem it
recessary to cite the various authorities on
the subject. Besides, the quantum of dam-
ages, did any lie, would be the cost of re-
pairs, and such as due vigilance could not
have prevented.

Bills Signed by the Prestdent.

The President has approved acta as fol-
follows: An act to increase the pensions of
soldiers and sailors who have been totally
disrabled: an act providing that all persons
who are now entitled to pensions ander the
existing laws, and who have lost either an
arm, at or above the elbow, or a leg. at or
above the knee, shall be rated iu the second
