D uring  th e  p a s t w eek th e  R ed r iv e r has 

fa llen  tw o fee t a t  Shreveport. T he A rk ­
ansas, a t  L ittle  R ock, a f te r  hav ing  risen 
th re e  feet, is now  again  fa lling . T he C um ­
berland  has fallen  ten  inches a t  N ashville. 
T he M issouri is from  eighteen  inches to  tw o  
a n d  a h a lf  fee t h igher betw een St. Jo seph  
a n d  H erm ann  th a n  it w as la s t S a tu rd ay . 
T he  M ississippi has falien  tw o fee t a t  
D avenpo rt, seven and  a h a lf  a t  V icksburg  
♦ n d  fourteen  inches a t  N ew  O rleans, b u t 
b a s  risen four fee t a t St. P au l, tw o a t  St. 
L o u h , n ea rly  six  a t  C airo, four a t  M em phis 
an d  five a t  H elena. The Ohio has risen 
s ligh tly  a t  m ost s tations. T he M onongahela 
a n d  Y oughiogheny a re  falling , b u t th e  
A lleghany  is r is ing  a t  F reep o rt.

T he M ississippi w ill p robab ly  continue to  
fa ll slow ly below  V icksburg  duriDg th e  
com ing w eek, w hile th e  rise m ay  con tinue  
fo r a  few w eeks longe r in  th e  c e n tra l por­
tion  of th e  rive r. T he M issouri w ill p rob ­
ab ly  cont’nue h igh , a n d  the  low er Ohio rise 
♦lig h tly .

I t  has been le ft to  th e  gen ius of th e  ph y ­

sician to  discover a  su re w ay of d e tec tin g  a t  
le a s t a  juvenile  p rev a rica to r. Thfc d iscov­
e re r  of th is  m ethod iB a  m em ber of the 
m edical profession in G reene, C henango 
coun ty , and  his nam e is D r. W illiam s. The 
o th e r evening  several m ischievous boys 
b roke  in to  th e  schoolhouse in  th a t  place, 
b u ilt a  fire in th e  sam e, and  w ere p rep a rin g  
fo r a  h ilarious tim e w hem  they  d iscovered  
th a t th e  board of education  w as a f te r  them . 
A lthough th e  schoolhouse w as su rrounded  
betöre they  got w ind of th e  dange r, they  
m anaged to  slip out of the bu ild ing  unob ­
served. Some of them  had  been recognized 
in  the building, how ever, and  w ere b rough t 
up  before the  physician  m entioned for ex ­
am ination.

The first boy p u t un-m th e  s ta n d  "knew  
no th ing  abou t th e  affair,"  and  asse rte d  his 
innocence w ith all th e  m an ifesta tions of 
ve rac ity .

H e  took hold o f the  boy’s w rist and  fe lt bis 
pul6e. The pulsation'e w ere u n n a tu ra lly  
fas t. Looking in to  th e  boy 's  unw avering  
eye a n d  im pertu rbab le  face.’be said: "Y oung 
m an . you a re  lying! You have n o t u tte red  
one w ord of tru th  abou t th is  m atte r! Y our 
pu lse  is now runn ing  as h igh  as 140, an d  no 
person  enjoying  good hea lth  an d  te lling  th e  
t r u t h  w ould  have  as rap id  pu lsations as 
th a t!” T he problem  of cen tu ries w as 
solved; th e  boy acknow ledged th a t  he h a d  
b roken  in to  the  schoolhouse. A lthough  the 
h e a r t  sen t no te ll-ta le  blood to  th e  face, it 
th ro b b ed  its  confessions in th e  tiny  pulse; 
a n d  science had  again  tr ium phed  w here 
h um an  ingenu ity  had  been a t  ia u lt.— Utica 
B e r u ld .
