Tis said that his present to 
Mrs. Grant was a check for $0000, with 
tho request “that not being much of a 
lady’s man he did not know what 
she’d like, and so sent the money that she 
might purchase what best snited her taste." 
lie at one time was thought to be the 
‘coming man” for tue presidency, but he 

is a Welchman, and therefore ineligible. 
After the superb pen-portrait drawn of hmi 
by that universal genius, "Gatb," it would 
be worse than folly for me to attempt to 
tell you how Jones looks—not like Tom, 
Dick, or yet Bob Jones, but like Jones, 
Senator and financier ! Joking aside, he is 
considered what men call a “first rate fel­
low,” and women a “superb man.” His 
name is against him, and were I a young 
IaC y, and lie my beau, I’d insist on a change 
of name belore accepting his hand and 
purse (or mines); for even with a gilding 
such es his wealth gives it, Jones is an un­
commonly common name.
