Exclusive of the amount of United Statee 
bonds in the banks, insurance and incur

£ orated companies, about $1,000,000 are 
eld by individuals in HamWton county. 

That escapes all taxation. This is a much 
less amount than we had supposed w as held 
in the West. I t  indicates how small a pro­
portion of the bonds are in the West when 
a leading county like Hamilton has but a 
million of them. It is sale to suppose that 
we have more than  one tenth of all there 
are in Ohio Thus we may set down the 
amount of bonds in Ohio a t $10,000,000. 
Ohio has more by far than any other North­
western State. Seventy-five million dollars 
would be a fair estimate ot the property 
the W est has in bonds. Adding the 
amounts held by the hanks and incorpo­
rated companies, the figure might rise to 
$150,000.000. The South has not to exceed 
$75,000.000. Total for the W est and South, 
$—0,000,000. This is a very inconsiderable 
proportion ot the $J.k“00,000.000 th a t are 
now in the bonds. Full $’J.OOO,000,000 of 
them are held in New York, Pennsylvania. 
New England and Europe.

The bond interest is therefore a sectional 
and foreign interest. The sectional interest 
is very little, and confined to a limited num ­
ber of people. When we exempt the bonds 
from taxation by the fédérai governmet the 
profits of the exemption go not to the citi­
zens of the West and South, but to the 
Eastern, British and German capitalists. 
The West and South pay the interest, but it 
is not spent among them. It goes abroad. 
Let this fact be remembered, th a t the, bond­
holders are an absentee class like the real 
estate lords in Ireland. There may be some 
excuse for the Eastern Congressman, where 
the bond holding interest is large, consider­
ing it in his action. But it is not so in the 
West. We have no interest that should 
lead our members to in any manner favor 
the particular influence of bondholders as a 
class for they are against the people here.—

A F lo a t in g  Is ln n d .
A most wonderful natural curiosity in 

th e ’ torm of a floating island has recently 
made its appearance upon the Northern

Sirt of Mononionock lake, in Kindge, New 
ampshire. In extent it is variously esti­

mated at from four to six acres; the "soil is 
firm, and many people have approached it 
by boats and traveled over it; the entire 
surface is covered by a thrifty  growth of 
vegetation, consistiug of grass, cranberry 
vines, bay and wortleberry bushes; there 
are more than four hundred trees by count, 
varying from five to twenty-five feet in 
height, scattered over its surface. This 
island was first seen in this part of the lake 
on Saturday. May 30; perhaps not likiug 
the harbor, during Sunday night it weighed 
anchor and majesticallv moved about two 
miles down the lake; Wednesday, June 3, 
it  returned to the same place, and took a 
similar position, except a quarter turn, 
where it has since remained. Lake Mono- 
monock is situated partly  in New Hamp­
shire and partly  in Massachusetts, in the 
towns of Kindge and Winchenden, and 
covers an area of 'J500 acres. This trac t of 
land was originally a part of Winchenden, 
Massachusetts, and was probably started 
from its natural location by tbe lake being 
unusually high and a strong southerly wind 
prevailing. It baa been suggested that this 
island left Massachusetts for a summer 
vacation in New Hampshire, and to escape 
the effects of protracted legislation. This 
natural curiosity, together with the beauty 
« f  this sheet o f water and the surrounding 
scenery, is attracting a large number of 
visitors.—Boston Journal.
