B e r l i n , June 4, 1874. 
E d it o r  R e p u b l i c a n :

Tbe handsomest and busiest parts of Ber­
lin are the streets extending from the 
Brandenburg gate to the Royal Palace; 
these ara the Linden, OpernhauB and Platz 
am Zeughaus, which terminate into the 
Sehlossbrucke, or palace-bridge. The Lin­
den is a street fifty-five yards in width, de­
riving it. name from the doubie avenue of 
lime trees in the middle; it resembles tue 
boulevards of Paris, although not so long, 
and is lined with handsome palaces, spa­
cious hotels and attractive stores, between 
which the long vistas of a number ol side 
streets are visible at intervals. The most 
striking part of the street, and indeed the 
finest point in the entire city, is by the 
monument of Frederick the Great. A 
view is here disclosed of the Opernpiatz 
and its environs, the palace of the Emperor, 
the Library, the Cathedra;, the Opera 
House, the palace of the Crown Prmcei 
the University, Arsenal, and beyond the 
bridge the Royal Palace and museums, 
which I have already described to you. These 
important buildings may be viewed almost 
at the same time from this point, while the 
externive and beautifully arranged Schiller­
platz, with its two churches surmounted 
with domes, is in the immediate vicinity.

The statue of Frederick the Great is an 
impressive and masterly work by Rauch, 
and p r o b a b l y  the grandest monument in 
all Europe. It is in bronze, and forty-two 
ieet in height. The great king is repre­
sented on horseback, with his coronation 
robes and his wa king stick. The pedestal 
is divided into three sections. The upper 
section contains allegorical figures and 
scenes from Frederick a education and do­
mestic life, and his apotheosis, with figures 
of Moderation, Justice, Wisdom and 
Strength at the corners. At the corners of 
the central section are four equestrian fig­
ures, Prince Henry of Prussia, Duke Fred­
erick of Brunswick, and General. Zeiten 
and Seydlitz. Between these are placed 
groups of other contemporaries and officers 
of the King, Prince Augustus William, 
Keith, Kleist, Winterfeld, Lessing, Kant 
and others, all life size. The lower section 
contains names of other distinguished men, 
chielly soldiers of the time of Frederick, 
with the dates of their birth and death. 
The basement is of polished granite. I  he 
foundation stoae was laid on the thirty-first 
of May, 1810, the hundredth anniversary of 
the accession oi Frederick to the throne of 
Prussia, and the monument was completed 
and inaugurated in 1851.

The Brandenburg gate, at the beginning 
of the Linden, forms the entrance to the 
city. It is most interesting in structure. 
It is seventy feet in height, and 200 feet in 
width, with five different passages separ­
ated by Doric columns—the central is re­
served for royal carriages—on the outside 
are handsome open colonnades for the use 
of foot passengers. The gate is in imita­
tion of the Propylara at Athens; some parts 
of it were taken to Paris, by the French, in 
1806, hut restored in 1814. The length of 
the Linden street, from this gate to the 
palace, is a German mile.

The University, formerly the palace of 
Prince Henry of Prussia, is well worthy of 
note. It contains the lecture rooms and 
scientific collections. The mineral cabinet 
is one of the most extensive of the kind on 
tbe continent. Among the curiosities may be 
mentioned a piece of amber weighing four­
teen pounds, found 100 miles from the Bal­
tic, and numerous meteorolites, besides 
many curious objects brought by Humboldt 
from South and Central America. The 
library is also very valuable; it contains 
700,000 volumes, and 15,000 manuscripts, 
among which may be mentioned the manu­
script of Luther's translation of the Bible; 
Gutenberg's Bible on parchment, of 1450, 
the first hook printed with movable types; 
the Codes Wittekmdi, a manuscript ot the 
gospels of the eighth century, said to have 
been presented by Charlemagne to the 
Saxon duke, Wittekind, miniatures, por­
traits aud autographs of celebrated charac­
ters, Chinese books, French, Italian, Eng­
lish, Spanish, besides all important Greek 
and L.itiu classics, a small octagonal Koran, 
and many classic musical works.

