Mrs. Louise Chandler Moulton writes 
from Boston to the New York Tribune the 
following charming account of a visit to 
the home of the philosophers:

This world is not all a vale of tears, since 
it contains Concord. I went there yester­
day and saw its pleasant ways for myself. 
There is a new club called “Our Club,” of 
which Mr. Alcott is guide, philosopher, and 
friend, and he invited us to meet with him 
yesterday at Concord. We were to picnic 
in his grounds, had the weather been fine: 
as it wasn’t, we passed most of the day in 
his house. Carriages awaited us at the de­
pot, and we drove through the peaceful, 
pretty town, green with the fresh verdure 
of June, anil white and fragrant with fruit 
trees in blossom. We passed the new ii- 
brarv, which is the pride of the place. The 
literature of Concord is, no doubt, its relig­
ion; so. very appropriately, the library is 
built like a church—quasi-Gothic, and 
with an ambitious spire. Indeed some 
one one exclaimed, “What a pretty 
church!” but our smiliDg and gratified 
driver said, proudly and sententiously, 
“No, ma'rn. that- the library.” We passed 
also Mr. Emerson’s large, unpretending, 
vet most comfortable and delightful house, 
which has been rebuilt to look precisely as 
of old, before the envious flame devoured 
it. At last—driving along that road over 
which the British regulars marched in the 
sunshine, a hundred years ago—we stopped 
before Mr. Alcott’s gate. The rustic 
fence, at which we all look curiously, is 
sacred, because the bands of tho philoso­
pher himself cut and arranged every stick. 
It is tashioned of graceful boughs, and 
quaint, gnarled trunks of trocs. It sliuts 
in a great green yard, and some wonderful 
elms? that must be hundreds of years old. 
It was in this house that Robert Hagburn 
lived_the early lover and at last the hus­
band of Rose Garfield, in “Septimius 
Felton.” Hawthorne speaks of the re­
treating hill beLind; the great elms; and 
the old house, “which the magic hand of 
Alcott has improved by tue touch that 
throws grace, amiabhness and natural 
beauty over scenes that have little preten­
sion in themselves.”

(jan you guess the delight of being "wel- 
corned at such a gate, at such a home, by a 
revered aud beloved man, whose lace is a 
benediction, whose silver hail is a crown of 
glory and whose mild, persuasive voice 
never spoke, as I truly believe, one harsh 
or ungenerous word in all the many years 
he has spoken to his fellows ? Behind him 
came his two tall and slender daughters— 
Louisa, who has told the story of herseli 
and her three sisters in “Little Women’ to 
the largest public that over read any 
juvenile book, and May, of whose artistic 
wilts I have more to say hereafter. There 
are welcomes and welcomes. There is the 
polite welcome, of which you can not com­
plain, but which does not set you at your 
ease, and there is the cordial welcome, 
which makes you glad you have come. The 
OD6 W6 received was of th© latter order. 
The barometer had been falling—we had 
been doubtful whether to go or to stay at 
home—but at the sight of these three 
friendly faces we were sure that we had not 
made a mistake, whatever were the weather.

We went in and rambled like explorers 
over the rooms, finding new attractions 
everywhere. I wish I could tell you how 
pretty and how peculiar it was. The house 
has been built between one and two hun­
dred vears. When it came into Mr. Alcott’s 
possession, some sixteen years ago, he was 
told he would have to pull it down and put 
up a new dwelling on the old s.te if he 
wanted to live there. But he sent for ex­
perts to examine it, and they assured him 
that no builder of to-day would pretend to 
put up so strong a superstructure. The 
great beams were of solid oak aud the na:!s 
of wrought iron, and there, was no weak­
ness anywhere to keep it from standing for 
centuries more. So, instead ot pulling 
down, he repaired and beautified. He kept 
ail the quaint, old-fashioned peculiarities, 
and made each one serve some purpose of 
adornment. Miss Louisa said, laughingly, 
that her father made Gothic brackets to set 
tin pans on; and, indeed, I did not see a 
single corner in the whole bouse that bail 
not” some artistic charm. Here was a 
quaiutlv-sbaped jug: there a curious carv­
ing: yonder a vas- of flowers, and every­
where pictures. This brings me back to 
Miss May Alcott. a pleasant person to re­
turn to, by tin way. ,, , ,

*Ske was born an artist. The walls ot her 
own room were covered with her childish 
sketches, and the house was lull of the 
more finished work of her later years. To 
look at her copies of Turner almost made 
you believe in the transmigration of souls. 
Others have copied form and color, but she 
hail not alone rendered these external fea­
tures, but bad infused into them the very 
soul of the original, till I should think Tur­
ner's ghost must find it hard to telP which 
were his own and which were hers. I was 
not surprised to learn that John Ruskiu— 
Turner’s prophet and idolater—had taken 
Miss May to his heart (need I explain to a 
censorious world that I do not mean this 
literally?)—and considers her to be the one 
person who has a right to copy the works 
of his idol. These copies are so full of won­
derful color that they would make bright 
the darkest day, and almost warm the cold­
est one.

