TEXTE CONSERVATISM.

One has only to read the conflict of
doctrine which breaks out whenever an 
anti-Republican rally is called to see that 
there is no unity of principle in any such 
combination. The Democratic party pro­
poses to place its name at the head, of the 
firm. It will allow any other parties or 
persons to contribute their capital in com 
mendam, or as a sleeping partner, but de­
clines to allow them any share in the 
business conduct of the concern. Such 
is our reading of the Democratic Central 
Committee’s address. This programme 
by no means suits all the opposition. If 
a man acts on political principle 
he naturally wishes to know the 
programme of Democracy. It has 
none. Having lost all the discipline of 
uniform doctrine it is bushwhacking in 
each State and dis’rict, each candidate in 
favor of or against those cardinal prin­
ciples of federal government which once 
made Democracy the representative of a 
distinct constitutional sentiment. When, 
therefore, an intelligent voter is asked to 
join this party h9 wishes naturally to 
know whether he will thereby increase or 
reduce the duties on imports, whether he 
assents to reduction or increase of paper 
circulation, to gift grabs of public lands, 
to a stupendous system of internal im­
provements by the federal government or 
to repeal of the reconstruction acts. We 
say men who vote on principle wisn to 
know precisely where they stand on those 
questions. It is impcsible for the 
little Democratic club of Louisiana, 
with but six or sfeveu votes in 
the Democratic National Convention, to 
answer. These principles are to be 
fixed by the States of New York, Ohio, 
Pennsylvania and Illinois. Persons, then, 
joining the Democratic party here, can 
Lave no guarantee of principle. It is for 
this reason that the old Whigs feel under 
no obligation to contribute to a victory 
which solves nothing and settles nothing. 
So much for those who are asked to unite 
with the Democratic party on principle. 
The appeal to that class which sincerely 
wishes an improved condition of public 
affairs, by the selection of the most com­
petent men; and the adoption of the most 
suitable measures, is equally vain. At 
this point, the Democratic leaders will, 
in the improbable case of a victory, ex­
plain the terms of alliance. “You have,” 
they will say, “contributed nobly to the 
success of the Democratic cause by 
filing in under its banner, and showing 
thereby your appreciation of the sound­
ness of its doctrine and the worth 
of its men, but it is not usual for subor­
dinate allies to assume any part in deter­
mining the results of a victory. European 
volunteers or warriors of the Indian tribes 
who fought in the la te war never claimed 
such a right. We will distribute to you 
such medals and memorials of your po­
litical valor as we may deem fit; we shall 
assign to you such employment or com­
pensation as may be due according to our 
opinion of your deserts, but you will 
please remember that this is the victory 
of the ‘States rights Democratic party of 
Louisiana,’ and it claims the exclusive 
right to dispose of the fruits of that vic­
tory.” It is scarcely necessary to observe 
that a placard will be hung out at the 
marquee of these victorious generals. “No 
colored applicants for office admitted. ” 
True conservatism, then, consists in 
a circumspect inquiry into the character 
and purposes of those with whom persons 
of undecided political affiliations deter­
mine temporarily to act. The lamentable 
conglomeration of all who wanted office 
made the last campaign one of great 
disaster to the State. It was formed upon 
a supposed political influence which had 
been held responsible for the debt and 
debasement of the State. Its obvious re­
sults were fraud and armed conflict. 
Prudent men intend to keep out of such 
complications in fntnre. Let them ma^e 
experiment of the Republican nomina­
tions. The principles of Republicanism 
having been established, let its candidates 
for office conform to its high antecedents, 
and then conservatism will be found to 
consist in supporting the Republican 
ticket.

We do not observe that our conserva­
tive and deliberate friends, the Germans, 
accompanied these more excitable gen­
tlemen of the Celtic and Latin extractions.

A N  A C C O U N T  I O R  T A X E S .

A contemporary presents a tableau of 
tax account in the case of a certain piece 
of property in this city, which has been 
variously valued at $8000 and $10,000. 
The statement goes back as far as 1867, 
and closes with the sale by the sheriff on 
the twenty-fourth of June for S2000. 
This is done to show the devastating 
effects on property of assessing it for 
purposes of assisting to bear the burdens of 
government, and the whole is of course 
charged up to the Radicals. But the 
insight which is thus given into the 
affairs of the proprietor enables us to see 
at a glance that he managed his affairs 
very badly and finally lost his property 
chiefly through his want of business 
capacity. During the six years included in 
the tableau, the total assessments for city 
and State purposes foot up $1651 40, but 
the proprietor neglected every year to pay 
at the proper time, and thus incurred 
costs and penalties amounting to $1002 85, 
which might have easily been saved. H  
can not charge upon others the conse­
quences of his own negligence. In 1867, 
for instance, when the city government 
was administered by Democrats, the tax 
was assessed at $44 65, but he permitted 
penalties to accrue to the amount of $66 OS, 
which went to the assistant city attorney, 
the sheriff, clerks of court, etc. This 
course was uniformly pursued till finally 
the property was seized and sold for taxes, 
when it realized only $2000. We have 
no acquaintance with the property or the 
owner, and can only judge of the merits of 
the case from the ex parte showing of the 
journalist, who seems to be a sort of ad­
vocate for him. We think it highly 
probable, however, that if the delinquent 
has been as backward in paying the just 
claims of private parties as he has in pay­
ing his taxes, he has contributed hand­
somely to the support of the rather large 
army of clerks, deputy sheriffs and others 
who make their living off people who are 
in the habit of discharging their obliga­
tions at the butt end of an execution.

The low price for which the property 
sold was influenced by the consideration, 
probably, that a tax title is not usually 
understood to be as good as a voluntary 
warranty. This idea is an erroneous one, 
bat it exists, nevertheless, and delinquent 
taxpayers are made to suffer for it. Be­
sides, a property that has been the subject 
oi dispute and litigationfor several years is 
liable to depreciation for various and ob­
vions reasons. The capitalist who. is 
seeking investment for his money natu­
rally feels a prejudice against property 
upon which the owner has been nnable to 
make enough to pay taxes and can not be 
induced to offer as full prices as he would 
for more popular descriptions. Besides 
this, the tax resisting organs have gene­
rally discouraged bidding at tax sales. 
Competition is thus crippled, and those 
who attend the sales are enabled to take 
things at their own price. As no one ap­
peared who was willing to give more than 
$2000, and the lncky bidder obstinately 
refused to raise his own offer, the estate 
passed out of the hands of him who bad 
shown his inability to keep it, and was 
received on tbe terms of probation which 
attend all tax sales by the new purchaser.

It furthermore shows that nearly one- 
half of the tax and about three-fifths of 
the penalties were imposed by the city. 
Daring the period covered by the state­
ment, the Democrats had control of the 
municipal administration folly half the 
time. In those years, too, the taxes were 
quite as high, and the penalties as rigidly 
enforced, as they were in the years of the
