An act for the government of the Distriot
of Columbia, and for other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate snd House
of Representatives™ of the United States of
America in  Congress' assembled; That all
provisions of law providing for an: gxecu-
tive, for a secretary for the Distriat, tor a
legislative aséembly, for a Doard’of public
works, avd for & Delégute im Congréms in
the District of Columbia are. hereby re-
pealed: provided, thas this repeal uhll{not
affect the term of office of the present Del-
egate if Congress,
SeC. 2. That the President of . the United
Btates, by and with the advicé and consent
ol the Senate, is hereby aiithorized to ap-

Hases, respecttully, on the iirst day of the

Sgc. 6. That it shall be the duty of the
Firat Controller of the Treasury and thee
Second Controller of the Treasury of the
United States, who are hereby constituted
a board of audit, to examine and audit for
settlewent all the unfunded or floating
debt of the District of Columbia and of the
hoard of public works, hereinafter specitied,. o
nawely: First, the debt evidenced by sewer
cortificates; secondly, the debt purporting
tp be evidenced and ascertained by certiz-
eates of the auditor of the hoard of publie
works; thirdly, the debt evidenced by the
certiticates of the anditor and comptroller
of the District of Columbia; fonrthiy, claime
exirting or hereafter created for which no
avidence of indebtedness has been issued,
arising out of contracts, written or oral,
made by the board of publie works; tifthly,
olaime tor which no evidence of indebted-
ness has been issued, arisng out of con-
tracts, written or oral, made by or on be-
half of the District of Coinmbia; sixthly,
all elaims for private property taken by the
hoard of pablic works trom the avenues,
direets and alleys of the eities of Washing-
ton and Georgetown; and, seventhly, all
unadjusted clatms for damages that may
have been presented to the board of public

orks, pursuant to an act of the Legislative
Xm.'u\»l_\' of the Distriet of Columbia, enti-
tded “An act providing for the payment
of damages sustained by reason of
public improvements or repairs,” approved
June twentieth, eighteen hundred and
seventy-two, which last nsmed claims
shall severally be examined and aun-
dited without regard to any examination
heretofore made; and shall make a detailed
and tabunlar statement of all claims pre-
sented, the persons or corporntious owning
the same, and the amount tound to be due
on account of sach; together with a tabular
statement of the funded debt of the District
of Columbia, and of the cities of Washing-
ton and Georgetown of every kind and
character whatsoever, giving the date of
igsne, time of maturity, and the rate of in-
tereat. And it shall turther be the duty of
said board to ascertain the amount of sewer
tax or assessment paid by any person, per-
sons or corporation, under the act of the
legislative assembly of said District, enti-
tled **An act creating drainage and sewer-
age sactions in the cities of Washington and
Georgetown, in the District of Colmmbia,
and providing for the payment of the con-«
struction of sewers and drains therein by
assessments, and issuing certificates thers-
for,” approved the twenty-sixih day of
June, eighteen hundred and seventy-three,
and to prepare a tabulated statement there-
of. Said board of audit shall also issue to
each claimant a certiticate, signed by each
of said board and countersigned by the
oontroller of said District, stating the
amonst tound to be due to each and on
what account; and a vegister thereol shall
be kept by said board, to be transmitted to
Congress, and also by the eontroller of said
Distriet; and said board of swudic shall also
sscertain and report to Cougress, at the
pext session thereof, the mnennt equitably
ehargeabie to the stivet railrond companies
on ace.ant of paving along and withiu the
tracks of said companies, pnrsusnt to the
charters of said eompanies or the acts of
Congress velating thereto, tugether with
the reasons therefor. It shall further he
the duty of eaid board ot audit o examine
into and audit all of the accounts ol the
auditor and of the treasarer of she board of
public worke, and of the auditor, tho e~
sarer, the collector, and the coutroller of
the District of Columbia, from the date of
the organization of said board and of the
present government of said District; and
for the purposes hereinbefore spocitied shall
bhave the power to subpmna witnesses, ad-
minister oaths, and examine witnesses un-
der oati, and shall have full access to all
of the records, hooks, papers, and vouchers
of every kind whatsoever of the board of
rublie works and of the Distriot of Coluw-
via; and to the end that said books and ace-
counts may be thoroughly examined, and
the indebtedness of said Distriet, and of the
board of public works, and the state of the
books and acconnts of ‘each of the otficers
aforesaid, may be accurately ascertsined,
shall employ one or more skillful and im-
partial aceountants non-resident of the
Distriet of Co'umbia, and euch other as-
sistants as they may deem necessary, to
make examination ot said books, vouchers
and papers, and discharze their other du-
ties under this act, and shzll procure in-
speetion of such bLlank bovks avd papers
8 may be necessary; and they are hereby
authorized to allow for the eervices of
such accountant or wecountants snd assist-
ants such sums as they amay deem proper,
which shali be paid by the board of com-
missioners out of the revenues of said dis-
trict, And said aceountani or accountants
shall take an oath tor fuithfally discharge
the duties imposed by this act.
ot andit shall give notice fur the presenta-
sion of the claims hervinbveiore speeitied in
in such manner as may be decmed neces-
sary; and no claim shall be audited or al-
lowed nnless presented within ninety dayvs
afrer the first publication of such notice,
and =aid board shall make full report of all
their acts and proceediags to the President
to be by him trapsmitted to Congress on
the first day of the next session thereof.
Fach of the said officers constituting said
boerd shall be paid the suw of two thon-
sand dollars fur his services under this act,
out of the funds of said Distriet, in addition
to his present compensation.
