T H E  REPUBLICAN A D D R E SS.

W lint H a s B een  A ccom plished by the
P arty  o f  the P eop le—D em ocracy and
R epublicanism  C ontrasted—The Issu es
B efore the N ation D iscussed .

The following is a synopsis of the address 
of the Iiepublicon Congressional Commit­
tee, drafted by Senator Howe. The lull 
text of the address would make about a 
page of this paper:

Like the President’s message, it begins 
with allusion to our foreign relations, and 
declares that of tbe thirty years of Demo- 
craticTontrol, prior to 1861, there is hardly 
a memory letc at which the nation should 
not blush. Under this rale Austria was 
bullied out ol a Hungarian refugee, Mexico 
despoiled of a portion of her territory, 
Greytown demolished and millions jingled 
in the ears of Spain a3 a lure for Cuba. The 
Ostend manifesto is satirized; and while 
our conduct toward weaker powers was 
firm, during the years of Democratic con­
trol a naturalized citizen coi’ifl not safely 
revisit his birth-place, and letters could 
only be sent by paying enormous postage. 
Ol our relations toward Great Britain dur­
ing this time the address contains a signifi­
cant paragraph, in harmony with the re­
cent letter of Speaker Blaine-

“We tamely relinquished to Great Britain 
a portion of our territory in the Northeast, 
another and a larger portion in the North­
west. We described the line agreed upon 
in the Northwest so loosely that Great 
Britain immediately laid claim to large 
islands on our side of it. That insulting 
claim was neither resisted nor admitted. It 
was compromised by permitting the claim­
ant to hold armed possession of one end of 
San Juan, the moat valuable of those 
islands, while we quietly squatted on the 
other end; and while, by successive conces­
sions, we were constantly addin? to the 
area of the Canadas, we stupid.y relin­
quished to their products free access to our 
markets, as the equivalent ot being allowed 
to send similar products from the North­
west through Canadian channels to such 
precarious markets as they could find on 
the other side of the Atlantic.”

Haviug disposed of Democratic deplo- 
matic achievements, the story of home rule 
prior to the advent of the Republican party 
into power is dwelt upon at great length, 
and pronounced sadder than that of the 
foreign policy, pointing out that deficient 
revenues were made good from time to 
time by loans. The prolonged sessions of 
Congress prior to 1861 are denounced as 
worse than a waste of time and money.

The address then recites the scanty ap­
propriations made to improve harbors and 
rivers. Under this head the history of the 
origin and completion of the Louisville and 
Portland canal is given in length, the man­
ner in which Democratic administrations 
refused to take charge of it and relieve the 
steamboat interest of a gigantic monopoly, 
while the corporation was virtually swin­
dling the government and the people 
through influences in Washington.

Jhe record of the Democratic administra­
tion while the rebellion was yet in its incip- 
ieney, is next approached. Oi the army, it 
says it was officered far too largely by those 
who had been educated in every soldierly 
grace save that of allegiance. The navy 
was scattered in remote seas, while the doc­
trine of State rights was preached on every 
Democratic house-top, that “the people of 
the United States” may not forget that 
slavery is dead. This subject is elaborated, 
and all the Democratic sins of omission and 
commission laid bare to the world, until the 
greater sin of fomenting a wicked rebellion 
was committed.

Having pointed out the evidences of un­
fitness. “in the opinion of the congressional 
committee,” why Democracy should never 
be resurrected, "the address takes up the 
great and glorious course of the Republican 
party since March 4, 1861. The Union has 
been preserved, slavery abolished, human 
rights hare gained the sanction of three 
new chapters added to the national consti­
tution; murder, organized in several States, 
bearing the name of Ku-Kiux, has been 
exposed, convicted, punished. The new 
era in diplomacy growing out of the treaty 
of Washington, tbe relinquishment of the 
San Juan claim, and the payment of the 
Geneva award, are pointed to as Republi­
can triumphs. The establishment of postal 
treaties with every nation on the earth and 
cheapening the postal rate are alluded to 
with pride.

The committee speaks as follows of the 
Virginius outrage:

“ Wheu, in October last, a Spanish vice 
consul in Cuba so far forgot the respect due 
to the United States as to seize upon a ves­
sel sailing under the protection of her flag, 
Spain promptly, without the firing of a gun 
or spilling a drop of blood, made that hon­
orable reparation which every just govern­
ment is glad to make for a wrong done.”

The unparalleled prosperity of the coun­
try, increase of inland commerce, extension 
of railroads in every direcction, and an in­
crease,of oar population are all traced to 
tbe beneficent administration of the govern­
ment by tbe Republican party. The policy 
of discontinuing subsidies to railroads is 
indorsed. Tbe address then details the 
progress made in reducing the public debt 
and taxes, while the stability of our finances 
is considered a good card lor the fall elec­
tions.

