The massacre on the fourth of
July bad been arranged according to pro-
gramme, but did not come off ; a2nd now
we have the statement that ¢ a well known
gentleznan of the city” saw ‘‘some pre-
parations for the coming campaign " Wi ch
consisted of **some boxes” which con-
tained ‘“new muskets.” They wereat the
junk skop of ““one Reas, & negro,” and
“‘from the direction and other circur-
stances had just come from the Custori-
touse for the political trade.”

Yesterdey mornieg we had the admis-
sion that “these evidently new muskets”
were ‘‘a lot of nineteen old weapcns.”
That instead of havieg ‘just come from
the Customhbouse,” they had been bought
of Louis Fix at the price of one dollar
each, insteed of being “‘intended for the
country political trade” they were intended
for sale over the counter of Mr. Ries, and
finally that Mr. Ries himself is rot a
negro, but “‘a white man of very good ad-
dress.” We suppose that there have been
as many mistatements corrected by this
swift reporter, as could well Le packed
into the same number cf paragraphe.
But these statements go to the country and
encourage tie belief that a race waris
imminent, end the high authority cf the
Picayure is quoted to prove it.

It mey be fortunate for Messrs. Ries
and Fix that they live under the protec-
tion of the police. Had such a statement
eppeared about them in the Shreveport
Times, they wight, if inkabitantsof that
section, bave been visited by a vigilance
comomittee, who not finding them grilty
of having arms fit for use in their posses-
sion, might bave blown out their brains
for bavirg given these young men the
trouble of turping out for nothing, and
might bave forfeited what ready morey
they bad npon their persoms, to disable
them from bringing any more guns.

Thereupon the Governor is asked by six
gentlemen—not by the parish authori-
ties—to send troops, and a respectalle
merchant is requested ‘‘to secure us a few
stand of arms and emmunition”. “Im-
proved arms, if possible.” Of this cop-
certed purpose to ‘“sack the store” at
Elmwood, and thus provided with the
means of a campaign to march to the de-
vastation of the rest of the country, we
have heard nothing more. The “‘improved
armsif possible” may bave been shipped to
order. Dut does not the Picay:n#é sce the
inequality 2nd injustice of its position?
Oze paragraph on the twenty-sixth in-
stant denounces a supposititious shipment
of arme to the country because it isal-
leged that they are to go into colored
bands. On the twentieth instantan order
was received from the Atchafalaya to se-
cure “‘a few stands of arms &nd ammnuni-
tion,” and ship them to the white people.
The Picayune seems to consider it proper
to send the arms and ammaunition asked
for by the whites, but denounces as in the
highest degree criminal the pessibility of
a similar shipment to the colored people
asked for five or six days afterward.
We condemn the private army of either.
Tke militia force of the country is suffi-
cient to keep order, if itis not there is
the army of the United States to yepress
“domestic violence.” Eutif the citizers
of the country are really equals has not
a men of cclor “the right to kep and
bear arws.” We condemn any arming
for purposes of civil war or ‘‘domestic
violence,” but cur condemnation applies
to all alike. We would be incapable of
insisting that the colored race shemia be
armed to the exciusion of the whites, and
yet the Picayune bas committed just such
an ipjustice. It would ship srms and
ammunition ‘‘to the whites” of the latest
improvement, if possible, while if it
should catch Louis Fix shipping evena
musket werth one dollar, he would go the
way of the Spaniard Munocs.

We often ask ourselves what Las be-
come of the real chivalry of the South?
Was it ull Iilled outin the war? Are the
bummers and bomb-proofs, ard exempts
and kerces of Paris and Niagara, who are
now so conspicuous in Southern politics,
the snrvivors of those men who illustrated
their valor in the field? Here is a party
which claims a majority of white voters,
and wishes to make the election turn on
the difference of race, yet with this nu-
merical advantage to make it a dead sure
thing, it is proposed to arm the race
claimed to be more numerous, and to dis-
arm the minority in numbers, intelligence
and wealth!

MORE PROOCF.

