Is 1 ReTriBuTION!—Many years before
and up to the war of rebellion, in & eouthern
varish of this State resided one of the
wealthiest men in Louisiana, 8 man who
owned and worked halt a dozen large plan-
tations; Le did not actually know how
many slaves he owned, although his mem-
ory was very acute. On each plantation
the pumber of colored slaves, old and
young, sammed up fully 100, which, in
part, indicates something of the nabob's
wealtin, The term nabob 18 not out of place
in this small item, for the planter was
indeed a lord, in his fashion and in the
sashion of that day, and he was noted as a
hard tack master, The productions of his
plantations, mostly sugar, rice and corn,
had a real market value even before har-
vest time, and he could command capital
by bhundreds of thousands of dollars;
Lis siwple word or letter to almost
any bank in New Orleans commanded ready
cash without stint, His arnual bills in this
vity, for stores and household goods, were
immense—a tortune. Individually he toiled
as constantly as the humblest mechanic on
his piaces, and the sun seldom ehone before
he was in the saddle overlooking overseers.
It seemed as if his constitution was of cast
iron and his mind equal to any emergency.
From an early breakfast he would go and
supervise neceseary work, and then per-
baps visit the courthouse, for he was seldom
without Jawsuits, and he generally won his
cases, whether right or wrong. Wo unto
the man whom he had before a justice of
the peace, as he owned, or at least con-
trolied, that tribunal, if tribunal it could be
called. That petty functionary was a fellow
of his making, and if there was a single
fign of independence displayed a new
and more subservient thing was seated in
the court. Poor white trash was regarded
as of less consequence than the commonest
tield hand. In jury cases the planter would
certainly gain his suits or know why that
twelve wen dared to tind contrary to his
wishes. Indeed his presence alone com-
manded most men in his parish, for he was
a power in that lahd. At all elections he
made Lis choice and his officers were surely
elected. His power was great, felt even in
New Orleans. When the war of rebeilion
was agitated he stood foremoet in urging
recistance and he wrote many strong
articles in the old Delta favoring an inde-
pendent Southern Confederacy and he con-
tributed means to back his asserted belief.

Soon after the federal army gained pos-
gession of this section and our wealthy
planter understood that the Confederacy
was @ failure be used his pen in a tone
that tlatly contradicted his former asser-
tions and it was hinted that he favored
military officers. However, this was not
particularly noticed, as most leading citi-
zens were at that time quite busy with
their individual affairs. Since peoce re-
turned his conduct has occagionally been to
say the least erratic. z

This brings us up to date and now discloses
the reason for making the above outline.
Last Saturday this once powerful and weal-
tiy planter was seen on our streets, a piti-
ful ’in(nking olgect, the exact pattern of a
street beggar, diseased and almost helpless.
His tottering form was beld by an assistant,
and the way was led for him, as his sight is
pearly gone. His drees was extremely
~habby, even ragged and dirty, and his en-
tire appearance was that of wrecked hu

. Most of his wealth has vanished,
and what little remains is not available.
The picture will probably be recognized by
some of our readers, who may, if they
choose, regard the case one of retribution
{or sind of omission and commission.

An zct proposing amendments to the con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana.

SecTION 1. Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the State
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened
(two-thirds of the members of each house
agrecing thereto), That the following
amendments be proposed and entered upon
the respective journals of the Senate and
House of Representatives, with the yeas and
pays taken thereon, and the Secretary of
State shall cause the same to be published
three months before the next general election
for te]presentati\'cs to the General Assembly
in at least one newspaper in every parish of
the State in which a newspaper shall be
publicked. And said proposed amendments
shall be eubmitted to the people at said
election in such manner and form that the
people may vote for or against each amend-
ment separately—iy e., “first proposed
amendment for approval,” or “‘against ap-
proval,” and in like mauner as to the others;
and if a majority of the voters at said elec-
tion shall approve and ratify such amend-
ment or amendinents, the same shall be ap-
propriately numbered and become a part ¢f
the constitution, and be proclaimed as such
by the Governor and Secretary of State.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION
No. 1.—The iesue of consolidated bonds

authorized by the General Assembly of the

State, at its regular session in the year

1874, is hereby declared to create a valid

contract between the State and each and

every holder of said bonds, which the

State shall by no means and in po wise im-

pair. The szid bonds shall be a valid obli-
ation of the State in favor of any bolder
ereof, and no court shall enjoin the pay-

ment of the priucipal or interest thereof.
or the levy and collection of tax therefor:
to secure suck levy, collection and pay-
ment, the judicial power shall be exercised
when necessary. he tax required for the
payment of the principal and interest of
said bonds shall be assessed and collected
each and every year until the bonds shail
be paid. principal and interest, and the
proceeds shallfbe paid by the Treasurer of
the State to the kolders of said bonds s
the principal and interest of the same shall
fall due, und no further legislation or ap-
propriation shall be requisite for the said
assessment and collectionand for such pay-
ment from the treasury.

No. 2.—Whenever the debt of the State
shall have been reduced below twenty-five
million dollars, the constitutional limit shall
remain at the lowest point reached, beyond
which the public debt shall not thereafter
be inereased, and this rule shall continue in
operation until the debt is reduced to fitteen
million dollara, beyond which it shall not
be increased. Nor shall taxation for all
State purposes, excepting the support of
Eublic schools, ever exceed twelve and a

alf mills on the dollar of the assessed vala-
ation of the real and personal property in
the State, except in case of war or invasion.

No. 3.—The revenue of each year derived
from taxation upon real, personal and mixed
property, or from licenses, shall be devoted
solely to the expenses of the said year for
which it ghall be raised. excepting any sur-
plus remain, which shall be directed to
sinking the public debt. All appropriations
and claims in excess ot revYemue shall be
null and void, and the State shall in no
manner Hrovide for their payment.

vent the issue of drainage warrants to the
transferee of contract, under act No. 30 of
1871, payable only from drainage taxes, and
not otherwise; any person violating the pro-
hibitions [provisions] of this article shnl}: on
conviction, be punished by imprisonment
for not less than two nor more than ten
vears, and by fine of not less than three dol-
lars nor more than ten thousand dollars.

SEc. 2. Be it further resolved, etc., That at

said next general election, the wishes of the

electors in the premises, shall be expressed
by printed or written ballots, as follows:

“For the amendment limiting the debt of

New Orleans;” or, *‘Against the amend-

ment limiting the debt of New Orleans,”

and the said ballots shall be counted and
returns made, and the result declared as in
the case of election of State officers.
