this city, who returned from Somerville 
this afternoon, the following account of the 
tiot, or rather what threatened to become 
one at Somerville yesterday, is obtained: 
The election ot the* day before had been 
hotly contested and many negroes had at­
tended the polls during the day heavily 
armed, and some had openly threatened to 
burn the town.

During the day a prominent negro politi 
cian named Cash Warren bad cursed and 
abused a young brother of Mayor Hendon, 
and on yesterday encountering Mayor Hen­
don on the street began to abuse him, and 
finally snapped his pistol twice in the 
mayor’s face, who then drew his pistol and 
shot him dead. Almost simultaneously two 
or three shots were tired at the negro by 
friends of the mayor who had collected there, 
among whom was Oscar Burton, a young 
man noted for being an excellent shot and 
brave, who was charged with firing at War 
ren when he met his death, by the negroes, 
who had become very much incensed at the 
death of Warren, and threatened to kill 
Burton, who, about eleven o’clock, appeared 
on the streets, armed with a double-bar­
relled shot gun and pistols. Judge J. 
G. Reeves, Albert Reeves, sheriff elect, 
and another brother named Paul, at­
tempted to arrest and disarm Bur 
ton, and owing to the report that a 
body of negroes were marching into the 
town, Burton refused to be arrested, aDd 
they opened fire on him, wounding him 
severely in four different places. He re­
turned the fire with Lis shotgun, mortally 
wounding Paul, and then fell himself, but 
raising on his elbow drew bis pistol and 
shot J. G. Reeves in the shoulder, inflicting 
a dangerous but not necessarily fatal 
wound. A party of negroes who bad con­
gregated then opened fire on Burton, shoot­
ing him in a number of places, and one 
rushing up put a pistol to his back and fired.

In all he received thirteen wounds, and if 
any prove fatal which the doctors doubt, it 
will be the last mentioned. The excite­
ment that followed was intense. Reports 
spread that the negro runners had been 
sent to the country to stir tbe various col­
ored societies, and Memphis was telegraph­
ed for aid. Many negroes left tbe town, as 
was supposed, to procure reinforcements, 
among whom was Williamson, who iu a 
speech during the canvass had said if 
the civil rights bill did not pass, be 
would ride in blood up to hi6 bridle bits. 
He was captured at Moscow last night, but 
escaped afterward. On the arrival of 
tbe military from Memphis they found the 
citizens in arms, the town under a strict 
patroi. Their arrival was hailed by the 
citizens with great joy, and at the earnest 
request of the citizens Captain Duncan’s 
Chickasaw Guards agreed to remain till 
Monday while the remainder retnrned home 
this evening.

! ■  B a n k r u p t c y .

St. Louis, August 8 —The creditors of 
Alexander, Dorman & Co. decided to day 
to put the firm into bankruptcy. This 
action is based upon the fact that about a 
week before Alexander's operations were 
made public, the State Savings Association 
and tbe Fourth National Bank discovered 
they had forged receipts, and required him 
to take them up or be exposed, whereupon 
he paid the State Savings Association $10,000 
and the Fourth National Bank $45,000.

Under the bankrupt law these banks will 
be obliged to turn these amounts over to be 
divided with the other assets among the 
general creditors of the firm.

The 8 t. Louis M urder.
The only new developments in the Kate 

Hartwell murder is the arrest of John Mc- 
Nairy, a cousin of Kate, who invited her 
to take ice cream on the night of the mur­
der, and who got into tbe wagon with her. 
The other two men who were in the wagon 
are not yet known. Tim Hartvell, the hus­
band, is still in custody, but the theory of 
the police is that tie had nothing to do with 
the murder.

The murdered woman was a daughter of 
Timothy Buckley, of New York, an em­
ployee in the Twenty-third street gas 
house. She was married to Hartvell when 
nineteen years old, but bad not lived happily 
with him for a number oi years, and finally 
drifted into a life of prostitution. She had 
two aunts here named McNairy and Con­
nors, respectably connected, by whom she 
had been taken out of brothels three times 
and sent to New York, but after staying 
there.a short time sue returned here and 
relapsed into her old ways.

