ECCLESIASTICAL INTERVENTION.
His holiness the Pope recently paid the 

United States the high compliment of say­
ing that his official communications had a 
fairer chance to reach those to whom they 
were addressed without the interference of 
the government than in any other coun­
try. He might have ^dded that here ev­
ery professor of any faith, civil, social 
or religious, has the privilege of publish­
ing any exposition of his own opinions, 
or any assault upon the opinions of oth­
ers, which he may choose to exercise. It 
is well. We admire that feature of free­
dom. An American citizen escaping with 
his life from China or Mexico for the 
crime of dissent in religious opinion may 
find the doctrines of the country from 
which he has just been expelled taught 
openly and without objection in his own 
native Union.

We have here a weekly paper devoted to 
the pfopagandism of the Catholic faith, 
and called the Star. It is, in theory, just 
like Methodist, Baptist or Presbyterian 
papers. It upholds its own belief as 
orthodox, and teaches the inconsistency 
of other doctrines, with the common 
scriptural authority from which each 
persuasion claims to deduce its faith. 
In many other countries these several 
phases of faith would bo compelled to 
acknowledge some orthodoxy, and peo­
ple would be fried, roasted and stewed, 
imprisoned or exiled, because they could 
not conform their faith to the belief 
of other mortals, perhaps no wiser nor 
better than themselves. Usually, our 
ecclesiastical papers confine their ser­
mons to polemical points, or their strife 
to tomparative construction of a com­
mon text, or perhaps of a disputed 
legitimacy. To be sure there may be an 
episode on which reverend divines may 
have been impleaded before their own 
ecclesiastical tribunals upon some allega­
tion of human frailty, but as a general 
thing the ecclesiastical press of America 
keeps, or is kept, out of party politics. 
The reason of this may perhaps be that 
tbe war of politics in America must be 
prosecuted with language and temper that 
can not be cramped by the words of 
peace and good will, nor can the deeds of 
politicians in all cases be justified entirely 
by the strict letter of the decalogue.

But the ecclesiastical Star and Messen­
ger does not confine itself to the conflict 
with its Protestant compeers, who could, 
no doubt, defend themselves on their own 
ground. It wades into the party politics 
of Louisiana, makes an ex parte represen­
tation of what it can nqt, as an organ of 
the the kingdom “ that is not of this world” 
be supposed to understand, and actually 
intervenes to advise the politicians what 
should properly be done in the pending 
campaign.

Here is the ecclesiastical history given 
by the Star:

While we are writing, the negroes who 
inhabit this State are assembled in council 
at the State House, through their represen­
tative, to organize systematically the 
future details of their war upon the whites. 
They are determined to rule this State as a 
class.

It will occasion some surprise to our 
numerous subscribers iu Rome to learn 
that this convention has nominated six 
members of Congress, of whom one is 
colored and five white. That the same 
convention hns renominated the present 
colored Treasurer who wa.s last elected 
over a competitor nominated by tbe 
Fusionists. This, then, is a “war upon 
the whites,” in which five white men are 
nominated to two colored men, by a con­
vention presided over by a white man 
elected against a colored competitor by 
colored votes in great part.

Assuming, however, that this is a 
“black government,” the Star says:

The question then arises: Ought a white 
people to be ruled by a black majority? 
Ought any one State of this Union to be 
under negro government?

And then proceeds to argue that such 
government could not be maintained in 
any State without the aid of federal bay­
onets. The Star evidently considers this 
as an Irish or Italian question, where the 
people not being parties to the law may 
evade or resist it. It says without any at­
tempt to controvert such doctrine that— 

The white race in this State has, in the 
opinion of many, an undoubted right to rise 
iu arms against the fearful despotism that 
is crushing it under irreparable ruin.

Yet this ecclesiastical adviser says:
Such a course can not be counseled by 

any discreet person at this time.
“ Popular sentiment, ” it adds, 

“throughout the country at large is not 
ready for that yet.”

By “the country at large” i3 evidently 
meant the United States, and the thing 
that the country at laarge is “not ready 
for yet,” is “ the undoubted right that the 
white men in this State have to rise in 
arms against the fearful despotism that is 
crushing it under irreparable ruin.” This 
is admirable doctrine for an apostle of 
peace and good will to men.

