The Mncliah Press on Mr. Bcajarala 
Moran.

‘‘One item of American news transmitted 
yesterday from Washington,” says the Lon­
don Telegraph of the twenty-fifth nltimo, “is 
of * kind to excite special interest in Eng­
land. I t is to the effect that Mr. Beniamin 
Moran, the secretary of the United States 
legation in London, has been appointed 
third assistant secretary of State and that 
the appointment.has been confirmed by the 
Senate. Ol all Americans who have resided 
in London during the last ten eventful 
years, it would be difficult to name one 
■whose advancement will be more heartily 
welcomed, or whose loss to English 
society will a t the same time be more 
generally regretted. Mr. Moran has oc- 
vupied an official position here which 
under any eiroumstances would have been 
important, but in bis case has been especial­
ly so, from the fact of the prolonged vacan­
cies in the post of ambassador. 8inoe the 
retirement of Mr. Adams three ministers 
have represented the great republic in this 
country; yet, short as is the period em­
braced in these changes, the intervals be­
tween Mr. Adams and Mr. Reverdy John­
son, between the latter and Mr. Motley, 
and then between the eminent historian and 
General Schenek, have been considerable, 
and during all those intervals Mr. Moran 
was the de facto representative of his gov­
ernment here. How admirably, and yet 
unobtrusively, be performed his duties, the 
chiefs of our Foreign Office, past and 
present, will bear hearty witness; and this 
merit is all the more conspicuous because 
the diplomatic controversies were of a very 
grave character. No incident in the dispute 
arising from the right of March, which led 
up to the war of 1812 between England 
and  the United States, had more serions 
clem enta of trouble than the involved trans­
action  now, happily, known only in *  his. 
tcrical sense as the Alabama difficulty.

The New Cromwell Line Steamship H ad . 
sen.

The new steamship Hudson, which re­
cently arrived at this port from Wilmington, 
Delaware, is one ot the finest specimens 
of American shipbuilding ever seen in New 
York. She was built by Pusey, Jones & Co. 
ot Wilmington, and will ply between this 
port and New Orleans on the Cromwell line. 
The new steamer is built of iron, is 300 feet 
long on deck, has thirty-four feet breadth 
of beam and twenty five feet nine inches 
depth of hold. She is double decked and 
schooner rigged. She is furnished with a 
vertical condensing engine, the cylinder 
being forty-eight inches in diameter and 
the piston having a seventy-two inch stroke. 
There are four return tubular boilers, each 
having three furnaces. The boilers are 
fourteen feet long and nine feet in diameter. 
The propeller has blades of gun metal, and 
is fifteen feet in diameter. The new steamer 
is divided by bulkheads into five water­
tight compartments. The requirements of 
passengers have been f oreseen and provided 
for in the construction of the new vessel. 
On the main deck are twenty-tour state­
rooms, oi which the walls and ceilings are 
neatly painted. The trimmings are of black 
walnut. The windows are of plate glass 
and are huDg with lace curtains. Brussels 
oarpets cover the floors, and handsome and 
comfortable lounges covered with crimson 
plush are ranged along the side. The 
ladies saloon is tasteful and luxurious. The 
walls are painted iD pearl with blue panels 
and gilt molding. Handsome carpets cover 
the floor, and iounges of black walnut cov­
ered with crimson plush and deoorated 
with gilding are found on every side. 
Graceful chandeliers hang from the ceiling 
and give to the apartment when lighted a 
brilliant appearance. The dining saloon is 
furnished in a manner similar to the ladies’ 
saloon. I t  has four tables and will seat 
fifty passengers. On the promenade deck 
are tne pilot house, the captain’s room, and 
a small cabin for passengers. The equip­
ment of the Hudson is first class in everv 
particular, and she has attracted much 
attention since her arrival a few days ago. 
The new vessel will make a trial trip to­
day, and will sail for New Orleans on Sat­
urday. August 15. She is commanded by 
Captain E. V. Gager.—iVins York Tribune.

