Agricultural and Mechanical
Excrcises marking the closing of the
EUILILEr keEsign 0 the Louisiana Agrieunl-
tural and Mechauical College took place
Festerday i the Representatives’ Hall, at
the State touse. Though not &8 many
Epectatore were present as any exhivition
connected with this linportant institution
should call out, yet many friendly to the
college were in attendance.

Honp. Alfred Staw, aspresiding oficer for
the day, brietly pecounted the establish-
ment, progress and prospects of the college,
and introduced as the first speaker Hon.
Williaw M. Burwell, who delivered an ad-
dress on “The Political Economy of a Pop-
ular Schosl Education.”

This gentleman was followed by Hon.
Hugh J. Campbell with anaddress on “Tae
special culrure most demanded in the na-
tional Agricultnral and Mechanical Col-
leges.” As tnese addresses, which were 1uil
of wholesowe instruction and practical
gobd sense, will appear in our columns on
Sunday morning, they need not be rartuer
commented on at ths time. The audicnce
was dismissed with remarks from Dr.
Thomas Nicholson, president of the college,

The studénts present consisted of about
rvivety tidy and bright lockiug lads, who
appeared attentive, and as if they tbor
oughly appreciated the advantages this ex
cellent institution is giving thew in oblu.n-
ing practical education. Severa! remark
able specimens of drawinge and desigue,
executed by the pupils, were exhibited as
evidence of their progress in that branck of
instruction. This college 48 yet is butin
its infancy, and the benefits thavmght be
derived from it are not thoroughly under-
stood by our people. It has made a startg,
however, in toe right direction, ard bids
fair to becvme an honored insutution of
learning.

Pacific Mail Steamship Company.

This company bas been in existence bnt
little over twenty-seven years, but its eper.
ations are of a magnitude and commercial
value truly surprising. The company has
afi)at thirty-turee steamships, aggregating
74,900 tons, The latest addition to the fieet
of the company are the steamships City of
Pekin and City of Tokio. They are com-
panion shipe and are. with the exception of
the Great Eastern, the largest vessels afloat.
The hulls were built at Chester, Pennsyl-
vania, and the machinery in New York.
Each ship is 423 feet long, forty-eight feet
wide, and thirty-¢ight feet deep. The car-
rying egpacity is 5500 tons, and the engines
in each have 5000 horse power. These two
steamers are destined to ply between Cali-
fornia and Japan. A supurb steel engrav-
ing of the steamship City of Pekin Las been
sent to the REPUBLICAN by the engravers,
Messrs, Homer Lee & Co., No. 69 Liverty
street, New York.

The engraving is a real work of artand
1ulj worthy of the subject @ represented.
The City of Pekin is represented as off
Saudy Hook lighthouse: to the left of the
lighthousp ie the yacht Magic, which beat
the English yacht Cambria in the interna’
{ignal race in August, 1870. To the left of
the Magis is the pilot boat Enchantress,
while between the bow ot the City of Pekin
and the extreme left of the picture may be
seen & steamer on its way into port. The
grent steawehip has all sails set, and there
is nn impression of power and grace and
majesty created by the engraver that shows
bim to be = master hand. It is, perhaps,
+he finest specien of the engravers' art, as
applied to marine subjects, that bas ever
been produced in this country.

CIBIADES DeBLANC ONCE MORE

EIS GALLANT ACADIANS UNDER ARMS
e
RALLYING UNDER THE WHITE FLAG

Itis stated by a gentleman lately arriv-
ed from the Attakapas country, that this
distinguished leader of the White Leaguers
of St. Martin hae again succeeded in getting
together Lis army which was scattered by
the Metronolitans a year or go ago, and
they are agsin under arms in that parish.
Their first brilliant maneuvre was the occu-
pring of St. Martinsville, a few days ago, to
the number of several hundred, and the
vanishing from the parish of some half a
dozen gentlemen holding ofiice under Gov-
ernor Kellogg, ciief of whom was the
highly respected tax collector.

There was no particular hitterness ex-
pressed againgt tins gentleman, for on a
recent occasjon a delegation of White
Leaguers bad demanded the books and
papers of his office, as they claimed, for
the purposa of investigation. They found
bis zecounts properly kept, his collections
properly accounted for, and so informed

Tre real object seemed to be to aveid
payvment of their taxes; for if there
#8 no tax collector, they argue, there
would be no one to force them to come for-
ward with their arrearages.

Other Republicans, however, were given
twenty-four hours in which to leave the
parish, and several such are now in this
city.

Thirsting for other worlds to conquer the

beroic Aleibiadeans, we are informed, com
municated with their friends in the parish’
of Ihera. profiering their aid in case their
ser were required in ridding that par-
ish of the Radical officials. Tho Repub-
licans of that parish getting wind of the
proposition, immediately rallied under
t arme, to the number of some 400, mostly
wkite men, and sent back their detiance to
the Leaguers. At the latest hour of which
our informant had knowledge the challenge
had not been accepted. A few predatory
bands were reported in the interior of the
parish, committing ontrages and alarming
the plantation laborers, but the town of
New Iveria had not yet been invaded by
the armuy of Alcibiades.

The mind of the Northern or European
may tail to note the close connection be-
tween the clanses of the above cavtion,
save in the way of “stand and deliver.”

Four days ago the Teutonia National Bank
of this city forfeited its charter on account of
violation of the national banking law. The
president has been retired, and day before
yesterday the back stopped receiving de-
posits. Application Las been made for a
voiuntary liquidation, but appearances indi-
cate thata government agent will be put in
charge.

