"A GOVERNMENT I» I  BAUD OF THE 
MAJORITY."

We propose to examine the charge that 
the present State government is held in 
fraud of a majority of the voters. The 
tirst article of the ‘-Peoples'’ platform 
charges— •

That the government now existing in 
V'hlsiana originated in and has been main- 
r lined by force and fraud, in opposition to 
the will of a large majority of the voters of 
the State, in opposition to the principles of 
t iie constitution of the United States, and 
m violation of every principle of justice 
and liberty.

This is predicated entirely on the as- 
; tmption that the Fusion candidates for 
the State officers were legally and fairly 
cieoted in 1872; as, if they were not. 
then certainly, the present incumbents 
were. How do the facts stand?

1. In order to have the registration and 
election, laws manipulated in iavor of the 
F usion party, -that party entered into a 
conspiracy with Warmoth, the Governor 
of the State, against the voters of the 
State, by which he was to manipulate 
those laws so as to return the Fusion 
candidates elected, whether they were or 
not. This bargain is so notorious that no 
truthful man will deny it.

*2. The returns made to Warmoth by 
his supervisors of registration, which 
showed the Fusion ticket had a majority, 
are, many of tham. forgeries, as was 
shown before the Congressional Commit­
tee on Privileges and Elections; and, as 
conclusive evidence of the fact, that said 
returns, which were kept in the hands of 
Warmoth and his Fusion friends, have 
been ever since kept concealed, so that 
the perpetrators of the forgery could not 
be prosecuted; and, further. Warmoths 
State Registrar of Voters, who was mainly 
instrumental in committing the frauds in 
favor of the Fusion party, has since made 
a clean breast of it, and has stated, under 
oath, the frauds that were committed, 
which show that a clear majority ot the 
votes actually cast at the election in 1572, 
were iu favor of the Republican candi­
dates. the present incumbents.

3. The majority report of the Commit­
tee on Privileges and Elections ot the 
Senate of the United States, who elabo­
rately investigated the matter, as is shown 
in a book of the evidence taken, of more 
than a thou sand pages, denounced the 
election as conducted by the Fusion party 
iu 1872 as an organized fraud, and as not 
entitling the candidates of that party to 
recognition.

4. The census of 1870 shows a majority 
of colored over white population in the 
State, besides many thousands of the 
whites included iu the ceusu3 of 1370 
were unuaturalized foreigners and not en­
titled to vote, and it is conceded on all 
hands that there are more white Republi­
can voters than there aie colored voters 
who vote the opposition ticket.

It seems to ns the claim of the Fusion- 
ists that the present State government 
was obtained and is held by fraud is 
totally unfounded; this being so, all tl 
other charges in this article tails with it.

THE RIOT AOT.
The following are the piincipal sections 

of the act No. 7 of 1373, known as the 
riot act:

S e c t io n  1. That if any three or more 
persons, being aimed w.*k clubs or any 
other dangerous weapon or weapons, or if 
any ten or more persons shall unlawfully 
assemble in the city of New Orleans, or iu 
auy town, city or parish within the State 
for anyuulawful purpose, or with intent to 
disturb the public peace, or to cause public 
disturbance, the persons so assembling 
shall be ueeuied guilty ot a misdemeanor, 
and, upon conviction, shall be punished by 
a hue of not less than oue hundred dollars 
nor more than live hundred dollars, and by 
imprisonment not less than three mouths 
not more than six months, at tfte discretion 
of the court.

bite. b. That whenever knowledge of any 
such riptous or unlawful assembly shall 
come to the Governor, it shall be Lis duty 
to immediately take such steps and pro­
ceedings as suali or may be necessary to 
suppress the same, an i arrest all persons 
engaged therein, and for that purpose shall, 
it iu his judgment :t is necessary, order 
into service ah the militia and armed forces 
or the State; and any officer or private in 
the mititia who shall unlawfully neglect or 
refuse to obey the order ot the Governor or 
any superior officer, wiiqh ordered to assist 
in suppressing any such assembly or arrest­
ing any offender or person unlawfully con­
nected with such unlawful assembly, or 
aiding or assisting the same shall be deemed 
guilty of a crime, and utiori conviction 
thereof shall be punished by imprisonment 
for a term not less than three months nor 
more than three years.

