A PROCLAMATION.

LY TiE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED SIATES
OF AMERICA

Convention between the United States of

America and Belginms Extradition. Con-

claded March 19, 1574; ratification advised

by Senate March 27, 1374; ratitied by the

President March 31, 1874; ratilied by the

King of the Belganz April 30, 1874; rati:

ications exchanged at Drussels April 30,
7 4; prociaimed May I, 1871,

WneREAs, A convention between the
United States of America and His Majesty
the King of the Belgians was concluded
and signed by their respecetive Plenipoten-
tiaries at Washington on the nineieenth day
of March last, which convention, being in
the Euglish and French languages, is word
for word as follows:

The United States of America and Ilis
Majesty the King of the Belgians, having
judged it expedient, with a view to the bet-
ter administration of justice, and to the
prevention of crimes within their respect-
ive territories and jurisdiction, that persons
convicted of or charged with the crimes
hereinafter epecified, and being fugitives
from justiee, should, tnder certain circum-
stances, be reciprocally delivered up, have
resolved to conclade a convention for that
purpose, and have appointed as their Plen-
ipotentiaries: the President of the United
States of America, Hamilton Fish, Secre-
tary of State of the United States; and INis
Majesty the King of the Belgians, Maurice
Delfosse, His Maieag's Enyoy Extraordi-
nary and Minister Plenipotentiary in the
United States; who, after reciprocal com:
munication of their full powers, found in
good and due form, have agreed upon the
following articles, to wit:

ARTICLE L

The government of the United States and
the government of Belgium mutually agree
to deliver up persons who, baving been con-
victed of or charged with any of the erimes
specified in the following article, committed
within the jurisdiction of one of the ¢on-
tracting parties, shall seek an asylum, or be
found within the territories of the other:
provided, that this shall only be done upon
such evidence of criminality as, according
to thie laws of thé place where the fagiti
or person so charged shall be found, would
justity his or her apprel and commit-
ment for trial if the crime bad been there
committed.

ARTICLE I,
For the purpose of providing addi®ional
facilities of imail communieation between
the United States of America and Switzer-
Jand, it i3 hereby mutually agreed that
United States postal cards mailed at any
postoflice in the United States and
addressed to Switzerland, and Swiss postal
cards mailed at any postoflice 1 Switzer-
land and addressed to the United States,
the postaga on which shall have been fully
prepaid to destination, at the rates herein-
after stated, can henceforth be exchanged
between the inhabitants of the United
States and of Switzerland. But unpaid or
insufiiciently paid postal ecards will not be
forwarded in the mails between the two
countries,

ARTICLE II.

Postal cards shall be forwarded exclu-
sively by means of such direct steamers as
shall from time to time be employed n the
transportation of the direct German-Amer-
ican mails between New York and Bremen
or Hamburg. Each of the two post de-
partments shall pay the entire expenses of
the intermediate sea and territorial trans-
port of the postal cards which are sent
from its territory.

ARTICLE III.

The postage on postal cards sent in each
direction is fixed as follows:

1. Attwo cents when sent from the United
States of America.

2. At ten centimes when sent from Swit-
zerland.

Each department shall retain to its ex-
clusive use the postage which. it collects at
the preserihed rates on the postal cards
sent irow its territory. g

ARTICLE IV.

The regulations and iostructions goverd-
ing the use and treatment of postal cards
in the domeatic mails of the United States
and of Switzerland respectively, shall apply
equally to the postal cards mailed in either
courtry and addressed to the other country.

This agreement shall go into effect on the
first of May, 1574, and shall have eqnal
duration with the postal convention of
October 11, 1867, and_ with the additional
conventions concluded thereto. :
