United State® Circuit Court—In Chambers.
Frank M. Ames et al. vs. S. B. Cole et al. 

This case was opened on a rule of L. S. 
Dodge to set aside the restraining orders, 
in the nature of injunctions, and the writ 
of assistance, placing the entire possession 
and control of the New Orleans, Mobile and 
Texas railroad in the bands of plaintiff.

J. Q. A. Fellows, Esq., for defendant, L. 
S. Dodge, and plaintiff in rule, presented 
the points embodied in the answer pub­
lished in the Republican, August 16.

Hon. H. C. Dibble, Assistant Attorney 
General, tiling revocation of authority of 
Governor Kellogg, and, referring to act No. 
35 of 1874, claimed authority tö represent 
the State.

Mr. Fellows only referred to the act of 
1872 authorizing the Attorney General of 
the State to appoint a representative, and 
his appointment by General Fields to ap­
pear in this case in 1873 until its conclusion.

The court declined to pass in this conflict 
of attornevs until the merits of the case were 
considered.

After a three hours' argument the rule 
was dismissed, the restraining orders main­
tained, and possession decreed to be in F. 
M. Ames et als. until final bearing, the 
third Monday of November..

Is caster  Romancing*
The Omaha Herald shows that General 

Custer is not the first explorer of the Black 
Hills. General Dodge, in his explorations 
for the Pacific railroad, made a thorough 
examination of the topography of the re­
gion. In 1857 General G. K. Warren pene­
trated the hills m his survey of the Nio­
brara river valley as a railÄad and wagon 
route. In 1859 Reynolds and Maynadier 
skirted their northern edge and gave a, 
thorough descriwtion of that portion of 
them. In 1867 and 1868 Hayden explored 
the hills and gave interesting information 
in regard to their form, geology, etc., be­
sides calculating the amount of timber upon 
them. The latest attempt to explore this 
mysterious region was made by Major Cur­
ran, a well known ex-army officer, who led 
a number of hardy miners. His party was 
turned back by the regular soldiers, though 
they had as much right as Custer to invade 
the Indian country. Hayden’s report, pre­
pared some years ago, of the timber acre­
age, and probable mineral wealth of the 
hill country, created much excitement in 
Nebraska and Dakota. Custer does not 
seem to be accompanied by men thoroughly 
informed about the topography of the 
territory. He speaks in his report of a 
stream which he followed up to the divide 
of the Black Hills. The stream was no 
doubt the oast or west fork of the Cheyenne 
river, which rises near the summit of those 
mountains.—Hew York Times.

Tried to &.III Him.
Ran dell Sumner, a negro living on tbe 

Gladden place, near Bayou Carancro. made 
complaint before Justice Smith, of Grand 
Coteau, that certain parties attempted to 
shoot him last Sunday night. The case is 
now before Justice Walker, of this place, 
for examination. He says that a body of 
armed men cam© in front ol his hous© and 
called him out. He declined the invitation, 
when they attempted to break in at the 
door. He ran out at the back door, when 
they fired at him from ten to twenty shots 
he thinks, and made his escape. He had 
had a difficulty with some yoqng men on 
the same place who were in the habit of 
tying their horses in the field to graze. The 
horses got loose and trespassed upon his 
crop. A quarrel ensued ana he says they 
threatened, him. It is stated that they will 
prove positively that they were absent 
when the shooting took place. Another 
version of the affair is this: The false reports 
from below, in regard to St. Martinsville, 
had caused considerable excitement in the 
neighborhood, and squads of armed men 
were out patrolling. One squad heard a 
horn blow at this man’s cabin. The squad 
weht to the cabin to learn what the blow­
ing meant. When he was called, instead 
of'going to them ho ran out at the back 
door, as above stated. The squad shot 
tBeir guns off in the air to frighten him. 
He did not see it in that light, for it is said 
he has changed his residence.—Opelousas 
Journal.______ ___

Said amendments appear fully in 
acts Nos. 4, 22 and 64 of said session of the 
General Assembly, which are herewith offi­
cially published “ for the information of 
voters, and will be submitted to the people 
at the general election Monday. November 
2, 1874, in such manner and form that tbe 
people may vote for or against such amend­
ments separately; and it a majority of the 
voters shall approve and ratify all or either 
of said amendments, the same 6hall become 
a part of the constitution.

