The f»ituati*n ia  the South.
The Shreveport, Louisiana, Times Is the 

most pronounced ergan of the White 
Leagues among the journals of the 
South. Its columns indicate a certain de« 
gree of ability in its conduct—a Satanic 
ability, a sort of madness, but a madness 
in which there is method. It has openiy 
declared that the negroes of Louisiana shall 
henceforth have no part nor parcel in the 
government of $he State* It has declared 
that the White Leagues will carry the 
approaching election at all hazards and at 
any cost. It has made an issue with,the 
forms of law, and bluntly declared that the 
White Leagues have sworn to ride into 
power, even if it be necessary to wade 
through 6eas of negro blood. Tbpro is no 
subterfuge in the position of the Times. It 
has been outspoken, defiant and aggresive? 
and the murders which have illustrated its 
teachings ehow plainly enough that it truly 
represents Southern white sentiment. But, 
keenly alive to expressions of Northern 
opinion, it now seems danger* It says:

“During the discussion of the Louisiana 
hill in Congress we observed many indica 
cations ol a sympathy 1er us among the 
Intelligent masses ol the North* When 
elections took place afterward, and as State 
after State at the North was carried for the 
opposition ticket, and carried, as We had 
reason to believe, principally because of 
the outrageous treatment of the Southern 
State* on the part of the Radical adminis­
tration* wç indulged in the hope that this 
sympathy would manifest Itself in some 
more tangible shape* When, however. 
Congress adjourned without doing anything 
for our down-trodden State wo saw plainly 
that relief from oppression would «orne only 
front our own exertions.

Firm .which we 
suppose we are to Infer that as .osgasve 
submit patiently to robbery an-l oppression, 
we shall retain the sympathy of our friends, 
but whenever va  attempt to better our­
selves we shall lose that sympathy. *

How plainly this shows that the Dém­
ocratie successes at the North constitute the 
political food upon which the White Leagues 
offne Soufii have fed and grown aggressive 
and murderous. In a lew temporary Dem­
ocratic successes—as New Hampshire, ton- 
necticut, and Ohio—-the \V bite Leagues 
thought they foresaw a new uieqensaUon ot 
Démocratie national rule, and tlicir first 
thought was to crush out negro suffrage, re­
gardless of the solemn guarantees of the 
constitution, and the equally solemn pur­
pose of the Northern people to make all 
men. South as well as North, absolute pol­
itical and civil equals, “ i hi* cry, * says 
the Tunis, “is taken up at the North, and 
journals from whom we expected better 
things intimate in plain terms, thaï if we 
go on in the way we have comment ed, we 
shall lose the sympathy of our friends at 
the North.” The •‘journals from wloui" 
the Times “expected better things” are 
Democratic Journals. The Times and its 
brood of White Leagues have moved forward 
too rapidly to suit Northern Democratic 
plans. They have spiced their greedy ad­
vance toward seizing possession of political 
power with too many deeds *;f blood, i he 
old adage that dead men tell no tales is a 
lie. Dead “niggers,” the victims of the 
vindictive hate of White I.saguers, already 
sound a piercing alarm to Northern Re­
publicans, It matters not that their bodies 
are hustled out of sight, that the miserable 
pretense of aggression on their, part is 
paraded before the Northern public. The 
public knows better. It knows that there 
is at the South a freshly-organized crusade 
whoseso'o purpose is to disfranchise the 
negro and reduce him to actual slavery. 
And whether or not it is safe under such 
circumstances to intrust the question of en­
forcing the constitutional amendments 
touching »he rights of the negro to the 
national Democratic party, there is a pro­
nounced adverse opinion at the North. .

Northern Democrats comprehend the Situ­
ation. and they see that the violent and 
murderous Course of the \\  bite Leagues is 
reacting with disastrous effect upon na-

________Republic
ing Northern Democrats seek to uso South­
ern political influença to obtain power. 
They do not seriously object to the White 
Leaguers committing murders, but they 
object to assassinations out of time. They 
are aware that if the Louisiana election 
shall bo carried by the White Leagues 
through terroism, violence and bloodshed, 
the victory will be dearly bought, and so 
drive away support from the national 
Democratic party.

