A Statement from Senator Tnitdiell

Em ïo k  Repuiîlican:
The trouble commence«? early In the 

spring. The Democrats; began a campaign 
bv indirectly, it not directly, bringing in 
the parish an improper person, who had 
formerly been sheriff, for the purpose ot 
splitting the colored vote. The colored 
people reluse l  to follow the leader which 
f ile Democracy had chosen lb? them, and 
rejected with eqtta: spirit the Black League 
platform sent them by tue White League 
leaders. Ail plans tor dividing the Repub­
lican party of the parish had failed. No 
fault, w..s found with the parish govern- 
trvut. No charge ot eflrruption or misman­
agement vras made. Recognizing tha pros­
per;!/ o f the people ns compared with 
surrounding parishes, all this, virh their 
little minority of three hundred voters, was 
very discouraging to the Democracy.

When their voters began ta ieav«, them— 
nineteen in one .lay—tha desperation of 
their casa Satisfied the surrounding De­
mocracy that only desperate remedies 
could save their patty in Red River parish. 
Nothing short ot tlie extermination of the 
Republican loaders would enable them to 
overcome the IIOf! Republican voters with 
Ices than 200 Democrats.

In consultation, before I Jett, it was de­
cided by tun Republicans that the most 
extreme caution should ins u ser,and  thus 
make i: an impossibility tor tlie White 
League to get up r. difficulty, hoping that 
the temporary insanity ol the people wouM 
soon pass away. How carefully they 
labored for this purpose, surrendering rights 
guaranteed to every American citizen, to

Being satisfied that the 
strangers were in the employ of the League, 
and that they could control them, i re­
leased the man and rhe strangers left.

in another "etter Sheriff Edgerton says:
Abney and Pierson are hack from Natchi- 

todies."and say they are lor war. Pierson 
:u a public speech -ays; “ We are staking 
our a;I. i f  we wiu. we gain what we want 
ii wo lose, we lose ail. \'-‘e have taken ap 
our mardi, torn down cur bridge behind ns. 
and we •;an not go hack if we would.** To 
the colored voters he says most emphatic- 
ally: “It you support, vote for or attempt 
to sustain’any Republican in officc.it will 
cos- you your lives." Expression is 
too strong " for to doubt their
meaning. It is simply extermination of the 
white Republican element with the black 
men who* have the necessary ability anil 
education to become leaders. You know 
how we are situated here. The colored 
element will support us to a man. but unless 
vrq Lave arms ami ammunition so that we 
cat: hold out until Ur "ted States troops can 
reach sis ;t would be useless to involve 
them V. a conflict which would ouiy be a 
second fo ifax , thanks to Justice Bradley.
1 shall organize a picked force o f sixty col­
ored men. but will not use them until it 
becomes strictly necessary to maintain 
peace and order. Shall first make the at­
tempt with what white men we have, which 
is sufficient tor this parish, but with the ar­
rival ot the, battalions from the other par­
ishes ' will have to call them out. 1 am 
cermia that we are on the verge of ^ivil 
war. A drunken or crazy man is liable to 
start it at any moment.

W. F. Howeii write« •
The excitement in this place is running 

very high, and in my opinion we are. a- it 
were, on rbo very verge of civil war. White 
League demand's are out o l all reason. 
They say that without the aid o f United 
•States troops. Kellogg can not hold the 
election. Strange ruffians arc often la 
town, saying that th< y  are here to kill Re­
publicans. I an; taking tha position of 
peacemaker, hut I do not know how long it 
will be allowed. We may beable to avert tho 
storm i.titi! protection can he sent here. 
But as sure as you return without United 
States troops it will commence. You and 
Dewees Avili be killed by unknown assassins. 
Do at once what yon can, and if nothing 
tan, be done let us know at once. That 
you may not i>e deceived about the position, 
Ï tell you that it is not the fault" with the 
administration of affairs here.

Destitute Claiborne Pariah,
This parish ;s the most decidedly Demo­

cratic of She whole fifty-six, and naturally 
the most wretched and miserable. Read 
the following ie;ter from an old resident: 

H o m e r ,  L3., August £0,1874. 
E d it o r  R e p u b l ic a n :

