The people of Shreveport repel with muck 
jliow of indignation the intimation of Gov* 
erner Kellogg that they supplied tire Land 
ol armed ruffians who murdered the de- 
lehselesg Coushatta prisoners. Very well.
If is of txj e ’usequence whether the inf"- 
derer» went from .Shreveport «*r Coushatta 
or from somewhere else. The important 
thing is to tn d  ’he fellows und mete out to 
them the punishment they so richly de­
serve. t)us thing is tolerably certain,
namely, that it will not be necessary to ;;o 
out ot the State to lind the fellows. "I he 
story invented by them or their sympat.-’Z- 
ers. that they came from Texas, is a good 
deal too much I'Ve tissue paper. In the 
first place, the massacre occurred  ̂ a t a 
distance of lorty miles from the Texas 
line. In the second place, the pi.soneru 
xvere going to Siirevepui- and thence Not «... 
There was no reason to suspect that they 
intended to geek homes in Te’.ns, and it̂  is 
impossible to concicve ot any motive which 
Texan* could have had *o go out of their 
own State, on any sui-i mnrdei-ous errand, 
except that of sneer bloodthirstiness.

In fact, it if hari.ly possible to conceive 
of anv other motive which could have im­
pelled Louisianians to such a deed. The 
prisoners had resigned their oihces at^the 
commando; the mob, they had promised 
to leave the State, and were, in fact, on 
their way out of the State when they were 
butchered in coai blood. In view of all 
the circumstances, not one of whickis in 
the ieas* pa.il.m ug, it is to be hoped that 
everv ifi»*rt will he made to h rn t dowÄ 
and bring to justice the miscreants who 
did this deed, from which even the most 
cruel savages might have sbnmit.

Arid there are some other fellows (if. in­
deed. they are no*, the same ones* who need 
to b- looked altert the fellows, namely, who 
calling themselves ••citizens’ committee.’’ 
arc investigating the Ch.vrge of inciting riot, 
etc., A 's.ust tweirtv-live negroeä in Con- 
siucta. It is no: iiiiicult to pn-dicj the 
outc-nne of this “nv-e.-ttgution.” The copn- 
t: y has come *o understand the meaning of 
these periormanees perfectiy we.I. X'he 
investi«Ation «-i charges against negroes 
t.y citizens’ committees in Dixie means 
lynching, and murder, and nothing else. 
Tne enternrise ia which this Coushatta 
committee is engaged is that of providing 
aa excuse tor ’he shocking crime that lias 
».ready been committed, and a  pretext for 
committing another of the same kind. The 
chances are that we shall presently hear 
that twenty-five negroes have been ••res­
cued" from*the investigating committee and 
shot to death. That is how this work of 
extermination Ls carried on.

In thte case, as in ail similar ones that 
have tome t .* th“ knowledge ot the public, 
the signifient.’ tact appears tuat no white 
man re, vivid ;; scratch. There is the usual 
♦alit about an r.rn.v ot some hundreds of 
armed blacks breubiing forth threatening* 
an i slaughter, and proclaim tig their intent 
to massacre the whites, without distinction 
of age ar sex. Bn everybody knows what 
this talk means. lu e  sun.de fact which ap­
pears in all these cases, no white man is 
hurt, or at any rate not more than one 
wounded, is u’ entfielest commentary oa 
this noise about intend' d massacre. In all 
b.keLhood, if there was any conspiracy to 
commit wholesale murder in Coushatta, it 
w..s a white conspiracy, and the indications 
are that the conspiracy is not yet broken 
np. and th? rLusüürc :i not ended.

Our New Otfieans dispatches show that 
Governor Kellogg is determined to leave 
undone nothing that can assist in securing 
the arrest of toe murderers of the Cou­
shatta prisoners, who were killed while 
being taken from the Stau» under guard. 
In the statement which accompanies the 
proclamation offering a  reward ol $500j  
each for the arrest and delivery to Justice 
oi the murderers, Governor Kellogg states 
emphatically that the White Leaguers cot 
only occasioned the trouble, but were the 
••Texans" who committed the murders. 
New that the United States marshals are to 
lie aroused, and the negroes and Kepub. 
Beaus are to have assurances of protection, 
it is possible that these scyuadreis may vet 
be brought to justice and be made to suffer 
the penalty which the law prescribes for 
murderers.' Governor Kellogg no doubt 
has his faults, but were all Governors of 
the Southern States like him, and could 
their orders lie enforced., the lawlessness 
and bloodshed which has nearly précipitât* 
eii r, genera] "war of races.’” would have 
been tn a great measure avoided.

Nr cm the New York Graphit of the fifth;
The situation in the Southern States Is so 

deiieate and dangerous that it admits of no 
trihing nor temporizing. The questions of 
Northern politics have no influence there, 
and our Northern parties have no Southern 
counterparts except in name. But South­
ern movements have a vast influence on 
Northern politics, and the recent disturb­
ances m the Southern States, growing out 
of the exasperated feeling of a portion of 
the whites against the negroes, already be­
gin to aff ect Northern senti ment. These acta 
of violence, undoubtedly caused in large 
part by ignerant and violent men who do 
not fairly represent the feelings or judg­
ments of the best men, commit the De­
mocracy ot the South to an antagonism 
to the negroes which the great body ol 
our' Northern people can not approve. 
They are bound to protect these wards of 
the nation, and attacks on and violence 
towards them excites a powerful sympathy 
in their behalf and a profound distrust of 
the Democratic party, which seems to ap­
prove of these demonstrations and be in 
part responsible for them. If the Dem­
ocratic leaders were wise they would do all 
ia their power to keep the peace, for these 
Southern disturbances will have a damaging 
effect on the chances of their party in the 
coming Northern elections.

The 
White Leaguers were very active, and 
from the fact that they had oitaidtshed a 
commissary department in Coushatta, were 
levying supplies from themereiian’s of that 
place, and were driving in rüttle from the 
surrounding country, as many as thirty in 
oae drove having been nr.ven in at one 
time, it was generally supposed that a 
stronger force was to ne col -enfrated there 
tor th* purpose of ma'.n’aining White 
League authority and assisting any force 
that miitht be sent ’here to restore lawiul 
authority and arrest tne bloody criminals.
