The 
President Las V'retofore indicated his 
views upon this whole subject in unmis­
takable terms. • He deems it his duty to 
protect the State government, and will 
discharge that duty with vigor, and 
promptly employ the necessary force.

Le: us Aquire for A moment into the 
consequences of a refusal to comply with 
the orders contained m the President s 
proclamation, which are*

1. That ••such insurgents do disperse 
and retire peaceably to their respective 
homes'’ within five days.

2. Hereafter to submit themselves to 
the laws and constituted authorities of 
the Elate.

Here wa hâve presented wliat may be 
called the marching orders, which, sooner 
or l /ter, will have to be obeyed. ït  is not a 
question involving any manner of doubt, 
such as was felt in 1361. ‘when we had a 
wild holiday here subsequent to the pas­
sage of the ordinance of secession. Then 
there were no eipiicit law^ on this sub­
ject. and we had no President. At 
least buchauau -was no better than 
none at all. since he suffered the con­
spirators to form their plans under his im­
mediate eye and proclaim them from their 
scats- in CoftgresA In the present case 
the executive order cau be backed up by 
a million of men. if necessary, and it is 
simply impossible that it will not be 
obeyed. Political demagogues may caii 
i; bv what name they please in their im­
passioned appeals to the people, bu; 
there seems tg U3 no other possible alter* 
native-for peaceable submission than pun­
ishment. For the President has not acted 
upon imperfect iulormation, and there is 
as little of the elements of bluster iu him 
as in aijy man that ever lived. He will 
not recede from the position he has taken 
after consultation with the Attorney 
General, . and the people here who 
art now so j-ilulaut at the temporary over­
throw oi the State government must 
make np their tninds at once to abdicate 
or prepare to meet a more formidable 
force than a few hundred Metropolitans. 
The consequences of disobedience, then, 
it may be easily seen, will be most dis­
astrous to those who arc guilty. It is 
not necessary to tell the people of this 
State that war is no joke. Many of th am 
have seen it in all its’ forms. It is now 
knocking at our very gates, and will be 
here in ali it« horfOM.unless the work of 
Monday and Tuesday is promptly undone.

W3AT IS THE CAUSE?
Logicians have a process of arriving at 

truth by excluding from proposition and 
argument all irrelevant or inadequate 
causality. There is left at the bottom of 
the crucible some thing very nearly like 
true metal.

There can be no doubt but the attack 
uj.on the State government has been 
effected by a wide spread belief that the 
“oppressious' of the Governor have caused 
all the stagnation of busme-w, all discharge 
frc-in employment, all the penury and 
want that now afflicts our unfortunate 
people. Let us aualyze the causes which 
have really operated to produce this con­
dition of affairs, and assign to each its 
proper proportion of the undeniable bur­
den.

1. The city of New Orleans before the 
war increased in wealth in a ratio as rapid 
a« that of any other city in the Union. The 
war did not arrest that progress. .The 
city was not the prey of armed bands. 
Its buildings were not destroyed, nor its 
resources crippled as were those of Mem­
phis, Charleston, Atlanta, Richmond, etc., 
whatever may have been the complaints 
of seizure and confiscation. Health and 
order reigned during the aimed occupa­
tion of New Orleans. That no such 
causes, even to any extent t > which th> y 
may be exaggerated, should account tor 
the decline of the city is show n by the 
total destruction of $200,000.001} of prop­
erty in Chicago. This was rebuilt in a 
year, because the locality presented at­
tractions to capital and enterprise .The 
receipts o f New Orleans Lav» been taore 
valuable by many millions than L-fore the 
war. The act of emancipation, in an e?on- 
omical point of view, merely transferred 
the ownership of th» value» created by 
labor from the slaveholder to the freed* 
man,. The values to be produced have 
been, owing to increase of prices, greater. 
nn*d they have been expended by the labor* 
ers for local supplies pJ a larger «stenî 
than ever before. The personal «mbar* 
rassinents of New Orleans can hQt then 
be attributed to tin? effect of the war.

