EY H0PÊD TO A C C O X r L iaWHAT THEY HOPED TO ACCOMPLISH. 

The real object of the late attack on the 
State government has been carefully con­
cealed from the public. It has not been 
broached in the newspapers nor commu 
nicated to the brave, but misguided 
yoang men who rushed armed from their 
various club rooms as if by magic at the 
call of their leaders. It was necessary of 
course to assign some reason for incurring 
the fearful responsibility of making war 
upon the State government. Hence, the 
report was started that the deposition of 
Governor Kellogg was the objective point. 
He has been abused and maligned by 
the newspapers and orators for more than 
a year. All the troubles, real and imagin' 
ary that have visited the people or been 
reported have been laid at his door. He 
lias been charged with responsibility for 
the onerous State taxes, when he has not 
been to blame for one dollar of the debt. 
The city debt, a purely Democratic 
heritage has in like manner Leeu 
charged lip to his account Even the 
overflow and the drouth have in turn been 
credited to Kellogg, while everything he 
has done to alleviate the sufferings of the 
people and reduce the State debt have 
either been overlooked or turned to his 
disadvantage. Since the outbreak of 
Monday, thoughtless people have been 
taught to repeat the formula, '*We prefer 
anything to Kellogg,” “ We will never 
submit to the usurper.” Thus, the top 
most idea in the popular mind is that the 
very man who has been mainly instru 
mental in reducing the State taxes from 
twenty-one and one-half -mills to fourteen 
and a half, and tho city from thirty to 
twenty-five, is really to blame for having 
a public debt at all! Mr. Kellogg has 
«lone more to lighten the burdens of tax 
payers than any gentleman connected 
with the White League organization. 
That his efforts have not been recognized 
and appreciated is due to the fact that his 
political op|K>nents have persistently, and 
with malicious intent, misled the people, 
until some three *er four thousand were 
induced to rush to arms and build barri­
cades after the fashion of the French.

Tho underlying cause of this great and 
widesj read commotion on the eve of an 
important election is clearly stated in the 
following extract from the New York 
lhrald:

The coming election in Louisiana in No- 
veiuOer is a very important one. so far as 
federal interests are concerned. Seven Con­
gressmen are to he elected, a State Treas­
urer, for the most part a new Legislature, 
and various minor but important officers.
It was the desire of Governor Kellogg that 
a perfectly fair election should be held, and 
to that end he bad requesteu the opposing 
party to name a supervisor for each voting 
precinct. It was evidcut to the President, 
inasmuch as Governor Kellogg was to be 
maintained in office, that without the 
presence of a larger force a fair election 
would not be held in November, because 
tiic colored men would be afraid to appear 
at the polls with tho recent bloody events 
fresh in their memory. So. whether the

w w . j  *
officers, and spread terror among the non-

usurpers yield peacefully or not, the policy 
of having a large military force distributed 
through the State was regarded as advisable.

It is well known that for the past two 
years the two contending parties in this 
State have each claimed the victory in 
1872. The President examined the case 
with some attention and decided iu favor 
of the Republicans. He followed up this 
decision with moral at>d physical support 
for Governor Kellogg’s administration. 
An appeal to Congress resulted in leaving 
the executive decision undisturbed. As 
the time lor another election drew near, 
he whole North and the Republican party 

of this State were content to remit the 
matter in dispute to the arbitrament of 
the ballot box, and let the result in 1874 
answer tho unsettled dispute of 1873. We 
maintain that, with a perfectly free and 
fair election, the Republicans will show a 
majority of at least twenty thousand in 
November, and this is the universal senti- 
m< nt of the Republicans of this State. 
The progress of registration, so far, cor­
roborates this belief, and has given our 
party something of its old confidence. The 
opposition evidently feared to meet this 
issue. They felt that the figures were 

inst them, and the day would be 
lost unless they resorted to bold and 
decided measures. Hence White League 
lnbswero formed in every portion of the 

State and the policy was openly announced 
that all colored men who refused to vote 

ainst the Republican ticket, ought 
to be deprived of employment. As this 
threat did not have the desired effect, 
they were attacked by arme«l men and 
cry many cruelly murdered. Find­

ing that this policy threatened to stam­
pede the plantations, the white leaders 
were next selected for massacre upou the 
well known hypothesis that the body of 
the party would be powerless without the 
head. These ill-advised measures, how­
ever, all failed to have the desired effect. 
It was then the desperate resolve was 
taken to overthrow the State government 
by lorce, take possession of the tegistra- 
iou aud other State offices, and repeat 

the scenes of 1873 on next election day.
We admit the case is a desperate one. 

