SOMETHING ABOUT THE WHITE LEAGUE 
The White League is popularly sup 

posed to be a revival of thejorganization 
known as tKe RuIgEET of*”the w ü te  Ca. 
melia. A carefiil consideration of the 
qu estion will show this opinion to be en­
tirely erroneous. The White Camélia 
order was based upon a sentiment and 
prejudice against the colored man per se, 
L  Caucasian alone should vote, rule or 
hold office. The question then was not 
one of politics, but one of race. The 
question now offered by the White League 
is clearly not one of race bnt of policy. 
Disguise it as they may, the White 
Leaguers throughout the State Are en­
deavoring with most strenuous exertions 
to obtain control of the laboring popula­
tion. The first move to achieve this pur­
pose was the threat to discharge all la­
borers, agricultural and otherwise, that 
wouldn’t vote the way ‘ the employer or­
dered. In  a partial degree this was put 
into effect in  New Orleans, St. Mary, 
Shreveport and Monroe, b u t  on the 
plantations i t  d id  not succeed at 
alL Ricking cotton or hoeing corn was 
not the forte of Ie Chevalier Toutbianc, 
and so the colored man and brother re 
tnained in position, and, in fact, master 
of the situation. Failing to institute po­
litical serfdom by the threat of non-em­
ployment, the Leaguers then resorted to 
a flank movement. This was the coup 
d'etat of the fourteenth instant, by which 
it was hoped to grasp the State govern­
ment and the registration of voters. That 
last plan has signally failed, and the legal 
administration remains intact. The 
Leaguers now- appear to be changing 
base. They are proposing to fuse, aud a 
division of offices between colored and 
whites is now the bait in the steel trap 
put forth.

Let the colored men beware. Disinte­
gration of the Republican party means a 
position of servitude on the part of labor 
to  landholders. A determined opposition 
aad perfect Union can alone preserve to 
the agricultural and other laborers the 
rights to which they are entitled under 
the law.

LETTERS FROM ABROAD.
Numerous letters are daily received at 

the executive department of State, from 
other States, congratulating Goveanor 
Kellogg tha t treason against the State 
government has been subdued by the aid 
of the federal government. The writers 
of these letters, in most instances old 
soldiers and comrades of the Governor io 
the war for the Union, tender their ser­
vices in the event of another rebellion, in 
support of the recognized, lawful State 
government. One of these letters is writ­
ten by an old United States officer, who is 
now a teach« r in a military school located 
at Fortress Monroe, in Virginia. He evi 
dently don’t believe in rcrip d'etats as a 
mode of regulating American politics, and 
is, therefore, willing to coine here and 
help pu t them down should it be neces 
sary.

ARRIVAL OF LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR 
ANTOINE.

’L ieutenant Governor Antoine, accom­
panied by Dr. Darrall, a  member of Con­
gress from the third congressional dis 
trict of Louisiana, arrived here on  Tues­
day evening last from New York. The 
Lieutenant Governor represents the people 
North and West as enthusiastically sup­
porting President G rant in the course he 
has taken to suppress the insurrection in 
Louisiana. The Lieutenant Governor is 
of the opinion that 500,000 troops would 
be furnished by the Northern and West- 
era States in & very short space of time if 
they were necessary to wipe out rebellion 
in the South. He found the temper and 
tone of the people just as decided in 
favor of the suppression of the rebellion 
as it was in 18G1.

OUR FOREIGN CONSULS.
A rumor prevailed here on Tuesday to 

the effect tha t two or three foreign con­
suls have been summoned to Washington 
by their respective ministers to answer 
certain serious charges against them 
growing ont of the recent riots. We sin­
cerely hope there is no foundation for the 
rumor or the reported charges. At the 
same time it is our duty to admonish all 
consuls and aliens of ever}* degree that 
the United States government is in no 
humor to be patient under acts of hos­
tility or impropriety on their part. If  
any consol here, therefore, has been 
guilty of acts of discourtesy toward the 
State government he will be sent home at 
once, either by his minister or our own 
government.

HON. P. G. DE3L0NDE.
This gentleman, who holds the impor­

tant position of Secretary of State under 
the present government of the State, ac­
companied by General Chester, a 
member of the Louisiana bar, arrived 
in the city yesterday morning. These 
gentlemen have recently made an 
extended tour through the North 
and West and speak in the highest terms 
of the treatment that has been accorded 
them everywhere as representative men of 
the colored people of Louisiana. They 
received marked attention at Niagara 
Falls and other watering places they
isited during their travels, and 

heard hut one c-xpression of opinion 
as to the course taken by the gov­
ernment in regard to the attempted 
revolution here, and that was in com­
mendation of President Grant for the 
prompt and efficient measures taken by 
him to squelch the insurrection. The 
people believe that if  the country had 
been under the rule of such a man as 
Buchanau instead of Grant we would 
have been cursed with another civil war, 
the result of which would have been very 
disastrous to the Southe ru Stetes.

Secretary Deslonde and General Ches­
ter both speak in glowing terms of the 
treatment they received and all they saw 
during their travels.

FADING. STILL FADING.
The White League assumed the title 

“ we, the white people of Louisiana." It 
denied the eligibility of the negroes to 
office. The P laynne, which had de­
nounced the 5Vhite League, per se; at 
once claimed this platform as that of 
the People’s party. A People’s party, 
which proscribed more than  half the- 
voters in the State, was a political 
anomaly anti contradiction. The in­
habitants of Terrebonne are in open re­
volt against the 5Vhite League. They 
have reconciled capital and labor, black 
and white, by uniting on a ticket, of Col­
lins, white Conservative planter, and 
Keys, colored Republican. We do not
