TEE SEVEN-LEAGUE LAWYERS.

The total abandonment of political di-
recticn to Lawyer Marr, and associate
counsel has resulted in ruin, us all valu-
able interests consigned to professional
care usually do. Tke reasonm is this: At-
torneye-af-law are educated to thivk that
no compromise i8 justifieble that leaves a
point of law in doubt ora skLilling in the
pockets of either client.

In this great contest for tte ofiices and
patronage of Louisitna we bave found
eminent attorneys retzined to proceed to
Washington aud expose before the com-
wittees and in the loLbies nll the legal
points in the brief cf Mr. McEnery.
They seem to have had a general re-
tainer in an action of ejectment at the
suit of McEnery et 2l., and were to pur-
sue the demand through il the phases of
law and chancery to a verdict for the
plaintiff. There was o decision during
the two terms that the attorneys swuug
their green bags in the committeeé rooms
ard lobbies. They returned to conduct
the case during tke interval, and we have
found the leading counsel brevetted to the
Lead of the Committee of Seventy., We
have seen him as the organ of a tnovement
declared *insurzectiopary,” address a
tormal demand apon Governo? Kellogg,
the tenant in possession, to surtender to
an armed assemblage ar office and patron-
age which the Jegislative authorities at
Waskington bad deglined to demand. We
have Leretofore mnoticed the prominent
conpection of those attorners with the
White League movement. It has been
argued that the effcct of this organization
might be to evict Goverror Kellogg by
impeachment o a Legislature elected with
that object.

We have now the same eminent connsel,
signing as chairman of the Committee of
Seventy, an address to the people of the
United States, asking that ‘“the sober,
second thought of this great people will
view quite calmly our condition, and de-
vise in their wisdom some method of re-
lief for this unhappy province.”

What particular motive these legal
gentlemen mey have to believe that their
counsels, which have led to the very
events which they deplore, shall be re-
ceived with credence by the American
people, we can not imagine. It seems to
be an ordinary professional act—a motion
in advent of judgment, or for a new trial
in a case wherea confiding client has
been cast in damages and costs, or is pos-
sibly reposing an indiscreet trust in the
abilities of the attorney, who persists in
condueting him to the ultimate limits of
the law. The American people have
made up their opizions, and we do not
think all the attorneys could move it.

FPerhaps,
the same distinctions might have
been taken as to the interest of the same
concern in the stock of the butchers'
meat monopoly ? The people understand
the past history of the Zimes, end con-
sider its past administration responsible
for the numerous *jobs™ expiated by
the babkruptey of the former concern. It
had been hoped that the presert directors
would have made a yecord of their own,
without undertaking to vindicate thatof
their predecessors, .

In trying to make on issae by eontest-
ing tbe meed of superior uppopularity
with the Rervercax it is a deagd failure,
The position of the Rervaricax bas been
that of an open and respected opponent,
while the Times barely escaped demone
strations of popular condemnation by the
most abject admission of successes which
it has since shown it did not regard aus
permanent, It feared the violence of a
people wko respect an open cpponent,
but despise an equivocal friend.

The Times can take refuge under the
flag of neutrality, and drive a thriving
trade by dealing with both parties. With
this it should be content. I should not
stand in the door of neutrality, and fing
mud in the faces of both the White League
and Republican combatants, It has been
riddled by the converging fire of both.
We would recommend the Zimes to solicit
the appointment of organ for the Kentucky
Democracy. In the art of fopping it
would beat Governor McGofSn himself.
He advocated sccession, and soon after
warned the Confederates if they wanted to
fight to keep cff Lis premises., In the
acrobatic adroitness of flopping, the Cou-
rier-Journal would be no competitor at all.
