The 
justice of the Kirst Municipal Police C ourt 
being unable to furnish any papers rejative 
to the case, the preliminary exam ination ot 
which having been heard by his prede­
cessor, the accused was discharged after 
having been in prison eight or nice mouths.

ORDER.

The police m agistrates and coroners ot 
the parish of Orleans are hereby directed 
aud required to comply with the provisions 
of the existing laws which provide 
tha t all property coming into tin ir 
possession or under their control in the 
course of judicial investigation be imme­
diately upon the termination ol said investi­
gation, transferred to the custody of the 
property clerk, to be there retained subject 
to the disposition provided for by law under 
the jurisdiction ot the proper court.

Patrick Clark vs. W. P. Harper and his 

sureties, Edw ard Rigney and Robert E. 
Rivers.—Plaintiff alleges $5000 damages for 
illegal seizure, stating th a t he has kept a t 
the corner of Sc. Charles and Constantino­
ple streets; th a t he is the victim of a con­
spiracy; tha t the city ordered him to remove 
by process of court beyond certain limits, 
th a t he complied with the order; that, after 
compliance, defendant seized thirty-one 
cows and detained them four days a 'te r  
confining them in the Sixth District pound;

Filth District Court.
Adolph Schnitze, petitioner for habeas 

corpus, alleges tha t ho is confined on a  com­
mitm ent ol Hon. A. H. McArthur, justice of 
the First Municipal Court, for alleged vio­
lation, by selling Havana lottery tickets, of 
act No. 9 of 1874; tha t the act is unconsti­
tutional, being in violation of articles two 
and ninety-four of the constitution of Lou­
isiana, and that the commitment is null and 
void, the court having no jurisdiction, and 
prays to lie discharged. W rit relused und 
prisoner remanded.

The following is Judge Culiom'* de­
cision:

The main point in this case i» simply the 
constitutionality of act No. 9 of 1874 under 
a.itiele ninety-four, which reads as follows: 
“ No jurisdiction, except as committing 
m agistrates in criminal cases, shall he con­
ferred on any officers other than those men­
tioned in this title, except such as may be 
necessary in towns and cities, and the judi­
cial powers of such officer shall not extend 
further than the cognizance of cases arising 
under the police regulations of towns anil 
cities in the State.” The main principles 
involved iu the case are laid down in 
Coolev’s Constitutional Law. The powers 
of government under our system are subdi­
vided th a t we may have a  more perfect gov­
ernment. The ditterent sections ia their 
sub-governments are subject to the general 
government. All parishes or counties and 
cities of the Union, aDd particularly in Lou­
isiana, have n o  more powers than those 
delegated to them by the authority which 
created them. W ithout, there would be 
no government; the created would be 
superior to the  creator. I a  the same 
analogy man might assume superiority 
to his Creator, for the Legislature, beiug 
the highest authority, approaches the In ­
finite Being et> far as the wisdom of man 
can approach it. In this theory it can del­
egate certain powers to do certain acts. In 
the city of New Orleane there is no author­
ity which has not been expressly delegated 
by the State. No autliority tha t it exercises 
has any vitality , for it is a mere parasite of 
the State. In the exercise of its authority, 
the Legislature may alter the  city charter, 
obliterate parish lines, and create others. 
All these are police regulations. I t  follows, 
th a t if the State deems proper to make 
police regulations for its creatures, that 
it  might have given them power to 
make, it may do so. The act creating 
the Louisiana State Lottery Company 
must bo deemed constitutional because 

- four decisions of the Supreme Court 
have so declared it. Act No. 9 is it
supplemental act, intended to protect the 
privileges given by the niuin act. That be­
ing constitutional there must be the right 
to pass acts aiding its enforcement It is a 
mere addendum. W hatever moral policy 
might indicate is not for tlie court to deter­
mine. I t  m ust respect the wisdom of the 
Legislature. The objection that the act is 
local, and therefore in violation of article 
second, is not well founded. The Legisla­
ture probably did not extend its provisions 
to other pari-h'-s because it did not deem it 
necessary, there being less business done in 
them.

In regard to the claim tha t the Legisla­
ture can not protect the sale of tickets of its 
own chartered lottery, where is the right of 
a toreign company to sell theirs? l i  oue has 
no right neither has the other. The a rgu ­
ment i» a two-edged »word, anil cuts both 
ways.

Four courts have passed on this question 
aud decided the act constitutional. The 
citizens are supposed to be guided by these 
decisions, and it is not right that a third, a 
a fourth or m fifth court should establish an 
antagonism. These decisions should be 
bowed to till reversed by a  higher court. 
If there are two parties iu diflerent courts, 
and the decisions are variant, both should 
appeal, and not call in another court to eet 
the people a t loggerheads.

The court here <tnoted from Cooley on 
Constitutional Law.

