The
politicians on each side are employed in
squeezing their respective coustituencies.
The ofticial demand on a clerk at the
Customhouse or at the City Hall has some
show of reasom in the individual interest
insured. But ¢he banker or merchaut
who is required to pay for obtaining
offices for other people bas much
more teason te complain. The de-
mend is made in a pleasant and affable
meanner. Thers is no compulgion, not
the least. 1t ia a little like the alms asked
¢in the name of God,” from Gil Blas, by
» petitioner whose musket was bearing on
the travelez so piously adjured to con-
tribute.

pend an election fund, weshould be over-
run by sucu g borde of famished Demo-
cratic politicians as would utterly de-
moralize and confuse our purty organiz-
tion. While, then, the practice continues
of assessing salaries of the office
holders and blackmailing the bank-
ers an® merchants, the eclerks, sheriffs,
and coromers, it i to be hoped
the Democratic party will continus
true to their ancient traditions. Let them
demand from their bankers and merchants,
on pein of *‘soeial osteacism' aud *‘moral
pressure with disagrecable aiternatives,”
the money necessary to fes tho Beven
League lawyers at Washington and at
home.

The holder of the State and especially
those of our city debt will, perhaps,
flnd as unavailable a schedule of invest-
ments as could well be imagined. The eoa-
struction and repair of our levees are repre-
sented in the value of our lands, the
drainage of our swamps in the health and
comfort of our city, but we apprchend
there will ba found no investment paying
its own interest into cither the State or
city treasury.

cistied of Union men were mpelled to
adopt names in accordance with the in-
tolerant spirit of those times to avoid sus-
picion and save theit members from
persecution.

It is to bo hoped the present electoral
campaign will give Louisiuna such a
Legislature as will seek to restore her
character and prepare for the ultimate
peymen$ of whatever amount of public
debt her authorities and creditors may
find her, on conference, able to meet.

THE JUSTICE OF THE WORLD.

A man endowed with influence and
great ability is charged with an offense
which if committed would be fatal to his
purity of character. A woman implicated
a8 equally guilty is tried before the same
tribunal of public opinion. The man is
borne above the tide of reproach oa the
arms of those who sustain the moral char-
acter of the man as a pillar on which rests
the moral character of the association to
which he and they belong. The woman,
with no snch inflaence and with no such
support, droops, withers and disappears
beneath the tacit censure of society.

In what does the position—in what
should the responsibility of these persons
impleaded for immorality differ? If the
man should be received in & public as-
sembly with adulation and applause, why
should there be no balm and spikenard
poured into the lacerated heart of his eo-
partner in obloquy? ¥f the woman be
worthy of condemnation, and ought to be
excluded as a moral Pariah from even the
sympathies of society, why should the
alleged accomplice in the alleged offcnse
be lifted into honor while she is thrnst
down into torment? The one is in
Abrabham’sbosom, the otherin the bottom-
less pit. The vindication of these people
should be equal or their punishment the
same.

We do not complain of the iuj
the world. It would be useless to do =0,
sinee the right of appeal to a higher (ri-
bunal lies to cvery one who may leee
been aggrieved by its judgment.

In most communities the world spares
or readily eondones the zuilt of the man,
while it will not tolerate the identieal
crime in the woman. Perhups theve may
be a reason why so much or a stand-
ard should Le exacted of tie one than the
other. Upor tke purity of worau depends
the existenoe of social virtue., The indi-
vidual esample of ian is, escept in re-
markable eases, limited to the society and
generation that surround him. But wowan
is the teachcr, as she is the source,
ot moral scutiment. Upon her fidelity
to trust and to truth depends, not mezely
the preservation of econtemporancous
virtue, but the taint of wrong eommuni-
cated by her vice, may pass into coming
generations and corrupt the current of
social virtue for generations to follow.

While we may, as severe moralists, per-
ceive in the superioe value of female vir-
tue a reason why that sex should be Leld
to stricter account than their more
frail and fallible copartuers of the oppo-
site sex, we can not repress a feeling of
regret that it should be so. We may not
believe that woman should be dealt with
more leniently, but we do believe that
men aspiritg to be equals in purity should
be her partner in any common condeiana-
tion for » common wrong.
