Mr. L. H. Gardner introduced a resolu­
tion for the appointment of three members 
as a committee to meet other comrni'tees, 
to be appointed by the Dutton Exchange 
and Merchants’ Exchange respectively, in 
conference upon the best means of securiug 
a railroad to Texas.

Mr. Gardner proceeded to explain that the 
anxiety of the city lor such a connection 
had been so prolonged and so often disap­
pointed us to compel some measure of inde­
pendent action without awaiting longer the 
delusive assurances which had so often ex­
cited our hopes. He indicated that the con­
nection should be made from some point *n 
the river at or near Plaquemine, and the 
money applied to extend the road direotly 
into the heart of Texas, so as to intercept 
tbe present tendency of trade to other mar- 
kets.
