Whereas, The federal Congress has the
undoubted power to enforce, by suitable
legislation, eaid righte; therefore be it

Kesoived, That we reaftirm and indorse
the platforsa of the National Republiean
Convenfion sdopted at Philadelphia in 1872
in declaring that the equal civil and politi-
cal rights of all citizens shoula be en orced
by a;-pmpﬁne State and federal legislation.

2. That we fully imdorse the action of the
nationa! adwministation in taking .u'ctive

political in their region and of the
same event in the reconsructed States. In
the one case it is a rivalry, in the other it is
astrife: in the one it is eonfined to a brief
period, in the other it pervades ali times
and all occasions, and the political situation
seemingly becomes the material interest.
In one region the struggle is brief and

eably conducted; in the other it is
prolonged and perpetual, marked by bit-
terness, intolerance, persecutions, 1uur-
der and aseassination. In ene section of
the Union, Republicanism is a badge ot
homorable patriotism; in the other a large
proportion of the Democratic and Conser-
vative classes profess to regard it as a po-
litical leprosy, contact with which is to be
shunned, and those professing its princi-
ples are assumed to be the eocial, woral
and political enemies of the South. Aud
the experience of the members of this con-
vention d the fact that, within

measures to suppress trag v

and intimidation, which exist in many of
the Southern States, and in maintaining
law and order, and the rights of all classee,
and especially its action in suppreasicg the
recent iesurrection, and in upholding the
existing government in Louisisna, inas-
touch as any other course of public policy
would have been destractive ot republican
institations, and the adoption of a prece-
dent dangerous to the rights of self-govern-
ment, which can enly be executed under
the constitution and laws made jn pur.
suance thereof.,

3. That, in the name of humanity, we de-
nounce in the strongest terwms tne perpe-
trators of the numerous murders, ussus-
sinations and other qutrages in portions of
the reconstrncted States, upon eitizens
whose only offense was a firm attachment
to and support of the Republican party and
the principles of equality and civil law;
and we arraign the Democratic party of

the land of their nativity and adoption,
their lives and those of men of their party
faith are in constant peril through the
maintenance of a political idea, and they
find themselves without adequate protec-
tion from either the State or the national
government.

All the malignancy and bitterness gener-
ated by crushed pride of pohtical and sec-
tional opinion, by defeat upon the battle.
field and the downfall of the lost cause, by
the overthrow cf the dominaney of the
white race, by immediate poverty, pressing
want and the necessity to labor, are agura-
vated by the presence of the direct cause,
in the opinion of the old citizens of the
South—the colored man. The force of the
very circumstances under which the colored
man was emancipated and enfranchised,
made bim an adherent to the party in
power, and put him in political antagon-
ism with the disaflected white classes.
The ci of tion under

the South, who have fostered the exist

of the Ku-Klux, White League and other
rebellious organizations, by whom these
outrages have in the main been committed,
betore the bar of the nation as directly re-
sponsible for these murders, and for the
fact that, as a general thing, the perpetra-
tors have thus far gone unwhipped of jus-
tice. And we fully indorse the action ot
the administration in its endeavor to prose
cute these offenders in the federal courts
whenever and wherever said offenses are
therein cognizable.

4, That it is the deliberate opinion df this
convention that whenever a State govern-
ment, is overthrown by revolutionary weas.
ures, and efforts made to inaugurate another,
that prompt and eflicient action should be
bad by Congroes to give to every State the
republican torm of government ruaranteed
by t@'e constitution of the United States,

5. That we earnestly appeal to all citizens
ot the Uuited States, whatever their politi
cal associations “may be, who revere the
sucred majesty of the law and the dignity
of the nation, to aid us in an bonest effort
to restora. tranquillity to our people, to in-
vite immigration to our States, and to de-
veldr the muterial interests ot the whole
country.

¢. That. we unqualifiedly denounce the
recent atthmpt in some of the Southern
States to organize political parties on what
is known as the *race issue;” that we are
opposed to all political organizations having
for their object the arraying of one class of
outr citizens against anpother, and that we
call upon all good citizens throughout the
South to aid as in our efforts to eultivate
and perpetuate friendly relations betwecn
the races,

7. That the opening of our great rivers

and water eourses, especially the mouth ot
the Mississippi and the navigable streams
of the South, vl the maintenance of the
naval etations on the Southern coast being
ot the utmost .mportance to the weltare of
our country, we ask that such appropria-
tions may be made from fime to time b
the general government as will accomp!
this result.
8. That as 8 general diffusion of knowl-
edgeis the best safeguard of liberty, and
the surest guarantee of the perpetuity ot
fres government, that we hereby earne ity
request and urge Congress to_appropiiate
the public lands, or the proceeds of the sale
thereot, to the cause of education, and that
the same be applied to the maintenance and
support of the public schools in the several
Statee in the ratio of jlliteracy.

9. That we earnestly urge npon the Re.
publican party in the South and the admin.
trution at *Washington the imperative
necessity of selesting none but honest, faith-
tul and capable men for ofiice, and we
recommend the national administration to
remove all such as do not pogsess these
qualifications,

The laws of the States, designed for the
protection of life and properry, are not
enforced with certainty, and in cases where
they are violated by members of the Dew-
oeratie party for political purposes, they
are violated with impuuity. Congressional
investigations bave made kmown to the
world that secret oath-bound organizations
exist throughout the Southern States; that
their object is. by force and violence to pre-
vent the newly enfranchised race from ex-
ercising the right of suffiage, and thus to
deprive them of political power; that in the
execution of their design the members of
these secret organizations have committed
crimes without number of a nature calculat-
ed 1o intimidate and territy, and that they
are as free from fear of punishment or cause
to fear, by the enforcement of the laws of the
States in which the ot were ted
as though they were wholly guiltless. So
prevalent and powerful is the sympathy for
those who cowmit these acts, that before it
the law is insignificant und powerless. In
the rarest cases has & grand jury preferred
a bill of indictment against any of the per-
petrators ot these crimes, and in no in-
stance that has come to our knowledge, has
a petit jury been found to return a verdict
of guilty against the perpetrator of even
the most eruel murder, when committed
upon the person of s Republican for poit-
ical reasops.

Yet
this is the ease in the Southern States to-
day A powerful press preserves silence as
to the offense, or persistently misrepresents
the circumstances under which it was com-
mitted, or where coucealment is no longer
possible, boldly defends the aet of the crim-
inal. The character of the dead viotim is
maligned, aud a deed of blood horrible in its
details, is exalted into an act of patriotisw.
Where, under the laws ot the general govern
ment, the United States courts have jurisdio-
tion of theoffense and suceeed in arraigning
t!u-vruninul,lhl- more t.lented and influen
tial mewbers of the teg:l profession hasten
o \'ull")h?el: their servicesin his defense, nnd
where bail is required gor the appearance
ot the offender, the wealthy members of

vaunted pride of race, but the arrogi
engendered by a vicious and oppressive
institution contribute to embitter many ot
the white men of the South, and they, not
nonaturally, feel, though wunjustly, that
the black man’s privileges have been
acquired through tbe downfall, and at
the expense of the preud and hitherto
dominant Casucasian. In the presence of
these hostile political and v rsonal preju-
dices, the colored people feel that th.ir
rights are In jeopardy, and every contest,
to them, at least, involves not only the

Jones, Care
rath and Marsh. The wound is a bad one,
but not dangerous.
