Con-
tributions were then invited, which were
invested as fast as received, the lotof six
acres, upon whi | th uouument i3 erected,
was secured, early in 1863 the
association o a prize of ome thon-
sand dollars artists for a design
for the monui’ The plan submitted by
the young sculjptor, Larkin G. Meade, Jr.,
was accepted. The base of the monument
forms a square of seventy-two feet in ex-
tent, and the central sbaft rises to an ele-
vation of ninety-eight feet. On the outer
edge of the crown of the pedestal are in-
seribed in stone the namegr of the States
and Territories, one stone being devoted to
each State, the whole forming a circuit en-
tirely around the monument,<+ On each
corper of this pedestal will be placed a
group representing respectively cavalry,
infantry, artillery and the navy. These
figures are now being manufactured under
the direction of Mr. Meade, and will cost
$13,500 each. The cost of the entire mong-
ment, when complete, will be about
$200,000. Upon the central shaft stands
the fizure of Mr. Lincoln in bronze, The
figure i1s of heroic size, eleven feet six
iaches high, and ia pronounced ar excel-
lent likeness.

The ceremony of unvailing was attended
by President Grant, Secretary Belknap and
a host ot the representative men of the
day. The oration was delivered by Gov*
ernor Oglesby. The reading of a dedicatory
poem, and music yendered, were incidental
to the occasion:

So expensive a tuemorial is not entirely
in keeping with the simple and unostenta-
tious life led by Mr, Lincoln, but it was a
free will offering ot private contribution,
and will ever be pointed to with national
pride, The face of the figure is turned to
the south. At the dawn of the Christian
era lived a man whose mission was to be
the Saviour of men, who loved all
