Joint resolution providing for » changs fin
the name and title of tha agent and
consul general of the United States at
Alexandria.

Be it resolved by the S8enate and House
of Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled, That the
name and title of the agent and consul
general of the United States at Alexandria
shall, from the passage of this joint resolu-
tion, be ‘““agent and consul general of the
United States at Cairo.”

Approved Jauuary 8, 1874

Joint resolution providing for the termina-
tion of the treaty between the United
States and His DMajesty the King of the
Belgians, concluded at Washington, July
m-vleuleenth. eighteen Lundred and tilty-
eight.

Wukereas, It i3 provided by the seven-
teenth article of the treaty between the
United States of America, on the one part,
and His Majesty the King ot the Belgians,
on the other part, concluded at Washing-
ton on the seventeenth day of July, anno
Domini eighteen hundred and fifty-eight,
that *‘the present treaty shall be i’;n force
during ten years from the date of the ex-
change of the ratifications, and until the
expiration of twelve months after either of
the high contracting parties shall bave an-
nounced to the other its intention to ter-
minate the operation thereof, each party
reserving to itself the right of making suc!
declaration to the other at the end of the
ten years above mentioned, and it is agreed
that, after the expiration of the twelve
