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WHO ARE TEE TRUE FRIENDS OF THE
ALIEN?

The Rmrrrricax first published the
fact that there were in 1870 some 15,000
males above the age of twenty-one, resi-
dent in Louisiana, who could mneither
vote uor be compelled to bear arms,
This naturally created a stir among per-
sous of this class. The Repunricax also
explained that those aliens who had
borne arms in the late insurrection bad
violated the laws and treaties of neu-
trahty--were, in faet, filibusters, and
right be extradicted if our government
should take steps against such ignum:?t
or misguided men. The effect of ufu
warning was to crowd the regis-
tration with clien applicants whose
numbers range from 4600 to G000, ac-
cording to various estimates. Now, as
the whole foreign immigration which ar-
rived and remained in Louisiana last year
was not 1500 men, women and children,
it is reasonable to suppose tbat the aliens
who have attempted to naturalize in the
Second District Court were composed
largely of those to whom we have referred,
and that they bad wisely as well as honor-

he will have nothing te do all day, unless
it be to stand around helping to obstruct
the sidewalk and interrupting those who
may be in a hurry to vote and resume
their regular business.

1t is, however, perfectly congenial to the
common law. So our alien friends, many
of whom would have voted the Republi-

THE COMMON LAW---THE PERFECTICK CF
REASON.

The very unfortunate advice of the
Seven League attorneys has occasioned
much trouble to Louisiana, and their as-
surance that the Second District Court is
a proper entry to citizenship may be
added to the mischlef. Your average at-
torney will advise you any way for a fee.
Their object is not to promote justice, bus
to evade the law. The opinion of Attor-
ney General Field differs from that of the
legal gentlemen retained for the White
League. His opinions are those of a
sworn law officer of the State. It is a
principal part of his duty to defend and
advise the State authoritics, and for this
he receives no special fee, Asa counselor
of the State, chosen and sworn for the
public service, his official opinion will
weigh down a thousand of those who
would defend Pierre Bertin as a much
injured man, and Garvey as a martyr to
judiciel strictures.  In this we pass no
censure, Justice requires that the best
shall be said and shown for the worst
case. So we take the official and sworn
opinion of the chief law officer of the
Commonwealth as against the most wily
and plausible attorneys who volunteer to
contradiet him,

The opinion itself is brief and conclu-
sive. It is shown that the act of Congress
of 1802 required that any court granting
letters of naturalization to aliens should
possess a jurisdiction at common law.
Superficial attornies rarely know much of
history, and those who practice under the
Civil Code of Louisiana, have little famil.
farity with the Anglo-Saxon histery of the
common law. Theuse of this term by
Congress, therefore, appears to such at.
tornics a mere pleonasm. The men who
framed that law of 1802 knew, however,
the value of common law jurisdiction.
They knew it had assured their ancestors
ibertyand justice. They had preserved its
absolute, or its analogical authority, when
they threw off a regal government that, in
their opinions violated the principles of
the common law, Hence they demanded
its jurisdiction and guarantee when an
alien was to be admitted to citizenship in
the United States. Naturalization is a
statutory right, and Congress proposed it
should be executed under a jurisdiction co-
val with Runnymede and the reformation
and the declaration of American inde-
pendence.  Congress did not at the date
of the law own Lenisiana, but it wisely
foresaw that the coda of the Pandeots, of
the Seripts, of the Emperors and the de-
crees of the Pope was not the law for free
born Republicans. Then, if the White
League attorneys will read English
history they will find that the an-
cestors of the men of 1776 main-
tained the common law centuries ago
when they repelled an attempt of the
clergy to impose upon them the civi] law.
It was then that they said in the Latin of
that day:  *“We are not willing to change
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the laws of Bngland ¥ And why?  Be-
cause the civil law is the imperial law,
enacted not by the people, but an em-
peror; not adopted like the common law
by the will and assent of the people, but
avowing the doctrine that ““The King is
the author and expounder of the law.”
Well might those men of 18(2 have guard-
ed the rights of man, and required that
the alien should come into the Union
through *4 court of common law.” It was
well and worthily done. It was dore efiec-
tually, as has been shown in the clear and
succinct Anglo Saxon of Attorney General
Field, who knows and values the common
law a8 Attorney General Coke himself.

*'SOME MORE DEVELOPMENTS.”

WVhen the insurgents broke into the
State House on the fifteenth of Septem-
ber, among other papers purloined were
Jetters from General Batler and Iion.

Cameron,” giving a blank street and
blank number of street in Philadelphia.
It tells the fictitions Cameron, who for
the best reasons in the world can not be a
son of Senatar Cameron, that the writer
will send $10,000, payable through A.J,
