Yesterday afternoon, between three and
four o'clock, while Governor Kailogg, ac-
companied hy Judge Atocka, was driving
leisurely up Canal street to his home, in a
cab, the vehicle was bailed by Major E. A,
Burke, at a point between Rawmpart and
Bisin streota, The carrizge was stopped,
and the Governor extended his haod in
friendly greeting. Mazjor Burke seized the
profiered hand, stepped upon the side of
the catriage, and attempted to paill the
Governor from his eeat, it the same time
striking at the Governor. The driver

immediately etarted the team, throw*
ing Bwke to the gronnd. As the

carriaga started Governor Kellogz drew
hia pistol and tired through the back of the
earriage, the curtain being rolled up at the
time. Burke drew lis weapon and fired
five shota at the retreatiug carriage, but
forturutely none of them took eflect. Quite
a erowd gathered, and thera wae fir a
Ltime considerable excitement in the neigh-
borhoed. Major Burke smrrendered him-
gelf immediately to Detective Walsh and
was taken to the central police atation.
Shartly after arriving there hie was released
on parole. In auvother evlumn appears a
letter from Governor Kellozg to Major
Barke, the incisive puints of which itis pre-
sumed were tuade a pretext by Major
Burke for the commission of the ascaulz,

GOVERNOR KAHN APPEALS TO THE LEVEE
COMPANY TO REBUILD THE WORK.

The Limitations, Responsibilities and
Embarrassments of the Levee
* Company.

Ex-tiovernor Hahp, ot ~t. Charles, a few
days since, wddresscd the following letter
0 the president of the Levee Company:

HansvinLg, October 21, 187
John Wendersan, Esd., President Louisians Levee

Company.

My Deak Siz—Allow me to nddress you
a few words in favor of aun immediate ve-
butlding of the Bonnet Carre levee. No
section of the State has sutfered more
severely from inundations than that part
of the parich of 8t. Charles embraced within
the ravages of the Bonnei Carre crevasse.
Their proximity to Now Orleans, and their
well known characier fur having always
done their utmost towasd building therr
own levecs, the terzible extens of their Joss
and sutfering consequent on two great ine
undations within a few years, and the un-
certainty and despair now pervading all
classes of the people of that unfortuuate
section of my parish, should eertainly
entitle them to the 1ost earnest
solicitude and sympathy of the f.evee
(‘ompany. Many planters, from Bonnet
Curre down to Kenncrville, lost great por-
tions of their crops and were compelled
to nhandon the cuitivation of mu-h
1 nd, as is well* knoyn to your i
piesident (Mr. Kenner). who has friends
and relatives residing there, while not a
few were reduced fr great wealth to
sheer poverty. ‘The rich, as ia matural in
such cases, were not the only sufferers.
Tue little homes of the poorer people were
drifted awas, snd all their live stock and
movab'e property were drowned und lost.
The torced sbandonment of mavy large
plantations threw hundreds of colored
people out of employment, und thus greatiy
reduced the wages of labor in the three
parishes ot 8t. John, Charles and Jeffer-
son, The miserable system of *‘relief"”
planned and executed by the politicians
and office holders of New Orleans yielded
no relicf to these people, whutever may
have heen its operations elrewhere, There
is still much misery, still mauy unewpioyed
rolored people, and the planters will be
unable to resume work or get aid from the
city tnerchants unlesa some assuranees are
given that your company intend to rebuild
the leyee.

1 am rorry to learn that the ecompany
does not feel the interest in this levee which
its importanes secins to demand, and that
it in%nds to exeuse its non-action by some
technieahty tounded on & recow nendation
o1 certain engiveers or commissioners: and
1 aw sorry to learn that some engineera con-
vected with levee matters are epposed to
the rebuilding of this levee becsuse they
deem this a good poiut for an outlet of the
water to the lakes. Geographically, there
her points along theriver wuch better
1 for the creation of outlets than this.
f their views should be entertained
and approved, e and homanty de-

mind ihat the water 1rom the river to the
lake should be controiled and restricted
within suitable bounds by means of new
leveesn,

