THRE PROPUOSED CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENTS.

Letter from G._v:. mer Kellogn.

NTATRE OP LOUISIANA,
Bxecutive bepartment,
New Orleans, Oetol 31, 154

Eprror REPUBLICAN:

Duder the iwpression that the proposed
amendwents tu the eoustitution of the State,
which are to be voted upon on Monday
next, are only imperfectly vnderatood, I sek
you 8o publish the following stutemenis

An ohjection often urged is, that should
the funding bill be finally ratified by the
amendwents proposed, shere is danger of
many fraudulent bends and warrants being
funded. This fear is groundless.

Two years ago the outstanding warranta
of the Btate umounted to about $2,221,000.
They have since been reduced to consider-
abiy less than $1.000.000. This rednetion
was effected mainly by reosiving warrants
in paywent of delinquent taxes. If all the
present ontstandiog wurrants were fanded
(sud aowe a6 guestioned, aad will not be
funded until passed upon by the eourts),
the whole amount of bouds iseued in ex
ehange therafor would be less than §600,000,
As to the vutstanding bonds, they wre all
well knvwn, snd the validity of those ques-
tioned is now being teated in the pourte.
The funding beard, at one of its firss weet-

unanimously edopted she following
regdlu’ion:

Kesoived, That tha board of ligunidation
will nut 'und avy outstanding bonds whas-
sovver now in question in any of the courta
of the 3itate nntil the validity thervot shall
be first determined by the Bapreme Court
of the State.

1 am certain that no bonds now regardsd
a8 questionahle will be funded, unless their
validity is firss established by the court of
Iass resor: ae stated in this resolution.
Under the amendments proposed, she debt
of the 8rute eun in no contizenecy execed
$15,000,000, and taxution ean mos be in
ercace’! buyond twelve and @ half mills
exoept fur rohou) purposes (two mills),

There ia unoiher ameudment that [ betieve
to be of greus importanee, devoting she
snnuul revenues of the State %o the ex-
penses of the same year, The bane of the
Btue for years past bas heen that the
yeurly expenaes bave largely exceoded the
reo-ipia. Thiws has uecessitated the issue of
warrnnts in excess of revenue, and at the
enC of every yoar a large eurplus of out-
standing wurrunte has been carricd to the
woooum® of tha suoccerding yesr, thus in-
oreasiog the flo:ting indebtedness of the
Stute year by year umd eventually adding
to the bonded debt.  The smendment pro-
posed requires the expenses to be kept with-
il the receinia, snd makea null and void st
appropristious made in exeres of revenue.
