Union of all the people to the separate 
individuality of the States which com­
prise them.

But for the positive maintenance of 
peace by the federal fleet and troops 
which have appeared among us, the State 
would now have been in anarchy. The 
men and rule of force inaugurated on the 
fourteenth of September would have con­
tinued. It would have tended to perse­
cution, and while one party might have 
been in military occupation of all the 
offices, the other might have been driven 
from all fthe rights of society, and the 
election of Louisiana plight be pending in 
the tedious and expensive chancery of 
Congress. The opposition are more in­
terested in the preservation of order than 
the Republicans it was Intended to pro- 
tect. It will now be acknowledged that 
the government which secure» a legal 
expression of the popular will is better 
than a rule of force in which the political 
condition of a State is determined not by 
the predominant force of muskets, but by 
the superior number of votes.

The conviction of this truth must over­
spread the minds of all true conservatives, 
and even the most violent must confess 
that the equipoise of the Union as it 
calmly moves in its grand orbit can no 
more be disturbed by the strife of its 
politicians than can the globe itself by 
the revolutions of the human beings who 
inhabit it. For it has been shown, as the 
R e p u b l ic a n  has claimed, that the federal 
troops were not sent here in the interest of 
any party, but to preserve the imperiled 
peace of the Union. The same troops 
would perform the same service in any 
other State, North or West. This im­
partiality grows out of the doctrine that 
the Union is paramount to the States. To 
maintain this doctrine it is necessary to 
exhibit the purpose and the power essen­
tial to its enforcement anywhere.

Another invaluable result of the election 
has been the now universal acquiescence 
of all political parties in the legal valid­
ity of the fifteenth amendment and the 
consequent laws. For the first time in 
Louisiana lias the purpose been aban­
doned to defeat the suffrage of the 
negro, and to denounce all who advo­
cated i t  This has been indorsed by 
the avidity with which the votes of 
the negroes have been sought by those 
who have heretofore sought to nullify 
this vote by musketry. Whether the Re­
publican party gain or lose in votes by 
this acknowledgment, it will find a noble 
vindication in the admission of its anta­
gonists. This division of the colored vote 
will protect the colored people themselves. 
It will give them a choice among all the 
candidates, and it will compel all the par­
ties to put up men who have personal 
popularity and merit rather than such as 
rely ouly upon club discipline to promote 
their personal purposes.

The R epu b l ic a n  has taught months 
ago that the true unification of races 
was the Unification of interests—the cor­
dial union of capital and industry. 
The triumph of Republican principles, 
which carries the planter to the polls at 
the head of willing and trusting laborers, 
will make the political rights of the negro 
more safe than fleets or cohorts can. 
The contest will now be who can best 
protect, educate and provide for the col­
ored voter; and while the late discovery 
of this truth may cost the Republican 
party some seats in Congress and the 
Legislature, it will be repaid by the ac- 
knowledgment of its principles by such 
distinguished converts.

The Louisiana election has. therefore, 
been a triumph of the Union and of Re­
publican principles.

CROP ESTIMATES PREPARED TO ORDER.
There are two parties in the commercial 

as well as the political world. They are 
divided by their peculiar and antagonistic 
interests, and employ runners and writers 
to sustain their views just the same as 
theological and political disputants do to 
promote their interests. The two contend- 

, ing parties alluded to. which fill commer­
cial circles with the din of their conten­
tious, are known as short croppers and 
long croppers. As no pretense of senti­
ment is ever set up, no hypocritical device 
of toiling in disinterested fashion for the 
good ot the generality of mankind, ex 
petting their reward beyond the grave or 
in the memories of their grateful country­
men, there is a ring of frankness in the 
mercantile disputes which is absent in 
those of their prototypes. Consistency 
is not deemed a requisite characteristic, 
and no man is ever put on record for any­
thing. A short cropper is usually more 
active than his rival, for reasons which 
grow out of his position. In this country 
he is in the interest of the most numer­
ous class. The planter who has raised a 
good crop himself is delighted to hear 
that all liis neighbors have been ruined 
by short crops, and that be holds in bis 
hands the keys of the situation. The 
factor who has a lot of old cotton on hand 
upon which the interest and charges have 
accumulated until he is actually afraid to 
rvuder an account to his client, welcomes 
any calamity to others that will enable 
him to sell out at a profit, and show him 
self up in the light ot a great financier.

