The editor of the Terre Haute Duily Jorr-
«al relates the following anecdote «f the
\ate Joseph Glenn, of €incinnati:

When General McDowell marched from
JArlington Heights to fight the first battle
«t Buil Run, *Joe Glenn"” was then in
VWaahington, and hired a horse and zccom-
panied the anny as a correspondent of the
Eincinnati Gazette.  On the day of the bat-
'.l:- ~ilo-nn rode along with Schenck’s brig-
& '¢, and remained where it held position,
ol he by the stone bridge, during all the
«ay of the fizht. When the battle was
ending, and the head of the pamic came
dashing along the Warrenton road, (ilenn
started to mount his horse and fall back on
Lentreville, but the horse had been swept
away by the current of horses, men and
wagons, and poor Glenn had to makea foot
sourney to !'bat village. This he did in
mis peculiarly leisurely way, and having
(uite an aversion to fast traveling, took
his time for it. lle went slow and the pan-
ie went fast, and before he had reached
Centreville that terrible exhibition of ha-
ruan passicn and individual demoralization
passed him.  In the rear of the panic all

was calmness and peace.  Over the hills
east of Centreville, and heading straight

for Warhington, dashed on the wild havoo
of wen, herses, wagors and artillery. Glenn
entered Centreviile just at dosk, consider-
ably tired and leg weary. He went to the
Iittle tavern where Le hiad taken his break-
{ast the worning betore, called for some-
thing to eat, took a candle, went to his
soom, and wrote a letter for the Cincinnati
t/azette.  This occupied Lim until twelve

o'clock that wight, and hav ing finished it,
ho retired to bued znd slept m\mtn.\' until
morning, In the morning early he took
his letter, went to the landlord, and asked
him tosend it at once to Washington, so that
it could go the next day to Cincinnati. The
landlord looked at him in astonishment and
sfatd:  “They have all gone to Washington.
There is not a federal soldier or Yankee in
town. They are all ranning north, pur-
sued by the Confederates, and are by this
time on the other side of the Potomac.”
tilenn was puzzled. lle was the last of
the Northern army in Centreville. 1le had
written his letter and slept soundly sur-
rounded by soldiers who would have been
sl too "lud to get his scalp, or to have
en prisoper the correspondent of the
Cincinnati  Gazelle. Had the landlord
fonown who his guest was he would have
turned him over to tha Confederates at
once. Glenn took in the situation at a
glance, and walked out of the tavern to the
hilla east of Centreville, There he saw
nothing but Confederate soldiers and the
Lonfederate tlag. The thing to be done was
to get away from there, 0 Glenn struck
for Washington by the most direct route.
The day was a dismal and rainy oue, but
the corrmpondn-m of the Gazette made good
time, and arrived in Washington about
daylight the next morning.

As soon a8 he arrived he began to inquire
for his horse. Ten thonsand loose and
riderless horees had run back to Washing-
ton or been captured by the enemy. No
man who had lost a horse in that miscel-
faneous retreat back to tho capital ever
dreamed of getting it again. Joseph Glenn,
however, had notions of his own, and he
concluded to sdvertise for his horse in the
city papers. lle did so, and his frienda all
laug u- at him for it. Dut ““Jo” bad con-
tidence in the virtne of printer's ink, and
the second day atter the advertisement ap-
peared a soldier rode up to his boarding
house and inquired for him. Going to the
door the eold:er told him that he supposed
he had his horse, as it suited the descrip-
tion in Lis advertisement, and pointing to
the bitebing post, there stood Glenu's horse,
saddle, ndul«-h.u,a and all. *Jo” was de-
lighted. paid the soldier handsomely, ook
possession of bis horae, and turned the laugh
on his friends.

Who would ever Lave thonght of stop-
ping at Centreville snd writing a letter at
such a time and with such surroundings?
Who would have thought of advertising
for a horse, lost in such a terrible retreat
s was mwade by the tederal army at the
battle of Bull Ran! And who wonld h!\r
posaesscd the luck teo get tho horse except

our old classn. o, old fricnd, but now de-
cer d, Joscph Glcun!
