Oa arriving in the 
metropolis, however, the father sought in 
vain for his offspring. Ho visited the

learn that they had withdrawn from those 
institutions months before, and that it was 
suiqiosed they had ret imed to their home# 
ia New Orleans.

Y\ r ingeii and deserted by the woman 
whom he had so passionately oved. beret* 
ot the ciiildreu whose Affectionate mmistra 
tioa might iiAve served to ameliorate ia 
som# degree hi* other all-sufficient griefs, 
tuere indeed remained no tie to bind him 
to the world, in which he had met with 
such exceptional experience* and under 
gone »> much suffering. That he was not 
doomed long to brood «vet the wreck of al 
Li# hope* was mi doubt to him a merciful 
dispen#ation. His health, which bad never 
been fully restored since hi# illness, gradu 
ally faded, and in the year 18fi4 he died 
In ni# last w.ii and testament he bequeathed 
the bulk ot his fortune to his children; but.

nature which sometime# impels maa to

Tneir 
story was to this effect: The daughter, 
while at school iu New York, had formed 
an attachment for a  young man with whom 
she became acquainted, and. feeling that 
her lather's house 'could be a home to her no 
more, she_ yielded to hi* importunities and 
married him. The «on had led a somewhat 
reckiess life, and not finding it strictly con 
genial to his tastes, had not long remained 
a* the^ institution of learning where his 
father had placed him. On seeing the* ad 
vertisement offering a reward for inform#' 
tion concerning him, he thought it likely 
that he wa* wanted for sonie‘*iiiiosyncracy" 
in which he might have indulged, and he 
accordingly enlisted, serving in the army 
for three years. Neither he nor hi# sister 
had b“en informed of the deep afflictions 
through which their father had passed, nor 
was hi.* presence ia Brooklyn known to 
them. Their identity having been fully 
established, the property bequeathed them 
was given mto their possession.

CLOSE o r  A WICKED CAREER.

In the meantime nothing had been heard 
ot the faithless Creole wife. The money 
left her by her forgiving husband wa* given 
into the hands ot the Brooklyn treasurer, 
and there it remained unclaimed from year 
to year. Recently, however, information 
reached William Barthone which led to the 
belief that the woman was dead, and he 
accordingly, as already suggested, caused 
the institution of measure# n  .»««ertaia the 
truth. The detective heretofore mentioned 
succeeded in ascertaining that on deem;: 
trom New Orleans the guilty woman anti 
her lover proceeded to Paris, where, no long 
a* Jl. Barthone'* money lasted, they rev­
elled m the brilliant tdi-asures of the gay 
continental capital. Han* Smith's love for 
the Croole and ths stolen money waned to 
gelber, and when the latter was gone Mr. 
Smith likewise vanished. 1‘enmles# and 
deserted by the man for whom she had 
deeply sinned, tho wretched Creole suc­
ceeded by some mean* in making her way 
back to New Orieans: but death claimed 
his own at last, and in 187;) she was sum­
moned to the final account. Proof* of the 
death of the woman were obtained by the 
detective and placed in the bands of the 
Messrs. Penney, who proceeded to bring 
suit iu behalf of their «’lient# before Judge 
Marvin, of Brooklyn. The evidence proved 
to lie sufficient to convince the court of the 
justice of the claim, ami a few days since 
an or der wa# issued on the city treasurer of 
Brooklyn for the delivery of the money held 
in trust by hint into the hands öl M.
