T he R eturning B oard .

A full board wan in «ee.iun yesterday. 
Senator T. C. Aoder*oii having ap­
peared and been «worn, under the law, by 
Judge Atocha.

Sir. Charles T. Haupt, the aecretary, sub­
mitted aa arrangement, devised by him, 
which would greatly facilitate the labors of 
the board, and it was adopted.

Governor Well» called the board to order 
at eleven o'clock.

It was announced that there had been no 
returns fr »m the pariahe* of Avoyelles, 
Caddo, Cameron, Carroll, Claiborne, De 
Soto. East Feliciana, Grant, Iberia, Jack- 
eon, Lafayette, Lincoln, Lafourche. More­
house, Led Liver, Babino. St. Landry, Ver­
non and Winn.

Meesr*. Aaehari« and Fusilier presented 
themselves as the attorney a for Mr. Ogden, 
candidate for Senator, and Mr. Moncure, 
candidate for Treaaurer, Mr. Zacliarie s ta t­
ing they appeared under »action three, of 
act ot November 20, 1312. and desired only 
to be present at the counting of the rot«», 
the deliberation* **» tha hoard, of coarse, 
being secret.

Governor Wells suggested that counsel 
should be notitied when questions relativ« 
to Mr. Monture were to be deliberated upon.

Mr. Zaohario «aid that other «juesttons 
might ai He on which counsel were prepared 
with documents and data of which the 
board tnight bo without knowledge. He 
disclaimed all ideaof supervising the board.

On Senator Anderson’s suggestion It was 
concluded by the board to admit, a  commit* 
tee appointed l>y the Democratic State Cen* 
tral Committee, and Mr. Ziohari» expressed 
himself satisfied with the conclusion.

The board then went Into *ecret session
for deliberation. _________

P roscrip tion  In St* M artin .
In St. Martinsville on the first of this 

month was held a meeting of the central 
exeentive committee 0» the White League 
of the parish of St. Martin. The following 
resolution» were put forth and Indorsed by 
the Acadian*, who, iu this instance as In all 
others, had an eye single to the mainchancc* 
The resolution» appear in the Attakapas 
Sentinel, of the seventh, and are translated 
from their native French for the information 
of the American reader:

W’e, the undersigned, planter*, freehold­
ers, merchants, physicians, attorneys at 
law. and all persons belonging lo other 
trade# and professions, do hereby take the 
solemn obligation, under oath of honor, to 
give iu the future no employment whatever 
to any laborer, mechanic, »errant or any 
other party under cur control, without dis­
tinction ot race or color, who, at the election 
held this year or a t any election held in the 
future, shall vote for file Radioai party, and 
for men who persecute and rob us of the 
sweat of our brow*, and who are endeavor­
ing to ruin the freeholder* and honest peo 
pie by iniquitous taxation, amounting to 
exprupriatiou ami confiscation, and forcing 
us to abandon our home# and driving ns 
into exile.

We further bind ourselre# to employ mo 
one in the luture.either a# laborer by wages 
or ou shares, or under title ot rent or other 
wise, unless tin* party applying for em­
ployment produces a oertiheat* trom his 
former employers, showing his good con­
duct, and establishing that be is not an at 
complice ot our enemies, either by voting 
or acting in their favor.

All signers of the foregoing obligation 
violating the conditions, promises and stip­
ulations therein contained, shall bt» consid­
ered enemies for having forfeited their goc.l 
faith and honor, and shall bo treated «0 

cordingly.
The Sentinel, a blustering White League 

organ iu a foreign tongue, approve» of the 
above action of the white folks in repudi 
ating the claims oi tlie blacks for past ser* 
vices, and ignoring their existence in the 
luture.

On the day following this delectable 
cabal ot self-styled honest people, over fifty 
colored laborers were incontinently dis­
charged from their labor and expeile.i irorn 
their homes, without having been paid the 
wages due them, because they voted the 
Republican ticket. Those physicians to 
whom the white Republicans were indebted 
promptly sent in their little accounts for 
immediate collections, and gave their 
former patients notice that they would not, 
in the future, attend to the medical wants 
of themselves and families.

Let the constituents of Congressman 
Thompson, of Massachusetts, understand 
tha* this i* Louisiana Democracy.

F ilth  D istrict C ourt.

