If one
examines attentively the list of opposition
members elect, he will probably reach the
eonclusion that it will be impoesible fur
them to act together as a party with rerpect
to any of the promiuent questions of the
day, and that they would labor under seri-
ons disadvantages even if they could agree
upon any definite policy.

. B. Payne, of Ohio; 8. J. Randall avd
Heister Ciymer, of Pennsylvania. These
are zbout tle only men of the oppesition
concerning whom the world knows much.
Ozhers way rise to prominence hereafier,
but these are the men to whom the country
must necessurily look 28 organizers of the
House, nnd members at fiost of the chief
committees,

Now whera in this list i3 there a snitable
man for Speaker! eral Banks las
served with distinetion in the ehair, and is
doubtless able to serve well again, But is
he the man uporn whom the choice ot tha
tnecongruous opposition men iz _likely to
tall? The Times thinks not. The Demo-
crats claim the victory of this full as their
own, and Banks professes not to n
Democrat. Ile was not nominated us a
Democratie caudidate, and sinee the organ.
ization of the Republican party he Las not
called bimselt a Democrat. FHe was
Speaker of & Repnblican House. He wus
conspicuous a2 a Republican all through
the rebellion. The strength of the opposi-
tion in the House comes from the Western
and Southern States, and consists mainly
of Democrats ot the rock-rooted persuasiou,
who have been yearnieg fer the flesh pots
these many years. It is hardly supposabie
that they will bestow the higheet honor in
their gift upon » man who has received the
rame honor from the Republicans, The
tact that he trained with the organized
contradiction in 1872 will not recommend
bim to favor. The putrids do not think
they owe much to the little squad of dis-
affected Republicans who helped row them
up Salt river in I872. .

U'pon what one of the above list, then,
are the Democrats likely to bestow their
highest honor! Coertainly not upon
Stephens, or Kerr, or Holman, or Kaott,
or Randall, or Clymer. The man most
likelvy to wuit them is Mr, Fernando Wood,
of New York. He it was who was put
forward as the Democratic candidate for
Speaker when the present Iouse was or-
ganized, and he it is who is ost likely to
suit the majority of the Democrats of the
new llouse.

It may be there, but it weuld
trouble the average eitizen to find it.

Again, what is the prospect with respect
to eflicient leadershiy! Stepbens has the
ability and experience, but he is too infirm
and feeble to take a very active part in the
business of the House. Kerr, Holman,
Kuott, Cox, Randall aud Clymer also have
Lad experience, but not one of these gen-
tlemen possess that ¢kill in parlismentary
tactics, or that ability to influence tmen
that are necessary to make a good lerder.
For years the Demecrats have had no men
in the Honse capable of coping with Blaire,
Dawen, Gartield and Maynard, and they
will tind themselved no better off in the
next Congress. Thee will find themeselves
antagomized, not ed'y by a Republican
Senate aud @ Republican President, but by
& streng, compact and skillful epporition en
the tloor of the very !louse where they will
Le in a majority.

But, worse than ali, they will probably
find thewmselves unable to co-operate to any
good purpose. They may sucoved in uniting
sutliciently to seeure the erganization of the
Youse, bnt when it comes to the shaping of
a policy, of to action wpon any question of
important measure, they will tind them-
selves a body of irreeoneilable opposites
inatend of ac tparty.

And #o on the tariﬂ‘yqucstion such men a3
Kerr and Cox will antagonizs the Pennsyl-
vania sort of Democrats, FPossibly a ma-
jority ¢f the opposition are in favor of a
revenue tarifl, but there are enough pro-
tectionists amonyg them to defeat eny meas-
nre of tarilf reform, with the help of the
Republicans.

‘Ybere in, in fact, no anestion upon which
the wembers ef the opposition will @t in
conceert, exeept perhaps the Southern gues-
tion; and even upon that they may find
themsolves hopelessly divided, it it still
exists, by the time they have an opportu-
nity to act upen it.  If' thers isany policy
upcn which they can be expected to unite,
it is the let-alone ‘ulic_v. Bat euppose the
Republicans should anticipate them in the
adeption of that policy. Suppose the pre-
sent Congress should repeal the euforce.
ment act. Suppose the President shonld
Yeep hands off henceforth, and remove all
tuch officials as Marshal Packard. Suppose,
in short, the meddling policy shounld be
wholly abandoned, In that case, if the ex-
periment proved a success, if it restored
peaca am}‘order in the Southern Statee,
what would the opposition do for a policy?

after, during their incumbency of ofiice,
‘Thecity shatl provide for remvalsof bodies
and the burial of indigent persons. The
¢ity or police physicians may b= called upon
and shall make all necessary examinations,
post moertenr or otherwise, and the city
shall not be liable tor any private physician
in the premises,

Sec. 2. Beit furtber enacted, ete., That all
Jaws and parts of laws in contlict with this
act be and the same are hereby repealed so
far 28 they contlict, and this act shall take
effact from and after its pascage.
