MEASURES NOT MEN.
There was never » greater fallacy pfib 

listed than that the public good required 
only acts of legislative or executive policy, 
without regard to the personal character 
of the members or ministers who enacted 
them. It is indeed the courtiers of power, 
whether popular or pontifical, which have 
often brought the soundest and most 
sacred doctrines into contempt. The law 
by which the individuals least burdened 
with moral scruples ascend to the highest 
official piunacles of party is as well 
tablished as the law of the relative lev 
of atmospheric elements.

The Democratic party has been twice 
exploded aud thrown from power bv this 
destructive agency, aud the Republican 
party has Buffered from the same cause. 
Measures, not men, is a contradiction. 
Measures can not be carried out without 
men of ability adequate to their execution, 
it is the same »» to say “Strategy, not 
officers or soldiers.” The R e p u b l ic m  

has warned, iu ample time, the Legisla 
ture aud the party committees of the ini 
portance of supporting sound measures 
with invulnerable tuen. It was obvious 
that some of the same class of courtiers 
who have overthrown so many principali­
ties and powers, have been trading iu the 
name of the Republican party. It. is now 
seen that the only assault on Republican 
principles is directed against the weakness 
of individuals who have worn its uniform 
without believing its faith. To the ex­
tent, then, that the Republican line has 
given way at every point defeuded by a 
derelict officer, we would hold a court- 
martial at the drumhead, cashier and de­
grade him. When the Republican army 
shall come to be reorganized, the neces­
sity of men to carry and defend measures 
will be so manifest that we shall expect to 
see none but tried soldiers in command or 
on watch over its movements. The opposi­
tion party can. therefore, rejoice as much 
as ourselves at any exposure of iniquity 
perpetrated in the name of the Repub. 
lican party. They can render it no such 
service as by concealing the wrong of their 
own Democratic city government, and by 
proclaiming the abuses alleged against 
the Republicans. The sama small can­
ning winch hides the names of four clerks 
in tho Democratic Bureau of Assessments, 
accused of official corruption placards 
certain Republican officers in the parish 
of riaquemines as already convicted of 
crime because indicted by political oppo- 
nents. It thus sows the seeds of Demo­
cratic defeat and of Republican resurrec- 
tion. The same waut of sagacity which 
protects these nuonymous offenders— 
the four assessment clerks—from exposure 
hardens the confidence of their successors. 
They thereby know that the Democratic 
party will continue lo he accessories after 
the fact and accomplices in the consum­
mation of any future deed of the same 
nature. ,

The placard of Indictment, if proved 
according to law, will expel from Repub­
lican trust courtiers and parasites upon 
its bounty who have degraded its name 
and arrested its progress.

But the senseless dogma, measures not 
men, has received its most significant 
refutation from tue establishment ot Re­
publican principles and the defeat of Re­
publican men. Now, what we should like 
to know U what is the use of principles 
without somebody to carry them out': 
The signal triumph ot Republican prin­
ciples consists in this, that they have 
been so acknowledged by our opponents 
as that Republican principles are being 
tarried out by Democratic men. The 
Boston Post says;

The Democracy neither intend to disturb 
the new amend ment» to the cons'itmiou 
nor to pay the rebel debt from the federal 
treasury. They would be impotent to do 
it if «uch was their desire.

Democratic policy will insister.equal and 
exact justice to all. white aud black, rich 
atul poor, North and South.

What, then, remains of the principle in 
question bet wegu the two parties': Nothing. 
Then the Republjpsn party will have lost 
the enforcement of its own principles 
because of tho inefficiency of its own 
men. Can this be? It is so iu part. 
There is a general decline in the value of 
property and a stagnation in the rate ot 
wages. Principles being no longer in 
issue, the American people have endeav­
ored to relieve the disease by changing 
the physician. The measures having been 
decided on, they are looking out for men 
to execute them. The country is safe, but 
the partisans are iu danger. There is 
nothing hereditary iu American polities. 
The Republican party, then, having 
founded orthodox principles, should put 
forward none but good men to give them 
effect. They have the measures, now let 
us have the men to execute them. Do 
not let us be put out of our own house by 
our own tenant, holding over on our own 
title. ________ _

