CONSTITUTIONAL AND LEGAL AMEND­
MENTS.

Tho Republican leader* will perceive 
after a While that there w ill be no altera­
tion-radical alteration* in the constitu­
tion and law* of Louisiana. The Pica* 
yai't calls a convention to remodel the 
constitution. Cau this measure be long 
postponed? Ought tbeamendment of the 
laws smd the modification of the consti­
tution be deferred?

lb-publicans as well as Democrats are 
desirous to reduce fees of office, and limit 
the powers of the public authorities to 
create debt ami impose taxation. Re 
publicans Lave been the first to institute 
these reforms. All the limitations iu the 
legislative and municipal powers have 
originated wltU the Republican party, and 
they are prepared to sustain any lurther 
reforms necessary to bring the form of 
government iu conformity to the prin­
ciple* of Republicanism. Why. then 
will not Republicans take the initiative iu 
tbe inevitable? Why should they shrink 
from the enactment of their own prin­
ciples?

We cau very readily show why the Re­
publicans should themselves make such 
amendment* as may be required in the 
organic and statute laws, and such as may 
in the opinion of the people be necessary.

We repeat that a convention will be 
empowered to reform or repeal the whole 
constitution. We remind our Republican 
friends that there are certain fundamental 
principles now embodied in the constitu- 
tion which they do not wish changed. 
The right and practical exercise of suf­
frage without qualification of property 
has been implanted in the constitution, 
Do our Republican friends wish these 
guarantees impaired? Vet such suffrage 
restrictions may be imposed as will 
greatly affect the present rights of the 
people and this without violation of the 
federal laws.

Why, then, allow this whole subject to 
come under the control of a majority pos­
sibly hostile to tbe principles embodied 
by the Republican party? The executive 
stands iu a favor Nile position to offer the 
reprieve which all agree to be proper 
without imputation of an improper mo­
tive. Let him, in his annual message to 
the Legislature, say: “I was not respon­
sible for tho creation of your debt or 
taxation, yet 1 have limited the cue and 
reduced the other.”

“I am not responsible for tho defects of 
your constitution or laws, yet I will re­
form these as I have done the finances.” 
If be would then proceed to examine the 
constitution ha will liud his own depart­
ment endowed with powers not possessed 
by the executive of any other Republican 
State. He will find a power to appoint 
judicial and military officers and to fill 
municipal vacancies. Ha will find officers 
under the State and city governments re­
ceiving compensation far in advance of 
their services or capacities. These re- 
lorms shoo! ? be made. It is not proper 
iu a time of universal destitution that 
some men should receive princely rev­
enues while others cau not obtain employ­
ment or bread for their families.

It is only necessary to call to the atten­
tion of LU excellency, the Republican 
Governor of Louisiana, the ap; arent du­
ties and advantages ot Lis position. If 
the constitution is to be am uJod. the 
Republican» should retain control .f the 
power to amend. If there should be pal­
pable reforms of law necessary,tbe Repub­
licans should take the first steps to make 
those reforms. They should also take 
whatever of popular approval may result 
from an effort to carry out the popular 
will.

HELD IN DUEES1.
A board appointed by law to prepare 

and report a list of the members elect to 
the Legislature is endowed with powers 
nearly equivalent to a jurisdiction of con­
tested elections.

There cau be little question but that 
this board possesses powers and might 
perform duties which would facilitate the 
final decision upon the legal qualifications 
of representatives and officers of State. 
The board has been instructed by its out­
side directors that it must look to the in­
tent of the voters and disregard any in­
formalities which would defeat that in­
tent. This intent is, of course, to be ex­
plained by the outside directors. This 
explanation is rendered more impressive 
by a distinct intimation that violence will 
be used toward the board if its reports do 
not coincide with the terms prescribed by 
those who besiege its daily sessions, or 
that the White League organization will 
install its own members according to its 
own returns.

The letter of the law lays down the 
schedule of duties for the board, and the 
opposition has administered these duties 
according, in their opinion, to the will of 
the law. Yet the Returning Board is not 
permitted to obey the law or even employ 
the precedent. It must comply with the 
demand of its White League captors-- 
we cau employ no more appropriate 
word—who now hold it to ransom on con­
dition of subscribing such conditions as 
the captor* may prescribe. Subscribe to 
this dictation and you go free; refuse 
or evade it. your lives are forfeit 
and your labors annulled. Such is 
the state of the board. Like an old 
English jury they are to be kept se­
cluded until they agree on a verdict, but 
unlike any institution ot law or freedom, 
the board is confined until they agree on 
the verdict which has been prepared and 
prescribed for their signature. Let the 
foreman come into court with such a re­
turn as the armed partie» who .surround 
the tribunal require, an I the jury will be 
discharged. Let him fail to do so And he 
with hi* compeers may be locked up in 
the pig* on holes of a cemetery and the 
record of their duty trampled under foot 
by a males* mob.

A VERY POOS SENSATION.

The Bulletin claims the rare merit of 
having discovered a clear case of atrocity, 
and i* nervous lest its piping voice should 
not be heard iu the hum and roar of the 
great world.
