THROUGH TRADE IN GRAIN.

Persons dealing in any commodity
naturally content themselves with doing’
business accurately and honestly in the
way they were tavght, but in commerce,
as in manufactures, there are frequent

4 changes so radical in their character as to

render worse than useless the practical
knowledge of those who conduct it.

Such a change has been wrought by the
opinions of modern science. Formerly,
while all modes of transportation were
equally slow, the mere economy of co.n-
veyance Was & governing principle. Dis-
tance and delay rendered several inter-
mediate changes of ownership between pro-
duction and consumption indispensable,
some conveyances could not be effected by
one shipper alone. Hence way factorage
now almost an extinct thing ‘on transport-
ation. The application of steam to land
and ocean conveyance gives such con-
tinuity and certainty to a commercial
transaction as to make the commodity
a safe basis of its own conveyznce. Flour
made in Missouri nwust bave changed
hands at St. Louis to await the delay of
a conveyance and sale at New Orleans.
Flour at New Orleans must change hands
at New Orleans to cover the exportation
sale and returns. The rail, the wire and
the stenmship make a barrel of flour at
St. Louis worth the Liverpool or New
York price, less the insuranceand freiglts,
to get it to market. Hence freights form
freight lines.

The bulk grain trade can not bear any
interruption of its shipment at New Or-
leans or anywhese elsc. A speculation at
any intermediate point is impossible on
strictly financial principles. The bill of
exchange drawn against a guaranteed date
of delivery can be negotiated on a cer-
tainty of consummation at a given date.
It can not be done if the transit time be
doubtful. Grain is turned into the Chi-
cago warehouses in immense quantities
and the certificates are put on the mar-
ket. These warchouses are mere store-
houses, and charges are made for com-
missions on reeeiving and forwarding,
nor is eny intermediate profit made
at Chicago at all. So at New York
the grain is stored in magazines
is such quantities as that certifi-
cates of these deposits can be pur-
chased and shipments made at any
time. In New Orleans there isno such
accumulation of stocks as will enable the
foreign purchaser to order any quantity at
any moment: The orders must be put
in the upper Western markets and passed
in separate cargoes through New Orleans.

The obstacle to this trade consists in
the fact that we have not bere a regular
and adequate tonnage to take this grain
away. Our staple export is cotton, which
being far more valuable, can pay better
freights then grain. Hence a shipment of
bulk grain ordered from St. Louis may be
embarrassed by the highrates or scarcity
of tonnage.

To make this continuity and certainty
of time delivery, which the finance of
modern commerce demands, there must
bea close and certain relation between
the river and ocean craft.

The conviction that this continuity is
indispensable to the river has impressed
jtself on the St. Louis Democraf, but not,
as we consider, on the principle stated
by us:

In addition to this, it is necessary that
the barge line running to New Orleans
should create a line of sailing veesels to
carry wheat from New Orleans to all
Atlantie ports and make as low a through
rate as can be made from Chicago, either
to Boston, New York, !-'h'ih’_delphlin, Balti-
more or Rich d. This is ble. * *
With such a combination as we have men-
tioned St. Louis may pay her barges five
cents and her sailing vessels ten cents, and
thus beat Chicago tive cents per bushel in
her lowest range of prices.

This may be effected to Liverpool as
well as to Boston, and by steam as well ag
by sail. It will be unnecessary to do
more than put on such a line of grain
propellers as ply between the Black Sea
and the English ports, and let them pro
rate with the river barges each signing
through for the other. Under this simple
system which has been adopted between
so many railroads and steamships, a cargo
of bulk grain shipped from St. Louis
would be assured of going directly through
to Liverpool to arrive on a given day, it
would thus become the basis of a safe
financial transaction, and would enable
the English importer to know esactly
when and at what price his grain could be
Inid down at Liverpool, 2ud his caleula-
tions would be made accordingly. We
have already had some such cargoes con-
signed to steamer, when the barge coald
discharge into the steamerand the cargo
be traneferred at the elevator or by float-
ing ¢levator in the stream.

Ve have stated the demand of all
modern commerce, and espeeially of bulk
grain, and sooner or later it will be con-
formed to, It may be said that if there
is to be no local profit other than transfer
at New Orleans this trade will be of no
advantage. This question does not come
up atall. We have no graintrede in bulk
worthy the name, so we lose nothing when
we have nothing.  But even through trade
is better than no trade, as itis exactly
what New York, Chicago and Baltimore
are doing, we must do the same with our
competitors, or let them take the busi-
nese. The truth is, time and distanee, as
elements of financial negotiation, are
against our route, and we can not carry
also storage, commissions and the delay of
hunting a ship to carry our graio abroad
after we have received it.  We must keep
up with the improvement, or rest content

to =ee others take the trade.

