The Major informed the Council that the 
meeting was called to receive the Mayor and 
Administrators elect, and turn over to them 
their respective departments, readiness !o 
to take charge of the same being announced 
in the following communication, which was 
read and ordered to be spread upon the 
minutes:

New O r le a n s ,  November 29, 1874. 
Hon. 1 . A. Wiltz, Mayor of the City of New Orleans.

DeaU Sir—Iu compliance with a résolu- 
tion adopted last night at a meeting of the 
members elect of the incoming Council, I 
have the honor to inform you that we pro 
pose to wait upon you at the City Halt on 
Monday, tho thirtieth instant, at twelve 
o’clock" M., to assume the functions of the 
city government.

having been read, was, on motion of Mr.

Gentfemen of the Council:
This being onr last full official meetiag. I 

avail myself of the occasion to return 
to each and all the members ol this 
body my cordial thanks for the uniform 
kindness, the unchanging confidence and 
the generous assistance which I have re­
ceived from you. .

From the first day of my administration 
until now our official anil persona! inter­
course and relations have been friendly, 
confidential and pleasant. 1 have presided 
at more than a hundred meetings «if this 
body in committee of the whole, and over 
as many more in public sessions, all of which 
have been singularly harmonious. Differ­
ing opinions on many subjects have led to 
numerous discussion», iu which I have 
taken a part; but acrimonious «lebate or 
language, manner, tone or substance liable 
to offend have been unknown in our delib- 
«rations. I am fully convinced that this 
concord and harmony has resulted from 
mutual respect, and from the belie! that alt 
were moved bv the purest desire tu pro. 
mote the true interests of onr city.

We have met here as friends; as eunh we 
have acted and as such we now separate. 
Our relations for twi* years of gloom, «liffi- 
culty and misfortune have been altogether 
pacific, for the sufficient reason that we 
have jointly striven against many obsta­
cles to protect the rights and to enhance 
the welfare of the people of New Orleaus. 
Acting in this spirit, each Administrator 
has at all times had ample opportunity to 
impart his views and suggestions, which 
have always been heard with respect and 
consideration. I do not hesitate to say that 
the concord, courtesy and mutual esteem 
which have been shown by the members of 
this Council have never before been wit­
nessed in any deliberative body of equal 
numbers for so long a period. Daring all 
this time I have received innumerable kind­
nesses, which I shall always remember with 
gratitude.

The two years of your administration 
have been the gloomiest in the history of 
our city. You began your responsible aud 
laborious task when tho ie.al and personal 
property of citizens was rapidly declining 
and that downward tendency of all values 
has continued until nearly the close of your 
term of office. Your hands were so tied by 
unfriendly State legislation that you were 
without the power to relieve the city from 
enormous expenditures. You found her 
bound for the payment of the interest on a 
stupendous bonded debt. To raise tbis in­
terest you were forced by-the most strin­
gent laws to tax the property of our impov­
erished and struggling fellow-citizens. You 
were likewise obliged to pay maturing bonds 
by the same means, requiring, for interest 
and principle, a cash tax ol $1 50 on each 
hundred dollars* worth of depreciated and 
constantly declining property. Besides 
this, you were obliged to pay or absorb tin 
old floating debt of more than $2.000,000, to 
pay for the support of the State police under 
the control of the State about $890,000, to 
provida for the costly support of the 
public schools over which the Legisla­
ture left yoti no manner of control, 
to collect and pay over to a State board a 
tax to pay for a city park utterly useless to 
the citv and never asked for, to fulfill many 
onerous contracts made under acts of the 
General Assembly without the conscut and 
contrary to the interests and wishes of the 
people,"to meet defeat or satisfy a greedy 
horde of claimants and litigants, and to en­
counter difficulties iu many other forms 
which I need not enumerahj. For 1874 you 
have been enabled by the Legislature to 
postpone the payment of maturing bonds, 
and thereby reduce the city debt tax one- 
half of one per cent. Except this tardy and 
scanty measure of relief yon have been 
nnable to obtain legislati ve assistance, not 
withstanding your most assiduous endeav­
ors during the’wholo of two sessions of the 
General Assembly.