Opposite the University is the Opera 
House, the largest in Europe. The tym­
panum contains an admirable group in zinc, 
designed by Rietschel; in the centre is rep­
resented the muse ot music, on the right 
the tragic and comic muse-, with the bant­
ering satyr, the dramatic poet, with the 
arts of painting and sculpture, aud on the 
left a dancing group with the Three Graces. 
The house will accommodate 3QoO specta­
tors. This tine building, which, ot course, 
has been much altered and embellished 
since, together with the Roman Catholic 
Cathedral, are memorials of the reign ol 
Frederick the Great. The Cathedral is in 
imitation of the Pantheon at Rome, with 
a spacious dome and a portal borne by six 
Corinthian'columns; the interior contains 
some of the finest paintings of the classic 
masters.

I An not speak in praise of the cemeteries 
of Berlin. They are in general arranged 
with little regard to taste and beauty, and 
often without respect. This is the case iD 
most parts of Germany, I believe. Outside 
the gate lie the old and the new Jerusalem 
Cemeteries, where many distinguished Ger­
mans are interred. Adjoining these is the 
old Trinity Cemetery, in which the body of 
the immortal Mendelssohn is buried; it is a 
simple tomb, but the name tells us more 
than sculptors or poets are able to describe

Th« Kreuz berg is not far from the ceme­
teries. It is a hill 213 feet above the sea 
level, rising over a hundred feet above the 
city, of which it affords a tine view. On 
the top rises a Gothic obelisk, in iron, sixty- 
two teet high, dedicated by Frederick Wil­
liam III. to his people. In the "Tempelho- 
ler Feld," an open piece of ground com­
mencing near the Kreuzberg the grand re­
views of the Berlin garrison take place 
annually from spring to autumn. These 
are, indeed, grand to witness. A little 
farther lies the Masenhaide. with the in­
fantry ritie galleries and large gymnastic 
grounds, in which a statue of Jahn, the 
German “turnvater”(father of gymnastics), 
is conspicuous. The Carlsgarten here con-  ̂
tains monuments to the guardsmen who 
fell in 1866 and 187Ö-71. Close by is the 
new Trinity Cemetery, where lie buried the 
fallen heroes of the last war. Thiergarten 
is the largest and most attractive park near 
the city. It ia .haded by fine old tree, and 
enlivened by little lakes. On one side flow, 
the river Spree. Farther np on the bank of

this river is situated the royal chateau of 
Bellevue, now the residence of the Duke of 
Mecklenburg. The lakes in the Thiergar­
ten are the 6cene of fine skating parties in 
winter and yachters in summer.

The royal gardens are beautifully ar­
ranged and at an enoimous cost, but far 
pleasanter and more interesting trom the 
romances connected with it is the palace 
garden in Charlottenburg, a Bite where 
Sophia Charlotte, wife of Frederick I-> 
founded a residence during the seventeenth 
century. It lies on the Berlin and Spandan 
roads, and surrounds the barracks. This 
palace is covered with a handsome dome 
and Hanked with wings. At the entrance 
to the court are statues of the Borghe se 
Gladiator in bronze. The pleasant garden 
is entered from the west wing of the palace. 
There is a highly cultivated orange grove, 
where the nightingal. and other birds have 
their homes. This requires the most ex­
pensive and tender care, and its naturalness 
and exquisite beauty are wonderful—one 
might well here dream himself in a south­
ern land. Following an avenue of pines 
after leaving the orange bower you reach 
the mausoleum where Queen Louise and 
her husband, Frederick William III., re­
pose. The tomb shows the masterly hand 
ol Rauch. The recumbent figures of the 
illustrious pair, executed in marble, are 
strikingly impressive. At the sides are 
beautiful candelabra, one with the "Three 
Fates,” by Rauch, and the other with the 
“Three Horæ,'’ by Tieck. The splendid 
crucifix was executed by Achtermann, at 
Rome.

The heart of Frederick William IV. is 
here placed at the feet of his parents in a 
marble casket. Divine service is celebrated 
here on the anniversaries of their deaths. 
This garden contains a spacious palm house 
of great beauty, and is stocked with the 
finest liowers. One tiesh colored rose of 
delicious odor and perfect appearance ex­
cites great attention by its remarkable 
growth, and is said to have been planted 
by the hand of Queen Louise.