Then there were lovely flower pictures— 
originals, these—painted on black panel, as 
is the pretty fapkion of the present hour. 
This fashion has been scarcely introduced 
abroad as yet—give America credit for one 
novel idea in art—so that there is both an 
English and a French demand for these pic­
tures, which Miss Alcott sends abroad, re­
ceiving foreign gold in return. Is not this 
an era, when America is exporting works 
of art to delight the “efiete civilizations,” 
etc. I

What with flowers and pictures, and 
philosophy, we were happy till lunch time, 
anil then we had a new pleasure in being 
served with our coffee and sandwiches by 
the very “little men” of Miss Alcott’s 
charming book. They are Mr. Alcott’s 
grandchildren, such grave, courteous, sweet­
faced. gentle and gentlemanly little men as 
a philosopher’s grandchildren ought to be.

After lunch we waited for Mr. Emerson, 
who was to join us and hear Dr. Bartol’s 
paper; for to read a paper, you know, is 
the one thing without which a Boston club 
couldn't meet, even in Concord, where all 
the birds were singing, and all the trees in 
bloom. As we waited, we tliked; how 
wisely and how well I will leave you to 
conjecture. At last came Mr. Emerson, his 
wife, and some guests; and we went into 
the library. Fancv a cozy room with crim­
son carpet, and all the deep seated, com­
fortable chairs and lounges covered with 
crimson likewise, with crimson cloth on the 
great table with bitoks where there were 
not pictures, and pictures wherever there 
were not books, ana the odd spaces full of 
flowers. A cheerful fire burned in the 
chimnev, by way of recognition of the 
cloudv day, but all the windows were open, 
and all the merry birds tried to outsing Dr. 
Bartol. and pretend that they knew more 
about Shakespeare than he did. For this 
subject was "Shakespeare's Personality in 
his Poetry.” There have been many com­
mentators on Shakespeare's works, but few 
of them have ever so intimately divined 
from the works the man.

Said Papillon, an accomplished French 
critic, latelv deceased: “It is reported that 
an English contemporary, sending hie 
groom across the way to call his friend 
Shakespeare,was asked by the servant how 
he should know which was Shakespeare. 
‘You will know him perfectly well,’ was the 
answer. ‘He alone looks like a man. All 
the rest are animals.’” But it is very sin 
gular how little we do know of this repre­
sentative man—this man of might, whose 
kingly nature included and comprehended 
all other men. Our American essayist, Mr. 
Emerson, was once, after a glowing tribute 
of praise to the great dramatist which no 
one has ever surpassed, constrained to 
add that, after all, Shakespeare must go 
into history with a more than doubtful 
reputation, having led an obscure and pro 
fane life, a mere master of revels, and fit 
subject th u s for Mohammed's reproach, in 
the name of the gods, to such as torn ex­
istence into merry-making: “Think y e  we 
have made tlie heavens and th e  earth for 
sport?" With this notion of S h ak esp eare  
as but a master of revels Dr. Bartol gently 
took issue.

Not that a mighty master of revels need 
be a poor objeet; bat, if that were all of 
Shakespeare, he would not have written 
the nlavs that boar his name, for their au­

thor most have been a historian, philoso­
pher, lawyer, archaeologist, physiologist, 
acquiring many things, and divining more. 
Bat no doabt Shakespeare was a player in 
the very essence of his nature. No doubt, 
too, he loved men of all kinds. The mas­
ter was blamed tor associating with pub­
licans and sinners. Socrates, too, consorted 
with the disreputable. Shakespeare had 
illustrious precedent for finding his lesson 
book in all humanity, and not eimplv 
among the genteel. Not from the genealogy 
or the history of his associates shall we 
learn the nature of the man Shakespeare, 
but out ef his own mouth, as it were, will 
we approve or condemn him. What has 
he taught us to admire—what to shun ! 
Are the wicked glorified by him, or is no­
bility of soul the one thing needful ? Have 
vou an opinion of Iigo, Othello, Shylock, 
Richard III., and do you think that he, 
their creator, had none ?