The appeal to the people then begins, as 
follows:

“You are about to select representatives 
to a new Congress. We earnestly entreat 
vou to send the truest and ablest Repub­
licans you have; but we entreat you to send 
Republicans, and not Democrats. You will 
send one oi the other. No matter what the 
individual may call himself or what dis­
guise he may wear, he will be a Republican 
or a Democrat. There is at present no 
room for any other style in our politics. If 
you do not mean to 'retrace the past you 
will select Republicans, and not Democrats. 
If you mean to go forward in the future 
you will select Republicans, and not Demo­
crats.”

The assertion that the mission of the Re­
publican party is dead is denied, and in re­
gard to the occasion tor political effort on 
its part it is asserted that to preserve the 
good already accomplished and advance 
the work of reform is still its mission. 
Their great labors are pointed out as de­
manding present consideration. It says:

“The fourteenth amendment to the con­
stitution is not yet enforced by appropriate 
legislation. Millions of American citizens 
are denied even the common law rights oi 
locomotion because they are black. If  such 
wrongs are to be redressed, the Republican 
party can do it.

“The currency is in an abnormal condi­
tion and must be reformed. I t  is undoubt­
edly true that the Republican party is not 
agreed how to effect that reform; neither is 
the Democratic party. Neither party, as 
such, yet sees clearly the right way. But 
there are two reasons for believing that the 
Republican party rather than its rival can 
best treat the great question of the finan­
ces—first, as the former has hitherto found 
the true way through graver difficulties 
than this, so we believe it is more apt to 
lind its way through this; second, you have 
abundant proof that when Republicans dis­
cover the true way they will pursue it. 
That assistance has, as yet, not been given 
by the other party, while the Republican 
party has given undoubted evidence in the 
past that it will protect the national credit 
and honor.

The question of cheap transportation is 
the third and |last subject, which the com­
mittee thinks will be the vital question in 
the coming campaign. _ After enumerating 
the products of the different agricultural 
States, and what a great saving even a 
slight reduction on the cost of transporting 
a bushel of grain would make, the address 
concludes as follows:

“Our internal commerce demands addi­
tional and less expensive facilities. The 
volume of that commerce has grown in 
these lusty times to enormous proportions. 
Great as has been the increase of transporta- 
tio l facilities since the advent of the Re­
publican party, they have not kept pace 
with the demand for them. Not only do 
immense balks seek movement, bat they re­
quire to be moved over vast distances. The 
surplus products of those almost unlimited 
bums—that between the Alleghany and

the Rocky mountains, and that between 
the latter range and the Sierra Nevadas— 
require to be dipped out into the ocean ou 
either side. Production is not only 6 0  vast 
in amount, but it is so unequally dis­
tributed. Of the spring wheat grown 
in the United States, Wisconsin and Iowa 
raise nearly one-half. Of the winter 
wheat, Indiana and Ohio produce nearly 
one-third. Of the corn raised Illinois alone 
grows one-sixth. Of the tobacco Kentucky 
raises nearly one-half. Nine States raise 
nearly all the cotton consumed in this 
country, and much of that consumed in 
Europe. The cotton fabrics manufactured 
in the United States in 1870 were valued at 
$157,000,000. Of these $59,000.00u were 
manufactured in Massachusetts. Of course 
the distribution of these and the great 
variety of other commodities necessitates a 
vast amount of transportation. Eleven 
States occupying the Mississippi valley send 
to market annually a surplus of its cereal 
products, equal to 300,000.000 bushels. To 
cheapen the carriage of that single com­
modity by the amount ot only ten cents on 
the bushel is a saving of $30,000,000 to the 
people.