The Rrrusricax has never ceased,
when an opportunity presented itself,

showing up the results ¢f domestic vio-
lence. It has even gore beyond this and
shown the necessity for preventive meas-
ures on the part of government to resist a
turbulent dispesition gaining the ascen-
dency. It bas reamsonmed with domestic
commuxzities for the purpose ¢f protect-
ing the public interest against the ma-
chinations of selfish and urpprincipled
political agitators; and when tLis has sig-
nally failed and the State government wes
unequal to the emergercy it bas appealed
to the rational government to interpose
its strong arm in defense of law and order:
in defense of individual rights; in defense
of Republican government itself.

now of the injury that is being irflicted
upon Lonisiaza by the men wio are now
engaged in maur'rmtmfv another period of
domestic violence within her borders for
purely political purposes; and when we
say this perhaps it is necessary to explain
that political purposes mean nothing more
nor less then gaining possession of what-
ever power might help them to reap the
spoils of office. We have bad ample proof
in the pastof the great injury that has
been inflicted on cur State by the domestic
violence inaugurated by those persors op-
posed to Republican govarnment; and now
we can offer more proof to show that do-
mestic violence in the future not only
threatens to deprive freemen of rights
gnaranteed to them by the constitu-
tion of country, but it is
actually driving from our midst capital
and improvements that would prove of
incalculable advantage in many respects
to Lounisiana. And this proof comes from
a gentleman of undoubted standing, both
in this country and Europe, who has
lately been treveling through the South.
His name is Wilson, and in order that he
may be more fully identified we will state
that he is highly esteemed by William Cul-
len Bryant, of the New York Evening Posl,
and during the lifetime of James Gordon
Bennett, Sr., commanded the respect and
confidence of that gentleman. Mr. Wil-
son has lately been traveling through the
South, and has acted as the correspondent
of the New York Evening Post, while in
reality he enjoyed the more responsible po-
sition of an English railroad financier on
his travels to make profitable investments,
and the representative of an English syn-
dicate possessed of a million pounds
sterling paid up capital. This gentleman
came to Louisiana highly and favorably
impressed with the advantages that cap-
ital might seck here by investment in rail-
road projects, and his travels through
Northern Lonisiana, and portions of Texas
contignons to it, tended at first to
strengthen this impression. This was
prior to the political movements that have
been inaugurated by the White Leaguers
looking o the defeat of the Republican
party in the next fall's election through
domestic violence. Influencedby his first
impressions, Mr. Wilson had accepted the
agencey of the Louisiana Central Railroad
Company, and was prepared to recom-
mend investments in its stocks, regarding
the Red river conuntry as the finest field in
the world for railroad investments. But,
unfortunately for Louisiana, her existing
political leagues had begun to manifest

PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR.

SraTE OF Lor‘ou'n.)
Executive Department,
New Orleans, Sune 13, 1674.§

WHEKEA#, An act of the Legialature, approved
March 15, 1855, entitled ““An act to establish quar-
antine for the protection of the State,” provides
that the Governor of the State shall issue his
proclamation, upon the advice of the Board of
Health, declaring any place where there shall be
reason to believe a pestilent, contagious or in-
fectious disease exists, to be an infected place, and
stating the number of days of quarantive to be
performed by the vessels, their passengers, off-
cers and crews, coming from such place or places;
and

Whereas, The Board of Health of the State of
Louisiana has this day offcially informed me that
the following named ports are infected places,
viz: All portsin the islands of Cuba, Porto Rico
and Jamaica, and the port of Demarara, in South
America, and Las recommended that all vessels
leaving any of said ports on and after June 15,
1874, shall be detalned at quarantime station not
less than ten days.

Now, therefore, I, William P. Kellegg, Goverver
of the State of Louisiana, issue this my prociama-
tion, deciaring the aforesaid ports infected places
and requiring that all vessels, together with offi
cers, crews, passengers and cargoes, leaviug such
places, or having touched or stopped at auy or
them, cn and after the fifteenth day of June, 1674,
ehall be subject to & quarantine of not less than
ten days, or for a lenger period, as may be consid-
ered neceseary by the Board of Health.

Given under wy hand, and the seal of the State
hereunto attached, this thirteenth day of June, n
the year -of our Lord eighteen Lundred aud
seventy-four, and of the independence of ibe
United States the ninety-eighth.