The police authorities think she was mur­
dered by some of her relatives to end a 
career which they regarded a disgrace to 
them.

The Non them  Question.
The political condition of affairs in most 

of the Southern States at the present time 
is of such a character as to excite the 
gravest apprehensions for the future peace 
and prosperity of that section. Of course 
it is the fashion of the opposition press and 
the Democracy to throw the whole blame 
upon the Republican party oi the South. 
Some decree of blame is justly due to the 
Republican politicians; but that all the 
responsibility of the ills and misfortunes 
which have come upon tbe South and which 
now retard her industry and prosperity 
rests upon their shoulders is simply absurd. 
Had the South, the Southern statesmen as 
they love to be called, when the war closed, 
accepted the results of the war in good 
faith and adapted themselves to the altered 
condition of affairs, they would have 
escaped nearly all the trouble which has 
since overtaken them. When the work of 
reconstruction began, for instance, they 
declined to take any part in it. Standing 
aloof in gloomy sileuce. thpy bemoaned 
their sad fate, and when they appeared 
at all in public affairs they appeared only 
as the bitter, unrelenting opponents of the 
party in power, with which they would 
have no compromise or alliance. From the 
first they opposed the constit utional amend­
ments which the logic of events made inevi­
table; opposed the reconstruction laws 
which the national government had no 
option but to enforce. They would not ac­
cept amnesty; they scorned reconciliation: 
’hey would never bow their necks to the 
Y'ankee tyrants who had robbed and de­
spoiled them. They had lost their country 
and their citizenship, and the usurpers 
could manage the government; they would 
have nothing to do with it. To give the 
baliot to the negro was the greatest crime 
of the age. His proper condition was slav­
ery, ana to slavery they would send him 
again when they had the chance by the re­
turn of their Northern allies to the control 
of the federal gavernment. Of course noth­
ing could be more gratifying to the unscru­
pulous mon who in many portions of the 
South had espoused the cause of the colored 
man r s  the stepping stone to political and 
pecuniary advancement than this foolish 
course upon the part of the Somthern poli­
ticians.

No one who looks below the surface of 
affairs will deny the truth of these proposi­
tions: will deny that primarily the Southern 
politicians are themselves to blame for the 
condition of the South. The Southern 
man who became a Republican from the 
purest and best of motives was denounced 
as an enemy to his country and ostracised 
by society. To a limited extent this acri­
monious tone of public sentiment has under­
gone a change; but as a general rule the 
South is as bad, as blind, as prejudiced and 
as stupid to day as it was when General 
Lee surrendered to General Grant. The 
division and dissension which then existed 
has been perpetuated, and as we write 
fiüds expression and illustration in the 
formation of white leagues in Louisiana 
and in a political war of races in Alabama. 
The Democracy of the latter State have 
just held their State convention, and, as 
lar as they could do it, have inflicted upon 
Alabama the worst blow she hag received 
since the same party hurled her into the 
rebellion. They have divided the State 
into two hostile camps, into one of which 
they have driven the white men and into 
the other the blacks, raising the battle cry 
of death to the negro. The first resolution 
in the declaration of priasiples set forth by 
them proclaims “that tbe Radical ana 
dominant faction of the Republican party 
in this State, persistently, by false anil 
fraudulent representations, have inflamed 
the passions and prejudices ot the negroes, 
as a rare, against the white people, and 
h„ve, tlieiefore, made it necessary for the 
w hite people to unite and act together in 
self defense und for the preservation of 
white civilization.” Here we have the 
nice irsoe distinctly laised and avowed. The 
white Democrat« of that State declare open 
war for the pres« rvation of white eiviliza 
tion In fining so they deliberately misrepre­
sent facts. This race issue was not, as they 
would have the country believe, force«! 
upon them by the carpet-baggers. On the 
contrary, it was prticlaimed bv their own 
leaders and conventions as far back as 1868. 
The leading Democratic paper iu the State, 
the Mobile Register, boasts that it has been 
advocating the arraying of the whites 
against the bla>*ks ever since 1868. In tbe 
sanm year a Democratic convention in the 
same State resoi ved that “the government 
of tbe United States is a white man’s gov­
ernment. and that white m« n ought to rule 
America; that the negro is unfit for the 
otlii'es ot government; that as the r ght of 
suffrag«- is the fountain from which fl >ws all 
political power in the government, he 
should not be invested with that privilege ” 
And about the same time General John 
I. Morgan, then, as now, a promi­
nent politician of the State, declared 
that the. “negro suffrage question is 