There are a large number cf colored 
people who have been liberated from 
bondage, and are making all the crops 
and performing much of the menial 
services of society. It is true they 
have been taught a great deal, be' 
lieving in tho Christian religion and 
practicing the ordinary industrial arts. 
They did not come to Louisiana Of 
their own accord, nor is there any other 
place provided for them to go to. They 
have been given the right of suffrage, and 
for the crime of its exercise they are to be 
exterminated. Now, we would suppose 
just here the Christian, who claims the 
duty to carry the gospel to all nations, 
should be most active. Here is a mis­
sionary field. Why not wade in, gentle­
men of the cross and cassock, educate 
these people, keep them out of the barrel- 
house and keno den, make them at least 
good and faithful to their contracts. Save 
their souls to God. Do not send them, 
perhaps unprepared, as most of ns are, to 
the fate of the ignorant and impenitent.

We maintain the entire and unqualified 
right of any man to publish anything for 
which he may choose to make himself 
responsible in the courts of law, at the 
forum of public opinion, or according to 
tbe code which many acknowledge as 
awarding redress for wounded honor. 
But an ecclesiastical journal that mis­
takes the political condition of the State, 
suggests on authority of rumor the right
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of rising in arms to prevent the exercise of 
a legal right, and dissuades the people 
from the exercise of that rumored right, 
on the ground that “ the country at large” 
would not allow it to be done at this time, 
transcends in our opinion the province 
assigned by public opinion to foreign 
propagandists cf ecclesiastical opinion, 
and should meet the only penalty pro­
vided by American institutions—a public 
disregard for such unadvised intervention.

LOUISIANA DEMOCRACY FROM A WEST­
ERN STANDPOINT.

The St. Louis Times, one of the most 
tolerant and acute of our Democratic ex­
changes, publishes as editorial the follow­
ing remarks on Louisiana politics:

The news from Louisiana is by no means 
encouraging. The political dissensions of 
the white people still continue with but 
little prospect of adjustment. How a people 
with so much at stake and. such a golden 
opportunity before them can hazard it all 
by squabbles and disputes that halt'-grown 
children should be ashamed of surpasses 
human understanding. Unless misgovern- 
nient has really driven them crazy, they 
gcarcely deserve the sympathy they have 
succeeded in exciting. At a time when they 
should act as a unit they are divided into 
factions, variously designated as Liberals, 
Fusionists, Democrats, White Leaguers and 
Independents, all alike irreconcilable, ex­
acting and repellant.

There is an old saying, that “whom the 
gods mean to destroy they first make mad,” 
and Louisiana has evidently reached that 
stage. No other people under the sun has 
Buch motives for harmony and concert of 
action, and instead ol uniting to produce it, 
they seemingly strive to create dissension, 
distrust and suspicion.

The fact is, that nearly every man in the 
State is an ofnce-seekeY. The war, which 
swept away their propertv, left them a per­
verted intelligence, mainly directed to the 
pursuit of official position. The easy accu­
mulation ol vast wealth by the Radicals and 
carpet-baggers has left upon tho majority of 
the community a morbid desire to “flesh 
their luck” in the same line of political en­
terprise; and hence the impulse, but illy 
repressed, of the average Louisianian to cry 
out, “Give me office or give me death.”

If half of these hot-headed, obstinate and 
unappeasable fanatics had their due they 
would get the political death they are seem­
ingly so ambitious of securing.