M eerschaum M aaia.
The mania for meerschaum pipes, though 

pernaps not so prevalent now a* formerly, 
has produced not a few pipomaniacs the 
world over. A New York gentleman, for 
instance, has a collection of some 400 meer­
schaums, all beautilully colored. This is 
rather an expensive taste, however, for be­
sides the first cost of the pipes, he has to 
keep two men continually employed, whose 
sole duty is to smoke and keep the 400 
pipes in order. One of the greatest 
pipe fanciers in the world, Major Gen­
eral Kafialovich, of the Russian army, is 
now in this country. He has a collection 
of more than 600 pipes. Since he has 
been in this country he has porehased 
a number oi meerschaums, and there is now 
in the hands of one of the most prominent 
manufacturers in New York a magnificent 
meerschaum pipe made to his order. The 
bowl forms the bust of a very beautiful 
woman, and is a correct likeness of the 
General’s wife, taken from life. Tho stem 
and monthpiece are of amber, fifteen inches 
long. Tbe whole cost. $110. This pipe will 
be taken to Europe as a curiosity, for it 
seems that General Baifalovich bail an idea 
rhat such things could not be made in this 
country. He is now traveling in the West, 
and will doubtless enrich his collection by 
adding sGme of the celebrated calumets 
made of the famous red pipe-stone by the 
Indians.—B o s to n  P ost.

A Commercial Agency Sued.
The commercial agency ot J. M. Bard- 

street & Co., of this city, has a suit in San 
Francisco which involves the question of 
legal privilege in making adverse reports 
on the financial standing of business men. 
Francis & Valentine, a San Francisco firm, 
are the plaintiffs. They say that they were 
rated as sound in the Bradstreet reports 
until they gave favors to a rival commer­
cial agency. Then they were put down at

66,” which, according to the key, meant 
“subscribers must apply a t our office for con­
fidential information. The plaintiffs assert 
that this was done maliciously, with the 
deliberate intention of injuring their credit, 
and their demand is for $50,000 damage. 
Bradstreet tc. Co.’s defense is that the pub­
lication was not libelous. Judge Mor­
rison, who heard the case, has decided in 
favor of the plantiffs.

“The language used against Francis &, 
Valentine is not libelous per se,” he ruled, 
“but when it is shown that the agency 
published it with intent to injure the plain 
tiffs, to break down and destroy their busi­
ness, knowing the matter to be false—and 
persons who read the report understood it 
as meaning that the firm was not ot good 
credit—a good cause of action has 
made oat. Commercial agencies can not 
publish matter ot this kind having a covert 
meaning, which is false and done ma­
liciously, without being held responsible for 
damages sustained by the plaintiffs.”

The case has gone to a higher court. The 
laws affecting it are substantially the same 
here as in California, and so the final de­
cision is anxiously looked 'Tor by all the 
New York commercial agencies.—New

The Bennington Affair Expln fueii.
The story from Bennington, Vermont, te 

the effect that little Charley K. ss. the ab­
ducted Philadelphia youth, had been found 
in that town is without foundation. Fred­
erick Hamilton, the husband of the woman 
who had the boy supposed to be.Charley 
and who is now under arrest, is in Boston 
city in Barnum’s hippodrome. He received 
a telegram announcing his wife’s arrest and 
the charge preferred against her, and was 
very much annoyed. Iu an interview this 
afternoon he stated that- the child in the 
possession of his wife answers the descrip­
tion of the Ross boy, but that it was adopted 
by himself and wife on the first of March 
last, several months previous to the abduc- 
ion of the Philadelphia boy. Iu proof of 
this statement he exhibits the proper adop­
tion papers, and his story is further sup­
ported by the managers of the hippodrome, 
who have employed Hamilton for the past 
four years, and are perfectly familiar with 
the circumstance of the adoption.

The documents establishing the fact of 
legitimate adoption have been forwarded 
to Bennington this evening to procure the 
release of Mrs. Hamilton. The child was 
adopted in New York, and its original name 
was Charley Gross, a fact which explains 
the confounding of his name with the Ross 
boy when questioned by the Vermont of­
ficers. Since his adoption Mr. Hamil'on 
says his wife has tried to learn the boy to 
think his name is Hamilton, and hence the 
story ot the little fellow that his new 
mother had told him that he mu9t not say 
his name was Ross.