Another one of our national banks has
been bard hit by the suspension of a large
Texas firm.

A prominent State bank is anxiously re-
garded, and 1t is hinted that its case will
form a staple for action at the next session
ot the Legzislatare.

Messrs, Clris. Mebhle & Co., engaged
heavily in the cattle trade, are involved by
the suspengion of the Louse of Allen, Poole
& Co., of Galveston. The interest of the
first named with the latter firm is esrima-
ted at §250,000. The house of Allen. Poole
& Co. have resumed on an extension of
one, two and three years., It is sincerely
hoped that the New Orleans firm will be in
a condition to resume next week.

Yesterday was one of the dullest in finan-
cial matters ever known here. Bank stocks
were regarded with Loly honor.
So much for immediate effects and obeti-
nate facts. If the causes of this financial
crisis are denitd, the guestion arises, then,
what i8 the reason cf this?
Should the WkLite League «planter, to
whom a merchant has advanced some thou-
sands of dollars, unite himself with a shot-
gun band and kill his Iavorers or drive
them off for mot voting his way?! How
is the merchant to be ‘paid? Won't
the merchant think of this before he makes
any advances, and won't the backer ponder
the problem before he discounts the mer-
chant’s paper? Recent events prove that
they havn't thought of the matter in this
light heretofore. But the long faces om

shotgune was gone and faith in peace and
order and love of prosperity restored.

Seasible Suggestions from a Colored Man.

BRLLEVIEW PrANTATION }
Above Franklin, La., August 25, 1874,

EDITOR REPUBLICAN: .

Some articles of a White Leagne charac-
ter havieg appeared in the Franklin Enter-
prise. 1 should like to say a few worde
about them, and also of the communication
of R. L. Pruyn and C. R. Davis, offering in-
ducements to white immigrants, I can not
say that these gentlemen are unable to per-
form their promises, but it seems to me the
object is only to precure votes at the elec-
tion, and not to secure perioanent settlers.
When they have carried their point they
will turn -he cold shoulder to the immi-
grante. Bat if they desire harmony among
the races, and wish to cecure a conservative
government which woald do justice to
all, why do they not offer the colored
people onetourth of these inducements!
But the: cfier must be made with
clean hande, in all sincerity, and not
with a eword in the other. Not a promise
to endure only until after the election, and
then be broken; not «8 a campaign doen-
ment to be repudiated; £o by pretending
to be our fricnde, apd at the sawme time kill-
ing an old negro or two, and letting the
equally guiliy whité man escape; nor by
keeping up local partitan distrust and hate
by White Leagues and the violence perpe-
trated by unponisied members of them.
This Lbas veen tLe oid way the whites have
‘tried to gain the colered vote. But try a
new war. Don't tell the negro he is dishon-
est and you Lave no use for bim, but show
that you wish o do Lim juetice; try fair
dealing, and cast away the prepersity to
take advantage of his ignorance; treat him
as he deserves, individaally, and not hold
Lim responsible for the faults of others. Do
this consistently and honestly, and in tiwe
be will combine with the begt men, regard-
lees of party, aud there wiil be as congerva-
tive a gevernment as can be desired.

Tie colored man Gid not bring misfortane
on the people. He s not to blame for the
war which the South rushed into, nor was
he even the instrunment which gave him
freedom and citizenship. For tke political
mistakes he Las made he is to be pitied by
the white people, not censured, fur it was
their condact that caused him to make
them. Whken the right of sufirage first
came to Lim bpe was ignorant, but no
instruction came to nim from those who
had raiged bim aud whom Le looked
to. They scorned bim and bis meetinge,
ror would they vote with him, by ied to
drive Lum from the polle, When they made
such a grand wistake it was paturai for
hiw to seek other friends. When these who
now desire his assietance to expel bad wen
from ofiice show repentance for the nis-
takes and crimes of the past eight vears
the colored man will trust thew.

Another Negro Outrage.

Oa Thureday afternoon, at the New Lake
End, a white young man entered the house
of Mrs. Cumming, an elderiy lady, and in
true chivalrie s‘rle drew Lie pistol, and
pointing it at tue head of the old lady,
forced her to show bim the contents of her
trunks, armoire and zll receptacles likely
to hold valuables suited to his taste. Mr.
George Henry, the robber, haticg been “a
resident of this piace for many years,” as
funeral notices say of those who die
respected, we refrain from giving the
initizls of his name. From the account
of the police appears that Mr. Henry
was attending strictly to his own business,
and was robbing the defenseless old lady in
tbe moet playinl -mwanner, when some
colored laborers at work near by formed a
biack league, and with the assistance of a
policeman, unceremoniently took George to
the first precinet stationtouse.

This is inevitable, and the sooner the gov-
ernment recognizes and acta upon this 1dea
the better. All the available tzoops within
the limits of this military deplrtment w!l
not availl to kecp out the enterprismg
frontiersman who is seeking a home for life,
or the equally enterprising and indefatig-
abla miner who 18 searching for gold.

In connection with this composinz ms
chine, Mr. Foster says that he has inv: d
a machine for distributing the type, W
will do its work quite as acerrately and
more rapidly than the type-setting macline
does. He has not yet constructed the lat~
ter machine, wishing to introduce the yres-
ectone first. His invention is patented,
however, and as soon as practicable a
working model will be built and exhibited.