S e c . 7. That any sheriff, deputy sheriff, 
j constable or deputy constable, coroner, oili- 

cer. non-cotumissioned officer or privatein 
the State miiitia, or any other officer of the 
State, who is charged by law with any duty 
or authority to assist in the enforcement of 
the law and maintaining public peace and 
order, or members ot the Genera! Assembly 
ot the State who shall he voluntarily pres­
ent at any such riotous o: unlawful assem­
bly. assembled for any unlawful purpose; or 
shail act with or participate iu any such 
assembly, or who shall aid. countenance or 
abet such assembly, shall be deemed guilty 
ot a misdemeanor, and. upon conviction, 
shall be punished by imprisonment for a 
term not less than three months nor more 
than three years. Nothing in this act con­
tained shall be so construed as to abridge 
the right of the people to peacefully assem­
ble. and to petition cue government for a 
redress of grievances

THE SPONSORS AND TEE BAPTISM 
It is not a common, as it would cer­

tainly be a very indecorous, thing for tb 
godfathers and godmothers to get into , 
row around the baptismal font in regard 
to the appellation of the infant for whose 
moral future they became underwriters. 
This discreditable disputation has. how­
ever, arisen over the very cradle of the 
Baton Rouge bantling. Even the house­
hold of our exemplary old friend, the Pic, 
seems in a doubtful and divided state, aud 
while one column rejoices that the name 
“ Peoples party,” as all along suggested 
by that column, means exactly what 
was always contended to mean, and is 
therefore a very proper appellation, an­
other column cynict.lly asks, “Is it the 
people's party?” It then comments upon 
the extraordinary omission to fix the 
name on the basket wherein the foundling 
was laid at the door of half a dozen puta 
tive papas, and candidly declares “that 
we are left with only a constructive ver­
dict on one absorbing issue of the Lour.’ 

Yv'e explaiu elsewhere that the term 
People’s party can not logically be predi­
cated of the gathering at Baton Rouge, 
unless that meeting intended to deny the 
legality of the act of Congress establishing 
the citizenship of colored people. If the 
convention takes that ground iu open con­
travention of the law, then, of course, the 
appellation of People’s p irty, chosen by 
“We, the white people.” will be correct, 
since there being no other citizens than 
white citizens there can be no other 
people than white people. A people's 
party then, which excludes colored citi­
zens, is just what we have elsewhere 
proven it to be, a simple revival of the 
White Brotherhood, which Congress took 
very decisive and successful measures to 
destroy, under that name. The fact is 
that the platform which has gathered upon 
its capacious floor such a variety of acc ord­
ant sects violates the published principles 
of every one of these sects except that of the 
White League. The Democratic party, 
the Liberal, Reform aud Conservative 
parties have all recognized the fourteenth 
amendment and the laws enforcing the 
political lights thereby giveu. The letter 
of the fifteenth amendment prohibits any 
State from abridging or denying the right 
of a citizen to vote on account of his race 
or color. The spirit of obedience to this 
amendment would be to refrain from 
doing by private combination what could 
no. be done by the legal enactment of the 
S‘ate.

The itch for seeing themselves iu print 
has been patent to the fame of men and 
parties. If the assemblage at Baton 
Rouge bad published a ticket composed 
of honest and popular names, the support 
Of such a ticket might have come from 
any person who deemed the nominees the 
best before tha people. In attempting to 
combine men who have recognized the 
supremacy of federal law, upon a plat­
form built to boar a battery directed 
against the federal law, prudent men will 
not choose to complicate themselves with 
the White League or White Brotherhood.

Whether this rite of political baptism 
will be performed after a light sprinkle oi 
subordinate offices, or upon !a total im­
mersion under the auspices of the White 
Brotherhood, is yet w  dohbt. When

quoted defines 
constitutes an wi’yteful asse~nbl:i: 

that is, when three or more persons armed 
with dangerous weapons, or ten or more 
persons assemble iu any town, city or par­
ish, “for any untoufu! purpose or with in­
tent to disturb t' i pxà'.lc peace cr to cause 
pvblic disturbance." This law has been 
most flagrantly violated in many parishes, 
where large numbers of aimed men Lave 
proceeded to the officers of the parish and 
demanded the resignation of their offices 
or their lives, or that they shouid leave 
the parish, and where they have notified 
carpet-baggers and scalawags, as they 
choose to designate their victims, to leave 
the parish. All such purposes are ■miaw- 

fnl, calculated to disturb the public peace 
and to cause public disturbance, and such 
has been the result iu many parishes, 
prominent among which are the parishes 
of Natchitoches and Lincoln. All the 
men who have been engaged in these un­
lawful assemblies have committed grave 
crimes against the Shite, for which they 
are liable to a fine of not less than one 
hundred dollars aud imprisonment for 
not less than three months.