No. 4.)
An act proposing amendments to the con­

stitution of the State of Louisiana. 
S e c t io n  l. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
ot Louisiana in General Assembly convened 
(two-thirds of the members ot each house 
agreeing thereto). That the following 
amendments be proposed and entered upou 
the respective journals of the Senate and 
House of Representatives, with the yeas and 
nays taken thereon, and the Secretary of 
State 6hall cause the same to be published 
three months before the next general election 
for representatives to the General Assembly 
in at least one newspaper in every parish of 
the State in which a newspaper shall be 
published. And said proposed amendments 
shall be submitted to the people at said 
election in such manner and form that tlie 
people mav vote for or against each amend­
ment separately—i. e., “first proposed 
amendment for approval,” or “against ap­
proval,” and in like manner as to the others; 
and if a majority of the voters at said elec­
tion shall approve and ratity such amend­
ment or amendments, the same shall be ap­
propriately numbered and become» part of 
the constitution, and be proclaimed as such 
by the Governor and Secretary of State. 
PROl'OSED AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION 

No. 1.—The issue of consolidated bonds 
authorized by the General Assembly of the 
State, at its regular session in the year 
1874, is hereby declared to create a valid 
contract between the State and each and 
every holder of said bonds, which the 
State shall by no means and in no «vise im­
pair. The Baid bonds shall be a välid obli­
gation Of tbe State in favor of any holder 
hereof, and no court shall enjoin the pay­
ment of the principal or interest thereof, 
or the levy and collection of tax therelor; 
to secure such levy, collection and pay­
ment, the judicial power shall be exercised 
when necessary. The tax required for the 
payment of the principal and interest of 
said bonds shall be assessed and collected 
each and every year until the bonds shall 
be paid, principal and interest, and the 
proceeds shall be paid by the Treasurer of 
the State to the holders oi said bonds as 
the principal and interest of the same 6hall 
fall tiae, and no further legislation or ap 
propriation shall be requisite lor the said 
assessment and collection and for such pay 
ment from the treasury.

No. 2.—Whenever the debt of the State 
shall have been reduced below twenty five 
million dollars, the constitutional limit shall 
remain at the lowest point reached, beyond 
which the public debt shall not thereafter 
be increased, and thi^ rule shall continue in 
operation until the debt is reduced to fitteen 
million dollars, beyond which it shall not 
be increased. Nor shall taxation tor all 
State purposes, excepting the support of 
public schools, ever exceed twelve and a 
half mills on tlie dollar of the assessed valu­
ation of the real and personal property in 
tbe State, except in case of war or invasion.

No. 3.—The revenue of each year derived 
from taxation upon real, personal and mixed 
property, or from licenses, shall be devoted 
solely to the expenses of the said year for 
which it shall be raised, excepting any sur­
plus remain, which shall be directed to 
sinking the public debt. All appropriations 
and claims in excess ot revenue shall be 
null and void, aud the State shall in no 
manner provide for tbeir payment.

the general election for members of the 
General Assembly, which will take place in 
November, 1874, an amendment to tbe consti­
tution of the State shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors of the State for their ratifi 
cation or rejection in the words following: 

Article —. The city of New Orleans shall 
not hereafter increase her debt, in any 
manner or form, or under any pretext. Ax’ 
ter the first day of January, 1875, no evi 
dence of indebtedness or warrant for pay 
ment of money shall be issued by any off! 
cer ot said city, except against cash actually 
in the treasury; but this shall not be so con 
strued as to prevent a renewal of matured 
bonds at par, or the issue cf new bonds in ex­
change for other bonds; provided the city 
debt be not thereby increased, nor to pre 
vent the issue of drainage warrants to the 
transferee of contract, under act No. 30 of 
1871, payable only from drainage taxes, and 
not otherwise; any person violating the pro­
hibitions [provisions] of this article shall, on 
conviction, be punished by imprisonment 
for not less than two nor more than ten 
years, and by fine of not less than three dol­
lars nor more than ten thousand dollars.

Sec. 2. Be it further resolved, etc., That at 
said next general election, the wishes of the 
electors in the premises, shall be expressed 
by printed or written ballots, as follows: 

“For the amendment limiting the debt of 
New Orleans;” or, “Against the amend­
ment limiting the debt of New Orleans,” 
and the said ballots shall be coanted and 
retains made, and the result declared as in 
thex;ase of election of State officers.