The reason for the withdrawal of the 
*• sympathy ” of Northern Democratic 
journals is the fear that Southern hate ot 
'the negro and Southern violence will ne 
cessitate new national measures of recon 
srruction. They note with alarm passages 
like this from the Boston Transcript:

“The doubt has never left not a few 
thoughtful and patriotic, minds, that after 
such a civil war as afflicted the country, 
the policy of restoration was too hurried, 
the plau of universal suffrage too incon­
siderately adopted, measures of amnesty 
too confidently ventured upon, and party 
aud political movements made that were 
extremely hazardous. This doubt has 
constantly seen elements still existing aud 
active at the South, ominous for the peace 
of its futur^ and the content of the entire 
nation,’'

And this from the Independent (New 
Hampshire} Statesman:

“The strong grasp of the general govern 
tnent should have been kept upon the re 
calcitrant States until the principles which 
triumphed In arms had been thoroughly 
established there, or until the colored ele­
ment had been educated to a point where 
it could not become a prey to corrupt carpet- 
baggers.’* . . . . .

Northern Democrats view wit n marin the 
passionate outbursts of such papers as the 
Shreveport Times, fearing that White 
League violence may necessitate the. re­
sumption by the general government of its 
•■strong grasp” upon the recalcitrant States. 
The true policy of Southern white men is to 
guard the lives of negroes as they would 
guard their own personal liberty. Every 
murdered negro rises np in judgment against 
the old aocursed system of slavery, against 
the Democratic party, ancient and modern, 
and against the bloody offshot of both—the 
White League. There is no peace nor pros­
perity for the South save through submis 
sion in good faith to the principles of po­
litical aud civil equality which carried the 
Union triumphantly through the storm, of 
civil war.—Chicago Inter-Ocean.

An act proposing amendments tha con­

stitution of the State of Louisiana. 
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened

Thaï the following 
amendments be proposed and entered upon 
the respective Journals of the Senat* and 
House of Representatives, with the yeas and

PROI’OSEll AMENDMENTS TO THECONSTITUTION 

No. L—Thu issue ol consolidated bonds 
authorized by the General Assembly of the 
State, at its regular session in tho year 
1874. is hereby declared Jo create a valid 
Contract between the Statu and each and 
every holder of eaid bonds, which tho 
State shall by no means and'in no wise im­
pair. The said bonds shall be a valid obli­
gation cf* the State in favor of any holder 
hereof, and no court shall enjoin the pay­
ment of tho principal or interest thereof, 
or the levy and collection of tax therefor; 
to secure" suck levy, collection and pay­
ment, the judicial power shall be exercised 
when necessary. The tax required for the 
payment of the principal and interest of 
said bonds ehall be assessed and collected 
each and every year until the bonds shall 
bo paid, principal and interest, and the 
proceeds shallfbe paid by tha Treasurer ot 
tho State to the holders of said bonus as 
the principal and interest of tho same shall 
fall due, and no further legislation or ap­
propriation shall be requisite for the said 
assessment and collection and fer such pay­
ment from the treasury.

No. 2.—-Whenever the debt of the State 
shall have been reduced below twenty,live 
million dollars, the constitutional limit shall 
remain at the lowest point reached, beyond 
which the public debt shall not thereafter 
be increased, and this rule shall continue in 
operation until tlie debt is reduced to fifteen 
juiiiion dollars, beyond which it ehall not 
be increased. Nor shall taxation for all 
State purposes, excepting the support of 
public schools, ever exceed twelve and a 
half mills on the dollar of the assessed valu­
ation of the real and personal property in 
the State, except in case of war or invasion.

No. J.—The revenue ol each year derived 
from taxation upon real, person al and mixed 
property, or froia licenses, shall be devoted 
solely to the expenses of the eaid year for 
which it shall be raised, excepting any sur­
plus remain, which shall be directed_ to

Article —. The city of New Orleans shall 
not hereafter increase her debt, in any 
manner or form, or under any pretext. Al­
ter the first day of January, 1875, no evi­
dence of indebtedness or warrant for pay­
ment of money shall be issued by any offi­
cer of said city, except against cash actually 
in the treasury; but this shall not be so con­
strued as to prevent a renewal of matured 
bonds at par, or the issue of new bonds iu ex­
change lor other bonds; provided the city 
debt be not thereby increased, nor to pre­
vent the issue of drainage warrants to the