1 notion that the las? number of the Clai­
borne Adrucate, the Democratic paper of 
this place, contains 11 quotation from your 
paper, advising thu îrecdmen of Claiborne 
to quit work, a? once, an if thus leave the 
farms in a helpless condition. The Adro* 
cute, ;>t course, contends that everything 
li.re iJ perfectly lovely, and fair in a politi­
cal «eus«. This is not so, “ by a jugfuli,” 
hut u  is moro so. comparatively .• peaking, 
than in many other parishes o f North 
Louisiana. It is admitted here by the 
most candid and judicious o f .  the De­
mocracy, that it would not he safe 
or might not ba sate ?o attempt to organize 
tin? Republican party or hold Republican 
meetings. And of course, without any out­
side help. It will “get no better fast" from 
this time to the election, so that by that 
time we will have no Republican vote at 
ail in Claiborne. I would not advise the 
sending of Metropolitan police or militia 
here—in fact, have no special advice to give 
in the matter—but I do say that this whole 
section, including Claiborne, is in rather a 
queer and had fix. It is not at all safe to 
Republicans, either white or black. White 
men who are Republican are constantly 
subject to personal insults ou nceouut ot 
politics, which it is almost certain death 
and destruction to resent. _ This matter 
comes home to me and my family to some 
degree, ;md while 1 despise thus to allude 
to it, I deem it my duty to do so—a ditty 
which I owe To myselfand my government 
For my government should ee inioruie.i in 
ail *ue!i things, and then it it allows its 
supporters to be iusulred and run 
over with impunity because ot thaï sup­
port, it proves itself unworthy of support.
I wish my suns could form alliances of 
protection at home among white men, who 
are socially gentlemen, while as Republi­
cans, and the supporters of the Republican 
Stare government here are proscribed in 
every sense of the word, and are constantly 
liable to be forced into persona; feud» and 
tights, which must, in any event, terminate 
in our ruin. This is an ugly predicament 
•or gentlemen with any degree of sensibil­
ity to be placed in, and I should simply like 
to know whether there is any remedy at 
tue hands of tne government—whether 
there is no bairn in Gilead.

But what I started out more especially to 
say is in regard to your advice to freed men.
II is not good advice because not at ait 
practicable. I am really fearful that “our 
friends’* even :u New Orleans do not e s  
act*y understand the real situation iu the 
country. If the treedmen were to  “ leave 
the p.antarioDS*’ they would soon starve, 
even :f they were not immediately 
murdered. Indeed, no people were ever in 
so helpless » condition as the ; re .-du,eu 
tbreuguout tlie country parishes of Louis­
ian 1 are to-day, or so shamefully treated by 
their -friends.** Place the samb number of 
poor white men in like condition and they 
would change politics in twenty-four hours. 
Ami the negroes wilt finally change ii tb*-y 
a::- not tr.ea’ed differently; and they will 
do so with my advice. The truth is but 
lew in tuis portion of the Stale, o! eiTier 
color, will ever again vote the Republican 
ticket, uniess they are thoroughly convinced 
that i* will bring upon them some ocher 
condition than unprotected humiliation aud

The Alarm too firent,
The failure o f two prominent banks of 

this city has had its due effect iu unsettling 
the confidence of ail desses in every finan­
cial institution. During the past three 
days matters have looked decidedly pan­
icky, and a rather soar» and severe ran 
v as made upon the Bank ol America. A  
certain class of depositors rushed for their 
money and 20: :t. The promptitude with 
which the bark has met every demand baR 
restored cor fide nee, and on ’Change the 
bank is considered safe.

Of course, the unsettled condbion of the 
country, a large portion of one class of pop­
ulation iu open rebellion: a condition ol po­
etical proscription of the colored laborer by 
the white employer, could produce no other 
effect.

In adc,!tion to these causes shor’d be 
nottd tfce sdeidal end internecine strife of 
the banks themselves. For -nstance, a cer­
tain bank, not a member of the Clearing 
House, has during the past few days re- 
‘used certified check* on various other 
hanks, although those banks were known 
to be in good condition. Such action can 
not hut produce distrust and uneasiness ia 

. the minds of those who have deposits in the 
banks whose certified checks are refused.

On investigation it lias been developed 
that the large stuns drawn from the sus­
pected banks have been sunk, and neither 
deposited in other banks nor put in circula­
tion.

The folly o f a policy of mutual antago­
nism among the banKs is thus made wofuily 
apparent. Co-operation and a conse: vative 
line o f action are earnestly recommended 
to ail financial “ istitutionB, and with the 
restoration o f peace and order, guaranteed 
by the presence ot United States troops, the 
financial storm will, it is hoped, he pre­
vented.

The recent outrages in Coushatta and 
other portions o f Louisiana and the South 
are provoking unqualified expressions ol 
ind’gnation from tin* Northern im*«?, with­
out regard to politics. Tne Philadelphia , 
B ulle tin  oi August ’ll says:

Wo are glad to perceive that the aufhcii- 
ti at Washington appreciate tlie fact that 
the persecution of the negroes the South 
is beconrng so general aud assuming such 
formidable proportions that there is a  
promise ot a necessity for the interference 
of the federal government in bthaU of the 
unhappy blacks. There :s _ not yet, we 
think"."such gravity iu the situation as to 
reqi v e the calling^ of an extra session of 
Congress, Sis ha» been suggest ii: but if 
these otn.'ages continue teat method of ob­
taining a remedy may be required, arid it 4s 
eertain that in such an event there w;’i be 
a re maetmentof the Ku-K:nx laws and a 
forcible suppression of the White League. 
Toe demonstrations of the Southern whites 
are certainly intended to unite the -.vh.rj 
population in exposition to the civil :-:gim 
bill at the pads by creating the impression 
that the negroes are assuming a dangerous 
attitude: bût we can assure them that these 
iijtamies wi*l have the effect to sl/engthen 
the resolutii-u of Ihe advocates of that 
measure *0 secure Its adoption by the Hoi’ its 
of Representatives.