It^jeed only ,cUne<i tq^jsteu to ffie demands Qj. thp in* 
be repeated that this debt, taxltion and fsurgents* And the -timely appearawe o t 
expenditure is far greater than that of the
.State. Of this taxation there remains the 
very large sum of $3,000.000 uncollected, 
from_whjcb. we_ljaygJUd£iR to IhJb/. first, 
that the popular suffering does not come 
exclusively from the city taxation: sec­
ond. that if this suffering be caused by 
taxation, theu the responsibility of the 
city government is more than double that 
of tht^State government.

3. This is not the only city known 
which owe« a large city debt, and bears a 
large weight of taxation. New York, for 
example, oxe3 SilCvXIO.OOO, aud has suf­
fered'from a corrupt administration, yet 
she has borue this great burden and pros­
pered in spite of it. Many that owe taxes 
here have not paid them, and the chief 
sufferer, are laborers, who do uot pay taxes 
to a sufficient extent to min them.

L The true cause of this industrial em­
barrassment is to bo f onnd in the diver­
sion of certain lines ot trade of which 
New Orleans once enjoyed a monopoly. 
The system of railroad, carries to Eastern 
and European ports, ali the commerce of 
the West, and gives to other cities the 
profits which ouce esc! usively belonged 
to New Orleans. Is it not sufficient 
to account for the stagnation of a 
stream that its waters are directed from 
their natural channel ? If so many mil­
lions of produce aud co nsumptiou, with 
all the passengers aud treasures moving 
between the East and West, adopt other 
routes, is it not sufficient to account for 
the abandonment of our own ?

The professional poli ticians who wish a 
change of office holders, rail out against 
the Stale government as the sole cause 
of evils, which are thus, in our opinion, 
to be attributed to other causes. Concede 
ali that has been alleged against it. and 
there will be found other ample and uua* 
bated causes for the continuance of the 
industrial embarrass meats of which every 
one is complaining.

We Lave now a provisional and armed 
authority in possession of th» Etate 
offices. It will undoubtedly be fol­
lowed by an armed occupation of 
the .State by the federal authority. 
Congress may be convened, and an act 
passed for the civil reorganization of 
the State either by reinstating and main­
taining the government of Mr. Kellogg, or 
by an election to be conduc ted under mili­
tary auspices. But when the State shall 
have beeu restored to a peaceful and ac­
knowledged government, the industrial 
condition of the city will be found un­
changed. except, perhaps for the worse.

Our rivals will spread the anarchy and 
violence of the past few days, as a reason 
why no immigrant or commercial pur­
chaser should visit our market. St. Louis 
will spread her lures for our cotton. Cin­
cinnati will ship direct by rail to our cus­
tomers, New York will sell dry goods. 
Baltimore groceries, aud the whole* force 
of the drummers will be addressed to 
the laudation of other markets and the 
slander of ours.

Capita!, ever timid, will be withdrawn 
or withheld. Even the visitors who an­
nually gladden our city will have con­
tracted a sectional horror that counter­
acts any attraction cf climate or pleasure.

There will be. however, an opportunity 
afforded to determine whether the alleged 
misrule of one man Las destroyed the 
commerce and paralyzed the industries of 
New Orleans. Will our public and finan­
cial securities advance? Our hotel regis­
ters fill ? .Will capital rush to supply the 
vacuum which ali know to exist ? Will 
the North give its sympathies? Will 
Congress extend its aid ? Will immigra­
tion pour in from Europe? Ail these 
elements are indispensable to the restora­
tion of our prosperity. Let us pause and 
see if a single act of revolutionary violence 
will secure the object which all. without 
respect to color or opinion, have equally 
at heart—the welfare ot New Orleans.