If a fair aud «juiet election can be held in 
November, the* people will give an em­
phatic denial to the thousand libels on the 
Republican party which have been the 
tlu me of the opposition writers for the 

ist two years, and filled the halls of 
Congress w itli sound and fury. A fair 
election iu Louisiana will be the death 
knell to all the hopes of the various clans 
h« re opposed to Republicanism, will vindi­
cate the l’reshlent against the charge of 
haviug maintained a usurper in the execu­
tive chair qf this State, aud hold our 
Democracy up iu their true colors. It 
w ill give this State six good and true rep­
resentatives iu Congress, and to that ex­
tent add to the strength of the federal ad­
ministration. For whatever may be saiil 
of the Louisiana Republicans as fighters, 
they are unquestionably gallant voters, 
such as our enemies fear to meet. 
Every man can handle his ballot 
with precision, but Republicans are by 
no means expert with Belgian rifles. The 
opposition, however, excel in the very 
accomplishments in which Republicans 
are deficient, and they resolved to bring 
them into requisition. The local armed 
majority found no difficulty in obtaining 
the advantage over the representatives of 
the State majority. As it was in this city, 
so it was in many of the parishes. A few 
armed men sufficed to scatter the unarmed

spread terror among 
combatant negrpes. S o fa r , the pro­
grammé was carried out, when the Presi­
dent responded to the call of the State 
executive and intervened. The coup d’etat 
o f  the enemy has failed, and we now shall 
see an ample force to protect the lawful 
voters in every parish of the State. Our 

• friends may rest assured the danger is 
over, for the present, and will be entirely 
averted if every man takes care to register 
and vote. The President is determined 
that peace shall prevail here. He can 
afford us ample protection, but neither he, 
nor those he sends to us, can do our 
voting. He can only see that our enemies 
keep their hands ofl' on election day, but 
it rests with the seventy thousand Repub 
licans alone to prove that the right of the 
two years’ dispute has been on their side,
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THE ONLY BASIS.
There can be no readjustment of public 

administration ou the plan of distributing 
tho State offices anew*. No one has the 
legal authority to do so, certainly not in 
absence of our telegraphic Iriends whose 
official rights must be respected in their 
absence. No doubt they will telegraph 
as the Irish absentee did bis agent, “ let 
not the tenants cherish the delusion that 
any threats mad« against you will affect 
w:y determination.” No if Mr. Kelkv 
under duress, or upon threat of assassina­
tion should make such a bargain as was 
made with his predecessor, it could not 
be carried into effect by his will for there 
is no one man empowered to bind the Re­
publican party of Louisiana. The execu­
tion of any compact for division of State 
offices must meet also the approval of the 
federal government, which is bound to 
maintain a republican form of govern­
ment in each State, anil a government 
formed by abdicating an office recognized 
even as ds tacto, and installing a substi­
tute officer not so recognized even as de 
facto would not be republican because 
not conferred by a lawful election.

We very fearlessly point out these ob­
vious obstacles to any swap of offices, or 
any recognition of authority other than 
that of the State and federal government 
and laws.

But if the malcontents wish reform and 
not alone office, let them accept our prop­
osition aud submit to Governor Kellogg a 
schedule of amendments to the laws and 
constitution adequate to popular relief. 
He can submit such measures as be may 
approve of to a special Legislature, with 

recommendation that they be imme­
diately adopted. It is thus that without 
assassinating the Governor, the reformers 
may annihilate every point susceptible 
of abuse and reduce that office within 
strictly conservative limits. All know the 
history of the execu tive powers and the 
duration of term; all know that a Gov­
ernor was made directly re-eligible by an 
amendment to the constitution. The au­
thor of these powers was himself adopted 
by many of the very men now clamorous 
for the blood of him who has succeeded to 
all to all these powers ami capacities of 
abuse, if they exist.

We repeat that there Las been no pro­
posal to abate the powers or reduce the 
patronage of the executive, and if Mr. 
MeEnery had succeeded to the office, he 
would have possessed identically the pow­
ers bequeathed him by Mr. Warmoth. 
Whether he would have employed them 
well or ill it will never probably be 
known, but Republicans are not willing 
to bestow upon any man official powers 
that might not be safely bestowed upon 
any other man. This is not a government 
of tnen, for men are neither immortal nor 
immutable. Let us bear, then, of some 
reformation of executive power, if it be 
thought that there is danger of executive 
abuses. A proposition of this sort would 
release Governor Kellogg from much cara 
and from a responsibility which be really 
does not deserve. We repeat, he neither 
made the office nor the laws under which 
he acts, nor did he make the public debt 
or taxes, ora dollar of either. He is bear­
ing responsibility for the accumulated 
abuses of many years and many adminis­
trations, State aud city.