“It the courts are not at liberty to declare 
statutes void because of their apparent in­
j u s t i c e  or impolicy, neither can they do so 
because they appear to  the minds ot the 
judges to  violate lundamentul principles of 
republican government, unless it shall be 
found tha t these principles are placed be­
yond legislative encroachment by the con­
stitution.” C'a. vii.. sec. 5  p. I li9 .

Chancellor K*mt says; “ A solemn decision 
upon any point of law arising in any given 
ease becomes an authority in a  like case be­
cause it is the  highest evidence weean have 
ol the law applicable to  the subject, and ttio 
judges are bound to follow the decision so 
long as it stand« unreversed, tinless it can 
be shown that the  law wits misunderstood 
or misapplied in th a t particular c.is«. It a 
decision has been made upon solemn argu­
ment and mature deliberation the presump­
tion is in favor of its correctness and the 
community have a  right to regard it as a 
just declaration or exposition «if the law 
and to regulate their actions and contracts 
by it.” 1 Kent, 475,

Neither will » c o u r t ,  as a genera! rule, 
pas* upon a constitutionality question ami 
decid«- a statute to be invalid, unies» a  de­
cision upon th a t very point becomes neces­
sary to  the determination of the cause. 
“ While the courts can not shun the discus­
sion of constitutional questions when fairly 
presented, they will not go out of their way 
to find such topics.” Hoover vs. Wood, 9 
Ind., 287; Cooley Const. Law. cb, vii^ sac. 
2. p. 163.

Nur will a court listen to nn objection

made to the constitutionality of an act by a 
party whose rights it does not affect, and 
who has consequently no interest in defeat­
ing it. On this ground it has been held 
th a t the objection that a legislative act was 
unconstitutional, because divesting the 
righ ts  of remainder men against their will, 
could not he urged by the owner ot the par­
ticular estate, and could only be made nn 
behalf of the remainder men themselves. 
Ib.. eh. vii., sec. 3, p. 163.

Nor can a court declare a  statute uncon­
stitutional and void, solely on the ground 
of unjust and oppressive provisions, or be­
cause it is supposed to violate the natural, 
social or political rights of the citizen, un ­
less it can be shown th a t such injustice i» 
prohibited, or such rights guaranteed or 
protected by the constitution, lb., ch. vii., 
sec. 4, p. 164.

The moment a court ventures to sub­
stitute its own judgment for th a t of the 
Legislature, in any case where the consti­
tution has vested the Legislature with 
power over the subject, that moment it 
enters upon a field where it  is impossible 
to set limits to its authority, and where its 
discretion alone will measure the extent of 
its interferance. Ib. p. 167. The remedy for 
unwise or oppressive legislation, within 
constitutionul hounds, is by an appeal to 
the justice and patriotism of the representa­
tives of the people. If this fail, the people 
in their sovereign capacity can correct this 
evil, but cottris can not assume their rights. 
Ib. p. 168. The judiciary can only arrest the 
execution of a statu te when it conflicts with 
the constitution. I t  can not run a race of 
opinions upon points of right, reason, and 
expediency with the law making power, 
lb. p. 168.

No man is a t liberty to raise the question 
of the constitutionality of a law nnless he 
is a f le e te d  by it. The petitioner is not af­
fected in any diflerent manner than he 
would be if charged with any offense under 
a statu te. He could not claim exemption 
from punishment in tha t case. The Legis­
lature has made this an offense, and it does 
not lie in his mouth to question its au­
thority.

For these reasons, and in deference to the 
opinions of the other courts, the w rit is re­
fused. _

E ditor  R epu blica n :
The Bulletin of SaturcTuy and Sunday 

publishes » le tter from one E. M. L. Swey- 
zer addressed to the editor of the Chicago 
Inter Ocean. The object o f said le tter 
seems to  be an attem pt to  show th a t North­
ern men in this city in no way suffer for 
their political opinions, and tha t all reporta 
to the contrary are fa lse ..

Mr. Sweyzer is treated  with aa much 
politeness and respect a« if he was one of 
themselves (a Southerner), and mentions 
one or two military men who are also trea t­
ed with respect. Rem arkable, tha t officers 
of the regular army, who do not engage in 
politics, and who are well known to  be per­
fect gentlemen, should be treated a» such.

Mr. Sweyzer fought under McClellan in 
the late unpleasantness, and came South iu 
Ju ly , 1865, hence has had nine years to 
study Southern character. And I, too, 
fought under McClellan, and furthermore, 
came South the same year that Mr. Sweyzer 
names, four ffionths later. He has given 
his testimony, and I now give mine.

One class oi Northern men can live South 
in perfect harmony with Southern people, 
viz: those who have no very pronounced 
ideas regarding the colored man and civil 
rights.