1 am aware of the financial difficulties
the company labors under, and I can bear
testimony to yonr own desire to aid your
fellow-citizens. But in view of the fore-
going facts, may 1 not be pardouned for ask-
mg you to recousider uny hasty decision
that may have been made by your com-
pany on this subjee?, and for earnesily
entreating you to strain some poiats, and
muke extra exertions for securing levee
protection to the hundreds of my good
neighbors and constituents on the left bank
of the river, who are now underzoing such
great mentsl anxiety and enffering much
material loss! Your prowise to rebuild the
Bounet Carre levee will vevive their hopes
and energive, restore their city credit, and
give them renewed and valnable assistance,
It will cause them at onee to teel hike new
men, adding «kill, labor, improv ment, wa-
terial wealih and cheerfulness to the State.

This is not what
you are pleaged to term a techuical ohjec-
tion ou the part of the Levee Company; it
is @ positive restraint imposed by law on
said company, and, it you will allow me to
84y 80, for @ wise purpose. It the Levee
Compans had the option and sclection of
the particular levees to be built, the govern-
ine motive with them might Le to bld
those which are the easicst to he built, and
to leave those, which from their location,
thinugh timbered or swam py lands, are more
didieult and expensive, and consequentiy
less profitable to the compuny or the con-
tractor.

rentative on said board did not, The whole
board agreed in ordering it elosed in their
tirst list, and they claim that its om’'ssion 0
liw reviscd list was a “‘compalFory” nece.-
ty.

In reply to your statement that you are
“gorry 1o learn that the company does not
feel the interest in this levee (the Bonnet
Carre) which ite importance seems to de-
mand,” ete., permit we to say that &o
auxions was the Levee Company to have
this particular levee placed under contract,
that before the tir-t list of levees ordered
had been completed h_\'.tlm_ Board of Cowe-
wissioners, #nd in anticipation of its being
ordered, the compuny published an adver-
tisement ealiing tor bids to !guild said levee.
In response to this advertisewent several
bids were received. Among others, one
from a very responsible party offer
ing to do the work for cash., This
party was informed that the enrreunt
resources of the Levee Company did not
allow them to make coutracts paya-
ble cash in full, bat that a contract would
be wade payable one-third cash, and two-
thirds on time payuments, €ven at a very
materinl inervase of price per cubie yard
above the price asked in the original bid.
This moditication of the original bid wounld
have been assented to, as the Levee Com-
pany was informed by the sub-contractors
waking the propusal, if any third party
vould be found to arsist in earryivg the
paper of the Leves Company, either by
advaneing money on the notes, or by in-
dorsing the notes to make the paper more
current in the woney market, and thus in-
sure discounts at reasonable rates.

The party moet interested in the building
of thiv levee 19 the New Orleans, St. Lonis
and Chicage Railrcad Company, and that
corporation was applied to by the sub con-
tractors to assist them in carrying the nuotes
of the Levee Company and tbus secure the
iwmediate eonstruetion of this importaut
work. Had said corporation consented to
lend its credit, as proposed, the work would
have been begun early in September last,
anud onee actually beguu it must necessurily
have been left included in the ¢ ion-
ers’ list, after the sae was revieed, even if
a number of smailer levees had to be
omitted in consrquence. But the railroad
company peremptorily refused to have
anythiog to do with the matter—to grant
any aid whatever.

The cost of the Bonnet Carre leves would
ba about $60.0¢9, and the Levee Company
determined to apply §20.060, or one-tkird of
the eost, out of their cash receipta to the
building of that levee, deeming that that
wus as much as their duty to other interests
ot the State would allow them to do, giving
paper at six and twelve months for the
other two-thirds, say $10,000. Had the
railroad company eonsented to earry $25.-
(00 f this paper, there is littla doubt the
contract would thus bave been closed
nearly two wonths ago, and the levee now
would have been well advanced.