The work ol collating statistics upon 
which to found crop reports is generally 
began in August aud September, and 
betting on the price of “ tutures" is very 
lively about the same time. A city paper 
was chartered last summer to present the 
views of the short croppers to the world. 
Figures were ingeniously contrived and 
credited to the New Orleans Cotton Ex 
change, which established beyond all 
question that the cotton crop, of Louisiana 
would be no more than from one-third, 
to two-thirds ot an average. In some 
places it was the drouth; in others 
floods of rain. One section had worms, 
another au overflow. One large planter 
had suffered immensely because his hands 
had taken half a day to attend a camp 
meeting. All the enemies of the growing

order, paid for by the short crop gamblers, 
and published for the purpose of deceiving. 
But the dodge is too old to catch any but 
the very greenest buyers.

Two months of the gathering season 
have passed away, and there has been 
ample refutation of the crop reports 
which were so ostentatiously published 
with big Leadings. Already the receipts 
of cotton at this port exceed those of last 
year by more than twenty-eight thousand 
bales; of sugar more than two thousand 
hogsheads; of »ice above seven thousand 
tierces, while there bas been an average 
crop of corn, potatoes and other articles 
of local consumption. We lost nothing 
in produce from the overflow, but gained 
much assistance from generous donors.

People who live at a distance will put 
down these discrepancies between esti­
mates and actual results to some cause not 
so complimentary as a cautious desire not 
to be too sanguine would be. It is to be 
regretted that these annual attempts to 
deceive should be readily seconded by 
persons whose acts throw discredit upon 
the good name of the city.

MORE LAW AND LESS POLITICS.
All of the courts, with the exception of 

the Supreme, which will soon have a 
quorum, are now in session, and matters 
have resumed the business-like appear­
ance of overflowing dockets to be cleared. 
The judges look refreshed after their 
summer relaxation, and the clerks seem 
happy at prospects of work to relieve the 
monotony ot the summer's vacation. 
Few of them have been away, and it has 
not been a pleasant task to idle away the 
summer days in the duii old court 
building.

Bat the most cheerful faces are worn 
by the green bag fraternity, the disciples 
of Justinian and Blackstone (very few 
knowing much about either, however), 
and students of the code. Visions of 
tempting fees, corpulent briefs, with 
hopes of unlimited forsenic display and 
consequent enviable notoriety, brighten 
the brains dulled by long inaction. For 
it has been a bard summer for poor law 
yers. Even the rooms of the justices of 
of the peace and the docks of the muuici 
pal magistrates, those summer resources 
of the city bound practitioner, have not 
yielded their customary profit or employ­
ment. If it had not been for the excite­
ment of the election and the riots in eus 
tomary attendance it is bard to tell what 
they would have done. Some would cer 
tainly have perished of utter inanition if 
no chance had been given for display. 
Temporary relief was obtained in some 
cases by constant attendance on ward 
clubs and corner groceries, speeches to 
impromptu gatherings, or in extraordi­
nary cases a chance to address a “mass 
meeting,” be reported as attending a 
meeting, aud see in print that wonderful 
name which the owner thinks ought to be 
signed to every petition, or, unutterable 
bliss, getting on the editorial page with 
an “opinion.

But these dull times are over, and the 
little excitements required to relieve them 
are no longer necessary. The clerk's 
offices will be haunted instead of the club 
rooms. The despoiling of clients and 
spoiling of cases are now objects instead 
of the spoils of office. An audience of a 
judge and twelve jurymen is as large as 
any of them covet now. The election 
over, riots must be discountenanced, for 
they would interfere with business. The 
greenbag will take the place of sword and 
gun, aud a solitary volume of Hennen's 
digest, an entire library, perhaps, will be 
carried under the arm instead of a revol­
ver in the rear pocket of the trowsers. The 
bar will no longer meet to interpret 
statutes, but only assemble when some 
Nestor, going to his final home, requires 
“appropriate resolutions” as a send off 
before the scramble for his practice com 
mences. Opinions will be given by .judges 
of the law, and the member of the bar 
will find work enough in picking them to 
pieces to prevent his offering any of his 
own.

It must have been some such line of 
cogitation that made each court room 
such a pleasant place yesterday. And 
these are better day dreams than those of 
the past months. There are greater re­
wards of honor and profit lying in the 
path of the devotee of the law than any 
other profession can offer—provided he 
will work for them. But the law is a 
jealous mistress, and will accept no divid­
ed allegiance. She must have all or she 
will give nothing. To work, then, with 
your quirks and your quidities, gentlemen 
lawyers, and seek relief and relaxation in 
your severe, but honorable labor, from the 
excitement, turmoil, wrongs and heart 
burnings of the more uncertain fields of 
politics. May all success attend your 
honest efforts for your clients* rights. 
May you have many of them, and may 
everybody win his case that fees; retain­
ers and refreshers, to say nothing of little 
perquisites of costs, ten per cent damages 
on frivolous appeals aud the like will fill 
your coffers and make your minds eon. 
tented, your conscience being left out of 
the question.