Judge Cnlloiu rendered the following de
cision:

Josephine Plnaud, administratrix, v#. 
Wiiliam Zadick.—In her representative ca­
pacity, the plaintiff pray» for a judgment 
against the defendant for $2370 75, with 
eight per cent per annum interest thereon 
from January ‘21. A. D. 1872. To this claim 
the defendant interposes the plea ot lit pen 
denn, and prays for a dismissal of the suit.

The fact» upon which thi* exception is 
based are substantially as follows: Among 
the asset» of the succession of Pierre Pi- 
naud, uow represented by plaintiff, was a 
promissory note, dated January 21, A. D. 
1871, signed by Gilbert Toupart, payable to 
Ids own orderand by him indorsed, for the 
sum herein demanded, due one year alter 
its date, and secured l>y mortgage ou a tract 
of land in the parish of Plaquemines. One 
half of this note belonged to Pierre Pinaud, 
the other to J ulien Feilon. who was, daring 
the lifetime of the former, in partnership 
with him. The latter having possession of 
the note trom and after the death of Pi­
naud. placed it in the hands of one Eugene 
Mouret, who instituted suit iu the honora­
ble Second District Court of this city, 
against the present plaintiff, praying to be 
decreed the owner thereof, and enjoining 
plaintiff from further attempting to get pos­
session of the same. •

On the trial, the present plaintiff was de­
creed to be the rightful owner of one half 
of the note and Julien Feilon the owner of 
the other. The court also ordered th © de­
livery of the note to the sheriff. Pending 
these proc eeding* Mouret gave it to Zadick, 
the present defendant. On à rule taken by 
tue present plaintiff in said Second District 
Court, it wa* ordered that the not« should 
be brought in court. In obedience to the 
order it was produced and filed. After the 
rendition of the judgment iu favor of the 
administratrix, the note was abstracted 
from the record* and again delivered to the 
said Zadick. the present defendant, who 
discounted it in tlie parish of Plaqnemines 
for the sum of $2It)i>. Thus the drawer and 
maker of it, Gilbert Toupart, extinguished 
it. The administratrix, plaintiff herein, 
thereupon caused the defendant et ah. to be 
brought before the judge of the Second 
District Court, to show cause why they 
should not restore said note or the proceeds 
thereof to said court until it« turther orders. 
TL« court made the rule absolute as to 
Zadick, but he has never returned the note 
nor accounted for its proceeds as ordered. 
The order was granted "without prejudice 
to any right which said Zadick may 
claim " to have m and to said amount 
as pledgee of the note.” An appeal 
was taken from this judgment whi-'h is 
now pending in the Supreme Court. Thu* 
it is seen that the questian submitted to 
that tribunal for final arbitrament is, shall 
Zadick "deposit iu the Second District 
Court Gilbert Toupart's note, belonging 
jointly to the succession ot Pierre Pmaud 
and Julien Feilon. or the $2100, the pro­
ceeds thereof, subject to the turther order 
of that court without prejudice to any right 
which said Zadick may claim to have in 
and to said amount a* pledgee of the note.'''

The question in thi» case is, shall this 
court render judgmeut «gainst Zadick in 
favor of Pinaud, administratrix, for the 
sum of $2370 75. with eight per cent inter­
est thereon from the twenty-first of Jan­
uary. 1872, until paid, with costs? Counsel 
for Zadick cites the following cases t« es­
tablish the legality ®f his exception of lit 
pendens: 1. Plique & Lebeau vs. Perret, 
Froncoi* Pain, intervenor, in which it wa* 
held by Judge Bullard that "no matter in 
what form ot action or proceeding, whether 
by petition, exception or intervention, the, 
question may have been presented, if the 
same question once judicially decided be­
tween the parties be again agitated, it is 
sufficient to create the presumption result­
ing from the thing adjudged, and forms a 
complete bar.” In Trescott, Hart, L&bat 
ifc Co., transferees, vs. W. Lewis, 12 An. p. 
197, Spofford, judge, held that "a judgment 
discharging a rut» to arrest an execution 
if not appealed from, within the legal delay, 
would have the finality requisite to sustain 
the plea of res judicata, and although the 
time for appealing from it may not have 
elapsed, it precludes any further action of 
the court on the matters set up on the rule.” 
In Charles Fonda, curator, vs. George W. 
Denton. 13 A. 343, Cole, Judge, "A judg­
ment dismissing a third opposition to an 
order of sale of property, is final if un­
appealed from even though it be rendered 
ex parte, and is a complete bar to setting 
up the pretended title anew.”