A VOICE FROM THE VATICAN.
It is obvious from the chronicles of the 

Jay that the temporal power of the Pope has 
been much circumscribed by the political 
authority of the Italian people. The ac­
cession of Victor Emmanuel to the govern­
ment of Italy and the annexation of so 
many Italian States to the Sardinian 
monarchy left Lis Holiness the Pope with 
small territory and revenue. The con­
tinued conflict between the political and 
spiritual jurisdictions over the Italian 
people resulted iu a popular vote, where 
by the political supremacy of King Victor 
Emmanuel was declared, aud that mon­
arch, “ welcomed as a deliverer," entered 
Rome in triumph on the last day of 1 "To*. 
We enter into this history no further 
than to note that Lis Holiness Las pro­
tested bitterly against this construc­
tive invasion of Lis immemorial pre­
rogatives. aud that the relit ions be­
tween the two governments seem to be 
about wliat they were in 1801 between 
the federal government aud the State 
of South Carolina. His Holiness the 
Pope very naturally appealed from C.e«ar 
to his own spiritual .subjects in other 
countries. He asked their prayers aud 
sympathies, they gave Loth, and added 
substantial and voluntary contributions to 
his revenues. This was so far unobjec­
tionable. But some of the more zealous 
priests like him who smote off the eat of 
the high priest’s servant when they laid

hands on hi» Lord and Master, differed 
with the sovereign power of the country 
wherein theae priests exercised their sacer­
dotal functions. It was said by the sov­
ereigns that the priests claimed the para­
mount authority of the papal govern­
ment. Of this, not being at all polemical, 
we know nothing except that the imperial 
government of Germany made some 
stringent assertions of its own exclusive 
temporal authority over every subject 
of its own dominions, and claimed 
the further right to determine what 
that authority and obedience were. 
A zealot shot at Prince Bismarck 
on account of this doctrine, but 
it appeared that he had uot been there 
at the instigation of the nullification 
priests. It seemed only the zealot's own 
wrong-headed application of ecclesiastical 
doctrines.

Thus stands the question in Germany, 
the empire choosing to believe that his 
Holiness claims some sort of obedience 
from German subjects not compatible 
with imperial rule, aud his Holiness and 
clerical appointees in foreign lauds fiold- 
ing auother opinion. These countrymen 
of Luther are a hard-headed people, not 
at ail troubled in rest or appetite by any 
meteoric ebullition of bulls, anathemas, 
excommunications and that sort of old 
fashioned pyrotechnics. So having 
read at least ecclesiastical history to 
know that we do not understand 
the Thirty Years’ war and the Palatinate 
ruin, we leave the German empire and 
his Holiness with the remark that we do 
not think the temporal fight an equal one, 
whatsoever may be subject in spiritual 
conflict.

But then comes something even more 
significant. John Ball, a very phlegmatic 
and extremely practical person, seems to 
have some suspicions that his Holiness, 
the Pope, aspires to secure an infiueuce 
which will bring to bear the power of the 
sovereign powers to reinstate him on his 
temporal spiritual throne, with the same 
extent of territorial jurisdiction as it had 
in the hands of his holy predecessors, say 
Leo X. or XI., the Medici, Borgheses, or 
such* supreme potentates. So Mr. Glad­
stone, ex-Premier of England, has deemed 
this question of paramount authority 
again in issue between the courts of Rome 
and of other nations. Minister DTsraeli has 
said that if this question should recur 
that the English government will act with 
decision iu regard to it, and so rests the 
question there. And then comes a notion 
from some zealots in the United States that 
if the holy father be so cruelly entreated in 
his own country and continent, he had 
better seek refuge here, and the holy 
father has been published as saying that 
after all, his rescripts were received with 
more respect in this land of universal 
toleration than among the powers of Eu­
rope. We have sent the most honored 
advocates of the papal faith from America, 
and some of them have actually spokeu of 
our own State of Louisiana as a (spiritual) 
province ot R une.