A MUCHLY MIXED SCHOOL.

The Bullelin seems laboring to establish
a religion to whose ministers and laymen
all things shall be lawful, while to all dis-
senters and hereties there shall be little of
popular right escept what may be accord-
ed them by the grace of their superiors.
TLis religion is Democracy, and its high.
est hicropbant is the Bullefin, Among the
omcles of this tripod is one that there
shall be no social or industrial nght ac-
corded to 1ne volored peopl:, and that
those who associate with or employ him
shall be subject to proscription and exile.

The Bulletin expresses surprise that the
ureepectable white men” who conduct the

‘snd Agricultural College
should suparintend & school into which
pupils are admitfed without regard to
color. When it is remembered that this
school is founded under a law and sup-
ported by a donation of the United Statés
the Bulletin will be.xelieved-from any re-
sponsibility for the mode of its orgariza-
tion and expenditure. When the Bulletin
is reminded that in the mechanic arts and
in agriculture there is no such distinction
as it demands it will see that *‘the respect-
able white men” who conduet this school
do exactly what any other respectable
white man does who toils on the levee, in
the cotton field or workshop does daily.
It is also and emphatically just whatevery
white mother does who has a colored
nurse or domestic, and what every re"
spectable sick white man does who has
the yellow or other fever or other infirmity
on him does. Such is the mutual as-
sociation and reciprocal utilization of the
races in Lonisiana.

We do not hesitate to say that the in-
dustries of this climate can alone Le con-
ducted by those who are inured to its
heat and its epidemics. We will affirm
distinctly that to the negro race, edu-
cated to the mechanic and maritime arts,
will be greatly due the future economical
and industrinl development of Louisiana.
As a corollary therefore we defend the
participation of the colored people in the
practical education secured by the fed-
eral government.

But we intended the heading of this
article for a phase of race association for
which the Bullefin censor is wholly un-
prepared, and of which we are anxious to
see its explanation.

There will be *a muchly mixed school”
opened in New Orleans on the first of next
month. Its instruction is gratuitous, and
its pupils paid. The preliminary exam
inations for admission into this school
are just being completed. Itis free for
admission, without regard to race, color
or condition. The competition for these
scholarships has been very great. The
Bulletin has been a ferocious demandant
for admission of its friends. It has
threatened all the weapons in its armory
if its nominees were not admitted into
this “muchly mixed school.” Do our
readers wish to learn the name of this in-
stitation? It is the Legislature. It is
Congress. Yes, with thirty or forty black
men, these *‘respecctable white men” of
the Bulletin wish to pass the mext sixty
days. With the colored members of Con-
gress these intolerant white men are con-
tending to associate. It is perfectly
proper for a *‘respectable White man” to
sit alongside of & negro in the Legisla-
tare. The courteous Eustis may sit
alongside with the very best specimen of
Mr. Canefield. Mr. Blazing Booth may
display his political pyrotechnics befere
the eyes of his wondering colleagues of
color. These are political equals--
yes—governed by the same rules and
entitled to the same rights, and draw-
ing their pay from the same fund. This
is what some respectable white men may
do with impunity, while others are not
allowed to condnct without compensation
an institation of labor and intelligence.
Pay these first respectable white men and
all things are lawful to them. Let, how-
ever, other white men devote themselves
to making society more industrious, more
intelligent and thrifty, more prosperous,
and they are made subjects of reproach
and of ostracism by the members of that
establisked religion known as Democracy.

The North Louislana and Texas Rallvoad.

The following is from the Guachita Telc-
graph, published at Monroe, a paper which
is not friendly to the leading owners of the
road. It is, however,a much fairer state-
ment than any that will be likely to be
found in the columns of the Bulletin, which
journal has endeavored to make political cap-
ital against and to excite personal prejudice
toward the president of the road, who is the
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of this
State, The editor of the Telegraph has prob.
ably erred in his statement that under the
recent decision of the Supreme Court of the
United States tka road reverts to the
original stockholders. The legal effect of
this decision is ta subject the property to
be sold to pay the elaims held by the plain-
tift in this suit; and, further, 1o any event
the preeent stockkolders will be entitled to
be seimbursed the money they have ex.
pended in the recomstruction axd repair of
the road. The Telgraph says:

On the first Saturday of Febreary, 1866,
the Vicksburg, Shreveport and Texas rail-
road was sold under an order frox the judge
of this district, There were two parties
bidding: one, Braneer & Co., the other J,
T. Ludeling and associates. The road, with
its privileges, property and rights, was
knocked off by the sheriff to Branner & Co.
for £556,000. "Buat Branner & Co,, failing to
comply with the terms of the sale as detined
hy the sheriff, the road was immedietely re.
oftered, when Ludeheg & Co. became the
purchasers at £50,00€, The eale wae made
at the instance of Gordon, oue of the bond.
holders. “T'he mortgage debt of the read, at
the time, amounted to about £1,000,00¢, with
other liabilities amounting to nearly half as
much wore. The amount of stock which
had been paid in was very near £1,500,000,
aver one-third of which was in State bonds,
falling due in 1877, Ninety miles of road,
with absut 300,000 acres of land were trans-
ferred at this sale,

Branner & Co., standing sipon their Lid,
instituted suit for the possession of the road.
Their effort was unsuccessful all througt
the State courts, and with that their pre-
tensions ended.