The period of our ndmlnsitration lias in- 
eluded a financial crisis from whose damag­
ing effects the city treasury greatly suffered 
and still suffers: but if the business of the 
city had never felt this monetary paralysis 
the people iu very many cases could not 
have paid their taxes. Thousands of others, 
able to pay. were discouraged hy rents so 
low as hardly to suffice for the payment of 
city and State taxes, leaving them actual 
losers to the extent of their insurance and 
repairs, in addition to the loss by shrinkage 
in value. Many others have refused or 
failed to pay taxes because imposed under 
the compulsion of a hostile Legislature. 
The result is that the assessed «iwo to 
the city a debt of nearly live millions, 
of which more than three millions 
was dua and exigible sixteen months 
ago. Instead of buying for cash at low 
rates, you have been obliged to supply ab­
solute* wants of the corporation at such 
rates as would indemnify the seller», touch 
in advance of market prices. Therefore, 
while you have not increased the debrs and 
liabilities of the city, yon have not been 
able to reduce them ,o any considerable ex­
tent. Your difficulties have increased con­
tinually with the decline of the city’s credit 
and securities. You have been on «iuty 
«luring the last watches ol a gloomy Dight 
of adversity, and you leave your poät» just 
when the light of prosperity is beginning to 
dawn upon our city, and when a change in 
the character of the General Assembly may 
be expected to briDg legislative relief aud 
restore confidence.

Iu behalf of the Council ntul for myself I 
wish to return most hearty and ^earnest 
thanks to the officers employed sn vour 
several «lepartments and in min«, tor their 
marked kindness toward me on alt occa­
sions, and to commend theta for the aide, 
faithful and zealous service which they 
have rendered, ns well as for their courte­
ous nnd dignified blaring toward all who 
have had business t« transact with them,
I shall always hold them in high esteem, 
and remember them with gtateful pleasure.
I regret very much that the poverty of the 
city is so great that tlieir_ well earned sal­
aries have remained unpaid and iu arrears 
many months, and that they have been 
obliged to sell their claims for such salaries 
at enormous and ruinous discount. We are 
also sufferers from the same cause and for 
an equal period. We have in vain tried to 
find means of relief for these and other 
highly meriiorioii3 creditors of the city, 
consistent with the charter and laws which 
we have been obliged to obey.

YVe welcome hero our successor.», the 
Mayor and Administrators elect, and con- 
gratulate them npon the marked and em- 
phatio expression ot the tavor and confi­
dence of their fellow-citizens. Wo deeply 
regret that bad laws and the delinquency 
of taxpayers should oblige us to leave to 
them an empty treasury and many debts. 
They will encounter embarrassing difficul­
ties "from the beginning which will require 
their best efforts and employ all their time 
and talents, but we trust that the incoming 
General Assembly will relieve them of the 
most serious of the burdens nuder which 
the city government has hitherto labored. 

To the proprietors and editors of the pub­

lic journals ol New Orleans I give many 
thanks for the kind, liberal and commenda­
tory terms in which they have so often refer­
red to me and to my official action. Their ap-

Ereciative commenta and generous appro- 
ation have greatly encouraged me. while 

their suggestions as to city affairs have 
given me equally valuable assistance.

Upon leaving the post to which the par­
tiality of my fellow-citizens has assigned 
me, 1 wish to express to them my gratitude 
for an honor which I shall never under­
value. In return for their favor and confi­
dence I have under most unfavorable aus­
pices served them faithfully and to the best 
of my ability, with a constant and eager 
desire to protect and promote the true in­
terests ot mv native city.

Whereupon the Hon. L. A. Wiltz, Mayor 
incumbent, conducted his successor to the 
chair, and introduced him as the Mayor of 
the city, with the remark that he congratu 
lated the community in having, as his suc­
cessor, an honest man.

All the members of the late Council, as 
well as the Mayor, having vacated their 
seats and severally conducted their succès 
surs thereto, the new Council was organized 
and proceeded to business.

The auuexed message from tha Mayor 
having been read was. on iniHion of Mr. 
Barke, received and ordered to be spread 
upon the minutes:
Gentlemen of the City Council:

Chosen by our tellow citizens to admin* 
ister the affairs of this city, we assume con­
trol under circumstances of the most em* 
harrassiug nature. This community, once 
so prosperous, has, by years of misgovern- 
ment ami oppression been brought to .the 
verge of bankiuptcy. Real estate is almost 
without marketable value, commerce is 
declining, manufacturing and other indus­
trial interests are paralyzed and all classes 
are sinking under the load of publie indebt­
edness.