At the moment the Grand Duke of Baden 
with his wile are paying a visit to Emperor 
William. Bismarck is indeed ill; much of 
his business has been transferred to other 
mimsters of State, and he took his leave 
day before yesterday for Vanzin, one of his 
private estates in a retired part of the 
country. The Emperor made him a pro­
longed visit at his home before h:s de­
parture.

The Emperor and family leave for Etes, 
on the Rhine, the fifteenth of this month. 
Extensive preparation are being made. 
Emperors Alexander II. of Russia and 
Franz Joseph I. of Austria will meet him at 
Ems by special appointment. There is no 
political reason, it is stated, but wholly for 
the pleasure of spending the summer 
months together.

D e a t h  o l  H e n r y  T .  W a s h in g t o n .

The formal announcement of the death 
of this most excellent young gentlemen ap­
peared in the papers yesterday morning. 
He died at the residence of his brother-in- 
law, Colonel J. W. Fairfax, after a verv 
long and painiul illness, during which 
nothing that the most devoted affection of 
relatives and friends or professional skill 
could afford was wanting. About eix 
months ago he developed symptoms of an 
abscess, which impaired his health and 
created uneasiness in the minds of his at­
tending physicians, who were unable to 
cheek its progress. A surgical operation 
was finally decided upon, after consulta­
tion and mature deliberation, more, how­
ever, as a forlorn hope than from any con­
fidence in success. He rallied for a time, 
but finally began gradually to sink away, 
until Friday evening, when death kindly 
released him from his bodily sufferings. 
During all the time of his protracted suf­
ferings he has been anxiously, affection­
ately attended and watched over by his 
sister, Mrs. Fairfax, and his brother 
Warner, who have been his almost con­
stant attendants by night and day. His 
funeral will take place from the residence 
of Colonel Fairfax this morning at nine 
o'clock.

The evening Picayune contained the fol- 
lowing instructive and graceful tribute *o 
the memory of the deceased:

It seems but yesterday that we regret­
fully paid tribute to the virtues ol our 
trusted friend and attache, the late John 
S. Washington. Today his son claims 
mournful record at our hands.

Mr. Henry T. Washington departed this 
life on Friday evening, after a painful aud 
lingering illness of seven months, cut off in 
the vigor of manhood and in the midst of 
a career of usefulness. The deceased gen­
tleman commenced life in the counting- 
room of this office, and soon commanded 
confidence by his industry, faithfulness 
and aptitude. Going out from this em­
ployment to other pursuits the same fine 
qualities readily commended him to the 
consideration of those whom he served.

On the breaking out of the recent civil 
war. Mr. Washington became a soldier of 
the Southern Confederacy, which he served 
with honor and fidelity. Since the war, 
the deceased obtained and retained to the 
day of his death a position in the office of 
Mr. Alfred Moulton.

We dare not intrude into tbe domestic 
circle which has been bereaved the cold 
commonplaces of condolence. To that 
mourning household we can but offer sin­
cere sympathy. To the friends of dead 
Henry T. Washington we may speak of the 
virtues which commanded their esteem—of 
his manliness of character, his generous, 
trank nature, his high principle; his faita- 
luluess to his triends, his filial loyalty. He 
has gone to his rest. May he be held in 
atiectionate memory.

The nineteenth triennial conclave of tie  

Grand Encampment of the United States < f 
America will assemble, on Tuesday, the 
first day of December, A. D. 1874, A. O. 
75C, in the city of Ntw Orleaus, in the State 
of Louisiana, at twelve o'clock meridian.

Within the Union, scattered from Maine 
to California, there are 403 commanderies, 
with a membership, according to the re­
turns of 1872, of 30,000. and. as heretofore, 
each triennial gathermg of the grand offi­
cers has brought together an immense con­
course of Sir Knights, it is confidently ex­
pected that at least 6000 Kmghts Templar, 
in full uniform, will honor this city w ith 
their presence. Sir J. Q A. Fellows, Grand 
Master ot the United States, and Sir Joseph 
P. Hornor, Eminent Grand Commander ol 
the Grand Commandery of the State of 
Louisiana, are daily in receipt of letters 
with reference to this grand event.