The millions of flesh and blood die and 
pass aw ay—H«nry and Elizabeth, and Buck­
ingham and Wolsey, and Philip and John 
had faded out of miad long ago, but for the 
bard's strange embalming, beyond the art 
of the Egyptians; while out of the realm of 
imagination he summons Hamlet and Lear, 
••id Imogen and Desdemona, and, oh royal 
giver, confers upon them immortality. 
Shakespeare was a painter—human nature 
sat to him, aud the world was his studio. 
No pleasure lover or debauchee could he 
have been. From what but an immense so­
briety could these works of his which we 
call plays have come? Through what big. 
chaste, well ordered apartments must the 
characters from his ever conceiving, restless 
imagination have trooped! The puritanic 
conscience cross-questions Shakespeare s 
piety, and doubts if he were a religious man. 
But shall we not find his faith, too, in his 
works! Behold in his poetry his personality. 
Himself—what constitutes h:s power and 
informs his life—is all in his work, and can 
not help being found there by every discern­
ing eye.

And thus inviting us to hear the king of 
men and of poets bear testimony of himself, 
the doctor, for an enchanted hour, read to 
us selections from the different plays and 
sonnets—extracts full of revelation, show­
ing to us a man of devout faith, of loity 
ambition, of sad sagacity, ot a heart strong 
to love, generous to forgive, and lu.I ol 
sympathy for all the world—a man whose 
genius was no greater than his trust anii 
nis justice. Between these extracts Dr. 
Bartol sandw iched the subtlest comments 
of his own. revealing, like the sudden fltsh 
of a bright light, much that had been dark 
before.

When the discourse was over. Mr. Emer­
son said that he belie veil he had not missen 
a word; this, at last, was a portrait ol 
Shakespeare worthy to be painted—done 
bv aid of all the'telescopes. Indeed, the 
doctor had carried with lam all our sym - 
patbiee. We forgot that any spots of petty 
last-testament, or curse on him who should 
disturb bis bones, had ever dimmed the 
brightness of this glorious sun on wbieh we 
had been invited to gaze. We offered at 
this shrine our silent, full-hearted worsnip. 
and then the talk fell, as was natural in 
such presence, into the familiar discussion 
ot the noblest themes—of poets and poetry 
and thought, ami metaphysics, of “life and 
death, and the vast forever.”

At last Mr. Alcott said: "And you. lover 
of Hawthorne, would you like to see his 
house—the last home he had in this world !" 
My hat was on in a moment. The house is 
the next one to Mr. Alcott's, but not very- 
near. A true inhabitant of Coneorn brooks 
no neighbor under his windows. This Haw­
thorne house is the one where “Septimus 
Felton" lived, at that time, as Hawthorne 
himself described it, “a two story bouse, 
gabled before, but with only two rooms on 
a floor, crowded upon by the hill behind—a 
house of thick walls, as though the projec­
tor hail that sturdy feeling ot permanence 
in life which incites people to make strong 
their earthly habitation?, as if deluding 
themselves with the idea that they could 
forever inhabit them.”

As we walked, Mr. Alcott told me that a 
man reallv used to live in that house who 
fancied he was going to remain alive for­
ever; and Hawthorne's romance had this 
much foundation. The house is now used 
as a girl’s school. “Would you like to go 
in!” asked my indulgent guide. Oh. would 
I not! Aud so we rung the bell. A kindly 
lady came to speak to us, and seated us in 
Hawthorne's down stairs study; the room 
whence, at the uudesired approach ot visit­
ors, he used to escape so rapidly, and climb 
steep and narrow stairs to the square 
tower-room wdiich he had built bimsen as a 
refuge from intruders. Could we visit that 
room also! Yes, certainly, but two of the 
young ladies uow occupy it. She would 
see if tliev were there. In a moment she 
came back to us with permission, aud we 
climbed the stairs the dead magician had 
climbed so olten, aud stood, at last, in the 
very holv of holies, where dwelt this ge­
nius. sail as a tear and subtle as a flame.
I looked from the windows whence he had 
looked. I leaned on the desk at which he 
bad stood and written. I seemed to be 
sharing the place with a mighty ghost, and 
I was almost glad to go down again into 
the light of common day.

Then we climbed the hill where “Septi­
mus,” in the romance, was wont to pace to 
and fro; where he found the strange flower 
growing on the grave, and where he met 
the strange white maiden. The path here was 
worn by Hawthorne’s own feet; for day alter 
dav, summer and winter, he used to wala 
there, dreaming his strange dreams, seeing 
visions such as no mortal eye ever saw be­
fore, sad, sby, sagacious cynic that he was. 
The day suited his memory. It was cloudy 
and gray, with now and then some sudden 
flash oi light, which faded as quickly as it 
came. I gathered a sprig or two ot green from 
a tree on the summit of this hill, and went 
down. The cheerful beauty and cordial 
hospitality of the Alcotts' home gave me a 
strange sense of contrast. I fain wonid 
have stayed there, in the cheerful fire-glow, 
among the flowers and the pictures, com­
panioned by those who had been the “Little 
Wonn-n" once, and drinking unlimited cups 
of coffee handed about by the "Little Men:' 
but railroad trains wait for no sentiment, 
and I found by an inexorable time table 
that, my “Day in Concord” must needs be 
over. _______