“ Various expedients have been suggested 
for ltssening the cost of transportation. In 
some of the States it has been proposed to 
place railroad fares and freights under the 
control of the State. The objections to that 
expedient are so serious that it should not 
he embraced if a better one can be found. 
The country is so new, so raw, and so un­
developed, the demands for capital are so 
many and so urgent, that any policy which 
would tend to drive capital from us should 
be avoided if possible. The State is but the 
aggregate of the people in the State. The 
people are the purchasers of transportation. 
The railway companies have transportation 
to sell. The law also holds railroad com­
panies to be common carriers, aud so bound 
to carry for all when the price is paid. It is 
now a mooted question whether that price 
shall be named by the companies or by the 
people, the sellers or the purchasers of the 
article. Which of these two parties is le­
gally authorized to fix that price is probably 
determined by the laws under which the 
several companies are organized. But 
which of them can, in fact, fix it is a differ­
ent question. It is manifest that it the com­
pany be allowed to tix the price they may 
demand too much. Vendors of all commo­
dities are very apt to want all they can get. 
On the contrary, if the people or their 
agents ffx the price they may set it too low. 
Purchasers are very apt to want commodi­
ties as cheap as they can be had. It is not 
probable that either party to the transac­
tion would always hit upon the exact equiv­
alent. The consequences of a mistake 
would probably be found most injurious if 
made by the people. If the company makes 
the mistake and charges too much, no one 
is obliged to employ it. The producer does 
his own carrying before the railway is 
built. He has tue perfect right to do so 
after it is built. So every company is com­
pelled by the laws ot trade, even if muni­
cipal law is silent, to carry products 
cheaper than the producer can carry them, 
or he will not have them to carry. The 
company must also carry them at a profit 
to the "producer, else the producer will 
cease. The farmers of Iowa will send no 
wheat to Chicago unless the roads will yield 
a profit to the producer. The carrier must 
earn money for the producer as well as for 
himself, else he will soon have nothing to 
carry. It is as absurd for tbe railways to 
demand more for transportation than tbe 
producer can aff ord to pay as it wa3 for the 
man in tbe fable to endeavor to get two 
golden eggs each day from his goose. The 
attempt to do so was death to the goose.

“ Under favorable conditions, indeed, the 
carrier may demand and receive more than 
a fair share of the profits of production. 
Where such is the case, when the State 
finds the producer makes but ten per cent, 
while the’ carrier makes fifteen or twenty 
per cent, it is very easy and perfectly 
legitimate for it to say to the company, 
•the work you do can be done for lees 
money. We will pay you for your road 
what’it will cost to build such another, or 
you may keep your road and we will build 
another.’ So the people are not helpless 
against exorbitant charges. On the con­
trary. if the people set the price and set it 
too low, the consequences may be graver. 
The company has no option. It must ac­
cept the price named or not run. If the 
rates named will afford a slight return on 
the capital existing companies may con­
tinue to run, but no more capital will en­
counter like risks. If the rates will yield 
no return the road can not be run. Com­
pany and community in that case are alike 
ruined. This expedient seems to bo too 
hazardous to adoptif a better can be found.

“Another expedient is to build a double 
track railway between the Mississippi and 
the Atlantic, over which any party may run 
trains, and all trains to run with the same 
rate of speed. This is worthy of careful 
consideration.

“But whatever may or may not be ex­
pedient to be done, this much seems to he 
certain—if the national government is to do 
anything whatever to cheapen transporta­
tion only the Republican party can be relied 
upon to do it. The Democratic party has 
foresworn all such labors. Long ago they 
determined the constitution would not per­
mit the government to remove an obstruc­
tion from a harbor or river. It is vain to 
suppose they will find new authority to 
build canals or construct railways. But we 
are not left in doubt as to their present dis­
position. Two votes given during the past 
session—one in the Senate, on Mr. Win- 
dom’s amendment to the river and harbor 
bill—will prove beyond all doubt that the 
Democrats, like the" Bourbons, have learned 
nothing good, even if they have forgotten 
anything bad.

“ Upon all these considerations, for ail 
these reasons, we think you should send 
Republicans and not Democrats to the 
next Congress. If you cherish the deeds of 
the recent past and would not see them 
undone; if you respect the present and 
won id not disgrace it; or if you have hope 
ot the future and would realize that hope, 
wo urge you to send Republicans and not 
Democrats to tho next Congress.”

The address is signed as follows: Chand­
ler, chairman of the committee, and thirty- 
eight Senators and Representatives, mem­
bers of the committee, the New York mem­
ber being Congressman Thomas C. Platt.

W h ltely ’s Bureau  to be A bolished.

The Washington correspondent of the St. 
Louis Republican says:

The new Solicitor of the Treasury has 
prepared most of his report on the secret 
service force. As a result of his investiga­
tions in New York, he recommends that the 
whole secret service division be abolished, 
the office in New York closed, and that the 
whole present force be discharged, and all 
records of that office be brought to tho 
treasury for a full examination. He has not 
found evidence implicating Colonel Whitely 
or his force in the safe burglary, but to-day 
he received information which decided him 
to return at once to New York and con­
tinue this branch of inquiry. The report, 
however, deals with the general character 
and condition of this force, and concludes 
that it Is not properly executing its mission, 
and that the government is not receiving 
an adequate return for the large sums it 
expends upon this force. Hereafter duties 
of the kind it has attempted will probably 
be entrusted to United States marshals and 
attorneys in the several districts.