difficult problem. It must be practi­
cally dealt with. We must be firm and de­
liberate. Only one possible line of policy 
could be pursued which would result bene­
ficially to both races. The black race should 
be absolutely divorced from all participa­
tion in the government of the country. If 
tbe negro bad equal capacity with the white 
man for the exercise of the ballot, he should 
not be permitted. Let ns not mince mat­
ters, but declare that we do not believe the 
negro should have any share in the admin­
istration or councils of the government. 
The Northern people understand this, and 
are moving in hosts to rid the country of 
this evil." The Democratic platform just 
adopted is only the epitome of these teach­
ings, dating back to nearly seven years 
ago.

It is because of these feelings and senti­
ments that the Southern question has be­
come so full of bitterness and disappoint­
ment. When the armies of the Confederacy 
were disbanded, it is not an exaggeration to 
say that they were turned against the un­
fortunate people whom they looked upon 
as the cause of all the difficulty. They 
compelled them to band together in self- 
defense. and made them trust and follow 
implicitly men who, in many cases, used 
them for their own selfish purposes. If

the duties and responsibilities of citizenship. 
Tbe lact is the ex-planters never despaired, 
and it wonld now seem do not now despair 
of being able to remit the colored people 
to their former condition. Hence the op­
pression and tbe dénonciation and the war 
of races which we see to-day. The condi­
tion of the whole Southern country is a 
movement of Southern incompetency, and 
it is to be feared will continue to remain so 
for years to come. If the opposition party 
of the South shall imitate the terrible and 
deplorable example set them in Alabama, 
in the convention which has just been held, 
it will only impose new duties and respon 
sibilities upon tbe Republican party of the 
North; the necessity of teaching tbe South 
that upon every foot of the United States 
there shall be equal justice for all men.— 
Washington Rational Republican.

R askin  Refuses a  Medal.
Mr. Ruskin, having freed his mind on the 

subject of lectures, has now come out 
against medals. Or perhaps not against 
medals in general, but only the particular 
medal offered him by the Royal Institution 
ol British Architects. At the meeting last 
night of that respectable society, the vice- 
president announced Mr. Ruskin’s refusal 
"with the deepest concern,” as he (tbe 
vice president) said. It appears that this 
is a gold uiedal which her majesty gives 
yearly upon the nomination of the institute. 
Fur twenty-seven years, as the vice presi­
dent remarked in a tone of horror, the 
medal has been awarded, and nobody be 
tore Mr. Ruskin declined it, which I find no 
difficulty in believing. The number of per­
sons who refuse gold medals, or garters, or 
trinkets of any kind, is small. Why does 
Mr. Ruskin refuse* That, alas, is what we 
are not yet permitted to know. The arclii 
tects refused to hear his letter read, for the 
curious reason, urged by one of them, that 
it was an ex parte statement. Sir Gilbert 
Scott had written Mr. Ruskin, but Mr. Rus 
kin bad made no answer to Sir Gi 
bert Scott. Then, as a last step, tbe 
piesideut had written to the Queen’s secre 
tary, stating these distressing facts, and 
asking the royal pleasure about the rejected 
medal—whether they should give it to any 
body else, I suppose. But the Queen’s sec 
retary no more answers than did Mr. Rus 
kin. and here is the Institution of British 
Architects in a position of painful embar 
rassment and even dismay, as tbe vice 
president said. The Queen has given them 
a medal to give to Mr. Ruskin, and Mr. 
Ruskin will not have it, and the Queen ap­
parently will not have it back, nor yet tell 
her loyal architects what they may do with 
it. The council expressed, we are told, in 
the strongest manner their deep regret at 
“the most unprecedented occurrence in the 
annals of this or any other British institu 
tion.” They are, in fact, so tremendously 
solemn about it that tbe public has no 
choice but to laugh. I advise them to pub 
lish Mr. Ruskin’s letter. If they do not he 
will, and he is a man capable even of writ­
ing another, likely to produce still more 
laughter, not on the side of the royal archi 
tects.—London correspondence of the JVew 
York Tribune.