This is a common sense view of a pa­
per at all times outspoken against the 
Republican party. From a Democratic 
standpoint the sentiments expressed are 
honest and well spoken and show intelli» 
gent comprehension of the situation; but 
it is not probable that the remarks will 
be heeded by the new Democracy of Lou­
isiana. The leaders of the partisans 
who claim the name of Democrats in this 
State are so narrowed with prejudice and 
have become so wholly insane on a class 
and color warfare, a scheme so suicidal in 
policy and disastrous to the agricultural 
and commercial welfare ot the State, that 
all words of advice, from whatever 
source, fall unheeded to the ground. The 
desire for office has begot the thirst for 
blood. The same spirit which conceived 
the idea of rebellion, which conceived 
and carried out the massacre of 18GG, 
which participated in the Ku-Klux and 
Knights of the White Camélia outrages of 
1868, and organized open and armed re­
bellion in 1872, whereof was left the 
record written in human blood, is still 
rampant and will not down even upon 
remembrance of the sad experiences of 
the past. If anything can shame the 
Democratic par:y the organization ot the 
White League of Louisiana has done that 
thing. The proof is its universal con­
demnation by tbe press and public at 
large, now speaking dispassionately and 
sadly. That there could exist for a day, 
in a sovereign State, and in fair Louisiana, 
an organization outspoken as to inten­
tions, having for a purpose war against 
colored men because they are colored, and 
the ostracism of white men' who do not 
vote the Democratic ticket, the starving 
out of both classes, and the murder of all 
men who do not entertain political opin­
ions indentieal with those of the members 
of the League, is a thought too monstrous 
to be entertained by rational beings, and 
does make even Democrats blush to call 
themselves Americans. What can be 
thought of a diver who will cut his 
life line, or of a captain who will 
scuttle or fire the ship in which 
he is sailing? This State, considered as 
to its agricultural producing capacity, is 
a garden spot in our world. The wealth 
she has yielded can be doubled under 
wise and improved cultivation. The capi­
tal is waiting to come here. The expe­
rienced laborers are litre. The one is de­
pendent upon the other. With all the 
possibilities of a glorious future in view, 
thinking men who see us from a distance 
see also our internal strifes, and look up­
on the strange spectacle of an organiza­
tion effected by loud-mouthed politicians, 
smiled upon by soreheads, and applaud­
ed by public journals, with an avowed 
purpose of driving our laborers from the 
fields, and establishing ruin where pros­
perity should be. That men of a particu­
lar faith may become police jurors, parish 
judges and tax gatherers, we have those 
calling themselves Democrats and White 
Leaguers who would make this garden of 
plenty a howling wilderness; who would 
set up a reign of terror and anarchy where 
good government now is.

SCHOOL SHIPS FOR NEW ORLEANS.
The Agricultural and Mechanical College 

Journal says:
A practical school of navigation situated 

here could educate ship commanders, espe­
cially for South America and the Indies, 
and thus be an inestimable advantage to 
our State, and especially to the city.

We do not believe that there ft any 
school South of the national school at 
Annapolis in which navigation is taught, 
and we do not know a city where so much 
material might be directed to the organ­
ization of a marine, indispensable to the 
nation, as at New Orleans. The drawback 
of the duty on salt employed in curing 
fish has been granted to encourage that 
nursery of seamen the fisheries of New­
foundland and of the Arctic ocean. Few 
subjects have occasioned more diplomatic 
discussions on the part of our government 
than these American fisheries, and the 
terms on which they shall be enjoyed is 
even now a subject of international con­
ference. To what is this importance due? 
To the necessity of a practical school for 
educating American seamen.

It is obvious to all observing merchants 
that the tendency of American commerce 
is toward the Southern seas; and it is alun 
well known that to conduct this commerce 
requires mariners, qualified by nativity or
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inured by custom to the climatic peculiar­
ities of those seas. What better could the 
government do, in view of the important 
subject treated, than to constitute here a 
school for the instruction of officers and 
mariners for this most lucrative trade? 
We have boys by the hundred running 
our streets who would form the crews of a 
school ship; we have young men of intel­
ligence and enterprise who would rejoice 
in the opportunity of entering the na­
tional or merchant marine. We have 
thousands of colored people who would 
make mariners capable of conducting a 
commerce with every port at all seasons.

Would it not be well for our Represen­
tatives in Congress to look to this subject? 
A correspondence with the Naval Depart­
ment—an item in the next appropriation 
bill—might place at the disposal of our 
educational board one or more school ships, 
and we might safely guarantee such an 
immediate rush on board as would fill 
the classes and organize a system of dis­
cipline which would speedily give New 
Orleans what she has never had and 
never asked for, a body of mariners, to be 
followed, no doubt, by a shipping inter­
est.

The suggestion is a good one and we 
hope it will be followed up by such action 
as will secure to the port of New Orleans 
at least one or more national school ships.

A California man has patented a device 
for the purpose of effecting on the stages of 
theatres the rising, sinking, rolling, and 
pitching motions of vessels at sea. So per­
fect is tbe imitation that, in connection with 
sheet iron thunder, saltpetre lightning and 
bellows wind, the actors are made seasick.