An Old M usket.
The New Hampshire Historical Society 

has in its possession a musket, coicerning 
which some interesting facts are given in 
the Concord Monitor. I t was presented to 
the society at its anniversary, last June, 
by the venerable Levi Bartlett, of Warner, 
who accompanied the presentation with 
some words of a descriptive character. In
1707, Joseph Bartlett, of New bury port, 
Massachusetts, aged twenty-one years, was, 
with others, drafted to go to Haverhill and 
guard that place against an apprehended 
attack by French and Indians. August 29,
1708, that town was beset by about 160 
French and fifty Indians, when several 
buildings were burned and many people 
killed. The survivors then surrendered, 
Mr. Bartlett secreting his gun in the 
chimney, and wae taken 'to Canada, where 
be remained in captivity more than lour 
years. On his liberation he proceeded to 
Haverhill and found the gun where 
he had left it. Richard Bartlett, 
then of Amesbury. Massachusetts, 
but afterwards of Warner, this State, 
served more than three years in the war of 
the revolution, bearing "all the while this 
now very ancient musket. Becoming an 
inhabitant of Warner, Mr. Bartlett took 
much satisfaction in exhibiting this com­
panion of his in the struggle for indepen-

1 deuce. But on the anniversary of Ameri­
can freedom, many years ago, some War­
ner boys brought the ancient piece into 
requisition with which to honor the birth 
day of liberty, and put in an enormous 
charge. Twelve inches of powder were 
supplemented by several inches of damp 
earth, with which to make the old war­
worn gun “speak.” It did speak its voice, 
but it was the last report it ever made. 
The barrel and stock was so shattered that 
all that could be done was to bind the parts 
together with a strong cord, and iu this 
plight it is now seen. Mr. Levi Bartlett, in 
presenting the mnsket to the society, acted 
in behalf of Mr. Thomas H. Bartlett, now 
of Warner, great grandson of its first 
owner.

United States Circuit Court.
Frank M. Ames vs. 8. B. Coles et al.—De’ 

lendant’s answer, Lyman J. Dodge an 
swering for himself:

1. Admits the charter of the New Orleans, 
Mobile and Texas Railroad Company, desig­
nated then as the New Orleans, Mobile and 
Chattanooga railroad, and avers that the 
chauge of name or the abandonment of tbe 
construction of a portion of the road was 
never authorized, but a violation ot good 
faith toward the State of Alabama; that by 
the acts of incorporation of the State of 
Louisiana the road became a corporation 
of that State, and should have its domicile 
in New Orleans (acts August 19, 1868, 
March 6, 1869, and April 20, 1871), and 
avers tbe conditions precedent have not 
been fulfilled.

2. Admits the mortgages to Morgan and 
Ames. March 15, 1870, and avers they were 
not deeds of trust but simply mortgages in 
in common law form subject to the laws of 
Louisiana; that they conveyed no little 
other than as bona fide holders of bonds m 
trust ior bona fide purchases; that these 
bonds constituted no debt of the company 
until issued by Morgan and Ames or held 
for valid consideration.

3. Admits Ames’ death but denies F. M. 
Ames as his successor, except as holding 
bona fide bonds.

4. Denies the legality of the issue of 
$7,250,000 bonds, the issue by mortgage. 
March 15, 1870, being limited to $4,000,000, 
and alleges they have been principally re­
tired and canceled; that tbe second mort­
gage executed March, 1872 was antedated 
to January l, 1872; that the company repre­
sented by and composed of Ames and others 
never owned the road, and $2,800,000 was 
an excess; that the cost of the road 
west of the Mississippi was $1,650,000, 
and $300,000 is unpaid ior; that the 
State has donated $1,625,000 to the road; 
that counting both, the amount is in 
excess of tho cost ot the entire road; that 
the bonds should still be in the hands of 
Morgan and Ames, and are not a debt of 
the company; that there were no install­
ments ot interest, and demands a lull dis­
closure as necessary to the defense.

5. Avers that the corporations called the 
New Orleans. Mobile aud Texas Railroad 
Company and the New Orleans and Texas 
Railroad Company, for whom the order of 
sale was issued, never had any existence, 
but were formed by Ames, lraudulently 
conspiring by illegal iseue of bonds to de­
prive petitioner of his claim.