The sixth section of this act directs the 
Governor to suppress such unlawful as­
semblies, and to cause the perso sen/, ijt<~ 
V erein to he arrested, and to enable him to do 
so, if necessary, to call out the whole militia 
and armed forces of the State. This is 
an important duty required by law of the 
Governor, and by a law passed at the last 
session, which Las been recently signed 
the parish in which such disturbance took 
place has to bear the expenses of the ar- 
rest and trial of the prisoners, aud an­
other act passed at the last session, which 
has not yet been signed, but will likely be, 
the Governor can order the change 
venue to New Orleans or any other parish 
for the examination of the case by the 
grand jury and for the trial of the ac­
cused. This vests sufficient power in the 
Governor to put down such unlawful as 
semblies and cause the arrest and trial of 
accused, and if resistance is made to the 
lawful authority of the Governor in doing 
so, it w-ould be rebellion against the 
State, and in such event it becomes the 
duty of the United States, on the demand 
of the Governor, to suppress such rebel­
lion.

The seventh section of this act de­
nounces penalties against an officers whose 
duty it is to preserve the peace of the 
State who may fail to discharge their 
duties, or join, aid or assist the voters. 
This applies particularly to sheriffs, their 
deputies, constables, their duties, and 
coroners aud such.

Every act of the White Leaguers is in 
violation ot this or some other criminal 
law of the State, and it becomes the duty 
of every officer, and particularly the Gov­
ernor, to cause them to be arrested and 
brought to trial.

When public speakers advise the people 
to do the acts denounced by the law re 
ferred to in the above quotations, what 
punishment should be meted out to them?

THE DEMOCRACY AND EMANCIPATION, 
The Bulletin claims, in the name of the 

Southern Democracy, the credit of having 
passed the thirteenth amendment to the 
constitution. It is well known that no 
Democrat in the United States ever vol­
untarily supported either of the amend­
ments to the constitution which put the 
finishing touches to slavery. But when 
Andy Johnson assured them he couid not 
secure the readmission into the Union of 
any State that refused to ratiiy the thir­
teenth amendment they went in for it 
with a will. It is true most of the South­
ern politicians expected to be made gov­
ernors for their complaisancy, aud when 
they were undeceived were ready to de­
clare they had been cheated. But they 
supported every amendment passed in the 
interest of negroes with sullen reluctance 
and denounced them in their platforms 
for many years afterward, Neither tbe

Southern nor the Northern Democracy 
was ever in favor of the amendments 
adopted since the war, and there are few 
or none of them who would not rescind 
them all in five minutes if they had the 
power to do so.

Louisianians who have indulged in the 
luxury of firing at federal troops have per­
manently reformed. Kentuckians, how­
ever, who got rich by seliing pork, mules 
and whisky to the federal army during 
the war, in which the Kentucky Democracy 
was a party, sigh for the good old times.

PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR.

State op Louisiana, 
Executive Department 

New Orleans, June 13
WUHRRA3, An act of the Legislature, approved 

M arch 15, 1855, entitled. “An act to estab lish  q u ar­
antine for tbe  protection ef the S tate,’- provides 
th a t  the  Governor of th e  State shall issue his 
proclamation, upon the advice of the Board of 
Health, declaring any place where there  shall be 
reason to believe a pestilent, contagious or in­
fectious disease exists, to bean  infected place, and 
sta ting  the number of days of quarantine to be 
performed by the vessels, th eir passengers, offi­
cers and crews coining from such place or places; 
and

W hereas, The Board of Health of th e  S ta fe of 
Louisiana has this dav officially informed me th a t 
the following named ports are infected places, 
viz: All ports in the  islands of Cuba, Porto Rico 
ai\d Jamaica, and the port of Demarara, in South 
America, and has recommended th a t all vessels 
leaving any of said port9 on and a fte r June 15, 
1374, shall be detained at quarantine sta tion  not 
less than  ten days.

Now, therefore, I. William P. Kellogg, Governor 
of the State of Louisiana issue th is  my proclama­
tion, declaring the aforesaid ports infected places 
and requiring th a t all vessels, together with offi 
cera, crews, passengers aud cargoes, leaving such 
places, or having touched or stopped a t any oi 
them, on and after the fifteenth day of June, 1374, 
shall be subject to a  quarantine of not less than  
ten days, or for a longer period, as may be consid­
ered necessary by the Board of Health.

Given under my hand, aud the seal of the  State 
hereunto attached, this th irteen th  day of June, in 
the  year of our Lord eighteen hundred and 
seventy-four, aud of the  independence of the 
United States the  ninety-eighth.

proclam ation otfering a reward of ONE THOUSAND 
DOLLARS for such evidence as shall lead to the 
a rres t and conviction of the said m unie re rs, or auy 
of them.