Ten 
thousand years will never recall the chance 
of improvement lost now by a mad passion 
of color, irtiamed on one side by the mem 
wry of generations of abuse renewed in as 
harsh a form as ever, and on the other by  
jealousy of being mustered by those who 
Wc-re once their proper"v.

The Baltimore .4 nwricmi of the first has J 
received only the garbled and partisan re­
port of the Shreveport telegraph operator, 
bur makes the following announcement:

There does not seem to be much doubt 
that tiie parish officials who were taken 
Diisoners ou Saturday by the mob at t*ou- 
shatta. Louisiana, have been murdered. 
The fate of three men is certam, ami it is 
most probable tbat the others shared their 
doom. Politics were at the bottom of this 
shocking trageuy. byt we do not under­
stand li.e motives of the murderers. They 
are said to have been Texans, and it may 
be that they were simply a Viand ol outlaw, 
ed ruffians who took advantage of The op- 
portunity To shed blood. Whether the mur­
dered men were white or colored we are not 
iLtcrmeit. They were officials who had ren­
dered themselves obnoxious to a certain 
party within the parish; they were ordered 
to leave, and ou the road they met Their 
death. These stories of sanguinary lawless­
ness that come up daily from the Senti; 
u ,th such monotonous regularity provoke 
the supposition that the savagerv id' that 
region can only be suppressed by the sharp­
est: and severest punishment.

The Chicagi luter-Ocatu arrives at jus: 
conclusions in « h e  following extract front 
that paper of the second:

; That tue proposed removal cf the pris­
oner.? to Shreveport w.ts a -use to effect 
their assassination :s apparent, and that the 
prisoners themselves though: so is certain, 
for they protested aga;qs? being taken away 
from Coushatta. Tuat the guard was sur­
prised on the road aud the prisoners rescued 
and murdered by a band of Texan rangers 
is a shallow pretense. The party that ext 
cured the bloody business was doubtless a 
detachment of "the band ->1 viilains who 
originally^ captured the prisoners. Red 
River parish ;» overwhelmingly Republican. 
The object in demanding the resignation of 
the officials was to pave, the way for a 
Democratic victory in the approaching elec­
tion through fraud. Failing to compel a 
peaceable surrender on she part of the offi­
ciais. they were captured and lodged in 
jail by a mob. But a mob does not hold 
prisoners; it treats them ?» savages treat 
their prisoners—releases or murders then;
Iu th’s instance the mob murdered them, 
and tin-n iied about the bloody deed, as 
cowardly murders iie about their crimes * * 
Of the Associated Press dispatch from 
Shreveport, widen w-? print, purporting to 
give an account o: the circumstances sur­
rounding the massacre, we have cnlv to say 
that it is the statement ol out Major A. F. 
Stephenson, and that it reads like a con­
cocted idea o f justification oy the retained 
counsel of a parce; of malefactors.

The following is from the Milwaukee 
Sentim i o f  the first :

Our readers have probably seen it mildly 
stated once or twi e in Democratic journals 
that all this lawlessness lg -fcp result of Re­
publican rule: that with a change iu the 
State governments to Democratic control 
the mantle of peace would ••fail like the 
gentle rain from heaven” over the whole 
distracted country, and wars and fightings 
be heard of no more. But. unfortunately 
tor the force of any proposition of this kind, 
some ot the States are already tinder Dem­
ocratic control, and these are no better 
than tlie others. The Louisville Courier- 
Journul, the ablest and most prominent 
Democratic journal in the South, has the 
manliness to come forth boldly and depict 
the miserable state ot affairs in Kentucky 
as they are. That State is Democratic to 
the backbone, and has never possessed 
even a single Republican officeholder ;u 
the whole of its existence. The Courte}’’ 
Journal, alter reviewing the numerous 
outrages which have resulted from the 
inefficiency of the Stare government, makes 
a strong appeal for the .people to redeem 
themselves. I: concludes au* able article as 
follows ;

We speak not on!y in the name of a great 
andhonored commonwealth, with its mul­
tiplied interests, bat at the bidding cf an 
outraged humanity, which has cowered for 
years under the outlaw's Lee! and the bully’s 
pistol, and we speak as soberlv and as un- 
excitedly as ever we did in the world, ap­
pealing earnestly, and after long forbear­
ance, to the good sense and the good im­
pulses of our fellow citiz&ns to make these 
present events the occasion of .1 noble ajid 
terrible popular demonstration for law and 
order.

We have no desire to defend a single c-or- 
rupt or incapable Republican official in the 
South. We should rejoice to see dishonesty 
and fraud punished no matter by whose 
hands they are perpetrated. The fact re­
mains, however, that.in the majority of 
cases the disturbances have arisen from the 
prosecution and intimidation of the blacks 
by those calling themselves Democrats. That 
both parties in Louisiana swindled at the 
ballot box is established beyond peradven- 
tare, and we have not a word of defense 
for either side; but the Grant parish mas­
sacre was at the hands of the Democrats. 
The White Leagues are composed of Demo­
cratic members, and so far as the danger ot 
a war of races is concerned, the Democrats 
are entirely responsible for it. For nmgov- 
ernment and election frauds, let the Repub­
licans in the South take the share of* the 
crime that belongs t* them.