THE INSURRECTION.
The insurrectionary spirit that Lae so 

long pervaded a portion of the people ol 
this State and obstructed its reconstruc­
tion upon a peaceful basis Las once more 
broken out in New Orleans with renewed 
bitterness. The caii for a meeting on 
Canal street was r< spouded to on last 
Monday, and ended, after the delivery of 
several iudammatj rv speeches, in the ap­
pointment of a committee to wait on Gov­
ernor Kellogg and request him to resign. 
The manner in which the call was made, 
ami the fact that armed mon had rendez, 
voused ir. considerable numbers in certain 
sections of the city, and Lad actually 
thrown out guards and prevented the 
free passage of citizens, made it apparent 
to the Governor that the people attending 
the meeting were not peaceably and law­
fully disposed, and for that rea­
son their .committee vas not en­
titled to any consideration from 
him as Governor ot tL, Suite, represent­
ing over seven hundred thousand people. 
Admitting that iu tLh city, which Las a- 
population of two hundred thousand 
people, there were five thousand that par­
ticipated hr tun insurrectionary movement 
tl..,t ha» snc.ce led in defeating a f.w  
hundred men composing its police, and 
ga.uing possession of the State House, 
tlut Joe» no: by any means give validity 
to th» movement The men who Lave 
thus taken r.p arms t T the purpose ot 
overthrowing an established Stat*govern­
ment form but a small fraction of the 
people of this city, and are, therefore, not 
competent to speak In their name; and 
yet they have undertaken to speak for the 
pçopl» of the whole State, and in their 
nam» demand the resignation of Gov* 
emsr Kellogg. Will 'not Conceal
the fact tu?.; the insurrection in this city 
embraces some of our most intelligent 
and substantial citizens. But the fact 
that men of this stamp Lav® entered into 
a conspiracy to overturn a lawful gov.

For the information of the insurrection­
ists, and the people generally, we will 
state that Governor Kellogg has not re­
signed, and does not propose to do so at 
present.

MARTIAL LAW.
Y.’e have heard, within the past few 

days the idea frequently expressed that 
••martial law would be preferable to the 
Kellogg government.” This implies a be­
lief that it would be iu the power of the 
President to se: aside the State govern­
ment altogether, aud supersede it by ap­
pointing an officer of the army or a 
citizen in private life to be military 
Governor. We do not so understand 
either the law or the custom. It is made 
the duty of the President simpiy to de­
cide who is the lawful Governor of a 
State, and then to protect him iu the dis­
charge of his duties if required. He has 
nothing to do with making rulers for the 
States. The people do that, and he rein­
forces them when their authority is suc­
cessfully resisted by domestic insurgents. 
Under the proclamation of the President 
issued yesterday the troops which it may 
be necessary to send ’ will come as rein­
forcements to the Governor, and be 
required to act under his orders. It may 
be necessary for the Governor and com- 
mander-in-chief of the militia to put cer­
tain localities of the State under martial 
law, aud designate a military Governor for 
the time being. It this city, for instance, 
if his authority should be resisted, it 
would doubtless be his duty to remove all 
refractory officers and supply their places 
with loyal men well affected to the State 
government. The United States troops 
would, in such au event, be called upon 
to carry out Ids orders.

Possibly this phase of martial law 
may not be exactly what some of our en­
thusiasts bargain for; but if they will ex­
amine the laws with some little attention, 
they will find it is about all they have 
reason to expect. Any other view would 
give to the President the power to set 
aside any Governor at will, and appoint 
another, perhaps his defeated rival, in his 
stead. 'When United States troops are re­
quired to enforce process of the federal 
courts, they are placed under the orders 
of the United State» marshal. When 
they are wanted to put down domestic in­
surrections, they report to tLe Gov­
ernor. When seat to suppress a rebel­
lion against the United State» gov. 
eminent, they are under the immediate 
orders of the President, who generally 
directs some officer to assume dictatorial 
powers over the disaffected territory. It 
will thus be au easy matter for any man 
to decide upon the quality of the war 
which threatens to come this way, and 
will surely come if the advice of the Pic- 
o ■ i., to be followed. With L_e arrival
of troops, or even preceding them, will come 
orders making Governor Kellogg virtually 
master ol the situation. With the United 
States army to back him, and our own 
laws to define hi» duties, he will be vested 
with almost despotic authority and invin­
cible power. We can not see in this pros­
pect anything to make a White Leaguer 
jubilant.