He is especially loaded with the respon­
sibility, in popular opinion, of all taxes 
and of all destitution and stagnation of 
trade. There is before us an advertised 
sale of certain property of Francois La­
croix, at the suit of the State of Louisi­
ana. There is also a schedule of three 
columns, iu small type, of property seized 
at the suit of the city of New Orleans 
against the same François Lacroix. Now, 
omitting all back taxes, if we assume all 
this property as worth $2-70,000, then the 
State would collect, on an anuual tax of 
fourteen and a hall mills, some $4000. 
But the city would collect, at the rate of 
twenty-five mills, $6270 per annum. It 
is by no means to be forgotten that Mr. 
W. P. Harper, civil sheriff' of the parish 
of Orleans, will receive his commissions 
on both these seizures. Mr. W. P. Harper 
is a Fusion uomiuee, and we have heard 
no suggestion for cutting down the fees or 
emoluments of his office. Is it. then, fair 
to charge the State government with all 
this taxation? Is it just to let the city ad­
ministration escape all responsibility?

We wish the saddle put on the right 
horse. The Republicans Lave tried to 
limit and reduce State indebtedness. The 
opposition have refused this relief aud 
refused to reduce city indebtedness. 
Why then attempt to cast exclusive blame 
on an officer who has certainly manifested 
a wish to reduce public burdens, and 
why especially pack upon him ali those 
burdens of city mal-administration which 
he has manifested a wish to correct, but 
which it has been impossible lor him to 
correct against the opposition he lias en­
countered ? It may be Governor Kellogg 
has allowed confidential relations with 
men intent only on their own aggrandize- 
ment; of this we know nothing. If there 
be any such persons, under well founded 
objections, such persons should be put 
away. There seems even some suspicion 
about the execution of the funding bill? 
Let such legislative safeguards of judicial 
or other investigation of all questionable • 
or questioned obligations be made as may 
satisfy bondholders and tax payers. I 

The Republican party has rights iu the ,

premises. It has a right to an indiscrim' 
.jnatejrefojm of all jtbe abuses which tuay
exist or be capable of perpetration.

The conference on the re-distribution of 
offices had’as well devote themselves to a 
just and general reform. No one man or set 
of men is authorized to bargain on behalf 
of the Republican party, and on its behalf 
wfl shall protest against any more Fusion 
bargains. We know many ’gentlemen of 
this conference, and have entire confi­
dence in their intentions, but respectfully 
suggest to them that they may do a good 
anil a great work, or waste their time in 
an utterly futile prolongation of the pres­
ent troubles.

We repeat, gentlemen compromisers, 
make your sckedulo of reforms. Let it 
embrace a system for the State and for 
the city also; lor every dollar of debt, 
for every source of abuse, you propose 
to throw off' the power and patronage of 
your Fusion city administration, we 
would promise to throw off the same from 
our Republican State government but for 
one thing—the State government has not 
half the debt or taxation to answer for 
that the city administration has, nor has 
it one-fourth of the official patronage nor 
expenditures of the city administration. 
It can not, then, reform or reduce dollar 
for dollar with the Fusion city adminis­
tration. But without any sort of confer­
ence with or authority from Governor 
Kellogg, we assume to say for him and 
the Ki'publican party, that as muc-li will 
be done as may be necessary to reduce the 
State government within safe and econom­
ical limits. What says the conference to 
this» basis? It is the culy one lawful or 
practicable".

THE LATE CONFERENCE.
The farce, called conference, which has 

been enacted for some days past has come 
to an end, without any result, except it' 
may lie the feeling ot defeat on one side, 
aud possibly chagrin on the other—cha­
grin, that they allowed themselves to be 
drawn into so silly and dangerous an en­
terprise.

What could be expected from suck a 
conference? Some said it would lead to a 
compromise. A compromise of what? 
What is a compromise? Worcester says 
it is “A compact or adjustment in which 
concessions are made on each side.” Was 
the legal government to make any “con­
cessions,” aud to whom? What “conces­
sions" could the MeEnery government 
make? Would not any concessions it 
might pretend to make be a good deal 
like giving away that which they do not 
own?