In direct proportion to a Northern man's 
ability to hold his tongue on such subjects 
will he fare well a t the hands of Southern­
ers. If, perchance, from business relations 
or otherwise, he has grown indifferent re ­
garding the prim ary principles of a  repub­
lican government, viz: equal rights to all, 
and would as willingly talk  White League 
logic as eat his dinner, why, then, th a t is 
splendid. Forthw ith Mr. A, B or C is in­
troduced something after this fashion: “My 
friend C, a  N ortherner by birth, sir, a Son eh­
erner a t heart; I commend him to you as 
one v f  vs."  Now, if C happens to be a 
downright good fellow socially, he is all 
right. He has got his certificate of charac­
te r and is safe. I t  is soon forgotten where 
he came from. He is, to  all intents and 
purposes, a  Southerner, except when he 
suddenly discovers th a t he can serve his 
friends by telling the world th a t he, a North 
erner, is all righ t with the W ashington Ar­
tillery.

Now I know some of those W ashington 
Artillery boys, and they are right good 
fellows; but I never gave them any of my 
decided views regarding the negr# and 
equal rights hut th a t they were much dis. 
gusted. Hence I endeavored to  avoid the 
subject where 1 knew there was no harmony 
in opinion.

There are. however, many who were 
never members of the W ashington Artil 
lery—non-combatants, who never emelt 
gunpowder during the entire war. Such 
men have far less civility than those brave 
foemen whom we Northerner» found 
•worthy of our steel.” The men who cared 
not euough for the Confederacy to take the 
field are often very insulting and irrita ting  
to Northern men. I suppose we ought to 
pity them th a t they can not behave better 
But it sometimes goe» beyond words, 
know of one ex soldier of the federal army, 
who from wound# received in battle had 
the use of bu t one arm , who was violently 
assaulted t»y one of the stay-at-homes. The 
only provocation given was a  defense of the 
general government and an indorsement of 
equal rights. He wa* told th a t “ any one 
who would express such sentim ents was » 
dog.”

But the ex Confederate soldiers, who. as 
a rule, are civil, anil could scarocly commit 
a eowardly assault like the abeve, have no 
lo re  for and little  if any social relations 
with Northern men of outspoken Republican 
sentiments.

Let us look the m atter squarely in the face- 
The Southern whites don 't like Republican 
principles, and hence the people can not be 
expected to  like those who indorse, work 
for and vote for those principles. I t  was 
those principles th a t recruited the  largest 
army in the late war, and caused the  defeat 
ot the Southern army. Those principles 
liberated the slave and gave him the right 
to vote. The Kellogg government enforces 
those principles to d a j, and hence is moat 
cordially hated for it. Any other Repub­
lican State government, without even the 
shadow of a charge against it» legality, 
would have m et with equal hostility and 
abuse.

The South don’t believe iu tlie prim ary 
principles of republican government. They 
never did accept them a t heart. Givetboui 
the  opportunity aud they will rid them ­
selves of what, to them, is a  fundamental 
error in government itself. Believing this, 
is it any thing strange th a t they should bo 
bitterly opposed to those Northern lamiiie» 
who espouse the Republican cause? I t  is 
all nonsense to write about Northern men 
of known Northern sentiments, or Repub­
lican sentiments, being treated “ as one ol 
themselves” (Southerners). Under peculiar 
circumstances, such as relative,», the  ease 
may vary. But then, by m utual courtesy 
and consent, polities are ignored. Men may 
deal together in business, but seldom do 
they meet in each other» home circle.

The Governor of Georgia come» out 
squarely against the civil rights bill, and 
says in substance “ that's  what's the m at­
ter.” So would Louisiana, it she had not 
the “usurpation” handle to  use in its place. 
W hat » godsend th a t was to the Louisiana 
Democracy. The South is to-day squarely in 
rebellion againsteivil rights. They say tha t 
it is practically social equality. As a  body 
servant a colored man could accompany the 
Southern man in all his travels, but a« a 
freeman lie must not contaminate a first 
class cabin on a  river boat, or «-nter a Pull­
man palace car. A nurse with a white baby 
in her arms can enter a tirst-cluss »part- 
men r, but alone and the smoking car is her 
portion.

The masse# ot the white people in the 
interior of the State have no more idea of 
the basis principles of a republic than a cat 
has. The city  whites und« rstand those 
principles well, aud hence hate the very 
name of a republic.

I would not have it inferred from any ­
thing I have said thaï there are no Southern 
men of Republican sentimeuTs. 1 know a 
few such—men win«, a t the time, regarded 
the act of secession as a  fatal ern  r. Tb« se 
tire men ot no influence with the Southern 
Democracy to d ay . Such men, who coun­
sel moderation, I have found g«:nial. gen­
erous and hospitable to a fault. 
f.~ I <io not know Mr. Sw« yzer; 1 do not re­
member hearing bis name before; hut 1 
will venture to say tl h m io n 'tsay  much 
to “one of tbcms«-Ive four- Ives) about 
civil rights, or e«;ual .-tits, or whatever 
you may call it.