This statewent ia made, not for the pur-
pose of making compliints, or of éndeavor.
iug to avoid any respunsibility incidental to
she duties of the Levee Compuny, but as
an explanation of the reacons, und o that
sou may fuily usderstand them, why tlgn
Bonnet Carre levee is not now included in
the list of levess to he eonatructed thia year,

In answer to the letter of Mujor E. A.
Burke repudiating the arrangement for the
division ot the ballot boxes, Governor Kel-
logg addressed the tullowing letter to him:

STATE 0F LovistaNa,)
Executive Department,
New urlvans, October 23, 1874, Y
F. A. Burke, Fsq.. Chairman Committee on Begis-
tration, Denocratic und Conservative Party:

S12—Your letter of yesterday, in reply to
minl:v of the same date, was rveceived last
night.

i desire to call your attention to yonur
communication of October 2, in which,
after seferring to a comversation had the
previous night at my house between Nr.
Packard, yon and myself, wherein the sub-
Jjeot of having two ballot boxes was inci-
dentally discussed, you indicate that you
are willing to eonsent that the votes of all
persons naturalized in the Secord District
Court be deposited in a separate ballot box.
This was the girst written cowmunication
that pussed between us on this suhject. I
replied on the following day, putting the
proposition in what I regarded as a mors
practicable form. You rejoined on the
twenty-seventh of October, accepting the
proposition, with a modification that instead
ol two boxes being used, one box, divided
by a partition, should be substituted. I ace
cepted the modification in my letter of the
same date,

The question of challenging, which is now
bronght so prominently forward, $s clearly
not material, for in your letter of Dc¢tober 25
you assign a8 a ground for the proposition
of having two boxes that * there is a differ-
ence of opinion as ta the legal effect® ot
voiea by persons naturalized in the Second
District Court, and in asseuting to a double
buallot-box you youreelf make a disorimi-
naticn against them for the purpose, as you
say, of ** preserving the rights of all parties
interested.”

This is the whole story. Your communi-
cation last night, which is simply a labored
effort to raise a false i<eue, in order to cover
your retreat, was entirely unuceessary.
You were anxious to have the proposition
contained in your letter ol tlie twenty-sev-
enth accepted. [ nceeded to it, and you
now, for rome reason, regede from yonr po-
sition. All that need have been eaid nnder
the ciremmstances was that youn desired to
be relieved of your agreement.

This guestion of the jurisdiction of the
Second District Court did not originate
with me. I had given the matter no special
attention, ard had no other thought but to
uvoid complications and difficulties—a dis-
poeition which has actubted mo during the
whole canvase.  In view of all the facts
aud cireumstances—taking inio ecusidera-
tion that there is a great diversity of opin-
ion among leading luwyers npon this gues.
tion—that much ill feeiing has been engen-
dered, und the turther fuct that as the
nawea «f all persons naturalized i the
Second Distriet Conrt have bsen desiznat-
ed upon the poll Jisis, as was mutually
agreed on, 8o that their identity ez bo
casily established, and as I tind it has been
decided by the courts that in s ecoutest for
office no person can be exerapt from testify-
ing what candidates ho voted for, I ane of
opinion that there is no necesaity either for
aeparate boxes, as agreed in your letter of
October Y3, or partitioned boxes, 8a8 piv-
posed in your communication of ) tober
Ji. I amfinfavorof aliowing all the ballota
to be cast in the same box, 15 being evident
that with the preeantions tuken the enly
ohject had in view, namely, *tha protec:-
ing the rights of all parties,” ean be as
effectuaily attaived in ihis way as by aay
other plan.

As you well know while I have
ateadily endeavored to protect the righta
and adavance tho prosperity of the people
o1 the Southern Stares, 1 have been devoted
to the Union of the Stutes. Never was that
sentiment stronger within my breast than
it is to-day. .

I believed when I saw the condition of
the Southern States at the close of the war
that & generous policy would speedily
restore peace to the whole country, The
hearts ot the Southcrn neople warmed hy
the noble and maganimous words uttered
by General Grant when &eneral Lee sur
rendered his command, were ready to
respond to & generous policy. We have sll
witnessed the deploruble scenes thut have
hindered the work of restoration.

It is not my purpose to review the past,
but 1 wish to express in the strongest terms
wy tull concurrence with the views ex.
piessed in your letter as to the policy that
kbould guide the foture course of the gov.
ernment. | believe, with rou, that the re-
construction of the Bouthern States is a po-
litieal proposition, the solution of which is
within the sphere of wisdom and states
mansiip, and that further barsh legislation
is unneecssary and inimical to the peace of
these States.