In Jean Foss vs. M. Brentel et al*., 14 An. 
793, Merrick, Cbiel Justice, held that 
"When a judgment on a rule passes finally 
upon the merits of a  controversy between 
parties it will have tho same effect as a 
decree rendered in any ether form of pro­
ceeding.”

It is a rule of law long since established 
that, a "judgment ha« the force of res 
judicata as to all matters and demands set 
up in the pleadings.” Erwin vs. Bissell, 17 
L. 22. The exception i» always stricti juris.
3 A. 530, 4 An. 451, 7 An. CC5 and 13 L. 212.

Definitive judgment» are such as decide 
ali the points in controversy between the 
partie*, C. V. 539 "and they are such as 
have the force of re» judicata.’' it*.

Three things must co exist. Fir»*—The 
demand must be the same; second, it must 
be of the same cause of action, and thinl, 1 
it must be made in the same quality. I 
Rot. ob., p 429. “ Res j.idicat» iheitur qu o 
mum oontroversiarum pronunciations in­
dices accipit, quod vei condemnation« vel 
absolutions contingit.”

In the case before me the partie» are the 
same, acting in the same capacity; but I 
am unable to perceive that the demand is 
the same, although it involves the same 
evidence of alleged indebtedness. Iu the 
case appealed from the demand was that 
Zadick should deposit the note or it» pro­
ceeds in court subject to the further orders 
thereof, reserving to each of tho contestants 
their rights iu the same. But the court was 
not called upon to determine by the rale 
what those rights were. They were- to be 
determined by farther investigation. Their 
extent has not yet been aeted upon by that

The Second Dis­
trict Court may enforce it» ruling*, and 
compel Zadick to deposit the proceeds of 
the note in court; but that would not settle 
the question a# to the right ot the adminis­
tratrix to appropriate them tor the use 
and b en e fit ot th« »uccession of Pierre 
Pinaud. Tue exception must therefore be 
overruled. ___________

Tue President’» flew«,
The following is from the Washington 

correspondent of tha hew York Hcpublic 
of November 9:

The President, sines the results of Tues­
day’s elections have become known, has 
conversed freely with a number of his inti­
mate friends as to the cause» which have 
produced *ue'a a revulsion in the popular 
verdict, fiome ©f the views expressed, by 
the President may bo given without any 
violation of confidence. He is of theoplnion 
that the Democrat» were as much surprised 
by the overwhelming success of their party 
a* were the Republicans, and he unreserv­
edly admit* that although he fully expected 
Republican losses, he was not prepared for 
the crushing deteat which has come upon 
the party. He does not for one instant 
sanction the idea that his policy or personal 
act» have contributed in any way to the 
party’s defeat. So far as Louisiana is con­
cerned. he says that he took the course 
that he believed it was his duty to take, 
but that he twice specially called the atten­
tion of Congress to the affair# of that State, 
and requested that body to indicate its 
opinion a» to the proper course to pnrsne. 
Congres# failed to express any opinion, and 
there wa# no alternative but for him to ad­
here to the line of action he had initiated.

The President thinks that a t the door ol 
the Republican party alone can be laid the 
defeat of the Republican party. He doe» 
not lay much stress upon the neglect of 
Congres» at the last session to present 
financial measures which would restore con- 
fiefeuce and revive the declining trade, for, 
in the nature of things, thi# was next to an 
impossibility. A proper adjustment of the 
finance* wa* not a matter susceptible of 
party control,«» the different section» of 
the counrry had diverse interest» and di­
verse views superior to and overpowering 
all mere party claims and all mere party 
consideration». The President think* that 
the great element of discord in the Repub­
lican party wa» rather the unwise attempt 
to force upon the American people the im­
practicable and Etonian theories of Senator 
Sumner as embodied in the civil right» bill. 
It can now be said that hi» views in opposi­
tion to it have been much strengthened by 
recent election*. He is firmly convinced 
that the civil right* bill had more to do 
with the defeat of his party than ali other 
cause* combined, and he ha* expressed 
himself in snob a manner a# to leave no 
doubt upon the mindg of those with whom 
he ba* conversed that if the bill should be 
passed at the next session he will interpose 
his veto.