We pay little attention to these clerical 
squabbles. The republican house was 
built with a view to such wrangles. ' They 
disturb no one. If his Holiness, like the 
Pius .Eneas after the downfall of Troy, 
shall choose to take his household gods 
and emigrate to plant a new kingdom ©a 

new continent, as .Eneas it is sail 
planted Rome, it is ail right. Ke can 
enter and purchase as many sections of 
land, public or private, as he may wish, 
and found a government whose inhabit­
ants may adopt any form or phase of 
faith they may wish, subject to the con­
stitution and laws of the federal govern­
ment.

As a sort of consequence of this com­
plimentary estimate which his Holiness 
has been pleased to place on our country, 
we were struck with an oration pronounced 
some days ago by a clergyman of the 
Romish persuasion on the thesis that the 
white people were the native rulers of the 
earth, and that those who were at all off 
color would enjoy rights graded and con­
ceded according to the shade of their com­
plexion. There was a further doctrine 
advanced:

Now, according to American principles, 
this is tio government at aii, and when 1 
make my argument, I come to the conclu­
sion that"the government is no government 
at all; and that in any State there exists the 
gracil right of revolution.

N’o w —according to my idea of right—the 
first thing to do is to petition, next to argue, 
next to demand. There is nothing like that. 
[Applause.} These rights are ours. Give
those rights tons hack,or---- I'll not finish
the sentence. [Long continued applause.]

We were rather surprised that the mem­
ber of a sacred profession which taught 
that all men were equally the concern of a 
Father in heaven should assign to one 
class of mankind the exclusive govern­
ment over another. It was our idea that 
the Christian churches all deemed it a 
duty to instruct, elevate and prepare all 
humanity for service here and hereafter. 
We should have supposed a clergyman 
to have taught peace, aud not to have 
placed iu the hands of one class a sword to 
smite those of another. So it would have 
been that this missionary came as a 
Christian clergymen. But he came as a 
politician, and he came with the effect 
to disfranchise more than two hundred 
thousand l ’rotestaut Christians who, 
though uot white iu complexion, claimed 
to have been washed and made so in the 
blood of a common redeemer.

We find then the doctrine tanght in this 
discourse that a citizen is the judge of the 
obedi nee which he should give the law, 
and tua if iu his opinion’these laws are un­
just er improperly administered, he may 
resort to the higher law of his own con­
scientious construction and overthrow the 
law Ly force. With this «loctrinc- of a 
paramount and reserved obedience to a 
will of right not amenable to any political 
government, and with the exclusion of 
350,00 ) people from the right to vote, we 
do not see that anything else would be 
necessary to declare Louisiana a “pro­
vince of Rome," and appoint Monsignore 
Ryan as k-j tie o latere to administer it. 
V e wish “more power to his elbow,” as 
they say in Ireland.
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If we scrutinize the live» «it men of ge­
nius, we »hall find that activity and per­
sistence are their leading peculiarities. Ob­
stacles can not intimidate, no; labor weary, 
no; drudgery disgust them.