Bat Ludeling & Co.,, who had meanwhile A

been put in possession of the read and were
engaged in repairing it, were again brought
into court by Jackson et als, bolders of
first mortgage bonds of the road, by whom
it was alleged that the sale made by the
sherift in Menroe was fraudulent, 2nd not
binding in law. This suit was diswissed by
Judge Woods of the United States Circuit
Court, who sustained the sale, whereupon
the plaintitfs appealed to the United Niates
Supreme Court.

It is now announced from Washington
that the Sipreme Court has reversed the
decree of Judge Woods, and tbat that tri-
bunal bas decided that the sale to Lude-
ling & Co. was fraudulent and void, and
that the suit of Jackson et als, unet ba re-
instated.

. As to the road, the effect of this decision
is to restore it to the possession of the orig-
inal stockholders, the same as if no sale had
taken place. Tne mortgage bonds Leld by
Jackson and others will be enforced, we
presume, us in the case of other mortgages,
before the United States District Coart, and
the road will again be oftered for sale. What
length of time will be necessary to conclude
such s proceeding, or what dilatory action
may be interposed, we are unable to say.
As to Ludeling & Co., the decision ia con
clusive as to their title. If the sale ag which
they par was void, they, of course,
::. widu;nt :Iﬂdov of title, Moreover,
g, as it would seem, possessors in
faith, the improvements they have made
upon the and expenditures for stock,

epots, etc., will be to them a total loss.
The lands and lota they hgve sold, belong-
ing to the old company, will revert back to
that company, and the purchasers will find
themselves without & title in law. What
amount of money Ludeling & Co. have ex-
pended in uction, buildings, en-
gines, etc., we have no means ot knowing,
but it is generally believed that beside the
large amount obtained from the sale of
State bonds granted to Ludeling & Co.,
the individual members of the company
have expended largely of their own means,
and that their losees in this way will
very heavy.

The company is composed of J. T. Lude-
ling, John Ray, W. R. Gordon, F. P. Stubbs,
G. C. Waddell, Frank Morey, John Klein,
H. M. Bry, aud others whose names we do
pot now recollect. The road is in fair run-
ping order, with some five or eix engines,
a number of cars, depot buildings, and a
machine shop at this place. At the time of
the sale, it was estimated that it would cost
£300,000 to rebuild and restock the road;
but we are satisfied that Ladeling & Co.
have expended over three times this
amount. That part of the road from
Shreveport to the Texas line, now in daily
use, also goes back to the old company.

As to the stockholders in the old road we
do not suppose that they are benefited by
this decision. The mortgage debt, with ac-
crued interest, at eight per cent we believe,
since 1862, will about cover a fair valuation
of the road even now, to eay nothing of the
claims held by the State for bonds issued
prior to the war, which claim, however,
may have been released.

A large number of our readers will be
anxious to know what effect this sudden
change in the ownership of the road will
have upon the prospect ot its early comple-
tion from this place to Shreveport. This is
a question dependent upon the law’s delays.
How long it may be betore the present pos-
sessors ure dispossessed, the road resold and
another company placed in control is
matter of mere conjecture. But let us hope,
not that one harrassing obstacle in the
way of the completion ot this great thor-
oughfare has been cleared away after eight
years of doubt, that the public interests
will be pushed at sure-enough railroad
speed, and that all questions ot ownership
will be summarily submerged in the over-
shadowing importance of one main question
in which all classes are vitally interested,
namely: the completion of the road to Red
river. At the same time we tender the
present management of the road the ex-
preesion of our syanpathy in its losses.

While the roa(f-has been condneted in the
interest of the ownera to a degree incom-
patible with a due regard for the accommo-
dation and claims of the public, we ust
say, however, that the road bLas been of
great service to the people, and that the
company has under most trying circnmn-
stances fulfilled ita obligation to keep the
road up and running. At times we have
borne rather hard upon the managers, but
not helf so hard as we shounld have done
had the company been composed of indi-
viduals not of this people, and eon this ae-
count mainly we base the hope that the ex-
penditures made by the present company
will be refunded.