The interest on the public debt,, and the 
current expenses for the support of the gov­
ernment are more than the people can pay. 
and taxation now amounts to actual con­
fiscation of the property o f  the citizens. 
Public expectation demands at our bands 
immediate relief, and the necessities of the 
people require the reduction o f  the public 
burden. Taxation must be brought down to 
the lowest possible rate to bring back our 
former prosperity and save the city from 
impending ruin. I am aware that under 
existing law», which have in a great meas­
ure taken away trom th o  Council the con­
trol of affairs of the city, it will be difficult, 
if not impossible, t o  bring about euch 
a reduction of taxation as will give 
tho needed relief t o  tho public. It 
will be our duty to apply to the 
Legislature for the passage of such laws as 
the pâture of the case demands. The park 
tax should bo abolished; the school tax 
should be taken off, or the management of 
the public schools remitted to the city, with 
control over the expenditures; the police 
should be placed in charge of the city gov­
ernment, and the printing, drainage and 
court expenses should be regulated by the 
Council. In fact, all laws compelling the 
expenditure of money by the city without 
the consent «if its official* should be re- 
pcitled.

Trusting that the Legislature which is 
soon To meet will give us the required relief,
I advise that, in the meantime, no unjust or 
inexpedient tax be levied upon oar consti­
tuents.

The interest on the public debt is new so 
heavy that a tax sufficient to pay it ami the 
current expenses of the city government 
feven if reduced to the lowest possible 
point), together with the present .State tax. 
can not be collected without ruin to the 
cit’zens and the consequent destruction of 
the prosperity of the city, as these taxes 
will, in my opinion, exceed the amount of 
net revenue of the property taxed. If a 
tax is laid whichexcetnls the revenue of the 
citizens a portion of their capital must be 
taken to make up tho deficiency. This will 
diminish production and decrease the value 
of property. Capital, always timid, will be 
withdrawn to seek investment elsewhere, 
nnd population will be driven away until 
nothing is left to the impoverished property 
owner and the public creditor but empty 
Htorea and warehouse», and deserted dwell­
ings.

It is evident that. Laving progressed far 
on the road to ruin, it is equally the interest 
of the citizen and tho public creditor to 
devise some equitable mod» by which the 
public burden may be lightened. 1 most 
earnestly commend this matter to your 
careful attention.

While thus compelled by the necessities 
of our people to ask relief at the hands of 
the public creditor, it became* us to inaugu­
rate a system «>f strict economy in every 
department. Every unnecessary office 
should be abolished, salaries reduced to the 
lowest point compatible with efficient ser­
vice, and all purchases made at tho lowest 
possible rates. With this view, I advise 
the reorganization of all tho departments, 
so as to bring down the expenditures. Ail 
work n«t of immediate, neccsssty should be 
discontinued entirely, «ir suspended until 
the city is in a condition to pay for it. In 
order, however, to make any material re- 
«iuction in salaries, or cost of purchases for 
tin- city, a return to cash payments will bo 
necessary, and cur utmost exertions should 
he immediately directed to that end.

As regards’ the collection of tho back 
taxes, I advise a wise discretion. While 
thereTnay bo many who are able to pay 
these taxes, yet there are by far a greater 
number who have not done so from inabil­
ity. If taxation had been just and equita- 
life, if it had been a moderate levy, upon a 
fair assessment, a prompt payment should 
be demanded at all costs; but the tax. as is 
well known, is so excessive as fo amount in 
many cases to absoluto confiscation; and 
t is therefore no more than just to extend 

such indulgence as the public interest will 
ustify when inability to pay exists.
Assessments «if property should be made 

at its actual cash value rit̂  the time of as­
sessment. The measure of value should be 
what it can he sold for, and not what it 
may have cost. Care should he taken to 
assess all property at' the same relative 
value as nearly as possible. There should 
be but one hoard ot assessors for city and 
State. Much expense will be saved aud 
greater uniformity obtained thereby. 
Legislation will be required to attain this 
end.

A® regards licenses, I would advise the 
abandonment of this tax upon all occupa­
tions of a useful nature as soon as. in your 
Judgment, the public exigencies will per 
mit a change of the rerenue system hitherto 
existing. # . . .

i submit to your consideration whether it 
will not iie to the interest ot the city to 
lease or sell the wharves and waterworks 
funder proper restrictions), limiting the 
wharf «lues and water rates, and providing 
for the extension of tha water supply to 
tho»e portions of the city not now supplied.