Madrid, July 22.—An official report ot 

the loss of Cuenca has been received. The 
defense was brave and obstinate to the lost. 
On the thirteenth the Republicans defend­
ing the Faubourg Carrieta repelled three 
assaults made by Don Alfonso with 8000 
men. The Carlists ultimately captured the 
faubourg. The Republicans retired to the 
principal square of the town and refused to 
surrender. Four more attacks were made 
upon them, in eaoh of which the Carlists 
met with a repulse. Daring the morning 
of the fifteenth, after the firing had lasted 
fifty-six honrs, the Carliste gained the 
square. The Republicans began to retreat 
to the citadel, when they suddenly encoun­
tered a fresh foree of 4000 Carlists, who by 
some unexplained means had gained pos­
session of the citadel.

General Igrisas, Republican commander, 
and officers and men were then surrendered 
as prisoners of the war. The Carlists sacked 
and burned many houses, murdered a num­
ber of inhabitants, made heavy requisitions 
for provisions, demanded oontribntions 
amounting to two years’ taxes, paid by tbe 
city, and destroyed the fortifications. The 
enemy report their losses at 150 killed and 
700 wounded.

The P om eroy Boy-m urderer C onfesses  
A nother F righttul Crime.

Boston, July 21.—Jesse It. Pomeroy made 
a full confession of the murder of Kat-y 
Curran to Chief of Police Savage to-day 
which he read at the coroner’s inquest, 
was in the following words:

“1 opened my mother’s store on the morn 
ing of March 18 at half-past nine. The Cur 
ran girl came in for papers. I told her there 
was a store down stairs. She went down 
to abont the middle of the cellar and stood 
facing Broadway. I followed her, put my 
left arm about her neck, my hand over her 
mouth, and with a knife in my right hand 
cut her throat. I then dragged her to and 
behind the water closet, laying her head 
furthermost up the place, and put some 
stones and ashes on the body. I took 
the ashes from a box in tho cellar. I sent 
a boy to Hoyt & Lawrence’s store near by 
and bought a knife the week before for 
twenty-five cents. The knife was taken 
from me when I was arrested. When I  was 
in the cellar I heard my brother a t an in 
side door, which I had locked after the girl 
came in. I ran up the stairs and fonnd him

__came back. Two girls worked in the
store for mother. They usoolly got there 
about nine o’clock; mother come later. My 
brother Charles and I took torn« in opening

the store. Until abont April my mother 
and brother never knew anything about the 
affair. I forgot to tell you that I washed 
my hands and knife, which were bloody, a t 
the water pipe.”

Chief Savage also exhibited to the jury 
the plan of the cellar which the boy drew 
from memory, that was remarkably well 
executed and very correct.

Mrs. Curran, mother of the murdered 
girl, was the only other witness examined.
The jury adjourned until Wednesday.

At the time 
when tho child was stolen he answered the 
following description: Age four years,
dressed in a brown linen kilt sait, with 
short skirt, broad brim unbleached Panama 
hat with black band, laced shoes, blue and 
white striped stockings.

His ap­
pearance as above described may have been 
greatly changed by the cutting off of hi3 
hair or changing his dress to that of a girl, 
or in some other way.

The child was decoyed by two men into 
a falling top yacht-bodied buggy, painted 
dark all over, lined with dark material, 
drawn by a dark bay or brown horse about 
fifteen and a half hands high, driven it is 
believed without ebeck rein by two men 
who, as nearly as can be ascertained, an­
swer to the following description: One was 
a man of rather large size, about thirty-five 
to forty-five years old, with a mustache and 
and full whiskers, rather long on the chin, 
of brown or sandy brown color, and brown 
hair. He wore a ring on the little finger ol' 
the right hand. The other was a man of 
about five feet eight inches, appearing to be 
twenty-five or thirty years of age, light or 
with tendency to a sandy complexion, 
sandy mustache and red nose, ana a face 
having the appearance of a drinking man. „

Exchange this evening sont the following 
report to the New Orleans Cotton Exchange;

Fifty-one answers have been received 
from twenty-five counties. The weather 
generally is reported more favorable than 
during the same period last year. No land 
planted has been abandoned, the most 
early planting has been replanted, therefore 
nearly the whole of the late planting stand, 
is equal to that of last year, though not well 
formed and boiled. The labor is efficient; 
the condition of the crop is good and grow­
ing rapidly; the weed is not as large, and 
there is less fruit than lost year a t same 
time; there was sixty to seventy per cent 
less fertilizers used than lost year.