The H orro rs  o f C ellar Life in New York
The New York Board of Health officers 

made a raid lately on the human rats that 
burrow under ground. There were ten 
underground habitations in tbe fourth ward 
which continued to disregard the warnings 
of tbe board, out of the 124 that existed not 
long since. The following specimen is thus 
photographed by a Herald reporter, and 
exhibits a possible manner of life, the hor­
rors of which but few people can appreciate

If was at No. 29 North William street that 
the horrors of the underground system were 
brought out in all their hideonsness. It is 
what is called a “double decker”—one cel­
lar under another. In the first cellar, the 
ceiling of which was on a level with the 
street, there was a bar, a piano and a sofa, 
and to the rear of the front room three small 
bedrooms. Going down a pair of narrow, 
winding stairs, the visitors fonml four other 
rooms, and, incredible as it may seem, fitted 
up as bedro«>ms. There was no way by 
which the light of day could penetrate into 
this horrid den, and a light had to be pro­
cured before the men were able to enter 
with safety. The closeness and stench of 
this horrid floor (?), which had a little 
kitchen right adjoining the sink, in which, 
by the stove, the cook 6lept, was over­
powering, and more than once during the 
work of carrying out tbe beds the men had 
to go to the first floor (the first cellar) to 
escape suffocation. Yet the miserable crea­
tures who occupied them seemed not to 
realize wliat a death-dealing place they 
were wallowing in. “Why,” sauf one to a 
reporter, “my room down here is very 
cool, and I am never sick.” She wore death 
in her face, poor thing, and seemed not to 
know it. The proprietor of this den is 
named Curtis, and busied himself actively 
about the place when the eight beds were 
dragged out of the dark boles, called rooms, 
into which the cellar was divided.

The P aris  Firem en.
The Paris corps ot firemen has taken long 

to reach its present perfection. The first 
police regulation on the subject dates, ac­
cording to the Débats, from 1371; it reijuired 
each householder to put a hogshead of 
water at his door, under a penalty of ten 
sous. Another ordinance of 1524 required 
each inhabitant to keep watch after nine 
o'clock at night in certain places appointed, 
to put a lantern with a lighted camlle in 
the window, and to provide a supply of 
water. In spite of these precautions, how­
ever, it was found necessary, at tbe fire at 
the palace in 1618, to collect all water from 
the welle and the Seine into the middle of 
the city, and to form a huge lake round the 
fire by damming it with heaps of straw. In 
1670 an ordinance of M. de la Reynie. 
lieutenant of police, reijuired all master 
masons, carpenters and tilers of the capi­
tal to report their place of abode to the 
commissaries of police of their quarters, 
nniler penalty of a line of 300 livres and the 
loss of their ireedom. Ail buckets and 
other vessels for extinguishing tire were to 
be left with the various local authorities. 
The real organization of the tire brigade be­
gan in 1722. The Duke of Orleans had pre­
sented the town of Paris with thirty pumps; 
a corps of sixty men was raised at the ex­
pense of the State, and placed under tbe 
command of the Lieutenant General of tbe 
Police. Tn 1730 tbe number of firemen was 
incioastd to 146 and 1739 to 236, strictly 
forbidden to receive any gratuity. The 
Narional Convention established the corps 
of Sapeurs pompiers, leaving it, however, 
subject to the municipality; an«! in 1821 a 
royal orainance made it a branch of the 
army and placed it under the ministry of 
war. Lastly, the decree of 1850 gave it its 
present organization. Its force is now 1498 
men, costing the municipalitv 1,150,000 
francs.