THE ADMINISTRATOR OF COM-
lU EItC E  AND T H E  R IP A R IA N  P R O ­
P R IE T O R S .

In last Sunday’s edition of th e  Times “Citizen” 
wishes to  know if riparian p roprie to is  have the 
right to  tax  the commerce of the  c ity  by dem and­
ing and receiving dues of vessels moored in front 
of th eir property?

Please ask “Citizen” to  answer th e  following 
questions:

1. Has the Adm inistrator of Commerce th e  right 
of completely and perm anently blocking any p o r­
tion of th e  landing in front of the  c ity  b.y coal 
boats so moored as to constantly obstruct th e  free 
use of the banka of the  river?

2. The city  charte r says th a t  all contracts for 
labor ami m aterial estim ates to  cost over $500 
shall he let ou t to  th e  lowest responsible bidder. 
Has th e  Adm inistrator of Commerce th e  right 
under th a t  ch a rte r  to  evade the law by giving out 
a  contract for one check post a t seventy-five dollars, 
when it is estim ated th a t  seventy check posts will 
be required, m aking in the  aggregate $5200?

If any doubt should exist on this poiut I beg 
leave to refer “Citizen” to  the  decision of the  Su­
preme Court of New York in the  case of thejcele* 
brated Mr. Tweed, who was wont to  indulge in 
such practices. Let others profit by his example 
and experience.

3. Has the Administrator of Commerce th e  right 
to  inform the City Council th a t  this outlay of $3200 
was absolutely necessary to authorize him  to col­
lect wharfage, and when enjoined by court from so

*doing to  tu rn  round and say, “ We can collect 
wharfage anyhow, post or no post, w harf or no 
wharf?”

4. Has the Adm inistrator of Commerce th e  rig h t, 
a fter lie has failed to obtain an injunction against 
me, to have a  police force detailed to  my place, to 
prevent me from cutting  check posts planted a t 
my cost on my own place.

And now, one still more pertinent question, 
which I will answer.

Can th e  Administrator of Commerce do all this 
w ithout check c r rem onstrance from th e  City 
Council ?

Yes, if there  is no Council,
No, if there is a  Council.
Unfortunately we have seven independent Ad­

m inistrators, an impotent Mayor and no City 
Council.

The impotency of th e  Mayor and the independ­
ence of th e  A dm inistrators are  th e  b itte r  resu lt  of 
an ill-digested city  charter.

PROCLAMATION BY TH E GOVERNOR.

State  op Louisiana. 1 
Executive Departm ent, > 

New Orleans, June 13, 1874. )
W h e rea s, An act o f the  Legislature, approved 

March 15, 1855, en titled  “An act to  estab lish  q u a r­
antine for the  protection of th e  State ,” provides 
th a t  the  Governor of th e  S tate shall issue his 
proclam ation, upon th e  advice of th e  Board of 
Health, declaring any place where th ere  shall he 
reason to  believe a  pestilent, contagious or in­
fectious disease exists, to be an  infected place, and 
sta ting  th e  num ber of days of quaran tine  to  be 
performed by th e  vessels, th e ir  passengers, offi­
cers and crews, coming from such place or places; 
and

W hereas. The Beard of Health of th e  S ta te  of 
Louisiana has th is day officially informed me th a t 
the  following named ports are infected places, 
viz: All ports in th e  islands of Cuba, Porto Rico 
and Jam aica, and th e  port of Demarara, in South 
America, and has recommended th a t  all vessels 
leaving any of said ports on and a fte r June 15, 
1874, shall he detained a t  quarantine station not 
less th an  ten  days.

Now, therefore, I, William P. Kellogg, Governor 
of the  S tate of Louisiana, issue th is  my proclam a­
tion, declaring th e  aforesaid ports infected places 
and requiring th a t  all vessels, to g eth er w ith  offi 
Cers, crews, passengers and cargoes, leaving such 
places, or having touched or stopped a t any oi 
th em .cn  and a fter the  fifteenth day of June, 1874, 
shall be subject to  a  quarantine of not less than  
ten  days, c r for a  longer period, as m ay be consid­
ered necessary by th e  Board of Health.

Given under my hand, and the seal of th e  State 
hereunto attached, this th ir teen th  day of June, in 
th e  year of our Lord eighteen hundred and 
seventy-four, and of the  independence of the 
United S tates th e  ninety-eighth.