6. Alleges Boynton Brothers and Bushnell 
failed to complete their contract.

7. Denies that the claim was liquidated.
8. Denies that respondent was a party to 

any settlement.
9. Recapitulates the mortgages^ Morgan 

and Ames, and the deed to Gardner and 
Butler, denying the force of the latter ex 
cept as of trust for bona fide issuance of 
bonds, and denies that they are authorized 
to sue or stand in judgment. Alleges ’hat 
Ames, Morgan, Gardner, Butler, John A. 
Griswold, George lunis, James A. Raynor, 
William S. Williams, John L. Macaulay, 
Henry II. Farwell and Charles Walsh as 
directors, proclaiming they were capitalists, 
and could build the road for $7,075,000, ob­
tained $9,900,000, and bad they been honest 
tbe road would have been built; that in ad­
dition they obtained frotn the State $750,000; 
alleges the want of necessity for any is-u- 
ance of bonds by the trustees, and knowledge 
of this fact by "Gardner, Morgan, Ames and 
Butler; that these bonds were issued for their 
own use and benefit, for no valid considera­
tion. and were a fraud on the community, de­
signed to enrich themselves at the expense of 
others, and fnrther denies the validity of the 
debt thus created; alleges that Gardner 
and*Butler have no right to sue on a pre­
tended sale, the result of a eonspiraev for 
fraud to realize on bonds traudulentfy di­
vided emoDg them; that these transactions 
are null and void and the pretended cor­
porations had no legal existence, the cor­
porators being tbe trustees and associates, 
and thus are a eontinuatian of the fraud, 
combination and conspiracy, contrary to 
equity and good conscience; that the suit 
was commenced in fraud, the order of sale 
being granted on fraudulent representations 
to a preteoded company having no connec­
tion with the New Orleans, Mobile and 
Texas Railroad but in name, was null and 
void; tbat any sums paid for bonds fall 
short of what the trustees owe the com­
pany.

10. Denies that the mortgage titles were 
in force when the Boynton and Bushnell 
contract was made.

11. That respondent did not look to them, 
but relied on the representations of the 
officers ol the company who have attempted 
to settle with him, and alleging assets in 
excess of the liabilities. Denies any com­
bination on his part, and claims the right to 
proceed in bankruptcy.

Respondent further sets forth, in answer 
to interrogatories, his contract with G. W. 
R. Bayley, chief engineer, and James A. 
Raynor, president of the company, and 
agreements with Boynton; the suspension 
of work in March 1873, etc.

To the supplemental bill respondent 
answers:

1. Admits the incorporation of the New 
Orleans, Molli le and Cbatanooga Railroad 
Company, Alabama, and avers its existence 
in Louisiana to be the result of acts of 
Louisiana; that the change of name was by 
virtue of resolution ol April 18, 1871.

2. Demos that any other than the Mobile 
branch has been completed under the Ala­
bama acts; affirms tbat the cost f oi l New 
Orleans to Sabine river was not $9.000,000, 
but about $2.000,000, a portion of this being 
made up of illegal and improper marges, 
$600,000 being still unpaid and $750 000 
paid by the State.

3. Alleges the mortgagee authorized were 
to be under the laws of Louisiana, creating 
no debt or privilege, aud only legally made 
as the road was completed at $12,500 per 
asile; that the trustees had no lien or priv­
ilege, and the trust would cease as the 
bonds were properly issued, the holders 
becoming . the mortgagees and contrary 
provisions are null and void; that the pre­
tended issue was without consideration 
and fraudulent.

'4.. Admits tbe mortgages to Ames & 
Morgan, the death of Ames and resignation 
of Morgan, but denies Frank M. Ames is 
their successor, or ever had possession of 
the road west of the Mississippi; that the 
law of Louisiana prohibits the taking of 
the road in trust for third parties; alleges 
that the decision was ex parte and without 
the knowledge of a single holder of the 
first mortgage bonds; that F. M. Ames 
showed no right of action, and the decree 
is inoperative, and that the cause of action 
was not a chancery proceeding but one of 
law.

5. Admit« the act authorizing second 
mortgage bonds, but allege« there could 
have been no legal issue of them as the 
first forty miles was not completed Jan­
uary 18, 1871, and no second forty miles has 
ever been completed.