COLORED GRAN&RRS.
The Baton Rouge Advocate, pure white, 

learns with great indignation that the 
colored people propose to establish a com­
munity store —

And that emissaries are now perambulat-  ̂
ing the parish among the freedmen and de-‘ 
manning from each a subscription of five 
dollars to start this institution for the pur­
pose of receiving and shipping the cotton 
ot the negroes. They promise also to sup­
ply the negroes their supplies next year.

This is atrociofis. It is, true that the 
white Grangers are doing the same thing,

Vuese f.icte are gathered from reliable informa­
tion received at the Executive Department:

On or alwui tbe twentv-eighth day of August. 
1,74, a body of persons, belonging to a semi-mili­
tary organization known as tbe White League of 
Louisiana, assembled in tbe town of Coushatta. 
par:.-.h of Red River, in this State, for the purpose 
of compelling, by force of arms, the State officers 
of tea; pa: :*h to resign their positions.

These officers were men of good character; most 
of them largely interested in planting and niercan- 

le pursuits. They held their positions with the 
..i consent of au admittedly large majority of tbe 

legal votera cf the parish, this being a largely 
Republican parish, as admitted even by the Fusion 
returning boards.

The only known obiectioato them was that they 
were of Republican principles. FrankS. Edgerton, 
tbe duly qualified sheriff of the parish, in strict 
compliance with the laws of this State, and ot the 
I'uited States, summoned a posse comitatus of e if 
izens. wiiite aud colored, to assist him iu protect* 
ing the parish officers iu the exercise of their un­
doubted lights and duties from the threatened un­
lawful violence of the W bite Leagues. His posse, 
consisting of sixty-five men, was overpowered by 
a superior force assembled from the adjacent par­
ishes, aud finally, after several colored aud white 
men had beeu killed, eurrendered tbemselvee pris­
oners, with the explicit .guarantee that their lives 
would be spared if the more prominent Repub 
licaHs would agree to leave the pariah, and those 
holding office would resign their positions.

These stipulations, though unlawfully exacted, 
were complied with on the part of the Republican 
officials, who were then locked up in the jail for 
the night.

The following named persons wer« among those 
so surrendering aud resigning:

Homer J. Twitchell, planter and tax collector of 
Red River, and deputy L'nited States postmaster 
in charge of the postoffic« at Couahatta; Robert A. 
De wee a supervisor of registration, De Hoto parish; 
4'lark Holland, merchant and superviaor of regis­
tration. Red River parish; W, J. Howell, parish 
attorney and United States commissioner; Frank 
S. Edgerton, sheriff of Red River parisli; M. C, 
Wiilis, merchant and .justice of the peace.

On the following morning, Sunday, the thirtieth 
day of August, these persons were bound and 
conducted by an armed guard to the McFarland 
plantation, just over tbe parish line of Red River, 
within the boundaries ot Hossiet pariah, about 
forty miles east of tbe Texas line. There they 
were set upon aud deliberately murder«4 in cold 
blood. Their bodies were buried near where they 
fell, without inquest or any formality whatever.

On the night preceding the surreeder a body of 
forty members ol tbe White League of Caddo 
parish, mounted and armed, left the city of 
Shreveport aud Were seen riding in tbe direction 
of the place where the inurdef was subsequently 
committed.

Whereas, ffTie Board of Health of fhw State of 
Louisiana has this day officially informed me that 
the following named ports are infected places, 
viz: Ail ports ifi the islands of Cuba, Porto Rico 
aud Jamaica, and tbe port pf Demarara, in South 
America; also, the port of Pensacola, State of 
Florida, in tbe United States, and has recommend­
ed that all vessels leaving any of said ports on 
and after June 13,1374, shall be detained at quar­
antine station not less than ten'daya.

Now, therefore, L William P. Kellogg, Governor 
of the State of -Louisiana, issue this my proclama­
tion, declaring the aforesaid porta infected places 
and requiring that all vessels, together with offi­
cers, crews, passengers and cargoes, leaving auch 
placet, or having touched er stopped at any ot 
them, on and after the fifteenth day of Jnnè, M74, 
shall be subject to e quarantine of not leas than 
ten days, or for a langer period, ae may be consid­
ered necessary by the Board of Health.