There were sonn- who thought that a 
few Republican official« might be induced 
to resign, and that their places might be 
conceded to some adherents of MeEnery 
and Penn. So far as the hoped for resig­
nation of Governor Kellogg was concerned, 
h e is a  free agent, with power to resign 
whenever he thinks proper, but neither 
he nor any self-constituted committee of J 
conference can “concede’' the office of 
Governor to any other person than the 
otic to whom it legally descends; and 
with regard to appointed officers, they 
can not resign iu any other person's favor.
A public office is not private or personal 
property to be disposed of as such.

There is one pha«e of this conference 
business, which to our mind, is very uu> 
seemly, and must so present itself to 

very thinking Republican in and out of 
the State of Louisiana. To the Republi­
cans out of the State, it must indeed seem 
strange, that Governor Kellogg and a 
number of leading Republicans should 
hold conferences with the men who just 
one week ago sought their live«, and had 
they been captured, would, without doubt 
been sacrificed.

Compromises growing out of conferences 
such as we have had for two or three days 
past are dangerous, not merely dangerous 
to those participating in th« m, but dan­
gerous from the consequences elsewhere. 
Let it be once shown that after an unsuc­
cessful attempt to overthrow the legal gov­
ernment. position or place can be exacted 
from the government by its enemies, it 
would not be long before the same per­
formance would be repeated in all of the re­
constructed States that are not now in the 
hands of the White Leaguers. This would 
most certainly be the result. It would be 
a new lever in politics, a compound of 
force aud diplomacy. We do not w ish to 
ay more on this subject now. We are 

heartily glad that the farce ended as it did.
It would be hard to tell the crop of 

oubles that would necessarily Lave re­
sulted iu any attempt at compromise or 
concession.______ _

GOING EACH ON THEM.
We really think that however badly our 

fellow-citizens of the opposition n.;«y think 
of their Republican opponents, they 
should reserve an especial bitterness ami 
disgust for their so-called friends. We 
always supposed the Yankee Democrats 
were born under the sign of the crab,’ 
since they have always abandoned any 
political principle or party which did not 
pan out office or contract.

At least this much was 
anticipated from the first by everybody 
who took the slightest consideration of the 
situation and the law. Louisiana can not 
tight the government of the United State*, 
and. tor all the vainglorions boastings ot 
professional partisans about States' rights 
and home rule, there is not a State in the 
Union which could or would otter material 
aid to the exasperated and outraged ettzeos

of New Orleans. All fhat the coun 
try can afford is sympathy, and that, 

has we all know, to- a t  no particular
good. Louisiana stands in no need ot 
sentimental resolutions. The movement ot 
Governor Penn was a revolution, and it has 
been suppressed according to the constitu­
tion of the United States, by a proclamation 
of the President as a revolution. F eel as 
we Inay, we can not go either behind or 
around the facts by which we must regu­
late our opinions ,at)d govern our conduct. 
The action of the federal government was 
inevitable. Those who expected that it 
would be otherwise were tit to lead nobody. 
If they have led the people of Louisiana into 
error.’tbey have committed a grievous fault, 
for which’ they alone are responsible. _ We 
await further’developments. Sympathizing 

■entirely with our neighbors and fellow- 
citizens of New Orleans, earnestly wishing 
to encourage them with the most affection­
ate good will, and holding ourselves ready 
to support them with something more sub­
stantial than good will, we have to regret 
that they made so senseless anil so reck­
less a movement, and that haviug made 
it they have backed down trow it.

FIDUCIARY TRUST.
The Germania National Bank’of New 

Orleans stands as a financial power in the 
laud. To its keeping peopleofall political 
beliefs have entrusted their funds. Gov­
ernor Kellogg, among others, has patron­
ized this bank. Daring a long period of 
time he Las kept his private account 
there. He has had the bulk of his per­
sonal wealth always on deposit in the 
Germania Bank. His deposit has fluc­
tuated from five to twenty thousand dol­
lars. While United States Senator, one 
of the earliest official acts of Governor 
Kellogg was to obtain the charter of the 
Germania National Bank. Governor Kel­
logg has never asked nor received any 
benefit from the Germania Bank. He 
deposited his private funds there for safe­
keeping, aud, as customary, when he re­
quired money for personal or household 
expenses, would draw checks for such 
sums are were needed.