The President gives hi* friends to under­
stand that he is not by any means utterly 
cast down by the recent reverses. He be­
lieves that the Republican party has yet 
before it a gloriou# future, and that it may 
retrieve the error# of the past in time to 
march To the music of a triumph in 1873 as 
significant and a* decisive a» that of 1372. 
Ht» believes that the Republican Congress 
which comes together in four weeks from 
thi* time can in the three months of 
life which is left to it so act as to heal all 
dissension# in the party and win back the 
confidence of the people at large. It is not 
improbable that in his message ,n December 
the President will set forth some views 
herein given. Ho has not so far, in any 
conversations ou the elections, indicated 
that he considered the third term agitation 
had anything to do with the result.

After the Cabinet meeting yesterday th» 
elections were discussed, and‘in the course 
of the conversation the President expressed 
himself more at length on the third term 
than he ba» ever condescended to do here­
tofore without renouncing any such idea on 
ti* part. He said that a careful examina­
tion of the return* in the different States 
showed conclusively that the people, in 
rendering their verdicts, were not influ­
enced by the wild and senseless cries on 
this subject which had filled tho air lor 
month* past. He pointed to what he con­
sidered two notable instances in proof of 
hi» assertion. The South Carolina Repub­
lican convention had emphatically pro­
nounced for him for a third term, and its 
candidate for Governor had been trium­
phantly elected in tho face of all the odds 
against him. On the other hand, in the 
Ctica district of New York, where the Re­
publicans had always had an overwhelm­
ing preponderance.* Mr. Ellis II. Roberts 
insisted upon the Congressional convention 
which nominated him pronouncing against 
the third term, and he wa* defeated.

Death of (he E arl of I'biirtevtllr.
Charles William Francis Bury, fourth 

Earl of Charleville, died yesterday a t the 
residence ot Wiiliam Butler Duncan, on 
Castletoa Heights, Staten Island, after a 
distressing illness. The deceased nobleman 
was born in 1852, and hence was only in 
his twenty second year. He wa# a man of 
prepossessing exterior and courtly in his 
manners and had the laculty ot endearing 
himself to all his friends. He was educated 
at Eton, and passed for a direct commission 
in the Household Brigade in 1859 and in 
tbi» year also succeeded his father to the 
title of Earl, thus becoming proprietor of 
one of the finest and oldest titles in Ire­
land. A* he has been ill for over the past 
eighteen months, hi# death, although oc­
curring as it did in a strange country, was 
not entirely unexpected.

Early last spring the young Earl was in a 
precarious condition, and hi# physician 
recommended a  sea voyage. Accordingly 
he set sail in the British yacht Maria,which 
had been transferred to him, and made an 
extended cruise in the Mediterranean. After 
cruising in those waters for some time he 
set sail for New York, and arrived here the 
last of August of the present year. Exclu­
sively of the regular crew attached to the 
yacht, the only passenger beside himself 
wa# his aunt. Mrs. Bury, who is at present 
residing at Mr. Duncan’s summer house on 
Staten Island. Atter arriving at this city 
the yacht made a short trip up the 
Hudson river,1 * proceeding a# far a# 
Newburg, and returned. After this 
short trip ho found awaiting him 
on hi# return his physician. Dr. William 
Day Lowell, of London, for whom he had 
previously telegraphed. The physician im­
mediately advised him to leave hi# yacht 
and seek quarter# in the interior. It was 
about this time that Mr. Duncan, beooming 
aware of hi# precarious illness, tendered 
him the hospitalities of a summer residence 
at Castle Heights, Tompkinsville. He was 
soon so reduced physically that it was im­
possible for him even to leave his apart­
ments. His disease wa# hereditary con* 
sumption, and he died in hi# chair a t seven 
o'clock yesterday morning.

Having no immediate relatives, the title 
and estates revert to his uncle, the Hon. 
Colonel Bury. The body ©f the Earl will 
be sent to ‘England, in an hermetically 
sealed casket, on Saturday.—fftw  York Trl• 
buti«, Abrember i.

The official* 
of the trunk lines named expressed them* 
selves desirous of the abolishment of fast 
freight lines, but said the condition ol 
affairs at present would not justify it.