PUTTING A GOOD FACE UPON IT.
The Price Current is known to be a well 

conducted commercial journal whose con 
ductors appear to be thoroughly devoted 
to the interests of that class of the com­
munity in whose behalf they labor. e 
seldom call in question its figures w hen 
they relate to executed transactions, 
though such as are derived from the in­
spirations of prophecy may sometimes 
fail to command our confidence. In the 
issue of the Price Current for Saturday 
morning we find side by side two articles 
which are respectively designed to put the 
best face possible upon the matters of which 
they treat. One of these :s a long circular 
from a New York firm of cotton specula­
tors, in which the whole horison is scan­
ned for the apparent purpose of proving 
that the bottom has fallen out of the cot­
ton crop, as usual at this time ot the year, 
and that a rally from the present low rates 
is one of the certainties o* the immediate 
future. The old stereotype remarks are 
employed, the estimates are averaged and 
a sufficiently dismal result is achieved to 
send cotton booming up three or four 
cents a pound in half an hour, protided 
the intelligent operators believe in what 
the writer tells them. Egypt of course 
shows its annual decrease; India has done 
next to nothing, while the American crop 
is rather arbitrarily cut down to 1« 0,000 
bales less than it was last year, which is 
urged as a clincher. But we leave these 
characteristic speculations, which are 
merely professional and imposed as a 
solemn d u tv  upon commercial writers 
every day, and pasjj to the next article. 
This we find to be a communication from 
“Citizen” upon the “Debt and Taxation 
of the City." the object being to show 
that the situation is “not so desperate as 
it seemed.” The hopeful features are 
both retrospective and prospective. The 
former include such items as unpaid taxes 
due the city for years prior to 1375, which 
foot up in the following highly satisfac­
tory manner:

The above forms a valuable asset on 

paper, but the hopeful local writer will 
find that his four millions of dollars will 
shrink into comparative nothingness, 
while the equally partial New York writer 
who has undertaken to demolish the cotton 
crop will find that the collections will 
exceed the estimates. But “Citizen ’ is 
not satisfied with his excellent exhibition 
of prospective receipts. He draws upon 
the future for such huge installments of 
economy that we feel reasonably sure his 
drafts will be protested. Here are some 
of the items which he fondly expects to 
he curtailed, and the money thus saved t° 
the people: Police, $500,000, to be re­
duced to $300,000; schools, $330,000, to 
$200,000; current expenses, $1.733,000, to 
$1,300,000: the Park tax abolished alto­
gether; besides liberal reductions are to 
b> urged in others, such as the Surveyor's 
department, now $32,000 a  year; office 
expenses City Hall, $101.000; coroner’s 
charges, $15,000; maintenance of prison­
ers. $30,000; the two criminal courts, 
$(>2,000; law charges, $10,000: tue Water­
works (net loss). $53,000; supervision of 
contracts, $30,000. aud so on.

The writer for the Price C 'irrenf, being 
sincere himself, naturally falls into the 
error of supposing that the politicians who 
are about to succeed to the administration 
of our municipal affairs, arc also sincere in 
their professions of reform. He evidently 
supposes that the Leeds administration 
will have better luck in collecting current 
and back taxes than its predecessors had, 
aud that its economy for the future will 
be almost primitive. If all his hopes, 
t the wild ones as well as any i are realized— 
if the last cent of dues be collected, and 
the city employes put down to no more 
than honest wages, he shows there will be 
a surplus of $40,000 a year, which may be 
employed as a sinking tuud. or put out to 
some good use.

But “Citizen” has really presented us a 
very uncomfortable balance sheet Loth 
for the past aud the future. The one is 
based upon the willingness and ability of 
the people to pay the back taxes promptly 
and fully, the other upon the presump­
tion that the Democrats who are to run 
things about the City Hall hereafter are 
willing to work for less than their pre­
decessors received. Unless both these 
estimates prove correct, there will be 
some disappointment in the realization of 
the hopes of “Citizen”; if both fail, the 
failure of all his plans will be complete. 
IVe would like to have the Price C urent 
give u.s the market price of paper dis­
counted on the basis ot its correspondent’s 
calculations.