There are now six recorders and their 
courts, involving a heavy expenditure. This 
number might, without detriment to the 
public interest, be reduced to two or three 
courts, and the necessary legislation should
be invoked to effect this object.

Two lunctions are imposed on you by the 
city charter—administrative and legisla­
tive. There is a tendency ot the tonner to 
absorb the latter duty, so as practically to 
make eac-U Administrator, in his own de­
partment. independent ot the control «if 
his colleagues. This should be guarded 
against. Each one should feel himself in a 
degree responsible for the proper adminis­
tration of the affairs of all, and the Council 
as a body should pass upon all matters of 
importance, especially of expenditures, as 
if the administrative duties were performed 
by those who were not members of the 
Council. All matters of administration 
should be taken up and debated in open

Council, and secret meetings in oommittee 
of the whole avoided. Our constituents 
have ft right to know the reasons which 
have determined their representatives in 
their legislation.

S call your attention to a sale to be made 
in a few days, which will dispose of the 
right ot the city to the batture and future 
accretions. It will be well to ascertain at 
once wbat are the interests of the city in 
this matter, as immediate action will be re­
quired, if you deem it advisable to' preserve 
this right.

Fnlly relying npon the good will and 
hearty support ol our constituents, let us 
enter upon the work before us with a de­
termination to overcome the difficulties of 
the situation, recognizing the fact that, 
though we may be unable to bring the re­
quired relief tô our overburdened citizens, 
much may be done 11 alleviate their con­
dition bv an honest, energetic and economi­
cal administration ol their affairs.

In conclusion, gentlemen, I would ael: 
your bind assistance in the difficult position 
to which I have been called by the partiality 
ot lur fellow-citizens.

The committee retired to perform its duty, 
and, upon returning. Mr. Pilsbury reported 
the following address, which, on motion of 
Mr. Bertoii, was adopted without dissent, 
and was ordered to he insmed in the min­
utes:
To the Taxpayers and Citizens of New Orleans:

Fellow-citizens—In obedience to your 
voice, so emphatically expressed at the 
polls on the second instant, we assume 
control of the city administration.

Surrounded on all elites by embarrass­
ments ot no ordinary character; with em­
ployes. material, men and laborers unpaid 
for a series «rf months, the fire department 
reduced almost to a condition of bankruptcy 
and disruption—with the threatened extin­
guishment of the city lights—and with every 
other creditor of the city reduced to want, 
we deem it not unbecoming to appeal to you 
for that moral and pecuniary support, with­
out which all our efforts to meet these de­
mands, and restore the credit of the city 
will avail nothing.

The depreciation of the city obligations 
can not bo attributed to past failure to meet 
its interest payments as they have hereto­
fore been able to provide lor them. A 
vicious credit system forces the city to pay 
exorbitant prices for everything required 
for its use, has greatly aided the rapid in­
crease of our burdens. We shall therefore 
insist upon conforming the administration 
of city affairs strictly to our ability to pay, 
from actual cash receipts.

Over three millions of taxes of the years 
from 18*' t to date, to say nothing ot preced­
ing years, are long past «lue. A fair pro­
portion ot this amount promptly paid in 
will enable us to clear tho docket and start 
the machinery of tha city government on a 
sound basis.

YVe can not escape the consequence of debt. 
The power and resources of the creditor to 
enforce are greater than the ability of the 
debtor to resist, and any further delay in 
the payment of taxes will subject your 
property to risks and hazards greatly be- 
j-ond the temporary inconvenience of a 
settlement now. The question must be 
fairly'and squarely met. The business of 
the city can not be conducted without relief 
from you, and any interruption of its oper­
ations would entail greater evils’than those 
we now endure. We are, therefore, com­
pelled tu solicit payments by all the means 
in our power.

We regret that there may be individual 
eases of hardship, but in the present crisis 
we can no longer extend indulgence to the 
debtors ot the city without great peril to 
the interests of the property holders and 
residents, that would suicly follow the 
suspension of the departments that are 
requisite lor the protection of your lives 
and property.

We appeal to yon, therefore, for a prompt 
and cheerful acquiescence in this «iur 
request, pledging ourselves to au honest 
and impartial administration of your 
affairs, under a greatly decreased expendi­
ture, and to be still more reduced hy meas­
ure* of relief we hope soon to realize.

Wfiils we are compelled to frame a 
budget, and to levy a tax, according to the 
existing laws, we" have every reason t o  
hope that such legislative relief will so<ii 
be afforded taste enable us to modify ©(ft 
estimates, and thus to lighten to that ex­
tent the heavy burdens now pressing upon 
us. Respectfully submitted.