6. That Gardner and Butler., in connec­
tion with Ames, Morgan and others, pub­
lished that they had built the Mobile 
branch, purchased the road to the Sabine 
river, furnished all the means and sub­
scribed a working fund of $2,000,000, 
$800,000 cash being already paid in as in­
ducement to capitalists to take the first 
mortgage bonds; tkat the $4,000,000 bonds 
could not be legally issued and in the hands 
ot Gardner and Butler, were actually in the 
hands of the corporation; that they had no 
priority against third persons; that their 
proceedings were ex parte, and violations 
of the prohibitory law of Louisiana, that 
the sale of _ J  une, 1873, is null and void—a 
transfer of property by a party to himself 
under another name; that all subsequent 
proceedings are fraudulent, simulative, null
and void; that the actual legal real poi 
session and ownership has been in the Net 
Orleans, Mobile aud Texas Railroad Com­
pany, and no successor has been recognized 
by the 8tate ol Louisiana.

7. Denies F. M. Ames’ right to possession 
ot the road west of Mississippi as in viola­
tion of an injonction of the Superior Dis­
trict Court ot Orleans.

8. That no such corporation as the 
New Orleans, Mobile and Texas Rail­
road, composed of bondholders, is recog­
nized by tne State; that the Governor could 
not render valid a void proceeding; and 
that the reprisentation of F. M. Ames was 
an imposition on the court.

9. Denies that tbe soit in the Superior 
District Court has been restrained, or that 
any party may direct respondent in what 
court to institute sait.

10. Admits the sait of the State to re­
cover $7,500,000 bonds, but denies it was 
against Hie parties named in thesnpple- 
menal bill, and alleges final judgment wit b

lien and privilege on the road from New 
Orleans and Donaldsonville; denies tbe 
road had been divested by any proceedings 
in the United States Circuit Cour?, and 
that F. M. Ames coaid have had any legal 
possession of the road.

11. Denies that the jadgment in favor of 
the State is a cloud on tne title, but is a 
judgment for a just debt, and would in no 
wise affect a bona fide bid for the road, but 
admits that it “ would affect a bid made at 
a sale under the order of May, 1874, and 
might be in the way of the’ parties to 
whom it would seem said order is to 
give the exclusive right to bid, and would 
enable others, not parties to the arrange­
ment in said order, to compete in the sale 
of the said railroad, etc ; that respondent 
has nothing to do with the issue of execu­
tion and seizure of said railroad, etc., but 
believes the st.-me was done prior to the 
date of the order in this supplemental bill; 
that he prefers to elect, w hen he can, his 
own forum for the determination of rights; 
and defendant reserves his right to further 
answer, should it be found that anything 
he has omitted to make reference to in the 
artionlations of the original or supple­
mental bill filed herein.

Litigation  Between Telegraph Companies-
An important case has been in argument 

at Newark, Ohio, lately, before Judge 
Woods, of the United States Circuit Court. 
The cage is between the Pensacola Telegraph 
Company, a Florida corporation, and the 
Western Uniou Telegraph Company, on a 
motion for an injunction on the part of the 
plaintiff, and was heard here at Judge 
Wood’s summer residence by consent. The 
Western Union Telegraph Company haviDg 
begun the section of a line from Pensacola 
junction, in Alabama, to Pensacola, the 
plaintiff sought an iqjuetion to restrain the 
erection of tin- line on the ground that the 
Legislature ol Florida, in 1866, granted it 
the exclusive privilege of maintaining a 
telegraph lino in the county in which Pen­
sacola is situated.

Mr. C. C. Youge. of Pensacola, Florida, 
and Mr. Grosvenor P. L iwrey, of New 
York, on behalf of the Western Union 
Telegraph Company, resisted the applica­
tion upon various grounds, among them 
that the original grant to the Pensacola 
Company was void under the then existing 
constitution of Florida; that the Western 
Union had the right under tho act of Con­
gress ot July 26,1866, to build telegraph 
lines everywhere on the post roads of the 
United States, aud that tbe railroad upon 
whieh this line was to be built, and from 
whieh the right of way had been purchased, 
was a post road.

Mr. C. W. Jones and Mr. G. A. Stanley, 
of Pensacola, appeared on behalf of the 
Pensacola Telegraph Company, and claim­
ed that the original charter, even if invalid 
by the Florida constitution of 1866, had 
been re-enacted by the constitution ol 1868.

Judge Woods intimated his opinion that 
the Florida legislation creating an exclu­
sive privilege in the Pensacola Telegraph 
Company was free from objection under 
the constitution of Florida; but in view of 
the existence of the act of Congress of 
July 26, 1866, upon the constitutionality of 
which he declined to express an opinion on 
this preliminary motion, he refused to grant 
the injunction.