Last Wednesday morning Mrs. Kellogg, 
tho Governor’s wife, called at the Ger­
mania Bank, aud presented a check which 
had been given her by her husband for 
necessary household expenses. The check 
called for the usual amount necessary to 
provide for the household, and it was 
with surprise that the lady received for 
answer the curt remade, “ that the cheek 
conld not be paid.” In explanation, the 
paying ti ller, in A rude and abrupt man­
ner, stated “ that orders from Governor 
Penn had been received, that cheeks from 
Mr. Kellogg r’iould not be paid.” As 
the bank account of Governor Kellogg 
includes some three thousand dollars of 
his wife's personal fortune, the stupidity 
of the action of the hank is simply amaz­
ing.

The cheek, of course, has since been 
paid, but the incident is published for the 
information of the business public, to 
demonstrate tLe insecurity of private 
property on a day when peace was assert­
ed to be reigning supreme.

THE WHITE LEAGUE REPUDIATED.
We have already seen that the-Northern 

Democracy gave warning, even from its 
outpost of the Louisville Courier-Journal, 
that the White League programme Was 
violative of that section of the Democratic 
platform which recognizes the constitu­
tional rights of the negro.

To this has been added the card of Mr. 
Penn, addressed to the colored people of 
Louisiana. This indication of regard for 
the rights of the colored race would no 
doubt Lave been 'speedily supp ressed by 
•the White League autocrat and Lis lA> 
organs, both of them at present double 
daily.

It is perhaps a fortunate thing for the 
whites and Reformers as well as for the 
colored population, that the federal gov­
ernment stepped in. Whatsoever ol profit 
resulting from the cotip d'etat would have 
enured to the old Democracy under its 
alias of the White League. The colored 
Secretary of Stale and Superintendent of 
Public Schools, and the colored Adminis­
trator of Improvements would have gone 
overboard. The employment of colored 
men on the levee or elsewhere would have 
been interdicted, aud all those Liberals 
who recognized “ the colored people” of 
Louisiana would have been as effectually 
proscribed as the negroes them selves. Per- 
Laps it is well for the Conservatives that 
they did nut succeed iu their attempt to 
secure power for the White League rs. 11 
is certainly promotive of the health of 
the colored voters.

A STATEM ENT TO T H E  P U B L IC .

Having felt it m y d u ty  to  issue my proclam ation 
iffering a  Iarg<* rew ard for th e  apprehension and  
•onviction of the m urderers in th e  C oushatta out« 

rag«\ and to  th e  end th a t the  law  abiding citizens 
ot' the  State may fully comprehend the m agnitude 
c f  the  crim e Com nu tted , and be Induced to  render 
more ac tiv e  assistance to the  officers of th e  law , I 
deem  it proper to  m ake the following s ta tem en t.

These facts are gathered from reliable in io iu i*  
tien  received ai th e  Executive Departm ent:

Ou* o r about th e  tw entv-eighth day of August. 
X3T4. a  body of persons, belonging to  a  semi-mili­
ta ry  organization known as th e  W hite League of 
Louisiana, a>semWed in th e  town o f Cousbatta. 
parish of Red River, in th is  S ta te , for th e  purpose 
of compelling, by force o f arm s, th e  .State officers 
of f hat parish to  resign th e ir  positions.

These officers were men of good character; m ost 
of them  largely in terested  in p lanting and  m ercan ­
tile pursuit». They held th e ir  positions w ith  th e  
full consent of an  adm ittedly large m ajority  of th e  
iega! voter» of the  p a lish , th is  being a  largely 
Republican parish, a» adm itted  even by th e  Fusion 
re tu rn ing  boards.

The oulv known objection to  them  was th a t  th ey  
were of Republie an principles. F rank 8. Edgerton, 
th e  duly  qualified sheriif of th e  parish, iu s tr ic t  
compliance w ith  th e  law s o f th is  M ate , and  of the  
United M ates, summoned a  posse com i ta t  us of cit* 
izens. w hite and colored, to  assist him  iu p ro tec t­
ing the parish  officers in th e  exercise o f  th e ir  un ­
doubted righ ts am i duties trom  th e  th rea ten ed  un­
lawful violence of the  W h ite  Leagues. His posse, 
consisting o f  s ix ty  live m en, was overpow ered by  
a  superior lorce assem bled from th e  ad jacent par­
ishes, and finally, a fte r  several colored and w hite 
men had been killed*, surrendered  them selves pris­
oners, w it!; the  explicit g uaran tee  th a t th e ir  lives 
would he spared if th e  moi«» prom inent Repub 
licans would agree to  b ave th e  parish , and  those 
holding office would resign th eir positions.

These stipulations, tho u g h  unlaw fully exac ted , 
w ere complied w ith  on th e  p a rt of th e  Republican 
officials, who were theu  lot ked up  iu  th e  ja il  for 
th e  night.