KR. H'ENERY AT NASHVILLE.
Mr. McEuerv has been invited to join 

iu a Democratic jollification at Nashville, 
along with such luminaries as Sunset 
Cox. of Ohio, New York and elsewhere, 
Messrs. Beck and Knott, of Kentucky, 
Michael Kerr, ot Indiana, and others. 
McEaery of course distinguished himself 
by asserting as axioms two or three very 
doubtful points. He informed the thou­
sand or two people who sat up till nearly 
midnight to hear him. that the Louisiana 
Returning Board is composed of five 
irresponsible persons, that such a board, 
so composed, would not be tolerated an 
hour in Tennessee. Une of the gentle­
men thus stigmatized was Governor of 
this State by conservative suffrage in 1So5, 
while Mr. McEaery was at the sama time 
a member of the General Assembly, and 
believed to be politically allied with him. 
Auother has represented the parish ot St. 
Landry—the most populous parish in the 
State outside of New Orleans—in the 
House or Senate, for more than a quarter 
of a century. He now owes his seat in the 
State Senate to the votes of his consti­
tuents independent of both the Demo­
cratic and Republican parties having been 
elected in 1S72 by a large majority over 
both the regular nominees. Another 
member is a D.-mocrat, iu high standing 
with his party. He was Clerk of the 
House of Representatives in 18GG-G7, and 
has as good a record as any Democrat in 
the State« The two remaining members 
are colored men. whom it would be diffi* 
cult to recommend to such au  audience as

Mr. McEnery addressed in Nashville. 
They are very acceptable to the better 
classes of people in Louisiana, and repre­
sent more than half the voters in the State. 
Bat they are colored men and unflinching 
Republicans. So Messrs. McEnery, Kerr, 
Beck, Cox et id genus ovine could not 
probably be persuaded to do them justice.

Again; The orator said “ the troops have 
been withdrawn from New Orleans by 
order of the President." The events of the 
dav succeeding that on which this curious 
statement was made were sufficiently con­
tradictory to make the Bulletin, one of 
the orator's organs, exclaim; “ Aud now it 
appears we are to have the soldiers always 
with us.” A large hotel has been engaged, 
in addition to other places already iu use. 
A whole regiment, besides three com­
panies ot infantry, one of artillery and 
“other commands” are reported hero in 
permanence, notwithstanding the post 
prandial speech of the gentleman from 
Louisiana.

As for the intimation that the people 
have a disposition to “oust Kellogg, per­
haps it would have lost its force it the 
speaker had explained that a majority of 
their votes has been given for the amend, 
meats to the constitution which he has 
championed, aud to the candidate of his 
choice for State Treasurer. Deducting a 
fair percentage from those who voted 
against him, for fair minded gentlemen 
who are willing to permit a political op­
ponent to serve the full term for which we 
have elected, aud the result will show a 
very small army of ousters. We think 
Mr. McEnery did not state that point 
with much fairness. We are glad to learn 
that it occurred to him to speak of “our 
united country,” and to acknowledge the 
alms Boston sent to enable our riparian 
planters to raise a first rate crop of cotton, 
sugar and rice. Of course he was ap­
plauded for the sentiment. It is as much 
the fashion to cheer Union sentiments 
since the effort to destroy it failed, as it 
was to deride it when its ruin seemed pos­
sible. A Confederate colonel who had 
failed iu one respect may be pardoned for 
seeking success by rounding off his periods 
in laudation of his former discomfiture. 
But while we are thankful to him for re­
collecting we have a Union at all, we 
must say he makes a bad representative of 
Louisiana. He is not sufficiently ac­
quainted with our leading citizens or the 
intentions of those who command United 
States troops here.

TWO DEMOCRATIC CITIE3.
* We have had Governor Kellogg charged 
with every house sold for taxes and every 
employe discharged or reduced in wages. 
The city tax amounts at present to about 
two and a half per cent ad valorem upon 
its taxable values. Democratic New York 
is paying at present just the same rate of 
two and a half per cent, with a prospect 
of three per cent next year, unless her 
city expenses be reduced.

The other burden* upon property besides 
this tax. in the shape of rat«-«, assessments 
and interest, are so heavy that it is ques­
tionable whether they will uot soon amount 
to practical confiscation.

The city debt of New York is nearly 
$130,000,009. The expenses of the city 
will next year require nearly S37.000.000, 
bu: only a fraction will be applied in re­
duction of the debt. The debt ot New 
York is like that of New Orleans—

The balance i* pushed forward by re­
newal in the shape of new bond* and added 
to tiie mountainous bail ot debt roiling 
steadily on before us.