It i« the custom of the Republican to 
make a note of the adjournments oi tue Su' 

‘prenie Court, and for the benefit of attor­
neys and clients publish, a we«-k in advance, 
the date ot the reading of decisions. It is a 
great convenience to attorneys who have 
business of their «.wa to attend to, and is 
appreciated by them. I a accordance with 
this rule it was announced in tho R epubli­
can of November 23 that opinions would bo 
read on Monday. Such a fact is certain to 
till the courtroom, as a matter of course. 
Quo of the other papers copied the item, 
without acknowledgment as usual. The 
Republican also published a report of a 
decision iu the North Louisiana railroad 
case clipped from a Northern paper and 
prepared by a conscientious and competent 
reporter. The ether paper* contained the 
garbled statement of the prejudiced lunatic 
who runs the Washington end of the Asso­
ciated Press. That contained an attack on 
Chief Justice Ludeiing.

Some smart Alexander on the Bulletin 
put these items together and «îevised a 
scheme to create a new sensation. Here 
was a golden opportunity. Most cl the 
lawyer* of the city would ho there, and 
perhaps nearly a* many les* frequent 
guests. The court room would certainly lie 
crowded. Here, then, was a meeting—for 
without a meeting the Bulletin can do 
nothing—and a Meeting Oi Tho Bar, too. 
The next thing was to get up a call, and 
after it was written, to run ail over town 
and induce some litt!» lawyer to sign it. 
That done, some editorial matter pasted on 
tor a  head, a  few anonymous communica­
tions solicited, aud the thing was done.

But it didn't work. Tha Times tried to 
help the Bulletin hy sending the Chief Ju«' 
tiee to Washington, but he didn’t ge. «Ml 
five judges took their seats in their usual 
manner. Oa the back benches were the 
anxion* litigant* to whom it was of the 
greatest importance to knew whether Rich­
ard Roe would gain his case or John Doe be 
doomed on a frivolous appeal. Within the 
bar were quiet attorneys who earn« to listen 
to the reading. There were perhaps a few 
who came to see some one get sent to the 
Parish Prison tor contempt, hut they ware 
disappointed. There was nothing diff rent 
from the ordinary business of such a day. 
After the reading there was the usual call­
ing of cases, and then a buzz of motions. In 
a few moments all but the few who were 
interested in cases to be argued had left the 
courtroom. And that is ail the Meeting Of 
The Bar amounted to.

Judge Atoeha is still too unwell to hold 
court, and consequently the jury were 
discharged.

The minnte clerk of the Second District 
Court considers that his desk has the same 
temperature as if it were placed in a grave­
yard in Alaska, His fingers got so nnmb 
yesterday he couldn't write. There Is a

stove in the court room and a  beautiful pipe 
attached. But it doesn’t lead anywhere, 
because it is too short to reach the hole. 
Appeals to the Administrator of Public 
Buildings have had no effect. The pipe 
still gapes in the face of the judge, and no 
fire can. The new city government must 
either pot $1 25 worth of pipe in or change 
the weather. If they don’t there will be a 
frozen succession opener, sure.

.M ilitary  S e n s a t io n .

Sunday morning the Bulletin published 
the following remarkable military item, 
which proved to be a bit of news to all offi­
cers and soldiers of the army here, espec­
ially to the members of the Twenty-second 
Infantry who have just made themselves 
comfortable "for the winter at the Continec 
tal Hotel, corner of Julia and Carondelit 
streets:

Y'esterday the United States troops who 
have been quartered iu New Orleaus were 
removed to the Barracks below the city 
This was done, we are informed, in «die' 
dience to a peremptory order received on 
Friday night ivum Washington. Landaulet 
Williams does not wish to have the dele­
gates from the North and West to the 
Templar celebration discover the manner in 
which the citizens of New Orleans aie kept 
in subjection hy federal bayonets.

Troops are also quartered at the old Com­
mercial Hotel, on Tchoupitoulaa street. As 
regards the Templars, in this connection, 
the troops in New Orleans will be reviewed 
in the streets one day this week, probably 
Thursday, for the especial entertainment of 
our visitors, which, with the parades at the 
Barracks, always largely attended, will give 
all an excellent opportunity to “discover 
the manner iu which the citizens of New 
Orleaus are kept in subjection by federal 
bavonets.”