The city is liable for $10,000,000 under 
3300 suits now pending. Here ends the 
parallel between these two cities, admin­
istered to ruin by the same doctrines. The 
valuation of New York increased last year 
$45,000,000; that of New Orleans declined 
$13,00b,000. Our authority, the Hera id, 
says what is true of both cities:

It is notorious that half the money ex­
pended by some of the municipal depart­
ments is* used for political or personal 
patronage, and not for the interest or the 
business of the city.

We need not discern the importance of 
separating commerce from politics, or of 
rescuing public affairs from the White 
League attorneys, hut we may say that 
New York is enabled to sustain her enor­
mous burdens by the increased value of 
her taxable property derived from the 
commercial losses of New Orleans. The 
same system of mismanagement and cor­
ruption is rooted in both cities. In both, 
the Democratic politicians extort from 
trade and industry the revenues which 
support that standing army, their polit­
ical party. Commerce and industry rebel 
and struggle* against this independent 
order of robbers. Will these great aud 
enduring interests succeed iu either city 
in emancipating themselves from the arro­
gant aud rapacious rule? The New York 
Herald fears not, aud as to New Orleans 
we are compelled to subscribe to the same 
discouraging opinion.

THE FEELING IN THE ARMY.
The correspondent of the New York 

liera1 d, having disposed ot the crippled 
General Longstreet, by detailing him for 
duty at a hop at the Barracks, turns his 
veracious quill on General Emory aud 
Admiral Mullaney, as follows:

The feeling of the army i.« tiiat they 
would like to be withdrawn, and permit 
the .State to take care of it* own interna, 
affairs. General Emory and Admiral 
Mullaney. the representatives of the two 
branches of the service, iiave time and 
again, within army and navy circles, spoken 
iu unmistakable term*, and keenly feel the 
mortification to which, ia t'ae absence oi 
General Sherman, wuo is the pet of all, 
they are subjected.

Were the two officers earned to express 
themselves in such a disrespectful man­
ner, they would stand an excellent chance 
ot being courtmartialed and dismissed the 
service. It really does not make a pin’s 
difference to anybody except themselves 
whether they like the service to which 
they are assigned or not. 'T he one does 
not own the army nor the other the navy, 
and not a man can be taken from the 
force here by either without permission of 
those in whose Lands the law has placed 
the direction of affairs. But we know 
General Emory to be a thorough soldier 
and presume Admiral Mullaney is a good 
officer, both thoroughly devoted to duty 
It is not the province of either to select 
the spots in which they are to serve, 
and they know the estimation in 
whicU grumbler* sad critics are

held and the effect a practice of censuring 
the official acts of the President would 
have upon their commands. Yet they 
are accused of this most pernicious and 
evil habit, and that, too, within army 
and naval circles. We do not suppose 
they are required to answer every news­
paper article, hut think this is a case call­
ing for* flat denial of the charge. It can 
not be true that either of these gentlemen 
has thus expressed himself, and that he is 
at the same time fit to remain in the ser­
vice, and the correspondent of the Herald 
could not well have accused these officers 
of a graver offense.

Rev. Dr. C. H. Thompson, of the 
Central Congregational Church of this 
city, has accepted the presidency of 
the Alcorn University of Mississippi, 
to take effect on the first of Decem­
ber. A meeting of the officers of the 
church was held on Tuesday night, to 
consider the resignation of their pastor, at 
which resolutions were passed testifying 
the- high appreciation in which Dr. Thomp­
son is held by those with whom he has so 
long held intimate relations as pastor and 
friend. The resignation was received with 
feelings of profound sorrow and sincere 
regret at the proposed separation from 
their beloved pastor, whoso loss will be 
really a serious one.

Dr. Thompson is a highly cultivated 
man. of great purity of character, earnest, 
zealous piety, and a conscience void of 
offense. We know of no more valuable 
citizen, a better neighbor, or a safer coun­
selor in all matters involving the duties 
men owe to their Maker or each other. He 
has been for two or three years connected 
with the school hoard, besides devoting a 
great deal of his time to the welfare of his 
congregation. We wish him full success 
iu his new field of usefulness.
